fee waivers

The Arizona Board of Regents is expected to approve a 
recommendation Friday that will provide 669 tuition waivers 
for ASU students during the 1989-90 academic year, 140 more 
than last year.

The additional waivers are based on a policy passed in 1983 
by the regents that authorized a 25 percent increase in 
waivers over a three-year period. This year, ASU has given 
out 529 waivers totaling $676,062, while UofA has given 454 
waivers totaling $523,980. NAU has given 209 waivers totaling 
$257,102.

Odus Elliott, the regents associate director for academic 
programs, said the universities receive waivers every year 
based on an enrollment formula established by the regents. 
The additional waivers, established under the 1985 policy, are 
strictly for student showing financial need, he said.

“ Anyone who can show financial need and who can comply 
(with the University’s codes) can qualify for the (new) 
waivers," Elliott said.

“ We support the increased waivers. We think it will be 
helpful for the students.’ ’

Each of the 1989-90 waivers is valued at $1,434, the 
projected cost of tuition.

Elliott said it is hard to say where the money for the 
waivers comes from.

“ It ’s a little complicated,”  he said. “ It’s just money we 
don’t collect from students. We fund the budget from the 
money we do collect.”

The waivers policy states that 50 percent of the waivers 
awarded must be for financial need. The additional 25 
percent of the newly-approved waivers also will go to 
students demonstrating need, Elliott said. .

Under the policy, students receive waivers to cover the 
cost of registration, laboratory and course fees.

Dirt patches on campus temporary, to be replanted

The dug-up patches of grass on (he west side of campus are 
part of a landscaping plan for ASU, and officials said most of 
those now-dusty areas will soon become green again — as 
soon as the grass grows.

Described as being "an irrigation oasis in the desert,”  ASU 
must change its landscaping when vegetation changes, said 
John Meunier, dean of the College of Architecture and 
Environmental Design and chairman of the Design Review- 
Board, an advisory body to the ASU president that reviews 
campus construction, destruction and landscaping.

“ It is a place to retreat to." Meunier said of the grassy 
patches. " I t ’s an important foil to the hard . . . places."
' Landscaping will be part of the agenda for a Nov. 9 open 

meeting of the ORB. The board will discuss the development 
of the University campus, including future beautification and 
landscaping projects.

A 1986 survey by the New York-based Carnegie Foundation 
found that 62 percent of the students who choose a particular 
college do so based on the appearance of the landscaping and 
buildings of the campus.

"As the landscape matures we have to make changes,”  
said Val Peterson, director of the ASU Physical Plant. “ The 
condition of the campus is what attracts new students.”

New benches with bench pads were added to Cady Mall 
because the land in’ that area was sinking and it became 
dangerous, Peterson said. Landscapers are adding more dirt 
to the areas and replanting the grass.

"Because of the flood irrigation, the area is depressed,” 
Petersoq said. “ It was a dangerous situation, so it had to be 
recontoured. It’s not a change, it’s a regrading.”

One of the changes taking place is changing the area 
directly in front of the Language and Literature Building into 
desert landscaping. Peterson said the grass in the area was

dying because it was constantly in the shade.
"The mulberry tree in front of the building provided too 

much shade,”  he said. “ Trees are nice, grass is nice, but they 
don’t always stay the same.

“ It’s a living, growing Jiind of thing.”
The Physical Plant implements landscaping projects and 

has an operational budget that includes the maintenance of 
the green spots, Peterson said.

Others at ASU said they want to see the uprooted areas 
green again.

Associated Students President John Fees said students and 
faculty must make sure the grass is replanted.

“ I ’m a nut when it comes to keeping green space,”  Fees 
said. “ I ’m always concerned.”

Jennus Burton, associate vice president for business 
affairs, said green areas are terribly important and “ provide 
a humanistic angle to the campus.”

Democrats,question Dukakis’ ‘liberal’ move

WASHINGTON — Michael Dukakis’ 
"admission" that he is a liberal is being 
viewed by Democrats as a high-risk move 
by a candidate who tra ils  nearly 
everywhere and has little choice but to roll 
the dice.

