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Fees requests funds for Reagan visit

Associated Students President John Fees informed the
ASASU Senate Tuesday night that the Insuring Tomorrow
program needs funding to pay for former President Ronald
Reagan’s security at his scheduled appearance on campus
Monday.

The informal funding request comes one day after Reagan
declined an honorarium and Fees announced that tickets to
the event would be free.

Fees told the senate that Insuring
Tomorrow would need about $3,000
from ASASU. Organizers had hoped
to use revenues from ticket sales to
cover the estimated $14,000 needed
for security and other event costs.

Reagan is scheduled to speak in
the University Activity Center
Monday.

Official: Selection
of new president
could be in April

A new ASU president could be appointed as soon as the end
of April, Arizona Board of Regents Executive Director Molly
Broad said Tuesday.

Broad said the regents hope to have a list of potential
candidates for the postin early April.

“We've got a lotof work to do before then,” she said. “But
we are making good progress.” 1,

Meanwhile, the number of women and minority candidates
being considered to replace ASU President J. Russell Nelson
has more than doubled in two weeks, according to William J.
Bowen a representative of Heidrick and Struggles, Inc., thé
firm hired to find the new president.

Bowen told the regents’ 14-member presidential search
committee on Tuesday that of the 229 names being
considered for the presidency, 60 are women and at least 20
are minorities.

Ata Feb. 27 meeting, Bowen told the committee thatof the
188 candidates, 25 were women and 10 candidates were
minorities. The committee, which meétin the MU, consists
of regents, professors, students and community leaders.

Bowen said applications for the presidency are being
received on a continuous basis and no definite cutoffdate has
been set.

“We are still receiving names and processing them as we
go along,” he said.

Participants in.the search have not disclosed the names
because the hiring process is being conducted confidentially.

Broad said the committee further discussed on Tuesday
the questions and issues they want to raise when the
candidates are interviewed by the committee.

The ASU presidency became available in August when
Nelson said he would return to teach at ASU’s College of
Business after a one-year leave of absence.

Buton Feb. 2, Nelson announced that he had accepted the
deanship of the businesscollege at toe University of Colorado
in Boulder.

Broad said that she does not know how many candidates
will be finalists when a list of names is submitted to the
regents.

Frieder rumored to be

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him speak for free, and there is no doubt in my mind that
ASASU can afford to help bring him on campus,” Fees
said.

Minutes before Fees’ request, ASASU Executive Director
Gary Kleemann told senators that there was no more money
in ASASU coffers to fund student organization activities.

In an executive report to the full senate, Kleemann advised
the senators not to allocate any more funds to campus clubs
and organizations, saying “you don’'t have the money; you
don’'t have the money.”

Executive Vice President Matt Niemeyer reported that the
clubs and organizations account was $20,347 over budget.

“You (senators) have been very generous this year. Now
you know where we are,” Niemeyer said. As of Tuesday
night, the senate had appropriated approximately $49,000 to
campus clubs and organizations.

College of Law Senator Allan Barfield said later in the
meeting that Kleemann had explained to him that “the
senate still had the money, butit was just in the wrong pots”
— a revelation that prompted Niemeyer to wonder out loud
why Kleemann had not expressed that fact to the full senate.

Kleemann was not present at the meeting at that time.

But ASASU Activities Vice President Todd Martensen said
Fees’ financial commitment of ASASU funds is putting the
senate in a bind.

“The problem is that the money will be needed after the
event and by that time, it might be too late because there
might not be any funds left,” Martensen said said.

“This is an irresponsible move, it happened last year when
Jesse Jackson was here, and my job is to see that pre-
committing ASASU does not become the trend,” he said.

Martensen was referring to an April 1988rally for Jackson,
then a candidate for the Democratic presidential nomination.
The rally was sponsored by the Political Union, a division of
ASASU, butcosts for theeventwere nearly triple the original
estimate. Fees, then activities vice president, requested that
the senate provide the additional funding.

College of Engineering Senator Yousef Hashimi said:
“We've gotten ourselves into a pickle — not knowing whether
or notwe have the money to spend.”

“beefing” up entrance requirements, but added “an
enrollment cap is out of the question.”

But Larson said a conditional admissions arrangement
is needed for minorities if entrance requirements are
raised.

Presidential hopeful Marie Escobedo agreed, but said
the higher requirements should be phased in over a
number of years.

Presidential candidate Sal Rivera said increasing
entrance requirements would only be beneficial if it would
not exclude students from the University.

“No student should be denied an education,” Rivera
said. “We can’t let students who want an education to fall
through the cracks and not get an opportunity in college.”

Services for students who have families was also raised
during the hour-long forum in the MU Rendezvous
Lounge.

Rivera said that because ASU students are, on the
average, older than those at other universities, ASU needs

to provide daycare services to students.

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23 crewmen believed trapped
in burning chemical tanker

YOKOHAMA, Japan (AP) — Four British and 19 Filipino
crew members missing from a chemical tanker that burst
into flames Tuesday likely were trapped inside the ship and
did not survive, Japanese coast guard officials said.

“Since there was no time for crew members to send an
emergency signal, it is unlikely that they had time to
prapare lifeboats for escape,” said Yukio Yoshino, head of
the Yokohama branch of the Maritime Safety Agency,
Japan’s coast guard.

Yoshino told a news conference that chances for the
crew’s survival at this point were “very slim.”

Hie Liberia-registered 23,038-ton Maasgusar, containing
25,700 tons of flammable toxic liquids, was found engulfed
in flames about 66 miles southwest of Nojimazaki, south of
Tokyo, early Tuesday morning by a patrol plane.

Powerful explosions apparently blew a huge hole in a
chemical tank on the ship’s port side. Television reports
showed chemicals leaking out of die hole and burning on
the surface of the water, he said.

The Maritime Safety Agency and the Maritime Self-
Defense Force sent 14 ships and 11 aircraft to rescue crew
members and help douse the fire, but no vessels were able

Two Air Force F-16s collide
in flight, 1 believed dead

MADRID, Spain (AP) — Two F-16 jet fighters from the
U. S. Air Force collided in flight Tuesday and one pilot was
missing and feared dead, military officials said. The
second pilot was reportedly hospitalized in satisfactory
condition.

