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Mandela appears at ASM ta decry apartheid
Protesters picket 
ASU appearance

F ifteen  m em bers o f a sta tew id e  
conservative faction protested the presence 
of Maki Mandela on campus Thursday night 
by picketing and engaging in heated debates 
with students passing by the MU.

Protesters from die Arizona Citizens for 
Freedom circled the area in front of the 
north entrance of the MU for an hour prior 
to Mandela's speech in the MU Arizona 
Room. H ie speech was presented by the 
Associated Students of ASU Political Union.

“Mandela is a wolf in sheep’s clothing. 
M andela is a m urderer,” protesters 
chanted.

Jim Barela, president of the Arizona 
Citizens for Freedom, said the protest was 
staged to express concerns the group has 
about connections the African National 
Congress, of which Mandela’s father Nelson 
is a member, may have with communism 
and with promoting terrorism in South 
Africa.

Before M andela’s speech, protester 
Carolyn Barela said sh&was bothered that 
ASU was. giving the activist an open forum 
in which to possibly voice ANC policies.

Jim Barela said the group is also worried 
that Mándela m ay funnel the $5,000 
honorarium she received from ASASU to the 
ANC to promote terrorism and revolution in 
South Africa.

Jennifer Martin, ASASU political union 
director, said 'the $5,000 covers not only 
M a n d ela ’s sp eak in g: fe e ;'’ but Tier 
t r a n s p o r  t a t i o n ,  a i r  fa  r e ,  h o t e l  
accommodations and m eáis as well.

During the speech, tension was high and 
tem pers flared among the ACF and 
Mandela supporters.

The lecture was interrupted on five 
different occasions by ACF members, who 
screamed them disapproval of Mandela’s 
opinion about the racial unrest in South 
Africa.

During a question and answer period 
follow ing the speech, M andela »said  
members of the faction were “really

Mandela calls for 
new government

Maki Mandela, daughter of jailed South 
African anti-apartheid leader Nelson 
Mandela, speaking amid cheers and loud 
boos in the MU Thursday night, discussed 
apartheid and its sometimes violent effects 
and called for the dismantling of the current 
governmental system  in South Africa.

Mandela, a graduate student at the 
'U niversity of M assachusetts, rebutted 
allegations that her father is  a communist 
and defended his decision not to renounce 
violent activity in South Africa.

Mandela told the crowd of approximately 
300 people that she believes the bloodshed in 
South Africa will continue, and will get 
worse before getting better.

“Many people are beginning to think that 
things are getting better in South Africa,” 
Mandela said. “They are not getting better, 
they are getting worse. ”

She noted, though, that the view the 
American public gets of South Africa is a 
sensational one, and the story of the 
ordinary person’s struggle in South Africa 
against apartheid is one that is almost never 
told.

“My purpose is not to inspire people. My 
purpose is to inform and educate,” Mandela 
said.

She sajd she found Americans to be 
primarily ignorant of the situation in South 
Africa, speaking a t . length about violent 
oppression and poor educational system s 
that heavily discriminate against blacks.

“African education is the most inferior 
form of education (of all the segregated 
schools in South Africa). Most of our 
teachers are ill-brained and ill-equipped to 
teach,” Mandela said.

Q uoting prom inent South A frican  
officials, Mandela said the government’s 
view is that blacks must be educated to fit  
“their place” in life, and added that the 
racist regim e believes education is only to 
“produce good servants.” V

The Arizona Financial Aid Trust Fund, a measure that 
would provide the three state universities with about $2 
million in  financial aid, was approved Thursday by the 
Senate Education Committee.

The bill, sponsored by Rep. Bov Hermon, R-Tempe., had 
passed the Arizona House of Representatives Monday, and. 
will now be sent to the Senate Appropriations Committee.

Under the measure, full-time university students will pay 
an additional. $9 per semester and part-time students an 
additional $3 per sem ester. The estim ated $1 million 
collected from the students will be matched by the 
Legislature.^

H ie money will be used for financial aid grants, which will 
target minorities and students from middle-elass fam ilies 
who don!t_ qualify for need-based financial aid.