The Democratic presidential candidate’s 
concession Sunday that he is a liberal "in 
the tradition of Franklin Roosevelt" and 
other presidents was a statement that some 
Democrats have urged Dukakis should turn 
into a defense of values as well as a political 
point of view  , long associated with 
Democratic Party successes of old.

George Bush and the Republicans moved 
swiftly Monday to capitalize on what they 
depicted as a misstep.

"A fter months of denying he was a liberal. 
Dukakis conceded that he is one," Bush

campaign manager Lee Atwater said. "This 
is worse, than a flip-flop. This is a gaffe 
bigger than putting himself in that tank.”

Bush sarcastically said: “ Miracle of 
miracles.”

" I 'm  a libera l.”  Dukakis said in 
California on Sunday, "in the tradition of 
Franklin Roosevelt and Harry Truman and 
John Kennedy,’ ’

Dukakis spokesman Mark Gearan said 
Dukakis is merely advancing his “ I ’m on 
your side”  argument, and asserting that itis 
he and not Bush who is in the tradition of 
those popular Democratic presidents.

Dukakis' statement was' one he had 
seemed reluctant to make when given 
opportunities earlier in the campaign.

In his second debate with Bush, Dukakis 
quipped: “ If I had a dollar, George, for 
every time you used that label. I ’d qualify 
for one of those tax breaks for the rich that 
you want to give away."

Dukakis has repeatedly asserted that

such labels are meaningless and said he has 
conservative instincts as well. He points to 
his balanced budgets in Massachusetts as 
proof.

In his interview on ABC’s “ Nightline” last 
week, Dukakis said, “ Bush is trying to 
misuse that label in a way which suggests 
that I ’m somebody who doesn’t have a set of 
values.”

Dukakis’ reluctance -to embrace what 
President Reagan has taken to calling “ the 
'L ' word" was hardly surprising. Poll after 
poll suggest it’s no longer fashionable to call 
yourself liberal.

Polls consistently show only about 15 
percent of the electorate accept that label to 
describe themselves — even though many 
more may take "liberal”  positions on 
specific issues.

A CBS -New York Times poll taken Oct. 
8-10 was typical. It found 17 percent saying 
they were liberal, 34 percent saying they

Kidnappers release videotaped 
message from American hostage

BEIRUT, Lebanon (A P ) — Pro-Iranian Shiite Moslem 
kidnappers on Monday released a videotaped message 
from one of their two American captives, journalist Terry 
Anderson, a few days after he turned 41.

The tape was delivered to a Western news agency office _ 
in Beirut along with a statement in Arabic.

“ My name is Terry Anderson,”  the captive began his 
message in English. “ Once again I have been given the 
chance to speak to my government, my family and my 
people.

“ I love you, I miss you very much. I know of your 
continued strong efforts for me . . .  the work and devotion 
of my friends and colleagues, and many people I don’t 
know. I know I cannot repay you,”  said Anderson, chief 
Middle East correspondent for The Associated Press.

Anderson was kidnapped March 16, 1985, in Beirut and is 
the longest-held of the 14 foreigners still missing in 
Lebanon and presumed captives of kidnappers. Nine of the
14 arp Amonmiw .

Islamic Jihad also holds Thomas Sutherland, an 
American who is acting dean of agriculture at American 
University. He was kidnapped on June 10, 1985.

Doomed plane’s pilot says he 
hesitated in making decision

WASHINGTON (A P ) — The pilot of Delta Flight 1141 told 
investigators he wishes he had applied full power 
immediately after the first sign of trouble and not 23 
seconds later as his Boeing 727 was about to crash, 
documents revealed Monday.

The crash Aug. 31 at the Dallas-Fort Worth International 
Airport claimed 14 lives. There were 108 people aboard the 
jet, bound for “Salt. Lake City.

Seconds after liftoff, however, there was the sound of a 
“ snap”  and then the jet’s control column began to shake, 
an advance warning that the aircraft was about to stall.

Then followed the sounds of what is believed to be five 
compressor stalls in the engines and the co-pilot 
announcing an “ engine failure.”