The collision occurred about 2:45 p.m. Tuesday during a
training mission over central Spain’s Cuenca province, said
Air Force Capt. Willette Parker. She said the jets had left
Madrid’s Torrejon Air Base.

A statement released by the Spanish Ministry of Defense
said one of the pilots parachuted to safety and was
hospitalized. Hie statement said the second pilot died, but
the Air Force would only say the pilot was missing.

No identities were immediately available. Parker said
the cause of the collision had not been determined.

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President voices concern about
nation’s homeless situation

WASHINGTON (AP) — President Bush said Tuesday he
was troubled by “ragged, pathetic figures huddled over
steam grates” near the White House andvowed to step up
the search for solutions to the *“national shame” of
homelessness.

Speaking to a conference of the Independent Insurance
Agents of America, Btish called homelessness “an affront
to the American dream.”

He made the comments after ids motorcade passed a
group of homeless people huddled on a downtown street a
block from the White House.

Marlin Fitzwater, the White House spokesman, said that
Bush had directed Housing Secretary Jack Kemp to come
up with new ideas to help get the homeless off the streets of
urban America.

“The word has gone forth to come up with solutions,”
Fitzwater said.

In his budget outline for fiscal year 1990, Bush proposed
spending $644 million to carry out the McKinney Act, which
created a program to find housing for the homeless.

Spending race escalates in ASASU campaigns

Charles “Spike” Lawrence, an Associated Students of ASU
activities vice presidential candidate, topped 23 other student
government candidates in campaign expenditures, spending
$928 in the three-day-old campaign, according to fiancial
statements filed Tuesday.

Lawrence, whose campaign is being funded mainly
through donations, was one of four executive office
candidates whose expenditures exceeded $800.

Lawrence has invested his campaign money in buttons,
fliers, posters and printing costs.

ASASU presidential candidate Paul Larson followed

Lawrence in spending, with $913 in expenditures.

Larson, who is personally financing his campaign, said he
spent the money on artwork, stickers, pencils, T-shirts and
campaign signs.

Ofthe executive officers, TamiWillingham, who is running
unopposed for campus aiffairs vice president, spent the least,
with $372in expenditures. Willingham also is funding her own
campaign.

Without the restriction of a spending lim it some ASASU
officials believe candidates will take advantage of campaign
contributions and “buy” an election.

Matt Niemeyer, ASASU executive vice president, said that
in a campaign without spending limits candidates will be
judged on “the show they put on”, rather than their

qualifications for the
position.

Presidential candidate Sal
Rivera, who has declared
$462.59 in cam paign
expenditures, also indicated
he has received funding
from supporters.

Presidential candidate
Mark Escobedo spent $3000f
his own money for his
campaign, with the money
going toward signs, flyers
and stickers.

For the first time in years, terminal boredom has set in
during the brief few weeks in March and April when
Associated Students election campaigns usually bring
excitement, political intrigue and verbal brawling to the
malls and lawns of ASU.

Remember the “Seven Dwarfs” of the Democratic Party,
the group of no-name presidential contenders left to fight it
out after the destruction of Gary Hart in 1987? Now meet the
Eight Dwarfs of ASASU — Grumpy, Sleepy, Dopey, Sneezy,
Doc, Happy, Bashful and Spike — who are competing to
replace student government's graduating leadership.
Please, withhold your applause. And possibly your vote.

Grumpy: Presidential candidate Sal Rivera unveiled his
deadly scowl Tuesday (see page one of the State Press) but
did little else to distinguish himselffrom the pack. Rivera is
centering his campaign on improving the “everyday lives”
of students by trying to “reduce the cost of copying (paper,
that is) on campus from 10 cents to four,” among other
schemes. The problem is, his predecessor has made his mark
by leading crucial battles cm larger issues — like tuition
increases — and that's what students have come to expect
from a president. Smile, Sal, forget the copying charge and
let's hear what you're going to do at the Legislature.

Doc: Paul Larson postponed his medical school plans to
duke it out for the ASASU presidency, and his extensive
experience as ASASU State Relations director and obvious
knowledge of the issues make him a favorite to win the job.

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In his speech and in response to questions, Larson
managed to take credit for virtually everything
accomplished at ASASU during the past year.

On Thursday, March 2, the Associated
Students Senate Comm ittee on
Appropriations reviewed a request for
funding for a campus organization known
as the Lesbian and Gay Academic Union.
The LGAU is requesting funding for two
State Press advertisements, one for a film
on AIDS education and the second for a
speaker on lesbian and gay literature.

The function of the Appropriations
Committee is to determine whether
requests introduced to the Senate are
eligible to receive ASASU funding. The
fund that exsists for campus clubs and
organizations is comprised of a portion of
student tuition money, about 70 cents from
each full-time student.

Discussion in the committee also revolved
around the overall purpose of the
organization which, in addition to promoting
campus activities and providing group
discussion, also included the advancement
of gay rights. According to the ASASU
bylaws, section 16.6 “No organization shall
be funded for the following without two-
thirds affirmative vote of the Senate:
Activities which involve partisan politics
unless limited to single political
partisanship; ...” The bylaws also state in
section 16.5 that activities not eligible for
funding include *“activities which are

limited to a single political partisanship.”

The problem then, lies in the conflict in
the minds of some of the committee
members between wanting to fund an
organization that meets the criteria for
funding outlined in the bylaws, but feeling
as though to fund file LGAU would be
against their constituents’ funding
priorities, and also funding a singly
partisan political group. The decision then
it seems, comes to you — the students of
Arizona State University.

In order to make an educated decision
about this proposal, take the folllowing
excerpt from the Associated Students
Constitution and Bylaws into account:

Section 16.3 stipulates, “Activities
eligible for funding include those which

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meet at least one of the following criteria:

Does the activity further the
educational objectives of the University?
Does the activity enhance student cultural
awareness?”

If after you have read these excerpts you
have formed an opinion, take a moment to
contact one of your senators at 965-3161, or
leave a message expressing your opinion
regarding this funding proposal. Complete
texts of the constitution and bylaws are
available in the ASASU office.