Associated Students of ASU President John Fees said the 
(pm toare badly needed- -  ■

“The passage of this is going to foe the critical element to 
the accessibility of our universities m the future,” Fees said.

H ie bill calls for 50 percent of the' collected funds to be used 
immediately. An amendment to the bill allows for the 
remaining 50 percent to be placed in trust for future use.

Allan Price, associate director of public affairs for the 
Arizona Board of Regents, said the amendment will not

change the mechanics of the trust fund, 
rather it is a clarification of the bill’s 
intent.

A sim ilar tail was introduced in the 
House in 1988, but died in the House 
Appropriations Committee,

Price said the Education Committee 
vote showed Senate support for the 
measure. ' ^  ¡

“People felt good about the b ill,”
Price said. “H ie Education Committee 
was genmnely stifrportive.?’

The Appropriations Committee has F C 6S  
not yet scheduled the bill far debate, but P ic e  said lobbying 
efforts will begin soon.

‘‘Our nexf step is to explain (the bill) to the members of the 
Appropria{jens Committee and get their support,” he said.

Officials await Coast Guard 
word on who manages cleanup

VALDEZ, Alaska (AP) — State officials awaited word 
Thursday from the Coast Guard on who would manage the 
much-maligned cleanup of the nation’s worst oil spill, while 
the captain of the tanker that leaked the oil was freed on 
bail.

Gov. Steve Cowper said Exxon’s cleanup has been too 
slow and asked Coast Guard Rear Adm. Edward Nelson Jr. 
to take control. The governor said Nelson agreed, but the 
Coast Guard said Thursday no formal decision had been 
made.

The spill of 10. l  million gallons of crude oil has killed 
thousands of animals in wildlife-rich Prince William Sound, 
and resulted in millions of dollars in losses to fishermen. It 
now-covers more than 2,600 square miles.

In Washington, Transportation Secretary Samuel Skinner 
told members of Congress that contingency plans were 
never adequate to handle an oil spill that big. He said it 
was too early to place blame, but that Exxon did not have

enough cleanup equipment on hand.
Exxon Chairman L. G. Rawl issued a statement saying 

again that Exxon apologized for the spill, caused when the 
tanker Exxon Valdez struck a reef outside the normal 
shipping channel, but said the company’s response to the 
accident was “immediate and thorough.”

Leftist rebels attack two major 
military bases in El Salvador

SAN SALVADOR, El Salvador (AP) -  Leftist rebels 
attacked two major military bases Thursday in a 
nationwide offensive they said was in response to a surge 
in repression follow ing the right-wing victory in 
presidential elections.

At least 10 people died and 12 were wounded in the 
fighting at the 4th army brigade headquarters in the 
northern province of Chalatenango and at the Army 
Engineers base in Zacatecoluca, authorities said.

A communique from the rebel general command accused 
the rightist Republican Nationalist Alliance, or Arena, of 
sponsoring a wave of repression.

Feds concede Marcos too 
ill to stand trial now

NEW YORK (AP) — Federal prosecutors agreed 
Thursday to temporarily sever former Philippine President 
Ferdinand E. Marcos from, a racketeering case because he 
is too ill to stand trial for the forseeable future.

“Based upon Mr. Marcos’ repeated bouts of pneumonia 
and his susceptibility to other infection since January 1989, 
the government is no longer able to represent to the court 
that Mr. Marcos is now able to stand trial,” Assistant U. S. 
Attorney Debra Livingston wrote U. S. District Judge John 

JF. Keenan.
Marcos, 71, is in guarded condition in Hawaii at 

St. Francis Medical Center, where he has been confined 
since Jan. 15 for treatment of heart and respiratory 
problems.

The government’s action does not mean it is dropping the 
case against Marcos, only that the case against his wife 
Imelda and others will, go forward without him for how.

Also, he said he hopes the honor will 
create more visibility for his department, 
thus attracting quality graduate students.

“Without students, I probably wouldn’t do 
research,” he said.

Wagner’s ‘ research of oxidation and 
energy-related m aterials is what caught the 
selection committee’s attention.

“I don’t think it will change my duties,” 
Wagner said. “I’ll just try to do my job 
better.”