Imelda Marcos enters innocent 
plea on embezzlement charges

NEW YORK (A P ) — Former Philippine first lady Imelda 
Marcos has returned to the city where she once threw lavish 
parties, this time to plead innocent to accusations that she 
helped embezzle $100 million from their homeland.

Dressed in an off-the-shoulder, full-length gown with puffy 
sleeves, she arrived at her arraignment Monday morning 
and was greeted outside the courthouse by a dozen 
demonstrators who chanted, "Justice, justice must prevail; 
send the Marcoses to ja il!”  As expected, she entered the 
innocent plea.

Defense lawyers had convinced U.S. District Judge John F. 
Keenan that the 71-year-old Marcos was too frail to make the 
trip to New Y6rk City for a court appearance.

The judge, however, ordered Mrs. Marcos, 59. to appear on 
the charges that she and her husband used the country's 
money to buy>property including four New York buildings 
and artwork!

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In the streets
The abortion issue heats up with ‘Operation Rescue’

Things are getting a little hot out there.
You could hear the inarching feet this past weekend, as 

thousands of anti-abortion activists hit the streets nationwide 
to protest what they term “ legalized, state-sanctioned 
murder.”  v ;

But “ Operation Rescue,”  a national pro-life/stop-abortion 
movement that climaxed last week, was more than just a 
protest.

It was yet another indicator of the rising conflict 
surrounding the abortion issue — a conflict that may yet 
escalate into a national battle reminiscent of nothing less 
than a civil war.

No issue since the Civil rights movement of the 1950s and 
’60s has divided the union so completely. And at no time since 
1973, when the U.S. Supreme Court declared abortion legal in 
Roe v. Wade, has an issue threatened to ignite the bitter 
debate that is in the offing today.

Initially, it would be tempting to dismiss Operation Rescue 
as just another one of the periodic eruptions from the pro-life 
volcano — a few anti-abortionists spurt out some smoke and 
lava every few months, cause some problems for the police 
and make things messy at a few abortion clinics, but nothing 
substantive ever comes of it.

This time around, however, the anti-abortion forces 
produced a Mount St. Helens-style performance by bringing 
out serious numbers of people — many of whom were willing 
to go to jail to protest what one called “ baby butchery.’-’

Participants in Operation Rescue formed human walls 
around abortion clinics Friday aiid Saturday to prevent 
anyone from going In or out, an action that prompted the 
arrest of more than 2,200 people in 26 cities across the 
country — including 85 Phoenicians who were booked by 
local cops for tightly grouping themselves three-deep around 
Valley abortion facilities. *

Since July, more than 7,000 pro-life sympathizers have 
been arrested nationwide for similar actions.

That’s more than just a little disturbance and aggravation 
for the local constabulary.

That’s a movement with a growing awareness of the winds 
of change in the air.

Supreme Court Justice William Brennan told an audience a 
few months ago at the University of South Carolina that he 
felt Roe v. Wade was going to be overturned — thus returning 
the determination of abortion legality to the states. — during 
this term of the court.

Acknowledging several abortion cases currently at the 
state supreme court level and “ in the pipe”  for the 
Washington high court, Brennan — a staunch pro-choice 
advocate — lamented that “ the votes are there (to 
overturn); count them yourself.”

It is true that the Reagan court appointments have nudged 
the court to the right, and it may be that a 5-4 vote to toss the 
very hot abortion problem back into the laps of the 50 states 
could occur as soon as this winter.

Or maybe he was trying to get out the pro-choice vote for 
the Democratic nominee, who would undoubtedly appoint 
more liberal justices.

But whether or not Roe v. Wade is reversed this term, a 
victory by George Bush on Nov. 8 practically assures that it 
will go down eventually.

To put it indelicately, several liberal members of the court 
— notably Thurgood Marshall and Brennan — are on life 
support pending the outcome of the presidential election. 
They are hoping to be replaced by Mike Dukakis 
appointments. But their age and failing health dictates that 
they can’t wait out another four years if the Duke loses — and 
he probably will.

Thus, Bush appointments will probably take their places on 
the High Court. And they will in turn boot Roe v. Wade out the 
door

. ..  and under the copper dome into the Arizona 
legislature.