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U.s. isn’t following the lead of its kinder, gentler president

NEW YORK — There's a line from John Kennedy’s
inaugural address that has begun to haunt me lately. It’s not
the famous “ Ask not what you can do” peroration, buta less
familiar phrase: “Civility is not a sign of weakness.”

How quaint that simple statement sounds; how utterly out
of phase it is with today’s standards of behavior.

On the floor of the U. S. Senate, Democrat John Glenn
plucks nasty adjectives from an FB1 report on John Tower.
Republican Minority Leader Bob Dole warns Glenn that the
penalty for revealing such confidential material is expulsion
from the Senate.

In sunny Florida, New York Mets star Darryl Strawberry,
in the middle of a contract dispute, reacts to criticism from
teammate Keith Hernandez by attacking him physically, just
as every sports photographer in the region is preparing to
take the team photo. Strawberry then walks out of training
camp.

Across Florida, in the Yankees’' spring training camp,
Rickey Henderson and teammates exchange angry words
about alleged excessive drinking.

In media matters, “Today” show host Bryant Gumbel is
embarrassed by the leaking of a memo he wrote containing
sharply critical words about his on-the-air-colleagues. This
follows unusually harsh profiles of the “Today” show star,
suggesting, among other things, that Gumbel treats his

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mother with less than filial piety.

And this dust-up, however, is a tea party compared with
the on-air confrontations that produced a broken nose for
Geraldo Rivera and lawsuits for Morton Downey Jr.

Noting the high ratings that accompany such spontaneous

“incidents,” TV producers at a recent convention offered
scheduled mayhem for. sale, in the form of such shows as
“American Gladiator” and “Roller Games” where violence
is guaranteed.
You no doubt can summon ,your own examples, from the
continuing popularity of “shock radio,” to the national
fascination with the domestic travails of Tyson and Givens
and Sean Penn and Madonna, to the raucous celebrations
outside the prison where Ted Bundy was electrocuted.

‘What makes today’s streak of
incivility so puzzling is that it reflects
a kind of national schizophrenia: At

times it seems as if we are almost
ashamed ofour own impulses toward a
more charitable view of our fellow
man.’

Even Fortune magazine celebrates incivility in the
boardroom. A cover story about America’s toughest bosses
tells us you don’t win on the corporate battlefield with “lace
on your underwear.”

Now there is nothing particularly pulling about the
human impulse toward mean-spiritedness, or the human
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appetite to witness it. Mobs used to attend beheadings in
Paris and hangings in London for sport, and the floor of the
Congress in the 19th century was often the scene of fistfights.

What makes today’s streak of incivility so puzzling is that it
reflects a kind of national schizophrenia: At times it seems
as if we are almost ashamed of our own impulses toward a
more charitable view of our fellow man.

Forexample, when George Bush declared lastyear that he
wanted a “kinder, gentler nation,” that phrase became
something of a national cliche, the stuff of which a late-night
comedian’s punchline is made.

Yetitalsoclearly resonated among voters. Even given the
harsh tone of the campaign, it established George Bush as a
nice guy; and it is that essential decency that lies behind his
high approval ratings in the face of some early presidential
missteps.

The enormous affection for TV personalities such as
Willard Scott and Charles Kuralt lies in the fact that they
both radiate that same essential decency. Kuralt's
portrayals of quiet, anonymous Americans, and Scott's
celebrations of 100th birthdays, county fairs and charity
drives, evoke a pastoral, caringspirit.

How, then, can these impulses exsist side by side with our
undeniable hunger for the crueler, coarser behavior now on
display everywhere?

Maybe it’s precisely that coarsening of our national life
that makes the less abrasive symbols even that much more
attractive.

Maybe it’s that, in an odd way, it requires more courage
right now to speak in quiet tones than to offer shouts and
clenched fists.

For my part, | hope George Bush keeps appealing to “the
better angels of our nature.” The day he threatens to “kicka
little” Democratic glutei maximi, we’ll know all is lost.

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Farm workers plan boycott

YUMA, Ariz. (AP) — United Farm
Workers of America will picket Arizona
stores that sell produce grown by Bruce
Church Inc., a California grower based near
Salinas, UFW President Cesar Chavez said
Tuesday.

Chavez, who announced plans to begin the
picketing on Thursday, appeared at a news
conference in Yuma, then traveled to
Phoenix for a similar announcement later in
the day.

He said there will be pickets at several
sites across the state but that specific cities
had yet to be selected.

Larry Silva, a Bruce Church official,
declined comment.

The action, an effort to persuade
consumers not to buy lettuce or other Bruce
Church-grown produce, appeared to defy an
Arizona law under which the union lost a
case earlier.

Last year, Bruce Church won a $54

million judgment against UFW after a
Yuma County Superior Courtjury ruled the
grower was hurt by a union boycott carried
out in other states.

Union attorney Dianna Lyons said UFW is
appealing the multimillion-dollar judgment
that Chavez said “threatens our struggling
union with financial ruin.”

Under Arizona law cited in the case, a
union that conducts secondary boycotts
anywhere in die nation is liable if the
boycott is somehow connected to Arizona.
Such boycotts attempt to persuade
customers against buying a particular type
of product.

Chavez described file Arizona law as an
infringement of farm workers’ right of free
speech, also calling it “blatantly anti-
union” in prohibiting secondary boycotts,
some consumer boycotts and harvest time
strikes.

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Dorm site upsets local residents

The new ASU residence hall, which will be
near Apache Boulevard and Rural Road,
will destroy the family atmosphere of
bordering neighborhoods because of the
increased traffic, parties and noise, a
member of the University Park
Neighborhood Association said Tuesday.

“1 know there are a lot of young children
in this neighborhood, and we're trying to
maintain the atmosphere of the family
neighborhood,” Sandy Osborne said.

Osborne said she is concerned that the
new dorm will increase traffic, making it
unsafe for kids to play in their front yards.

Neighbors also are uncomfortable having
ASU’s campus extended because it may
encourage the University to further expand
into the neighborhood, Osborne said.

“If they can come that close, what will
happen if they need more room,” she said.

Jim Jones, director of Tempe Public
Works, said the preservation of single-
family neighborhoods is a major concern of
the city, and a student dorm advereely
affects neighborhoods.