Wagner became a. part of the ASU faculty 
in 1977, and received the 1986 Outstanding 
Achievement Award presented by the High 
Temperature Materials Division of the

Christian nation?
Islam in U.S. could test true meaning of religious freedom

Ev Mecham will again be a candidate for 
governor of Arizona, which means we will 
again (and again and again) be subjected to 
the shallow, fruitless debate as to whether 
or not America is a “Christian” nation.

At times like these, I feel it’s unfortunate 
that two or three of the original 13 colonies 
had not been predominantly Muslim.

Let me explain.
As it happened, most colonies were the 

base of one religious confession or another 
— M assachusetts for the P uritans, 
Maryland for the Catholics, Rhode Island 
for the Heretics, e t c . . . .

The happy result of all this, at the time of 
the Am erican Revolution and Early 
National Period, was that the need for 
political cohesion among such diverse 
peoples made possible the triumph of the 
separation of church and state. A spirit of 
“live and let live” prevailed among the 
contending sects for political reasons.

The First Amendment clearly separated 
church and s ta te ,  and P resid en t 
Washington — who never told a lie, you 
know — unambiguously declared that “the

United States is in no sense a  Christian 
nation.”

But there was a catch.
Almost all of the religious confessions of 

the colonists fell at least loosely within the 
realm of Christendom. Even the heretics of 
Rhode Island were Christian heretics.

And there has always been a vocal 
minority who have held that the United 
States is indeed a Christian nation and the 
U. S. Constitution a Christian document. 
They argue that the Founding Fathers were 
Christians who believed religious freedom 
should apply only to Christians — but never 
said so because they never dreamed that we 
would become the pluralistic nation that we 
are today. -

All this is feeble history. Some of the 
greatest of the Fathers — Franklin, 
Jefferson, Thomas Paine — were religious 
skeptics. When Thomas Jefferson was 
elected president in 1800, old women in New 
England buried their Bibles, fearing the 
long awaited Antichrist had finally arrived.

Nevertheless, throughout our history, the 
“Christian nation” theme has helped to 
legitim atize the worst of our national 
excesses. It helped justify slavery — 
weren’t the slaves brought to the New World 
given the chance to embrace Christianity 
and win eternal life?

Christian nationalism also helped to 
justify the assaults against America’s 
native inhabitants, dism issing Native 
Am erican religion as “ barbaric” or

“demonic.”
In short, the combination of Christianity 

with nationalism has brought the same 
bloody results in this country as it had in 
Europe — and which the Founding Fathers 
had hoped to avoid by separating state and 
religion.

But let’s just suppose — fanciful as the 
notion may seem — that two Or three of the 
original, thirteen colonies had been settled 
by Muslims. And let’s  assume that when 
these colonies banded together with the 
others against the British, they would have 
forged a nation with genuine religious 
pluralism.

A few things might be different today.
For one, would anyone doubt that the 

First Amendment means exactly what it 
says? Would it occur to anyone that 
Christian fundamentalists hold a privileged 
place in American society, law or culture?

All this is fanciful, as it pretends the 
presence of significant numbers of Muslims 
at  the beginning of the A m erican

experience.
But it won’t be fanciful for long.
The Muslims aré here. Islam is the fastest 

growing religion in the United States, in the 
Soviet Union and in the world at large.

That this trend should bode well for 
American pluralism and religious freedom 
will seem strange to som e,, who will ask: 
“How can a religion such as Mam, which 
has no concept of the separation of church 
and state, ever be compatible with 
American values ? ”

The answer is: Christianity had no 
concept of the separation of church and 
state until the American Revolution. It was 
a foreign concept that had to be grafted on. 
I s l a m  w i l l  a l s o  n e e d  to  m a k e  
a c c o m m o d a t io n s  to i t s  A m erican  
environment.

This is what makes the rise of Islam in 
America and the West so interesting.

Islam w ill galvanize, challenge and 
eventually change America.

But at the sam e tim e, as Muslims accept 
and adopt inviolate Western concepts of 
political, religious and personal freedom, 
America will change Islam . These changes 
will not be lim ited to American Muslims. As 
a uniquely American form of Islam evolves, 
One that feels at home with democracy and 
individual freedoms, it m ay well send 
ripples of reform through the Muslim world.