Like it or not, we live in one of the most conservative states 
in the union. You can bet that within hours of a Supreme 
Court anti-abortion decision, Rep. Jim Skelly will be on the 
floor of the state House of Representatives introducing a bill

that would make abortion illegal in Arizona.
The bill is already written, and when Skelly introduced it 

last session it failed by only one vote — because some House 
members didn’t want to challenge the Supreme Court.

But without the barrier of Roe v.Wade, the bill will pass — 
by a substantial margin.

The same process will occur in Florida, Utah and a half 
dozen other conservative states withindays.

And what happens after that is anyone’s guess.
But you can be sure that the streets will be filled again, and 

with more angry bodies that were out this weekend.
I don’t agree with the politics or the methods of all the 

Operation Rescue supporters. Most of them seem to be right- 
wing fundamentalists and crazies, seething with hatred as 
they condemn abortionists to an eternity of fiery damnation.

But I do agree that abortion is wrong.
My arguments — both scientific and philosophic — behind 

the belief that abortion is simply murder have been 
explicated in detail in this space over the past few semesters, 
so there is no reason to go over it again.

But while I look forward to the coming day when legal, 
state subsidized abortion is ended, there is reason to be 
cautious as events unfold. The matter can no longer be 
discussed purely in the hypothetical, with hate or 
vindictiveness. It is probable that the day is coming soon.

And look out when it does.
One unidentified abortion clinic worker was quoted 

Saturday as saying; “ (The pro-life faction) is pushing us. 
Eventually we will just have to go out there and deal with 
them physically ( if protests continue).”

As passionate as the pro-life supporters have been, the pro­
abortion camp may show them a thing or two about 
protesting if abortion is declared against the law. They 
certainly will not roll over and disappear.

And the result, if we’re all not careful, might be the very 
things that the pro-lifers say they desperately want to 
prevent any more of.

Sen. Lloyd Bentsen says he's fed up with 
the nasty Republican mudslinging and 
negative campaigning.

But I 
don't think we ever imagined that George 
Bush and the Republicans would be so 
willing to debase that precious current of 
democracy," -

Bentsen is correct. H ie Republicans have, 
at times, been showing sharp fangs.

For example, I have a slick pamphlet on 
my desk that is being mass-mailed to voters 
in Illinois by the Illinois Republican Stale 
Central Committee.

In big black type, it says:
“ ALL  T H E  M U R D E R E R S  AN D  

RAPtSTS AND DRUG PUSHERS AND 
C H I  L D M O L E S T E R S  I N  
MASSACHUSETTS VOTE FOR MICHAEL 
DUKAKIS.

“ WE IN ILLINOIS CAN VOTE AGAINST 
HIM.”

And a little farther down it says:
“ DUKAKIS GETS THE VOTE OF ALL 

THE CONVICTS IN MASSACHUSETTS’ 
PRISONS.”

The pamphlet says that if mass-murderer 
John Gacy. a Chicagoan, was in Boston. 
Dukakis would probably let him roam the 
streets on weekends.

It referred to the now-famous case of 
Willie Horton, a convicted killer who 
committed a rape while on weekend 
furlough in Massachusetts.

Thanks to the Republicans, this has 
become one of the most notorious rapes in 
history. Before this Campaign is over, many 
Americans will believe that Dukakis 
himself did the dirty deed.

A new University program will allow students to study in 
Siena, Italy, during spring semester 1989 and earn 21 credit 
hours.

ASU Italian professor Ted Cachey, who will be the director- 
in-residence in Italy, said the program is receiving lots of 
interest.

“ We’ve had summer programs in Florence for the last 
seven years, but this program will allow for students to 
experience a different part of Italy,”  he said.

Cachey said the program will allow ASU students to mix 
and meet with their European peers, since Siena is a 
university city.

Federal judge
MINNEAPOLIS (A P ) -  A federal judge 

Monday blocked a state law that would have 
banned the three major television networks 
from conducting exit polls just outside 
voting ¡daces to predict winners on election 
night.