“Noise, bringing a lot of people to the
area, traffic, parties and such, | think are
concerns of the neighborhood,” he said.

Vance Linden, acting associate director of
ASU Planning and Construction, said
residents have voiced their concerns to
ASU.

“ Certainly, we have an open (door policy)
and our policy is to meet with the
residents,” he said. “And view their
concerns and listen very carefully.

“We don’t expect it (the dorm) to have
that much of an impact on the
neighborhood, but, of course, the people who
live there have their viewpoint as well.”

ASU did not encounter these problems
with local residents when the current dorms
were under construction, he said.

Harvey Friedson, traffic engineer of
Tempe Traffic Engineering Division, said
the city cannot predict increases in traffic
along 14th and 15th streets and College
Avenue until students occupy the dorm.

“The relative degree of the problem is
really which side of the fence you are on,”
he said. “Are you a resident of the
neighborhood, are you a member of the ASU
staffor are youa member of the city staff.”

Tempe cannot regulate the dorm site
because ASU does not have to abide by the
city’'s zoning and building regulations,
Friedson said.

“The;city is certainly willing to work with
ASU to address the concerns, notonly of the
neighborhood, but to their (ASU traffic)
circulation concerns,” he added.

Linden said he cannot give any specific
information about ASU’s solution to the
resident’s concerns.

Construction on the project is scheduled to
begin in June and to be completed in August,
1990, Linden said.

The proposed project consists of five
phases. The first phase will cost $10 million
and hold 400 beds, Linden said. The
remaining four phases, located in the same
area, have no scheduled completion date
and may not be the same size as phase one,
he said.

Escobedo said: “Improved daycare is necessary
because the average student on campus is 28 years old.”

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ValTrans display get positive reaction

Most of the more than 300 students who visited the
ValTrans bus display on campus Tuesday said they will vote
for the proposed mass transit system, a public information
specialist for ValTrans said.

“1 think I've talked to one person today who was against
it,” Ethel Harris said. “And he wasn’'t all that
rambunctious.”

Voters will decide March 28 whether to approve
Proposition 300, which imposes the construction of 103 miles
of automated rapid transit and extending community bus
service in the East Valley.

The ValTrans display bus, which is owned by Phoenix
Transitand sponsored by the Regional Public Transportation
Authority, was located between the MU and the Physical
Education West Building,

Harris said most of the questions asked by the people
viewing the display involved cost and location.

“They want the cost explained, and they want to know
where the system is going,” Harris said.

The ValTrans display bus is used to help people understand
the transit system and to clear up some popular
misconceptions of the system, Harris said.

“People don't realize that it will cost half the amount per
mile that it would cost to build a freeway,” Harris said.

If the measure is passed, it will be funded by a one-half-
cent state sales tax increase. Harris said it will cost the
average person about $11 per year.

Vicki Shields, the operator of the ValTrans bus, said she
hopes voters will take the initiative to learn about the
proposal.

“A lot of people just think it's the elevated transit and it's
important to let them know that it includes much more,”
Shields said referring to the expanded bus system and
custom transit services included in the proposal.

But an ASU student, who requested Anonymity,'said she
doesn’t think Phoenix will be able to handle the ValTrans
project.

“I'm Kkind of Against it because 1 don't think Phoenix is
capable of organizing such a system,” she said, “ft's also
inconvenient to ride a bus.”

Ben Avechuco, a junior broadcasting major, said he plans
to vote for Proposition 300 because of its planned

Country-style shines
through rock music

She appears totally at home on the
stage. She speaks with a slow country
drawl and emphasizes her words with a
rural midweStero twang that comes from
years spent in Kansas. And despite her
size — just over five feet — she putson a
powerhouse show worthy of her more ex-
perienced contemporaries.

Arizona on the southwest leg of her tour
like a South Pacific tsunami, leaving a
wake behind reminiscent of Krakatoa at
the Celebrity Theatre last Tuesday and the
Tucson Garden in Tucson on Wednesday.

There is such a diverse conglomeration
of music in her style of writing that a
listener couldn’t readily pinpoint what
style she prefers most. In fact, it sounds as
if she was completely indecisive and decid-
ed to merge them all.

Etheridge said. “ But there is so much, 4.
everything from folk to country.” - $?

Indeed, far more can be distinguished '
between the grooves of her album. Bits of
rhythm and blues will surface, a little jazz,
and, of 001086, the more prominent rock
and roll.

“ | started out singing country tunes,
then dance bands and rock and roll,” she
said. “| just about sung everything.”

Her father a high school teacher and her
mother a worker on the local army base in
Leavenworth, Kan., Melissa began playing
guitar at the tender age of eight. How 27,
she can easily boast that she’s been play-
ing for almost two decades. Somewhere
between playing for her friends and hitting
coffee houses and local bars, she attended
the Berklee College of Music in Boston and
developed a following that stretched from
the east coast to L.A., where she got her
start.

“ 1 hud to keep playing in small bars,”
she explained. “1 played in Work bars,
(and) justyour regular, neighborhood
places. And out of that you'd have people
who would come in just to see you. |
couldn’t have done it without that.”

Her bar-hopping years were spent alone.
Not until she toured the United States and
was the highlight of Island Record’s 25th
anniversary in London, then Wrote four
compositions for the film “Weeds” was she
ready to record her album and pick up a
backup band to acoustically support her.

“1 played solo until last year, when the
album came out,” Etheridge said, “I.just
got this band together this year.” - -

Hie album that followed was a near-
instant smash. In recent weeks, Billboard
charts have recently listed her album,
Melissa Etheridge, with a bullet. Last
year, she was nominated for.a Grammy as
Best Rock Performance, Female.

Her stage performance, which has all
the earmarks of a country singer, makes
one wonder how such an entertainer can
be performing in rock and roll venues.

“When | first got the record together,
and started touring, | remember saying,
‘Well, what's my image going to be? Well,
Idon’tknow ... I'm what lam most com-
fortable up on stage. I'm a
singer/songwriter.’ ”

Thus, she decorates her show with
nothing; no fabulous decorations hang
from the stage, no flashpots, no wild
mlakeup or hairstyles; for her, it is more
customary to wear a simple shirt, blue
jeans and a bolo tie.