It may be that Islam and America Will be 
very good for each other.

m  Alaskan oil spill disaster reveals what really counts

NEW YORK — Thé bad news last week was that Exxon 
admitted it could not contain the oil spill that sent nearly a 
quarter of a m illion barrels of crude into Prince William 
Sound, threatening irreparable damage to w ildlife, beaches 
and the fishing industry that is the lifeblood of that Alaskan 
community.

The good news is that officials in Los Angeles managed to 
prevent traffic gridlock at file Academy Awards festivities 
last week.

It m ayseem , I admit, a bit of a reach to find any sort of link 
between these two endeavors. But it does ex sist—in the form 
of a law of modern American behavior that reads, roughly: 
The degree of care invested in any matter, the more likely it 
is to be done right.

The oil spill from the Exxon Valdez was exactly the kind of 
major disaster that foes of the Alaskan pipeline had feared 
from the first. Whether their opposition was right or wrong, 
those who argued for théexploitàtion of Alaska’s oil reserves 
had to know how important it was to exercise extraordinary 
care in their operations.

So how did 10 million gallons of oil end up in the water? The 
answer, says the president of Exxon U. S. A, is  “human 
failing.’’ (Someday, I want to see an example of the other 
kind of failing.) Among die early possibilities:
•  The captain was not at the helm, and a Coast Guard officer 
says he sm elled alcohol on his breath — but since the test for 
alcohol was not administered in a tim ely fashion, the truth of 
that allegation may never be known.
• The third m ate, who was at file helm, was not licensed to 
perform such operations.

• The Coast Guard lost contact with the Valdez after 
authorizing the ship to perform a highly risky maneuver.
•  Exxon did not employ chem icals, considered the most 
affective method of dispersing an oil spill, and did not deploy 
booms u n til10 hours after the accident. Under the cleanup 
contingency plan by which Exxon was pledged to act, five 
hours is the time when those booms should be deployed.
• In 1985 and 1986, Exxon lost nine staff experts on oil spills to 
early retirement and did not replace them;

In short, none of what was supposed to govern an operation 
fraught with peril was actually done the way those in charge 
told us it was goihg to be done.

- It is a depressingly fam iliar story, the stuff of which daily 
headlines are made. A woman fears for her life at the hands 
of her estranged husband; she gets a court order of 
protection. The man is released from prison or from a mental 

' institution; the authorities forget to inform the woman; and 
he promptly finds and kills her.

An emergency services ambulance unit is making a run for 
pizza when a cardiac emergency is called in, and the victim  
dies. Or the child welfare agency puts a battered baby back 
in the home of an abusive parent, who then murders the 
child. Or the guardians of the nations’s financial system  turn 
aside concerns over a savings and loan crisis that will now 
cost us $100 billion to fix.

These are all genuinely important situations — literally life 
and death in many cases. Yet they are treated, it seem s, by a 
set of attitudes that suggest these matters might concern the 
operation of a Sunday afternoon picnic.

By contrast, it took 15 officials of the California State 
Department of Transportation six months to figure out a 
traffic route so that Hollywood stars would not have to get out 
of their limos and walk on Oscar night. And, thank heaven, it 
worked. There was a cause worth the most painstaking sort 
of execution.

It’s  the kind of exercise during the shooting of television 
commercials, when a single image of a beer being poured 
may be shot 60, 80, 100 tim es or more — heaven forbid that 
the light does not hit the golden brew exactly right.

And it happens when a president, or som e other major 
figure, visits a school or factory or some other photo 
opportunity. Thousands of man hours, and countless dollars, \  
are spent to make sure the camera angles are right and that 
the Big Man is seen in an appropriate setting.

I really don’t have much quarrel with trivial things being 
done right; after a l l , a  traveler, as a consumer, I benefit.

But what I don’t quite understand is how we have come to 
the point where our national motto seem s to be: “The 
inconsequential we take seriously — the consequential we 
treat with complete indifference.”

Fees said his only concern is that a faculty 
member might be serving as an adviser to 
the group.