U.S. District Judge David Doty, saying 
the law is likely to be found unconstitutional, 
issued a preliminary injunction against its 
enforcement.

The 1984 law prohibits voters from being 
asked how they voted within 100 feet of the 
polling place. Nearly half the states have 
some limits on exit polling, in part because 
of fears that voter turnout will be hampered

all over Europe, so students will also have a chance to 
experience other cultures,”  he said.

The ASU program, which is being coordinated in 
cooperation with thè Scuola di Lingua e Cultura Italiana per 
Stranieri, will allow 15 students to live and study in medieval 
Siena from Jan. 10 to June 20.

Cachey said the 18 to 21 credit hours offered include 
courses in Italian language and culture. No previous 
experience is required.

The fee for the program, which includes tuition and 
housing, is $4,100. Students pay for transportation, meals, 
insurance, books, supplies, personal expenses and 
independent travel. Some may apply for financial aid.

Application deadline for the program is Nov. 15.

blocks state law banning network exit polling
by early predictions of results.

The networks targeted Minnesota along 
w ith  six  o ther s ta tes  where they 
successfully challenged restrictions they 
considered so stringent they would 
effectively ban exit polls.

Floyd Abrams, a New York lawyer 
representing CBS, ABC and NBC, had 
argued that the Minnesota law violates free 
speech and would prevent family members 
from asking each other how they voted if 
they were within the zoned area.

“ We’re delighted,”  Abrams said of Doty’s 
ruling. “ It’s a First Amendment right that 
the public have that information.

“ If the voter doesn’t want to answer 
questions he doesn’t have to, but if th voter 
is willing to answer the questions, he should 
be able to be a part of the process.”

Doty said that one of the principal 
concerns of the First Amendment is the free 
discussion of governmental affairs. He also 
said the First Amendment protects the news 
media’s right to gather information.

“ Thus, exit polling, which involves 
gathering and disseminating information on 
governmental affairs, is protected by the 
fr e e  speech  c lau se  o f the F ir s t  
Amendment,”  Doty wrote.

The state tiad argued that the law was

passed to preserve the sanctity of the polling 
place, to prevent harassment of voters, to 
prevent congestion and confusion around 
the polling place, and to encourage voter 
participation.

Doty said legislators who wrote the law 
were primarily concerned with “ alleviating 
the threat that people might be discouraged 
from voting if a projection indicates that a 
particular outcome of an election is almost a 
certainty.”

"Such a purpose is not a sufficient basis 
for restricting otherwise constitutionally 
protected speech,”  Doty wrote.

year is a referendum on liberalism,”  the 
president said, confident who would win if 
the contest were so clearly drawn.

The Republicans have used a handful of 
assertions to associate Dukakis and 
liberalism with a negative connotation. 
They have asserted he is weak on defense, 
permissive toward crime, likely to raise 
taxes.

“ George Bush succeeded in defining what 
a liberal is, in the most unflattering light 
possible,”  said Mark Mellman, a pollster for 
Democratic candidates. “ Unfortunately to a 
lot of people right now to be a liberal means 
to be in favor of furloughs and in favor of

higher taxes and so on.
“ Those of us who call ourselves liberals, I 

think, would suggest that has nothing 
whatever to do with being a liberal and 
that’s vey much a distortion of what that 
ideological perspective is all about," 
Mellman added.

Dukakis on Sunday defined it differently. 
He said his liberalism means “ standing up 
for average Americans”  while also 
balancing budgets.

As a th r e e - t e r m  g o v e r n o r  o f 
Massachusetts, Dukakis in fact was not 
known as a liberal. He was a moderate and a 
reformer, in a state with a long liberal

tradition. Liberals there assailed him for 
not doing enough on welfare, social services 
and the homeless.

Former House Speaker Thomas P. O’Neill 
Jr., former leader of liberal Democratic 
politics, last month disputed Bush's charge 
that Dukakis was liberal. “ Absolutely not," 
O'Neill said. “ He’s progressive.”

But Massachusetts politics is not the 
standard for politics elsewhere, and even 
Massachusetts liberals acknowledge that.