Her attire is synonymous with her
songwriting style. One of her most thought-
provoking and inspirational songs is “ Oc-
casionally,” a song about the pain of see-
ing an old lover with some new “friends.”

A unique feature of the song is that the
only rhythm is a beat slapped out on the
back of her guitar.

. “i wrote it driving home from one of
these bars," she said. “ It just reminded
me ... | had just seen someone who | was
‘with,” and | broke up with him. And | saw
him with some new people . Because |

played solo (in her early tours), | just
turned my guitar over.”

Her no-holds-barred way of songwriting
is fast earning her a reputation as a soul-
bearing lyrical poetess.

“ | suppose the best way of writing is
truthful,” Etheridge said. “1 want to be a
songwriter. Why write anything else but
the truth? Because everyone can see that
it’'s not; | mean everyone knows the
truth.”

Many of her songs are tearjerkers, and
sound as if they came from the same mold
as the standard-fare country song about
the anguish of heartache and how oh-so
lonely life can be. Yet the spirit is genuine,
and her ability to bare her soul in a simple
country style often strikes a sympathetic
response from her fans.

“Whenever people confront me about
that, they ask ‘Are you constantly broken-
hearted?’ ” she said. “That's not the way
it is at all. The only person who ever hurts
me or breaks me is me. And it's the way |
feel in relationships that shows. All those
songs are just about growing and trying to
get through it theartbreak),.and trying to

understand.

“1 couldn’t say that any one person ever
broke m’heart,” she said. “1 just set up
my life to experience joy.”

A second album is already underway.
Judging from the number and style of
songs in her recent Tucson performance,
her second album will complement the
first nicely.

“My musical interests are so varied,”
she said. “1love the new Eddie James
tape, Hothouse Flowers, (or) I'll throw in
Peter Gabriel, or Joni Mitchell’'s ‘One for
the Roses,’L .. it just depends on what
mood I'm in. Me as a music listener and a
music writer are two different things.”

Among her writings, allusions to the
devil and God frequently appear, although
she claims in no way to have religious
affiliations.

“1'm not religious in an organized
religious sense,” she said. “Y 'know, | do
have faith, and a belief.., butl think
those images are so strong.— good and
bad, and God and the Devil — those things
are so strong, | use,that imagery to draw
up such a good, strong (contrast).”

However soulfelt her music is, she won't
consider it simple.

“Simple... | wouldn’t call it simple,”
Etheridge said. “There’s justa way that |
do it that's pretty straightforward. 1'm not
technically educated far in the music
business. | couldn’t even get complicated,
y'’know? I'm a pretty straightforward, kind
of self-taught musician.”

To get an idea of the deviously concealed
straightforward music of Melissa
Etheridge, side two’s first song, “The Late
September Dogs,” which sounds like a
reference to political campaigners, are ex-
actly what the title implies — dogs barking
in late September. “That is just what it
was,” shesaid. “ | was sitting in my living
room; | was writing some stuff, (on) Sept.
28, and the neighborhood dogs were bark- .
ing. | just called them the Late September
dogs. You know when it Can be that after-
noon kind of feeling... September’s kind
of funny, because it's when summer turns
to fall.”

It’s the heartbreak in the fall that's turn-
ing Etheridge’s career into the springtime
Of her life.

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Chopsticks used
to come cheap

There’'s one thing everyone agrees on when it comes to
Chinese food. To have a really good Chinese meal, you have to
have a large group of people (so you can eat family-style),
which means you have to have a large wad of money in your
pocket.

Upon entering the South China Buffet on Scottsdale Road,
there’'s an immediate feeling like you're in a no frills,
authentic Chinese establishment. This is brought about by the
red upholstered booths, chairs and red carpet. A large sign
indicates prices as being “ All You Can Eat” : Lunch, $3.25and
Dinner, $4.25. A shortjaunt up to the service line, and you grab
your red tray which is your base to pile up all sorts of Chinese
goodies.

For starters, South China offers a standard tossed green
salad. Also in this section is Jello —red, of course. The soup of
the day was Egg Drop, aptly seasoned and with minimal egg.

On down the line you'll reach such items as Egg Foo Young,
deep Med fish, fried mushrooms and egg rolls. The Egg Foo
Young resembled a deep fried omelette, and tasted like one,
too. The fried fish reminded a companion of Arthur Treacher’s
— a complementary comparison, she insisted. It was a tender
fish, deep M ed in a crispy batter. And the egg rolls —well, out
of four, twowere good and twoweren’t. The two tasty egg rolls
were fullof spice and crispy. The two not-so-good egg rolls had
a strange aftertaste.

Starch's for the evening included fried rice, steamed white
rice and Chow Mein. The fried rice had an aftertaste that
reminded me ofUncle Ben’s. Thoughit did have enough flavor
to satisfy me, there was just something about it that made me

stopandwonderifitcame outofa box. the steamed white rice
was just that, steamed white rice. Not much to say about it.
Butthe mostappealing dish of the meal was thp Chow Mein. It
was a perfect balance between noodles, vegetables, chicken
and spices.

The choice of entrees was surprisingly small; Pepper steak
and sweet and sour pork were the only two meal entrees
available. Pepper-to-meat slice ration was about five to one,
but the dish was full of flavor. The sweet and sour pork was
one of the better ones I've tasted. Not too much breading on
the pork, and not too much pineapple syrup in the sauce. And
there was a lot of pork up for grabs. Unlike many sweet and
sour dishes, where there’s onenugget of pork for every three

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Smiles for Sajak

LOS ANGELES ( A P ) - Pat Sajak says he judges the
success of his new late-night talk show not by the ratings but
by the happy faces of CBS big shots.

“You can drive yourself crazy looking at the ratings
numbers every day and comparing yourself to everyone
else,” said Sajak. “1 mainly go by the CBS executives. If they
smile and stay outof ourway, | know things are goingwell.”

CBS executives have a lot to smile about. “The Pat Sajak
Show” made its debut Jan. 9, and things are going very well.