“The faculty has no role in telling the 
student government (what to do),” be said, 
adding that a faculty member could use the 
students to further the faculty member’s 
own political agenda.

Johnson suggested to the student leaders 
that a monthly “State of the State” speech 
be made by the ASASU president to better 
inform students' of what is happening in 
student governm ent..

Also, the ASASU president, vice president 
and senators from each college should 
d iscuss current so cia l, political and

economic issues monthly with students, 
Johnson said.

Fees said ASASU has been studying the 
issue of increasing voter turnout.

“One of the initiatives that (ASASU) was 
to form is the Blue Ribbon Commission on 
Elections,” he said.

Vince Micone, ASASU campus affairs 
vice president and the com m ission’s 
chairman, said the group is examining the 
student election process;

“We plan on making some specific 
recommendations on how elections can be 
improved,” he said.

Todd Martensen, ASASU activities vice 
president, said he appreciated the watchdog 
committee's recommendations.

“Since all of us got elected last year, we 
have been trying to think of a way to 
improve the election procedure,” he said.

“Our textbooks were filtered  through the white 
consciousness,” Mandela said, adding that the books 
blatantly discussed white people as superior, while 
discussing blacks as inferior.

Of her father, Mandela said, “Because of all the injustices 
in South Africa, my father joined the African National 
Congress to work against the apartheid system . He called it 
an insane policy.”

She said she is not a communist, nor a member of the ANC, 
but added there should be less of a negative view of 
communists in America, as the American government is 
promoting further relations with communist countries.

To allegations that her father,- as a member of (he African

National Congress, is a communist, Mandela _told the 
audience, “My father has never been a communist. He 
remains an African Nationalist. 1

“My father felt he was within bis rights to speak out for his 
people. My father is not a violent man. He is a peace-loving 
and reasonable man,” adding that rumors of his being a 
communist are started by the political system  that has 
oppressed him.

Mandela, defending her father’s decision not to renounce 
violence,-said when people are forced to live under an 
oppressive system  “there is bound to be a reaction.”

She stressed that “the people (of South Africa) are left with 
no other alternative but to meet violence with violence.

“Change will come in South Africa,” Mandela said. “It 
might take five years, 10 years, the next generation, but 
change definitely w ill come in South Africa.” .

misinformed,” and that their concerns were based on “lies.” 

Mandela questioned the group’s expertise and knowledge 
about the current South African situation.

Bob Johnson, president of Young Democrats of ASU, said 
the opinions expressed by the faction were not representative 
of those held by ASU students.

Only one ASU student was involved in the protest.
M att Krumton, vice president of ASU’s College 

Republicans, said he is “morally outraged” that student 
tuition dollars were spent to bring Mandela to campus.

“We don’t mind her speaking, but she should not have been

paid,” Krumton said.
Todd Martensen, ASÀSU activities vice president, said the 

protesters did not affect the learning atmosphere of the 
presentation.

“The political union was s e t  up to encourage the 
conversation of issues such as this (me,” Martensen said. 
“Although I don’t agree with what die group believed, they 
had every right to be at the speech.

“Hopefully, from what was discussed during the speech, 
the protesters learned what is really happening in South 
Africa.”

Cathy 
Dresbach (seen daily as ‘Jody’ on the 
Wallace and Ladmo Show) carries on an 
entertaining conversation with an invisible 
guest, discussing her annoyance with “Mr. 
Foot” (which is her name for her husband's 
shaking foot) as her husband nonchalantly 
listen s in. Dresbach also carries on 
conversation with the foot, which is her way 
of communicating with her husband. Also 
starring Bert Emmett, whose foot is “Mr. 
Foot,” this scene shows an amusing side to

H ie real strength of “Major League” is its characters.

After one run around the Six-Pac block, 
the ASU baseball team is in the lead by one 
full step.

The fourth-ranked Sun Devils (30-10 
overall, 11-4 conference) hold a one game 
lead over the Arizona Wildcats (10-5) at the 
midway point.

Round two begins this weekend as ASU 
plays host to the two-time defending 
National Champion Stanford Cardinal. 
Game times are Saturday at 1 p.m ., Sunday 
at 5 p.m., and Monday at noon.