“ Being a centrist in Massachusetts makes 
him a liberal in general," said Rep. Barney 
Frank, 0-Mass., who often opposed Dukakis 
from the left in their own state.

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C ustom s serv ice  se izes  $ 6 1 .5  m illion in c o c a in e , m ariju an a
TUCSON (A P ) — Cocaine and marijuana valued at about 

$61.5 million has been seized, and three men arrested, on the 
Tohono O’odham Reservation west of Tucson, in what 
authorities say reflects a changing drug-trafficking pipeline.

U.S. Customs Service officials announced the weekend 
seizures Monday, involving 671 pounds of cocaine and 681 
pounds of marijuana.

“ This is the first large cocaine seizure ever out there in 
Sells," said E.K. Vaubel, Customs assistant special agent in 
charge in Tucson, "and it sends a message to us that the 
pipeline has now shifted and the conduit is coming through 
there.”

Customs patrol agents, acting on a tip, stopped a four-door 
auto heading east on Arizona 86 about 6:30 p.m. Saturday 
near Three Points, abo.ut 25 miles west of Tucson, Vaubel

said.

In the trunk and on the floor of the back seat they 
discovered eight duffel bags containing 600 pounds of 
cocaine, wrapped tightly in bundles with surgical-type gauze, 
he said.

Vaubel said William C. Johnson, 28, and Gordon Lopez, 27, 
were arrested and a .38-caliber revolver seized, and agents 
developed leads that resulted in an all-points bulletin for 
Stanley Salazar, 40, of Sells.

Tohono O’odham police arrested Salazar about 11:30 p.m. 
Saturday near Sells, Vaubel said. Salazar’s auto, a 
.22-caliber rifle and ammunition were seized, and the next 
day Customs officials found 71 pounds of cocaine and 681 
pounds of marijuana, and a .357 magnum revolver, in

searching a mobile home two miles west of Sells, believed to 
be Salazar’s residence, he added.

In Houston, Customs spokeswoman Judy Turner said 
authorities estimated that the cocaine was worth $60,926,800 
and the marijuana had a street value of $612,900.

Vaubel said the three men were charged in a federal 
complaint with possession, possession with intent to 
distribute and conspiracy, and were held at the Federal 
Correctional Center in Tucson pending arraignment.

“ I think that in any of these kinds of cases, there are a 
multitude of people involved,”  Vaubel said. He added that 
officials are ‘ ‘attempting to go as far as we can.

“ I do not believe it was solely a smuggling venture on the 
part of the three,”  he said.

Devils find success on road but happy to return to ASU

The ASU football team may have gained 
some credibility during a successful 2-1 road 
trip, but head coach Larry Marmie said he 
is looking forward to playing Saturday at 
Sun Devil Stadium against the Oregon State 
Beavers.

"W e're excited to be back home," 
Marmie said. "1 think our fans, for the most 
part, always respond well lor the Sun 
Devils. Hopefully they'll be glad to see us 
back.

"For the second week in a row we were 
able to go on the road and win against a good 
football team."

ASU cornerback Eric Crawford was 
named the Pac-10,Defensive Player of the 
Week. It was the second week in a row that a 
Sun Devil earned Player of the Week 
honors.

With the Sun Devils leading 21-14 over 
Oregon in the third quarter Saturday, 
Crawford recovered a Latin Berry fumble 
at the ASU 21 yard line to stop the Oregon 
drive. He also had six tackles and three pass 
breakups on the day.

"Certainly the turnover factor' was the 
key to the baJlgame,”  Marmie said.

ASU blocked an Oregon field goal 
attempt, sacked quarterback Bill Musgrave

twice, intercepted three times and 
recovered four fumbles in the 21-20 victory.

However, two Sun Devil starters were 
injured during the game and both may be 
out for the season. Fullback Kirk Wendorf 
suffered a broken left tibia and definitely 
will not return. Depending on the severity of 
knee damage suffered Saturday, right 
cornerback Lawrence Hubley may also 
miss the remainder of the season.

Either Crawford, a sophomore, or senior 
Jeff Joseph will start at cornerback in place 
of Hubley against the Beavers.