Sajak, of course, is not giving Johnny Carson of NBC's
“Tonight Show” anything to worry about and probably never
will. But that's not the point, and never was. The biggest
fallacy about late-night programming is the assumption that
you're failing miserably,if you're not beating Carson, or at
least breathing down his neck:

The bugbear Sajak had to overcome was previous late-
night programming on CBS, a hodgepodge of original shows,
reruns and movies. Not only were CBS ratings trailing far
behind Carson and ABC’s “Nightline,” but many affiliate
stations were also dumping the shows to run their own.

The rating for the CBS late-night shows in December was
3.3, while Carson had 5.5 and “Nightline” 4.9. In its debut
week, Sajak outdistanced all the competition. Part of that
was due to curiosity.

After two months, Sajak’s ratings have leveled off and the
show now runs behind Carson by at least two ratings points.
In the last ratings week, Carson had a rating of 5.7,
“Nightline” 5.3 and Sajak 3.4. In the February sweeps,
Carson got a 5.6 rating, Sajak 3.5.

The good news is that the ratings are ahead ofthe previous
late-night programming.

“| feel very good aboutwhere we are now,” Sajak said in a
telephone interview. “ 1 don't want to sound self-satisfied or
smug, butl like the look of the show. We're going through an
evolutionary process. We don’t have meetings and say let's
change this or that. But a year down the road we can look at
our shows and say they’re different.

“As for the ratings, | really don’'t keep upwith them. They
go up, they go down. After thé first few weeks to make sure
people were watching, | stopped checking.”

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Author says accusations of pity are 'ludicrous’

NEW YORK (AP) — Sallie Bingham insists she doesn't
want pity.

But her book, “ Passion and Prejudice: A Family Memoir”,
(Knopf, $22.95), an accountof the Binghams of Kentucky and
her role in the breakup of one of the.last great newspaper
dynasties in the nation, reads like a 500-page plea for
sympathy.

“1 don’t want anybody to feel sorry for me. | would think
thatwas ridiculous,” she said in a recentinterview. “ | mean,
I think that they might feel regret that the Bingham family
behaved the way they have. To feel sorry for me would be
ludicrous, because having this money gives me all kinds of
wonderful opportunity that most people would never have.”

The money to which Bingham referred is the $62 million
she received when her father, Barry Bingham Sr.,
announced in 1986 that he was selling the family holdings —
the Courier-Journal and the Louisville Times newspapers, a
Louisville TV station and a printing company — to settle
family squabbles over control of the empire.

The Bingham family, is to Kentucky what the Kennedys are
to the rest of the nation. Their great wealth and good works
gave them an almost mythical status in the state. The
Courier-Journal, which has won eight Pulitzer Prizes, was
distributed throughout Kentucky and had national inflnonop
For many years it was ranked among the top 10 newspapers
in die country. The family had a liberal reputation, a strong
civil rights record and spent millions and millions on arts,

he Memorial Union Activities Board. We're
not just another student organization.

Bingham, 52, whose announcement that she wanted to sell
her 15 percent share of the holdings was.believed to have
been the genesis of die fam ily dispute, rejected the family’s
buy-out offers as too low and held out for-an outside offer.
“Passion and Prejudice” is her attempt to remove the villain
label cast upon her since her father sold the papers to the
Gannett Co. for a reported $435.8 million.

She said she finds it a little bewildering that the family,
with whom she is now very publicly estranged, holds her
responsible for the dissolution of the empire.

“As you know, | was a minority shareholder,” she said.
“Soit's a little impossible for me to accept responsiblity for
the sale of those companies. That was really father's
decision. ... But people seem to want to seek a scapegoat,
which is what | see happening to women a good deal.” In her
book she said she didn’t know he had decided to sell the
papers until a reporter telephoned her at a restaurant and
read her the press statement.

Her memoir contends that for generations the Bingham
men have muzzled the Bingham women, relegating them to
serving tea and planning cocktail parties while the
patriarchs ruled the communications empire.

Although many of her claims of male chauvinism might be
justified — her brother, Barry Bingham Jr., demanded in
1983 that all the Bingham women resign from the company’s
board of directors or he would resign as publisher of the

papers — the feminist rhetoric she espouses in the book and
in her interview sounds less like impassioned belief than
window-dressing to conceal a vendetta against the rest of the
family for myriad grievances.

Since “Passion and Prejudice” was published last month,
the other members of the Bingham family, her brother,
mother and sister (her father died last August), have
retorted with an impressive document mailed out to book
reviewers nationwide chronicling what it claims are some
300 errors in the book.

Some of the errors the bound and painstakingly appendixed
document cites are petty and sniping, such as one pointing
out that the author's reference to her brother’'s blond
mustache in a particular passage is incorrect because he
didn’t grow it until later.

Others are more serious. In her book Bingham says her
parents asked her to return to editing the paper’s book page,
a job she’d held briefly while the regular editor took a short
leave of absence. She accepted, and the editor was
reassigned to another position. ITie Bingham document
states that it was Sallie Bingham who pressured her father
into transferring the book page editor so she could
permanently have the job.

In fact, Shirley Williams, the book page editor who lost her
job, hasfiled a libel suitagainst Bingham and her publishers
claiming that the “false, intentional and malicious passage”
has damaged her professional reputation.

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Keady opts to stay in West Lafayette

Basketball fans in Indiana rejoiced Tuesday when
Purdue head coach Gene Keady declined ASU’s offer to
replace Steve Patterson as the Sun
Devils’ mentor.
A teary-eyed Keady delivered the
statement in his normal Tuesday
teleconference in West Lafayette to a
crowd of 75 to 80 fans.
“1 just feel that one of our goals is
to win a national championship,”
Keady said. “1 think they are going
to win a national championship at
Arizona State, but | think we are Gene Keady
going to do it sooner here.”

Keady received a 30-second standing ovation after
expressing his thoughts of Purdue.

“We love it here and we want to stay, that's how simple
it was,” he said.

Purdue athletic director George King expressed his
emotions during the conference as he wiped the tears
from his eyes.

Keady turned down a reported $300,000 a year to take
over the ASU job left vacant by Steve Patterson, who
resigned Feb. 4. The position has been filled by interim
coach Bob Schermerhorn.

The announcement came just two days after the
52-year-old coach visited Tempe Sunday.