The unusual times are due to the presence 
of ESPN, which will televise both Sunday 
and Monday’s contests to the nation.

ASU coach Jim Brock said the game shifts 
will be disrupting, but it is part of the 
nationwide exposure trade-off.

“ I’m not happy with (the gam e-tim es),” 
Brock said. “It’s not to our advantage, 
because I dont think we’ll draw that well. 
But we made the conscious decision to 
accommodate ESPN for the good of the 
program. -

“They seem  to really feature'one team a 
week, and it’s nice to be part of that. It 
behooves any wise athletic program to do 
what they can for ESPN. They definitely 
have made it. It’s no longer an experimental 
thing.”

General admission seats for Monday’s 
game have been reduced from $3 to $1 in an 
effort to boost attendance. All ASU baseball 
games are free to students with a validated 
ID.

Stanford (16-18 overall, 5-10 Six-Pac) is in 
the midst of a less-than-typical season,

currently jn fifth place. The Cardinal has 
not finished lower than third since 1980.

Its record may not be representative of 
it’s talent, as the Cardinal took two-of-three 
from Southern Cal last weekend.

“There was no question they were going to 
get rolling sometime, it was only a question 
of when,” Brock said. “This is a very key 
weekend for them. They can’t afford not to 
do well, because there will be only four 
weekends left.”

The Cardinal was counting on its pitching 
to carry it this season while an influential 
group of young players matured, much the 
way of ASU. But an injury to ace Mike 
Mussina complicated the tender equation.

Mussina (2-3, 3.05), a member of last 
season’s Freshman All-America team , is 
battling tendon damage in his right elbow 
and has not pitched since March 3.

“The Mussina injury was just devastating 
to them,” Brock said. “The timing was 
incredibly inopportune. It’s  probably to the 
point now where they "think they have to get 
him back out there if they are going to make 
any run at a ll.”

ASU’s pitching rotation for the weekend 
will be Six-Pac Pitcher of the Week Oscar 
Rivas (5-1, 3.25) on Saturday, and Rusty 
Kilgo (4-5, 3.64) and Kip Yaughn (3-0, 2.72) 
in either order for the final two games.

According to Belken, Jus absence did not affect his playing

“He wasn’t going to be successful thinking about his past,” 
Belken said about the economics major from Victoria, 
Australia. “I wasn’t going to let his accident be something 
that could sidetrack him.”

This season, Wood plays in the No. 4 spot. Belken is very 
proud of him and the achievements he has made in the last 
four years.,

“He was a kind of a kid as a freshman, bid by the time he 
was a senior, he was a good leader,” he said. “I’m proud to 
have him as a part of the program.”

Wood’s highlights of his four years are his NCAA 
competitions, and his first-felt rivalry between ASU and

Due to the lack of money, the team has

MUNICH, West Germany (AP) — International basketball 
prepared Thursday to open the Olympics to professional 
players, a move a top American official said would 
“guarantee” the United States the gold medal in 1992.

With the defending Olympic-champion Soviet Union 
proposing some lim its and NBA players giving a lukewarm 
response to the chance of going for gold in Barcelona, 
officials of FIBA, the international basketball federation, 
said they were confident the plan would be adopted.

“I am quite sure it will pass,” said Boris Stankovic, the 
secretary general of FIBA, who has pushed for opening the 
Games and all other federation-sponsored tournaments to 
players from professional leagues around the world.

FIBA’s ruling council voted to recommend that the 
measure be adopted at Friday’s special session, and 
whatever decision is taken will be in effect for the next 
Olympics. The International Olympic Committee leaves 
eligibility decisions to bach sport.

Dave Gavitt, president of the USA Amateur Basketball 
Federation, said he supported the move but was not sure how 
his federation would vote, with 74 nations participating.

“Personally, I feel hypocrisy exists that can’t be defended. 
But at the sam e tim e I have to do what is best for USA 
basketball, and that includes colleges, junior colleges and 
amateur clubs, and they are not jumping for joy over this,” 
he said.

But Gavitt, who also is commissioner of the Big East 
Conference, acknowledged the incredible edge allow in g  
basketball professionals in the Olympics would give the 
Americans.