Freshman Kelvin Fisher, who has been 
productive for the Sun Devils at fullback, 
will start Saturday in place of Wendorf.

Although Fisher (5-foot-ll, 188 pounds), 
does not possess the size of most fullbacks, 
Marmie said he has the desire to make an 
impact for the team.

"There’s a physical aspect there that 
sometimes presents a problem, but he’s also 
been very willing and very aggressive," 
Marmie said.

Freshman Keith Bowen, the No. 2 
fullback, has gained 20 yards on three 
attempts in two games this season. Despite 
his youth and inexperience, Marmie said he 
will have to be ready to perform.

A beneficial factor for ASU is that the 
offensive line has been the most physical in

recent weeks against opponents than it has 
been all year, Marmie said. Because of this 
and the emergence of tailback Bruce 
Perkins, he said the running game also has 
been more productive.

" It  was encouraging to be able to rush the 
ball with some degree of success, 
particularly in the first half,”  Marmie said. 
“ I was a little bit disappointed that we 
weren’t able to take it in the latter part of 
the ball game and get a couple first downs 
and put the game out of reach.”

With ASU leading by one point in the final 
four minutes, the Sun Devils had possession 
twice but punted after three downs on both 
occasions.

“ I don’t think there’s any question that 
Bruce ran the football with more 
authority,”  Marmie said. “ There were a 
couple times when he turned it up inside and . 
broke some tackles and ran- over some 
people the way that we think he should and 
could.”  ,

Although punter Mike Schuh did not kick 
the ball his usual 45 to 50 yards on each 
attempt, Marmie said he did place it inside 
the 20-yard line on two occasions.

Kicker Alan Zendejas missed a 44-yard 
field goal attempt but was effective in 
minimizing long kickoff returns, Marmie 
said.

“ We wanted to change our kickoffs up 
against Oregon,”  he said. “ They were 
second in the country in kickoff returns — 
that’s why we squib-kicked a couple, kicked 
across the field and kicked straight down 
the field.”

When men’s head swimming coach Ron 
Johnson and former ASU swimmer Sam 
Jones went to Brisbane, Australia, to 
compete in the World Master’s Swimming 
Championship, they brought back wild tales 
and some heavy medals.

For his work in the Oct. 10. to 15 
competition, Jones won three gold medals 
while Johnson left the land Down Under 
with one gold and three silver medals. Both 
also won bronze medals in two relay events.

“ ft is great to see so many people 
interested in this sport because in 
swimming you can’t really go to another 
level,”  Jones said. “ This was competitive, 
but it still managed to be fun.”

Jones competed in the 25 to 29 age division 
and left the event with gold medals in the 
50-meter freestyle, 100-meter freestyle and 
50-meter backstroke,

Coach Johnson, competing in the 55 to 59 
age group, left with four medals: a gold in 
the;, 50-meter butterfly, and three silver 
medals in the 50-meter backstroke, 50-meter 
freestyle, and 100-meter butterfly .

"The uniqueness of the event is the mix of 
people who love the sport,”  Jones said. “ We 
were able to meet a lot of people and 
establish a lot of friendships around the 
world.”

The competition featured more than 3,700 
athletes from 25 countries.

The event is held every two years and 
participants range from former Olympic 
gold medalists to men and women who enter 
and compete just for fun.

“ The nice thing about the event is there is 
a really good feeling about competition — 
everyone there is mature enough to handle

their wins and losses,”  Johnson said. “ Some 
are just there for fitness, but whatever they 
do they are there to have fun.”

Johnson said the competition helped him 
to better understand his athletes.

“ Swimming is hard, both mentally and 
physically,”  he said. “ With me being 
-involved, it helps me see what they are 
going through and also be more sympathetic 
towards training.”

Jones competed at ASU from 1976 to 1980. 
His achievements include the 1980 Pac-10 
championship in the 100-meter freestyle and 
a first-place finish the same year as a 
member of the 400-meter relay team.

Both Johnson and Jones won bronze 
medals in the 200-meter freestyle relay and 
the 200-individual medley relay.