“Probably, when we came back Sunday, | was going to
Arizona State, if | had to make a decision then,” Keady
said. “But | didn't want to do something I'd be sorry for
later. | told Mr. King | would come back here and discuss
the situation before making a final decision, and that |
did.”

Keady met with King Tuesday morning and after

with two blasts of thunder

Steve Willis broke open a pitcher’s duel
with a two-run homerun in the sixth inning,
and ASU held on to. defeat Cal-State Long
Beach, 3-2, Tuesday night at Packard
Stadium,

It was the first home game of the season
for Willis, who broke his wrist in January
and returned to the lineup last week during
the Sun Devil road trip. During the seven
games since his return, Willis has hit .364,
but said he is not yet satisfied.

“1 thought I'd have more strength in my
wrist by now,” he said. “Butl’ve justgot to
take it as it comes.”

The score remained 0-0 into the sixth, as
both the Devil's Kip Yaughn and the 49er's
Kyle Abbott were pitching masterfully.

Abbott, a lanky lefthander with a
deceptive motion, entered the game with a
7-0 record and a 1.82 ERA. His statistics
were indeed indicative of his talent.

“He’'s an outsatnding pitcher,” Willis
said, “one of the best lefthanders you'll see.
He was sneaky, but he was popping it too.”

ASU coach Jim Brock said Abbott
apppeared to be all arms and legs, but with
an 87 mile an hour fastball.

Steve Martin led off the ASU sixth inning
with a single to right field. Two batters
later, Willis hit his first home run of theyear
over the left-center field fence for a 2-0 ASU
lead.

Mike Kelly followed with a solo homerun,
his seventh of the season, making it 3-0.

Yaughn (3-0) pitched into the eighth
inning for the Devils before tiring. It was his
second consecutive strong outing, as he
went 5% innings against San Jose last week
with no earned runs, nine strikeouts and no

Former Devil enthusiastic aboutupcoming season

The temperature in Tempe is in the 80s and 47 players have
iust ended a six-hour workout. They are tired and eager to
shower, change and grab a bite to eat.

But there is excitement in the clubhouse — a sense of
inthusiasm and spirit during spring training that is more
ntensified this year for the Seattle Mariners. After all, they
lave never had a winning season in their 12-year history.

Alvin Davis has been with the Mariners organization for
seven years. The last time the first baseman played on a
vinning team was his first year of pro ball in the minor

eagues. . .
Davis said he had began to ques-

tion himself — his beliefs, what he
stood for — and wondered where he
was going in life. But he said his
outlook has changed this year - this
is the Mariners first season under
Manager Jim Lefebvre.

“1 don’'t know what it takes to put
a winner together,” Davis said. ‘|
know what I've heard, what other
people have told me, but I'm hoping
that's the type of leadership men like
Jim Lefebvre ... can bring to this

Davis, the former three-time All-Pac-10 player at ASU and
984 American League Rookie of the Year, said the Mariners
ire significantly better than last year.

“We just need to gel and mold together as a team, he said.
‘We're going to have some new faces. Even though we re
nore talented, a lot of our talent has gotten here in the last
rear. Jay Buhner, “Hack Man" Jeffrey Leonard and Steve
3alboni weren’t with us last year in spring training.

It has been rumored for several years that Mariners owner
ieorge Argyros is planning to move the team to another city.
Jut Davis said the rumors have not affected the teams
lerformance and he does not believe toe Manners will leave
Seattle.

“George would probably like to have the club in a larger
media market, because that means more revenue for him,”
Dauvis said. “But | think he realizes Seattle is a great city and
there would be a lot of opposition from other owners in
baseball because it is sucha fine area.

“When we field a winning ballclub, an exciting ballclub,
we're going to put people in the stands. That's the only factor
in the equation that hasn’t been plugged in yet. | think when
you plug that in, you won’t hear any more about moving.”

Seattle has a pace and lifestyle that suits Davis, a private
person who does not enjoy being in the limelight all toe time.
However, he acknowledged that playing in Seattle can be a
disadvantage in terms of notoriety for some athletes.

“1 understand they want their achievements to be known
nationwide,” Davis said. “There’s a lot of endorsements that
come with notoriety. But | thrive better in Seattle than in
L.A. or New York.

“When we win, we're going to get our share of attention.
That's the way it is in baseball.”

Davis resides in the Seattle area year-round with his wife
and two children. He is a Christian, and said his life and
beliefs are based on the Bible.

“It really gives me direction when it's time to make key
decisions,” he said. “| believe toe choices we make
determine what we end up doing in life. So my beliefs have
really helped me make good choices.”

One of.those choices was to attend ASU and play for Coach
Jim Brock. Davis was named All-Pac-10 from 1980-82 and
second team All-America in 1982. He had the fourth highest
RB 1 total in ASU history with 200 and the fourth highest total
in doubles with 51.

In 1982, Davis had an ASU-record eight RBI in (me game.
His .362career batting average ranks 11th in the University’s

history. Davis said he feels very strongly about Brock.

“| think toe biggest thing a player has to dowhen he goes to
Arizona State is make an effort to learn Coach Brock,” Davis
said. “He gave me the opportunity to {day at this great
University. | launched toy whole professional career here.”

Davis said Brock encouraged him while he was going to
school, ami helped him make what he called “the toughest
decision | had to make in my life.” He had been offered a
professional contract after his junior year, but chose to
remain at ASU. He graduated with a degree in finance in
1982.

“I'll always be indebted to Coach Brock,” Davis said.
“That'swhy | try to come back to toe alumni game whenever
I can. It’s for him.”

Davis offered some advice to ASU freshman sensation

Mike Kelly, who has often been compared to him.

“Take care of the things that are important,” he said.
“ Continue to stress school and work hard in baseball.

“Don’t take anything for granted, because at ASU you get
so much exposure that sometimes you can read your own
press clippings and believe them. You never know when
you’'re going to step into a ditch.”

Winning the College World Series in 1981 is Davis’ fondest
memory of ASU. The Sun Devils were tired after coming
through the loser’s bracket and playing extra innings the
night before the championship game.