“If we have this for ’92, then I guarantee we’re going to win 
the gold m edal,” the former Providence College coach said. 
“In all my years of coaching, I don’t thinw l’ve guaranteed 
many wins, but I feel safe with this 

One obstacle cropped up on the eve of the session at 
Olympic Hall, where the European club basketball 
championship was decided Thursday night.

The Soviet Union, which beat the United States and won the 
basketball gold medal at the Olympics in Seoul last summer, 
proposed that the pro-eligibility plan be phased in, with each 
national team lim ited to two professionals for the first few 
years. ... ; ,.***t*;:

Sergei Karpov, head of the Soviet delegation, declined to 
comment on the proposed amendment, which the council 
unanimously rejected. The amendment still will be presented 
to the session. ^

Gavitt, a council member, said the Soviets appeared to 
have a “fear of the unknown” about what professional 
eligibility would do to basketball in the Olympics and their 
own country, including possible defection to the NBA.

Basketball in the Olympics has been all-amateur, as all 
sports in the Games used to be. This means that the best 
players in the United States, the stars of the NBA, have been 
ineligible. '

From 1936, when basketball was introduced, until a last' 
second loss to the Soviet Union in the 1972 gold-medal game, 
at the sam e arena where Friday’s  vote will be taken, U. S. 
collegians and other amateurs won 62 Olympic games in a 
row. They resumed their unbeaten pattern in Montreal in 
1976 and, after the boycott of Moscow in 1980, in Los Angeles

But basketball, an American invention, was gaining in 

popularity around the world, and other nations were gaining 
on the United States. Brazil won the Pan American Games 
tournament in 1987 on the American’s home court in 
Indianapolis, and the Soviets — with a team that sported size, 
speed and shooting — clobbered the U. S. squad in Seoul. The 
United States wound up with the bronze medal.

Those losses sparked grumbling that the United States 
could not use its best players, while other nations, 
particularly in the East bloc, could because of more flexible 
rules on amateur status.

FIBA narrowly defeated the pro-eligibility proposal two 
years ago. But the plan has gained momentum since then, in 
large part because players from other nations have made it 
big in the NBA, FIBA officials said.

MINNEAPOLIS (AP) — After making sure his head and

But when Dave Righetti came high-and-inside in the eighth 
inning Thursday, Hrbek hesitated for a moment, flipped his 
bat into the air and slowly walked out toward Righetti.

The New York left-hander was vigorously shaking his 
heed,' either to indicate that he didn’t mean it or that he 
wanted no part of the.6:foot-4,250-pound Hrbek.

Both benches emptied and there wasn’t even any of the 
customary pushing and shoving before order was restored.

When play resumed, Hrbek drove in the game’s final run 
with a sharp grounder and sealed the 7-1 victory in the ninth 
with a sensational diving catch of a foul ball down the right- 
field line.

Righetti, who pitched only seven innings in spring training 
because of arm soreness and allowed hits to the first three 
batters he faced after entering the game in the eighth, 
insisted that he wasn’t throwing at Hrbek.

“He didn’t like it 
and decided he was going to move somebody off the plate. It 
just happened to be m e.”

Said Twins manager Tom Kelly: “Mr. Righetti had only 
seven innings in spring training and may not have his control 
yet. But it’s  two nights in a row and Hrbek felt (challenging 
Righetti) was what he had to do to go to sleep at night.”

Added Twins starter Shane Rawley, a former New York 
teammate of Righetti: “I don’t think Righetti was throwing 
at him. I know Dave. Then again, Hrbek’s got to go out to the 
mound. If he doesn’t, he’d lose respect from his teammates 
and from the other team.”

Yankees manager Dallas Green, a pitcher in the 1960s, said 
Hrbek’s move was just another example that “everybody 
wants to play the macho role today. In the past, (the 
brushback pitch) was just part of the game. Now everyone 
wants to be the big man.”

Green, whose team has been oiitscored 19-3 after winning 
the season opener 4-2, said the bench-clearing incident was a 
sign that “we’re not the type of team that’s  going to stand 
around and take it. ”