Although Jones has been out of 
competition for several years, he stayed fit 
by participating in other activities.

“ I just started training this past summer 
but I was only able to spend about 20 percent 
of the time I used to spend while I was at 
ASU,”  he said. “ But I have kept in shape 
through different sports.”

Jones also had the opportunity to offer 
advice to his former coach.

“ I had to coach him sometimes because it 
is hard to know what you are doing wrong 
when you’re in the water,”  Jones said, “ ft is 
kind of like a doctor operating on himself.”  

However, Johnson said the small bit of 
advice that Jones offered turned out to be 
more useful than expected.

“ He helped me the last day before the 
competition,”  Johnson said. “ I ’m usually 
the guy who does most of the coaching, but 
he made some great observations and I feel 
that they helped me to win.”

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Notre Dame No. 1 lo r Is tt im e  since 1981

For the first time since early in the 1981 season, the 
Fighting Irish of Notre Dame are on top of the college 
football world.

And since Monday’s Associated Press poll finds Southern 
California right behind Notre Dame, it sets up what would be 
the 24th meeting between No. 1 and No. 2 when they meet on 
Nov. 26 in the Los Angeles Coliseum.

Before that can happen, however, Notre Dame, 8-0, must 
defeat Rice on Saturday and Penn State on Nov. 19 while 
Southern Cal. 7-0, has to beat California, ASU and UCLA, the 
formér No. 1 team, which slipped to sixth in the wake of 
Saturday’s 34-30 upset at the hands of Washington State.

Notre Dame, a 22-7 winner over Navy, received 44 of 58 
first-place votes and 1,144 of a possible 1,160 points from a 
nationwide panel of sportswriters and sportscasters. The 
Irish had been second behind UCLA the last two weeks. 
Southern Cal. a 41-20 winner over Oregon State, received 11 
first-place votes and 1,097 points in climbing from third place 
to second.

Since the AP poll began in 1936, Notre Dame has won seven 
national championships, more than any other school. But the 
Irish haven't won a national championship since 1977 and 
were last ranked No. 1 after opening the 1981 season and the 
Gerry Faust era with a 27-9 victory over LSU. Notre Dame 
lost to Michigan 25-7 thè following week and hasn’t been 
higher than fourth until beating Miami two weeks ago.

Notre Dame became the fourth team to be ranked No. 1 this 
season. Florida State was No. 1 in the préseason poll but lost 
its opener to Miami 31-0. Miami became No. 1 for six weeks 
before losing at Nòtre Dame 31-30. That made UCLA No. 1 for 
two weeks.

Notre Dame coach Lou Holtz was something lésé than 
ecstatic to learn his team was No. 1, although he probably 
suspected as much after UCLA lost.

“ Being number one wasn’t very good luck for Florida 
State, Miami or UCLA,”  he said. “ I ’m worried about beating 
(winless) Rice, and that’s the truth. Every week in this crazy 
game you’d better be ready to play.

“ I think the poll is great and it creates a tremendous 
amount of interest, but I only pay attention to the last one. I ’d 
rather be number one on Jan. 2, but I ’m glad we weren’t 
number one on Sept. I.”

Following the sluggish victory over Navy, Holtz said Notre 
Dame was “ not a really good football team right now.”

“ This team has done an incredible job this year but it’s like 
building a house — it looks good and it hasn’t fallen down yet, 
but it hasn't had a big storm yet, either."

Although the Top Ten in this week’s poll are the same 10 
teams as last week, there was considerable shuffling.

Miami’s defending national champions moved from fourth 
place to third with one first-place vote and 1,041 points 
following a 31-7 triumph over East Carolina.

West Virginia leaped from seventh to fourth by routing 
Penn State 51-30. The Mountaineers, 8-0 for the first time in 
their 97-year football history, received the other two first- 
place votes and 950 points. West Virginia was as high as No. 4 
twice during the 1983 season.

Florida State was idle but rose from sixth to fifth with 886 
points, followed by UCLA with 847 points. Nebraska dropped 
from fifth to seventh with 835 points after struggling past 
Missouri 26-18.

The rest of the Top Ten remained the same.