“To win thatgame against Oklahoma State is a feeling I'U
never forget in my life because we earned that
championship,” Davis said. “That's something that can
never be taken away from us.”

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ASU student makes jump
INto the equestrian scene

Top national athletes rarely just waltz in
and apply to ASU.

Recruiting officials have to beg, borrow or
steal them from the competition, while
newspapers print page-after-page of
speculation.

So how is it that Mario Kragness, of Cave
Creek, has decided to attend ASU this fall
without anyone hearing so much as a
whisper?

For one thing, being an international
equestrian is slightly off the beaten college
sports path.

For another, Kragness is relatively new to
the scene, surprising herself and perhaps
more than a few other horseman this month
when she went up against the best.

Kragness placed 13th out of a 38-horse
field in the Circle K United Cerebral Palsy
International 3-Day Horse Trials, held
March 35 at Trojan Horse Ranch in
Scottsdale.

The 18year old, in her first Olympic-level
competition, faced the likes of Canada’s
David Wilding-Davis (the eventual winner),
France’s Jean Tulere, a sixth place finisher
in the Seoul Olympics, and Great Britain’s
lan Stark, a two-time Olympic silver
medalist.

Kragness said she was unsure about
entering as late as the previous week, but
her horse, Real Lace, was going so well she
decided to do it.

“At that point, all | wanted was to
complete the course clean,” she said. “I
thought | had no shot at medallihg. It took

me a while to absolutely believe it.”

Prize money was awarded to the top 14
finishers. Kragness earned $1,000 for her
placement, plus the distinction of having
finished ahead of Stark.

But Kragness’ six-year trainer, Andrew
Popiel, was quick to pointout after the event
that Stark had been riding a borrowed horse
from Texas.

“That's not a terribly good comparison,”
Popiel said. “He (Stark) was riding a catch
ride.” But Popiel added, “lan made a
mistake (Stark’s horse refused a fence on
the second day) and Mario didn’'t. She was
in a big tough field and held her own — a
damn, damn good performance.”

Popiel, a Canadian and former
international rider himself, has helped
Kragness bring her horse along from
scratch.

“Andrew walked around the rest of the
weekend with a big smile,” Kragness said.

Popiel contributed to her triumph in more
ways than one. He was innovator and
organizer of the horse trials — not to
mention host of it on his 160-acre ranch —
creating the Southwest’s first Olympic-level
event, offering the largest prize money to
date, $50,000.

Hardly a modest way for Kragness to
start, at least according to technical
delegate Neil Ayer, the 1984 Olympic cross-
country course designer for Los Angeles.

“1 think it had the most well-constructed
courses that I've seen in this country for the
pastfew years,” Ayer said, “ Absolutely top-
notch.f’

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Two-time gold medalist Timmons
to bring volleyball talents to ASU

Sleeping on foam pads ail over the world and making a life
out of spiking and volleying have molded U. S. Olympic
volleyball player Steve Timmons into the world class athlete
he is today.

“The image ofvolleyball is certainly very strong,” the 1984
and 1983gold medalist said during a sitdown media interview
at ASU Tuesday. “Just walking through an airport| can see
it. Someone will say» ‘Isn't that a volleyball player.” ’

The success of Timmons and the U. S. volleyball team has
launched them on tours around the world, including an
exhibition game at 7:30 p,m. April 10 in the University
Activity Center against thé Holland national squad.

The U. S. squad, led by Timmons and Karch Kiraly,
became only the second team in history to win back-to-back
Olympic gold medals in volleyball when they defeated USSR
in Seoul, South Korea, last fall.

These tours take a toll on the athletes, and demand that
they spend some nights on the floor in strange places,
Timmons said.

“This is what gives our program character,” he said.

Because the 29-year-old athlete has been touring around
the world with the team since 1981, he said the traveling has
taken its toll. Currently, he; is on vacation from the touring
and plays on the team less frequently.

Besides playing volleyball, Timmons has appeared on
“Late Night'’ with David Letterman and has been a guest VJ
on MTV. He also has appeared in Sports lllustrated, People
magazine and USA Today.

Timmons can also be found modeling in Calvin Klein
underwear in the current issue of Rolling Stone and Vanity
Fair magazines.

Getting back to the game, Timmons will begin practicing
for the April Id game at the end of March.

He boasted that fans will be able to get a glimpse of the
“tallest team in the world” — Holland. He said there are two

players that are 6-foot-ll, and the shortest player is 6-foot-S.

“Potentially they could be the next best team in the
world,” Timmons said about the U. S. team’s upcoming foe.
“Thisis why itis importantthat we win. Wehave to keep itin
their minds that they have a long way to go.”

Holland is currently ranked No. 5in theworld and the U. S.
is No. 1.

Even though it is only an exhibition encounter, Timmons
said wins are important,

“Most exhibitions seem like you're at a circus,” he said.
“Qurs is different — It’s as intense as anything because we
want to win always.”

And this iswhy Timmons, who is famous for his strawberry
blond flattop, main goal right now is to promote the sprat he
has participated in since he was in junior high in Newport
Beach, Calif.

“The hardest thing is there is only one team — the gold
medal men’s team,” he said. “ It is real tough to keep that
following. That's why we have the schedule we do. Our
challenge is to get out there as much as we can.”

Timmons said volleyball is gaining in popularity around
the country, mainly because of the team’s Olympic success.

Chicago is one of the hotspots along with the Southwest. In
Minneapolis, a crowd of 15,000 showed up for one of the U. S.
team’s exhibition games.

This is new to Timmons, who did noteven know therewas a
U. S. volleyball team until he was recruited out of USC.

“This is why my growth took so long,” the 6-foot-5 player
said.

Even though Timmons is an expertin volleyball, he said he
could never be a coach.

“It would be murder sitting on the bench,”
would pull my hair out.”

A horse trial consists of three phases: dressage, cross
country and stadium jumping. In dressage, each competitor
performs a specific pattern of movements, which are scored
by a judge. Cross country and stadium jumping require each
horse to go over imposing obstacles without problems (i.e.,
refusing or falling) and within a specific time frame.

Popiel's brother, Paul Popiel, a seven-year member of the
Canadian National team, designed and built the cross-
country test — an eye-opening one for Kragness.
