Mechem unknown In 1-man forum

ASASU head holds 1st talk

Associated Students of ASU President Greg Mechem
conducted his first open forum Monday on West Lawn after
weeks of delays, but his remarks went largely unnoticed by
passing students.

“1 didn't expect any questioning,” said Mechem, who took
office this summer. “This is a new thing, and people have to
judge the newness first. I'll continue to do this.”

Mechem promised to conduct open forums during last
year's presidential race, but previously planned forums were
canceled because of scheduling conflicts.

He said the purpose of the forums is to inform the ASU
community of issues being addressed at student and
administrative levels, and use student input to derive

practical, solutions to the University's greatest problems.

The forum, which was delayed 30 minutes due to an
equipment oversight, lasted about 40 minutes. Despite the
low student response, Mechem said he will hold forums every
two weeks.

Mechem introduced himself, explained his presidential
responsibilities and discussed tuition issues, student
participation and the quality of education.

After about 25 minutes of discussion, Mechem told the
passing crowd, “ | want people to come up and ask questions.
This is a test — something no other student body president
has done.”

But the crowd of onlookers ignored his pleas and continued
to venture across campus.

Joan Chuck, a secretary from the ASU president’s office
who listened to Mechem’s speech, said the students “are

Sci-fi author Bradbury advises
students in lecture on campus

Bounce the most far-fetched and

seemingly impossible concept off science
fiction author Ray Bradbury and he
undoubtedly will smile and say anything is
possible.
: “Going to the moon was a great dream
that was centuries old,” the 71-year-old
Bradbury told an audience in the MU
Arizona Room Monday night. “ And 20years
ago we land on the moon — the things that
we dream today are the realities of
tomorrow.”

Bradbury, sporting shoulder-length white
hair and a blue-striped seersucker suit,
delivered a lively one-hour speech to about
400 people.

recalled his early days
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growing up in Tucson as an aspiring author,
and he later plugged his own theory on life.

The Illinois native said in order to live a
“richer” life, everybody needs to read one
poem, one essay and oneshort story before
they go to bed each night to acquire a
knowledge base.

“1 never made it through college — and
the library became my university,” he said.
“1 graduated from the library when | was

The Los Angeles resident said he has been
enamored with science fiction for
“progression of ideas.” Bradbury added the
outlandish elements of the genre have
helped him live a “fun” life.

ASU officials
say funding
splituneven

Campus officials said Monday that
current legislative funding formulas
are causing a growing disparity be-
tween appropriations to ASU and the
state’s other two universities.

Members of the Arizona Board of
Regents have become increasingly
dissatisfied with the current formula,
but recent attempts to reduce ASU’s A
main campus population and the Glick
University’'s changing makeup of students have concerned
ASU officials.

“ It discourages any attempt at downsizing, because if we
get fewer students, we get fewer dollars,” said Milton Glick,
ASU senior vice president and provost.

“1 don't think it was designed intentionally to create any
disparity, but it is disadvantageous to us.”

Glick said under the current formula, ASU would be
shortchanged even if the universities receive all requested
funding from the Legislature.

Any changes in the current formula would have to be
approved by lawmakers — a move Glick and other officials
do not expect soon.

The 22-1 formula, which has been used for years by the
regents to determine the amount of instructional funding
each university receives from the Legislature, provides a
base salary of one full-time professor for every 22 students
enrolled.

The formula also provides one secretary for every 5%
students.

Because upper-division courses are nearly twice as
expensive to maintain, officials say the 22-1 formula — which
funds all students equally — causes a gap between ASU and
the other schools, which have fewer upper-division and
graduate students.

According to a report distributed at ASU’'s Academic
Senate meeting on Monday, ASU could lose as much as $16
million next year under the current formuia because of
enrollment shifts.

ASU President Lattie Coor was unavailable for comment
because of his father’s death but has said downsizing goals
and a higher percentage of graduate students puts ASU at a
disadvantage when compared to UofA and NAU.

The ASU Faculty Senate approved a
proposal Monday to change its title to the
Academic Senate.

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Croats ordered to end war

BELGRADE, Yugoslavia (AP) — The commander of
Croat fighters huddling in the ruins of Vukovar ordered his
men to end their three-month fight against besieging federal
troops Monday, Yugoslavia’'s Tanjug news agency said.

Yugoslav soldiers who fought their way into'the eastern
Croatian city on Sunday fired their guns into the air in
celebration. Weary residents crawled out of shelters by the
hundreds, some for the first time in months. '

However, a reliable Croatian Defense Ministry source said
the Croats had not surrendered and were still in contact with
the Zagreb headquarters.

There was no immediate comment from federal army
commanders about the reported surrender of Vukovar,
which had become an important psychological prize for both
sides.

Croatian Health Minister Andrija Hebrang who took partin
talks with the army in the Croatian capital Zagreb said, “We
do not have any assurances” regarding the safety of those

left in Vukovar.

At the talks, Army and Croatian officials reached
agreement on evacuating 700 wounded from Vukovar's
hospital, Hebrang said.

In Belgrade, meanwhile, Serbia’s president endorsed the
sending of U.N. peacekeepers to war-torn Yugoslavia.

Fighting continued in oilier parts of Croatia as the warring
sides ignored the 13th cease-fire agreement of the nearly
5-month-old war.

AP reporter Dusan Stojanovic said from Vukovar that
there was only sporadic small-arms fire in the Danube River
town on the border with Serbia, though the Croatian Defense
Ministry source, who spoke on condition of anonymity, said
fighting was continuing.

Stojanovic said no building in the town escaped damage

from the near relentless shelling. Corpses littered the Streets
and ruined houses. The old baroque city center of the
ethnically mixed town of 40,000 people was leveled, including
its museums and castles.
, “My life has no meaning anymore,” said Marina Rodic as
she left a shelter. The 45-year-old said she feared her
husband and 17 year-old son were dead, but “| don't know if
that is not better than being alive after the horror | went
through.”

Tanjug said the Croats had been pressed backinto a single
suburb of Vukovar when their commander ordered them to
surrender. It said many of the Croat troops were obeying.

Croat militiamen and police officers were being disarmed
into the night, the agency said.

The loss of Vukovar was a severe blow for Croats, who held
the town for nearly three months against the more heavily
armed Serb-dominated army and insurgents from Croatia’s
Serb minority.

It also was a boost for the army, which has been troubled
by deserters and draft dodgers and has faced growing
criticism from militant Serbs who want quick victories and
total war against Croatia.
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Refugee* from the Croatian town of Siun]! carry their belongings
as they arrive in a makeshift camp In Zagreb Monday. The
Serbian-dominated Federal Army occupied the area on Sunday.

Tens of thousands of Yugoslavs have ignored call-up orders
and thousands more have left their units out of fear of battle
or disagreement with the aims of the war. Tanjug reported
Monday on “a growing number of people leaving
Yugoslavia to avoid mobilization.”

Federal military leaders might be more open to a
negotiated settlement of the civil war following the capture of
Vukovar, which would seal the Serbs’ control of a slice of
eastern Croatia where many Serbs live.

D uke seeks president

NEW ORLEANS (AP) — Former Ku Klux Klan leader
David Duke, undeterred by his loss in the Louisiana
governor's race, said Monday he is exploring a possible
presidential bid to Counter what he called the
Republican Party’s leftward drift.

Duke said people all across the nation want what he
preached during his unsuccessful Louisiana campaign
— less government, welfare reform, and an end to
welfare cheating and forced busing.

“1'm not planning to run for president of the United
States,” Duke said at a news conference. “But as of
today I've authorized and permitted an exploratory
committee to be formed to explore the possibility of
entering a number of Republican primaries.

He said such a strategy could force President Bush to
“adhere to the principles of the party and stop the
drifting to the left that we’ve had so long.”

Duke’s prospects on the national stage were sharply
dismissed by White House spokesman Marlin Fitzwater.

“He couldn’t win in Louisiana. We don’t see him
winning anywhere else,” Fitzwater said.

DAMASCUS, Syria (AP) — Shiite Muslim
kidnappers freed hostages Terry Waite and
Thomas Sutherland on Monday, and Waite
said kidnappers told him they Would release
the last three American hostages in
Lebanon by month’s end.

Waite said educators Joseph Cicippio and
Alann Steen could be let go within the next
five days and the third hostage, Terry
Anderson, would later join them.

Anderson .chief Middle East
correspondent of The Associated Press, is
the longest held Western hostage. He was
seized March 16, 1985. Sutherland, who
spent most.of his 6\2 imprisoned years .with
Anderson, said, “lI couldn’t have made it
through captivity without him.”

The two freed hostages, high-spirited and
talkative, said they were celebrating their
“firstgulps” of fresh air and looked forward
to meeting the sunshine.

The release of Sutherland, the American
dean of agriculture at the American
University of Beirut, and Waite, a Briton
who was captured while trying to negotiate
freedom for the other Westerners in
Lebanon, was a dramatic advance toward
ending the hostage ordeal.

The United Nations has been leading
diplomatic efforts to gain freedom for
Western hostages in Lebanon in exchange
for the release of Arab detainees held by
Israel — a condition demanded by the
kidnappers.

Sutherland, Waite and Anderson had been
considered the most visible hostages, both
because of the length of time they had been
held and because of Waite's position as a
special envoy of the Archbishop of
Canterbury.

The release of Waite, 52, and Sutherland,
60, by the group Islamic Jihad, or Holy War,
raised speculation that the Israelis may
have made a commitment to free Sheik
Abdul-Karim Obeid, their most valuable
Shiite prisoner.

Waite said at a news conference in
Damascus, Syria, that he did had no news on
two Germans also held hostage. An Italian
is also among Westerners missing in
Lebanon.

U.N. Secretary-General Javier Perez de
Cuellar said Monday that all Western
hostages should be freed by Christmas.

Waite and Sutherland were released in
Beirut and driven to the Syrian capital,
where they held a news conference at the.
Syrian Foreign Ministry.

Early Tuesday, Sutherland left for
Weisbaden, Germany, for medical tests and
Waite headed for a Royal Air Force base in
Cyprus to spend the night before going on to
Britain.

Waite and Sutherland were in high spirits.’
They said they had depended on each other
for comfort and company, and described
spending most of their captivity chained to a
wall.

Waite said one captor came to tell them
Monday afternoon they would be released.
“He also said to me, ‘We apologize for*
haying captured you.’ They recognize that
now this was the wrong thing to do, that
holding hostages achieves no useful,
constructive purpose.”

He also appealed to those “holding the
people of South Lebanon, innocent people
being held as hostages, to release them
soon.” Israel and its proxy force in the

Lawmakers postpone credit card efforts

WASHINGTON (AP) — Lawmakers rattled by the Stock
market plunge retreated Monday from their effort to force
credit card rates lower, after bankers and the Bush
administration lobbied furiously against the proposal.

The House Banking subcommittee on consumer affairs had
been scheduled to act on a rate cap Monday, but abruptly
postponed the session without setting a new date.

House Speaker Thomas S. Foley, D-Wash., told reporters,
“We're going to slow down.”

Bankers and some stock market traders are blaming
Friday's 120-point plunge in the Dow Jones average of
industrial stocks in part on Senate passage of a measure that
would immediately cap rates —now averaging 19 percent —
at 14 percent.

Lenders said a rate cap would force them to limit cards to
only their most creditworthy customers, depriving up to 60
million Americans of their cards and sending the economy
into a tailspin. That prospect spooked the market, they said.

Foley disputed that, saying the lackluster economy was
more to blame, but he said the chances of Congress adopting
a rate cap had been greatly diminished.

“There's a lot of concern about the impact of credit card
legislation. | don't think we should rush forward without
considering all the possible ramifications,” he said.

Rep. Esteban E. Torres, D-Calif., said he postponed the
session of his consumer affairs panel to give President Bush
and members of Congress “a little breathing space.” He said
he might schedule a new session as soon as Thursday.

“It's got to be soonor not atall,” he said, because Congress
is planning to adjourn by Thanksgiving for the rest of 1991.

Both Torres and Rep. Charles Schumer, D-N.Y., are
working on possible compromises they hope would yin the
president’s signature. They would delay a cap — Schumer for
18 months, Torres for nine — and impose it only if an
independent commission, appointed by the president and
Congress, determined that the industry had not become more
competitive,

However, the chief House proponent of a cap, Rep. Frank
Annunzio, D-lll., said he was determined to press forward.

“The stock market crash was brought about by lack of
confidence in the administration. ... If you think that the
credit card cap was responsible for the stock market decline,
then you must also believe the next hit music video will be
Michael Jackson singing the greatest hits of Guy
Lombardo,” Annunzio said in a statement.

The Democrats’ retreat followed heavy lobbying by
banking groups and the Bush administration.

President Greg Mechem conducted his first open forum
Monday on West Lawn to fulfill his most basic campaign
promise.

During ASASU elections last Spring, Mechem promised
student voters that he would hold campus forums to inform
the ASU community of issues being addressed at student and
administrative levels, and use student input to derive
practical solutions to campus problems.

At the barren forum, Mechem boldly said he does not
“have time for students with the T don’t know and | don’t
care’ attitude that consistently exists on this campus.”

“They don’t count, and | won’t pay attention to them,” he
said. “Someone who is uninformed and ignorant will not tell
me how to run my life and job."”’

Those are big words coining from a politician who hasn’'t
once bothered to step down from the third floor this semester
to address students on the mall.

Perhaps if Mechem had been less apathetic and introduced
himself earlier in the semester, students would have
recognized him and stopped to listen. Perhaps students
wouldn’t have been puzzled by Mechem as though he was an
over-zealous campus bible thumper.

Today's forum illustrated one sad fact.

The majority of students of ASU have never seen their own
student body president.

At least Mechem learned one lesson - ignore ASU'’s
campus community and they’ll forget you ever existed.

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93-year-old Valley man awaits
pretrial hearing for murder of 2

GLENDALE (AP) — One acquaintance
says he’s the kind of guy who'd live in
squalor while helping send a neighbor's
child to school. Another calls him a bitter
old man, contemptuous of his neighbors.

But to the county, Edward L. Mazy is now
just another prisoner — a 93-year-old
charged with two counts of murder.

The retired coal miner is accused of
ending a long-running dispute with two
neighbors in his trailer park by gunning
them down in a 4 a m. dispute over a loud
stereo.

One neighbor said Mazy was just fed up
with tension in the cluster of 11 trailer
homes which sit on tiny lots among broken-
down cars and discarded refrigerators in
this Phoenix Suburb.

“It was probably just a buildup of
pressure, harassment, over a long period of
time,” Leland Earls, 62, said Friday.

Mazy, who suffers from emphysema,
walks with a cane and is said by neighbors
to see too poorly to drive, has been held in
the medical ward of the Maricopa County’s
Madison Street Jail since the Nov. 10
shootings.

A preliminary, hearing is scheduled for
Wednesday to determine if there's enough
evidence to try him in the killings of
Francihe Ritter, 39, and her neighbor and
boyfriend, Alfred Centracchio, 49. They
were Killed with a .22-caliber pistol.

Local law-enforcement officials say they
can't remember murder charges being
lodged against anybody older, but Mazy's
age hasn't won him any leniency so far.

County prosecutor’'s spokesman Bill

FitzGerald said after the shooting that
Mazy’s age wouldn’t be a factor. “You treat
any case the same,” he said.

Police and the local media report getting
a few calls of support for the elderly
defendant but no big surge of outrage. His
lawyer refuses to discuss the effect his age
might have on his defense, or anything else
about the case.

“ As with any defendant, he’s innocent till
proven guilty beyond a reasonable doubt,”
is the only comment from Mazy’'s attorney,
Brad Bransky, of the public defender’s
office.

Mazy refused an interview request, but
neighbors said there had long been bad
blood between the retiree and Ritter. Her
big blue trailer sits just a few feet away
from Mazy's small white one, across a low
chain-link fence.

“He knew what that woman was. He
didn’'t want to have anything to do with that
woman on the other side,” Earls said.

Another neighbor, Carlito Martil, 20, said
he wasn’t surprised that violence erupted
because Mazy had threatened him with a
gun about two months ago, after
complaining that his walkie-talkie was too
loud.

“He didn't like me. | guess he was
planning to kill me too,” Martil said.

But Mazy, a widower with no children of
his own, had a soft spot for Martil’'s younger
brother, 7-year-old Virgil Earls.

Mazy, who lives on his savings and on
Social Security, had set up a $10,000 trust
fund for the boy when he was a year old to
pay for his education.

Steve Jordan, a budget analyst for the regents, agreed.

“Twenty-two to one doesn’t do much for a school like ASU,
which is downsizing,” he said. “It just doesn't fund for
quality.”

Jordan added that any success in reaching an alternative
funding formula rests on cooperation from the Joint
Legislative Budget Committee, a bipartisan committee of
lawmakers who oversee statewide appropriations
recommendations.

“We can’t do this without the JLBC,” he said. “They are
the key players in the whole process.”

But JLBC analyst John Lee, who oversees university
budget recommendations, said he does not see a need to

change the formula.

“All 1 have to ask is why, because we've been using the
same formula since 1959.” he said. “Until | see specific
alternatives, | really can’t comment on them.”

ASU, including ASU West, serves 23,524 upper-division and
graduate students, compared to 16,721 at UofA and 8,924 at
NAU.

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Council reverses vote on alcohol permits

The Tempe City Council reversed a previous decision and
allowed drinking beyond the establishments’ premises
during the Fiesta Bowl New Year’'s Eve Block Party after
pressure from three bar and restaurant owners on Mill
Avenue.

The council agreed Thursday to issue “extension of
premises’’ permits after owners of Mill Landing Restaurant,
Balboa Cafe, and Paradise Bar and Grill met with members
to complain of financial losses without the benefit of the
permits.

The permits allow establishments tofence off areas outside
buildings to sell alcohol to patrons of the event. Without
permits, bars can only sell alcohol inside the building and on
normally designated patios.

“ | think the council basically realized they were premature
in the decision,” said Rick Swartz, owner of Mill Landing
Restaurant in Hayden Square. “They based it on what
happened at Oktoberfest,” he said, referring to a riot on the
avenue that resulted in four injuries, 21 arrests and $1,750 in
property damage.

Swartz said the businesses’ requests for extensions were
different from organizers of Oktoberfest because “they are

not an on-going business and have nothing at stake.”

The businessman said he would have lost $2,000 to $3,000
without the permit.

Eric Port, owner of Balboa Cafe, said he would have lost
half of his potential sales on New Year’s Eve without the
permit,

“The initial decision hadn’t been very well considered,”
Port said. “The council assumed there would be objection to
it.”

Councilman Don Cassano said he changed his mind on the
permits after “putting into perspective the number of
locations that are seeking the extensions.”

“It was originally presented to look like everyone was
going to do it,” Cassano said. “ It looks as if only about three
bars will ask for them because of the additional liability
involved,”?

Cassano said past track records of the bars wishing for the
permits were “hot bad"” and played a part in the council’s
decision.

Dave Fackler, Tempe Deputy Community Development
director, said the city expects between three and five
downtown establishments to apply for the permits.

“Last year we had five, and we were pretty restrictive,”
Fackler said. “1'm not sure how many of those will want to

play the game thisyear.”

Vice Mayor Carol Smith said she was not in favor of
granting the permits because too many bars may want them
in the future.

“1 do not believe you can give them to only those three and
not grant them to others,” she said, referring to the business
owners who spoke to the council. “ It could become a problem
at some point.”

Councilman Neil Giuliano, who was the only member in
favor of granting the permits when council members first
decided against them, said he was “glad to see the council
change its mind because they (permits) shouldn’'t have been
denied in the first (dace.”

“It'smore responsible to provide visitors to the city a place
to drink than have everyone bringing in their own,” Giuliano
said. “It makes no sense to turn away visitors who want to
drink alcohol.” T,

Councilwoman Pat Hattoft said she didn’t have a problem
granting the permits if the businesses continue to show
concerns regarding underage drinking.

“1 do see their point about more people wanting to get
inside than they can accommodate,” she said. “ | don't have a
big problem with it (extensions) if they're responsible and
take care of identification checks.”

Tempe to install new security system in City Hall complex

Tempe officials plan to install an $80,000
security system in the City Hall complex,
even though Tempe police and council
members said night security has not been a
problem in the facility.

“We haven't really had a problem,” said
Judith Greenberg, Tempe assistant to the
public works director and coordinator Of the
security project. “Now and then we've had
some doors unlocked. We just want to
tighten it up a bit.-’

Council members approved a city staff
recommendation Thursday night that will
allow Tempe to gather bids from security
companies for the complex.

Under the new plan, employees will run a
card through the reading device and a
computer will ensure they are authorized to
enter the building.

The city budgeted for the system earlier
this year when the council approved $100,000
in Tempe’s Capital Improvement Program.
Funds for the program come mostly from
bonds sold by the city and some taxes.

Sgt. Al Taylor, public information officer
for the Tempe police, said he didn’t know of
any past burglaries at the complex but said
the system was a pro-active rather than
reactive idea.

“We've got some pretty high-ticket items
in those buildings, and they must be limited
to those that need access after hours,”' he
said.’'
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Councilwoman Pat Hatton, who said she
had not heard of any security problems at
the complex, agreed.

“1'm not thrilled with the price,” she said.
“ But, | think it's a good idea. We've been
lucky we haven’'t had this discussion after
losing significant dollar amounts.”

Councilman Neil Giuliano, who also had
heard of no problems in the building, said he
supported the idea.

“1 understand the need for this because
we have millions of dollars of equipment in
there,” he said. “ It's not like we have secret
documents we don’'t want anybody to see.”

Councilman Frank Plencer compared the
security system to seat belts in automobiles.

“When you need it, you need it,” he said.
“It's one of those situations where if
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something happens, people are going to ask.
why you don’t have it.”

Greenberg said 28 entrances leading into
the buildings will be outfitted with the new
system.

The city plans to have an employee
oversee the system through a 24-hour
monitoring station.

The system will automatically lock doors
at a programmed schedule, provide a
record of people entering, and sound an
alarm if unauthorized entry is made or
doors are left open during “locked” times.

The building will remain unlocked when
the city holds public meetings.

Greenberg said the city's goal is
prevention.

One only needs to take a drive down the 140-mile
highway that separates ASU and UofA to find an accurate
illustration of what kind of impact their annual football
contest has on almost the entire state.

Two examples from last year serve as evidence of
excitement surrounding game day when the Sun Devils
and Wildcats renew the rivalry known as The Battle of
Arizona.

Drivers heading south along Interstate 10 to Tucson
might have noticed the “Honk if you love ASU” sign on the
side of the road just outside of Phoenix or the “Eight is
great, but nine would be ohso fine” banner hanging from a
bridge on the outskirts of Casa Grande.

If fans can display rabid enthusiasm with messages
along the highway, imagine what happens when they get to
the stadium — and it's just one partof a rivalry that might
not be as well known but is just as intense as any in the
country.

ASU and UofA have always enjoyed a competitive’
baseball series, and the basketball rivalry between the two
is just beginning to reheat up. There is notan athletein any
of the Olympic sports who does not get a little excited when
the in-state rival comes up on the schedule.

But for students, faculty, alumni and fans of both
schools, the most important opportunity to prove state
superiority is the annual gridiron donnybrook in late
November.

“The Arizona-Arizona State rivalry is always an exciting
one,” former UofA and current USC coach Larry Smith
said. “It doesn't matter what kind of year either team is
having. It's a game where the pride of both programs and
the bragging rights of the state are on the line,”

The Wildcats lead the all-time series 37-26-1 and have
driven Sun Devil faithful insane during last nine years with
awinning run called The Streak, which has been filled with
unlimited and sometimes inexplicable success.

UofA hasn’t lost to ASU since 1981 and has earned some
of the victories after capitalizing on crucial Sun Devil

Injured UofA struggling
as Wildcats use youth

Freshmen Levy, Carter give hope for future

The UofA squad that is limping toward
thé season finale with ASU is a mere shell
of the team Wildcat coach Dick Tomey
took to Camp Cochise before the start of
the season.

Blessed (or is it burdened?) with his
youngest UofA team ever, Tomey had
hoped to use more passing in an offensive
attack that had been led by weak-armed
Ronald Veal for four years.

But the Wildcats, who come to Sun Devil
Stadium Saturday for the big game, have
been blown away with injuries and have
been on the short end of scores like 54-0,
34-14 and 38-14.

The listofdownfallen players is an entire
page of margin-to-margin. text in the
Wildcats’' press release. Twenty-six
starters have missed at least one game.

One of the injured is junior quarterback
George Malauulu, who was to be the
passing and running threat Tomey had
wanted in a more wide-open attack But
Malauulu, who may play against the Sun
Devils, has misséd the past four games

with a separated shoulder. Tomey said
UofA (4-6, 3-4 Pac-10) has improved a bit,
however,;

“We obviously took a step backward
when George got hurt, because he was
taking all the reps (in practice),” Tomey
said. “1 think the place where we're a lot
better is that we've thrown for a lot more
touchdowns this year, and we’'ve thrown
for a few more yards. We’'ve opened up our
formations a lot more, and | think that's
helped us. But we've still got quite a ways
to go.”

Offensively, Tomey hasn’t had all bad
news, thanks to the major contributions of
a couple of freshmen.

Tailback Ontiwaun Carter has stepped
into the backfield to rush for 377 yards
after entering the preseason buried on the
depth chart.

“1 think 'Tiwaun has obviously exceeded
our expectations,” Tomey said. “I!m
surprised if any freshman comes in right
away and contributes, and he didn’t play in
the first three games. He's adapted very
well. He's really quick, and he's very

Mens golf rebounds against deficit; races to win one over rival

Mickelson captures title
as ASU beats Wildcats

Entering the final round of tournament
action tied with any team — much less UofA

was not an ideal situation for men’s golf
coach Steve Loy.

But Loy couldn’t have written a better
ending.

Entering the final round of the Golf
World/Palmetto Dunes Intercollegiate
Sunday dead even with the Wildcats, the Sun
Devils slipped to three strokes back with
only two holes to play in the final round, but
somehow sparked an amazing come-from-
behind victory and not only beat UofA by 12
strokes in the final round, but won the
tournament as well.

“We had every reason to get beat,” Loy
said of the 54-hole event staged at the Hills
Course at Palmetto Dunes in Hilton Head
Island, S. C. “Not only did we have two
players struggling, but we've got the best
amateur in the world out there who could
only satisfy the crowd if he won.”

Granted those are some steep challenges,
but Loy said the team hung in there, battled

adversity and <“graciously” won the
tournament.

“We all know how much fun it is to beat
our sister school,” Loy said.

So much fun that Loy offered the speech
he gave his players to the football team in
hopes of ending The Streak.

“The night before the last round, | asked
the guys if on one given day of the entire
season, knowing thateveryone in the state is
watching, if they could face the challenge,”
Loy said. “ 1 told them to look at this as more
than just a game and compete for everyone
else’'s interests in mind, including the
football team, to share the pressure and
seek the feeling of victory.”

It was easy enough for the golf team, as
the Sun Devils had three players record
top-10 finishes, including tournament
champion and three-time All-American Phil
Mickelson,

Mickelson, who entered the final round
with a one shot lead, won the event by four
strokes after rounds of 69, 68 and 69,
respectively, to finish with a three-day total
of 10-under 206.

“ (Mickelson) was very decisive all the
way through,” Loy said of Mickelson’s 12th
collegiate title and 22nd consecutive top-10
finish.

Other top-10 finishers include senior All-

American Brett Dean and redshirt
freshman Todd Demsey, who now has four
top-10 finishes in five collegiate starts.

“| started out real bad and was lucky to
shoot 2-over in the first round,” said
Demsey, who shot rounds of 74,70 and 71 to
finish at 1-under 215, good for sixth place. “1
had a tough time. | don't know what the
problem was, but after that | was fine.”

Dean, who shot an even par to finish in a
seventh place tie, said the victory was a real
confidence booster.

“1t was such a great win, not only because
it was a come-from-behind victory, but we
played well when the pressure was on down
the stretch,” Dean said. “That's what it is
all about.”

Loy agreed.

“It was a sweet, rewarding victory, and |
was real proud of, the boys,” Loy said.
“Hopefully it was the beginning of a great
week for ASU athletics to beat UofA.”

ASU Note

Loy announced that Scott Johnson, who is
regarded as the top collegiate prospect in
the country, signed a national letter of intent
to attend ASU.

why — some people like to cite better
players or better coaching or luck, but |
don’t think any of those things is a sole
reason,” former ASU coach Frank Kush
said. “It could be a combination of those
things, and they build some momentum for
the program.

“That momentum builds up in recruiting

when you visit a guy at his home, if you
can tell him that you've beaten such and
such a team, it helps because that's, of
course, what a lot of them look for. Winning
against your biggest rival will help you
develop that kind of interest.”

Eras of Domination

Sun Devil fans should take heart from a
bit of history, since the series has been a
streaky one .— ;and if the past is any
indication, ASU’s turn to dominate could be
coming very soon.

In the first 22 games of the series from
1899-1948, UofA was in control, compiling a
20-2 record against its northern rival. ASU
turned the tables shortly afterward by going
249 against the Wildcats from 194981,
including 15victories in 17 years.

Since then, it has been all UofA — and
even those involved in the rivalry can't
figure out exactly why.

“1 think we've been fortunate since the
first year I've been here,” 'Wildcat coach
Dick Tomey said. “In 1987, you could say
that we were very, very fortunate, and last
year, things broke our way in the end. |
don’t think | can really put a finger on it.

“Butit's been a matter of getting the guys
to relax, not a deal of getting them too
worked up that it gets to them in a
(detrimental fashion). And in the last few
years, we've been fortunate enough to be on,
the winning end.”

In 1987, Tomey'’s first season at UofA, he
proved he catches on quickly, as his team
continued The Streak by foiling what many
thought would be the first Sun Devil win in
six years. With less than a minute
remaining, ASU led 24-21 and had punter
Mike Schuh ready to boot the ball deep into
Wildcat territory.

But miscommunication among the special
teams resulted in Schuh muffing the snap,
and the ensuing scuffle for the ball resulted
in UofA gaining possession at the ASU 13.
Gary CoSton kicked a 30-yard field goal with
two seconds left to give the Wildcats a

shocking tie.

Tomey has done better against the Sun
Devils — three straight victories — ever
since.

“The people here made it clear to me the
importance of the Arizona State game when
| took the job,” Tomey said last year. “I1'd
been here 10 minutes and people made sure
| knew this game was a season onto itself. |
think people at both schools are fortunate to
have this kind of game at the end of the
year.”

But the biggest question going into this
year’'s game has been this: Do the Wildcats
consider ASU as big a rival now that it has
had nine years of superiority to lean on?

“1 know I've said this last year, but | think
a rivalry is a situation where it's you-win-
one and I-win-one over a course of time,”

Marmie said. ''The last 10 years of this
rivalry, it has not been the case. With the
success that (UofA) has had against us,
maybe they don't feel it's that much of a
rivalry anymore.”

If that is the case -- and Tomey said that
he doesn’t think it is — perhaps UofA has
developed the same feelings toward its in-
state rival that ASU had when it dominated
the series in the 1970s.

If history does repeat itself, that feeling
could be one that the Wildcats might want to
avoid, according to former ASU, coach
Darryl Rogers.

“When | first got to ASU, UofA wasn't the
most intense rival for us — until they beat
us,” Rogers said. “ The coaches and players
would look more forward to games with
teams like USC and Washington. UofA was
not the rivalry that we had the same feelings
about as other people did.

“But then they beat us, and then we
started to find out about the intense
pressure surrounding the game that you get
from the media, students, faculty and fans.
Even a waitress at a diner will ask you
about it because everyone has a great
interest in the game.”

Rogers said that at that time, UofA was
the one trying to earn respect from the Sun
Devils, and it eventually got it. Now, ASU
finds itself in the same position.

“1t’s still the in-state rivalry and you have
got to win it,” Kush said, “A win over them
makes ita lot easier establishing fans in the
community — you never used to have UofA
T-shirts and license plates up (in the Valley)
like you do now.

“Not that it's a bad thing — | feel it's the
sign of a healthy rivalry — but it is a little
unusual to see.”

Im age structure

A blase attitute toward the UofA game
was something that Kush said his team
couldn’t afford to have. During the early
years of his tenure at ASU, the rivalry with

Bowl,” won by the Sun Devils 3D-7,

the Wildcats spread to the entire institution
—anddeveloping a positiveimage for itwas
crucial.

“You have to remember that | was there
for more than 25 years, and that stretched
back a long time. Back when | was first here
was the time ASU was undergoing a name
change (from Arizona State College) that
created some controversy, and UofA was
developing its medical school, so any image
was important.

“That stretched to the football field as
well, because any win you could get against
them helped the entire school. It really
would get to the point where it was
something you would get big paranoia
over.”

During his 21 years at ASU, Kush presided
over many memorable victories against
UofA — “The Catch,” which John Jefferson
made for a touchdown late in the game to
give the Sun Devils a 2421 win in 1975,
immediately comes to mind.

But what Kush said is perhaps his most
satisfying triumph came in 1968, a game
that has gone down in ASU-UofA history as
the “ Ultimatum Bowl.” Late in the season,
the Sun Bowl was looking for an opponent
for Auburn and had limited its choices to
ASU and UofA.

But before the season-ending game,
Wildcat coach Darrell Mudra told the bowl
to “take us now — or lose us.” Against
waiting any longer, the Sun Bowl invited
UofA the day before it hosted the Sun Devils.

ASU made the decision look like a bad
one.

“1t was one of the more satisfying Wins. |
remember it pretty vividly — UofA had
made its point to the Sim Bowl, and it gave

in. When we played them, it seemed that it
was 21-0 before they even had a chance to
step on the field, and (running back) Art
Malone was making all kinds of big runs.
It's a game that'll always stand out,”

Late in the game, which the Sun Devils
won 30-7, the Wildcat fans searched for any
solace by chanting to the ASU faithful,
“We're going to the Sun Bowl, and you're
not! 7 -

Undaunted — and almost as if it had been
already prepared — the group of Sun Devil
fans responded by raising a huge sign that
read: “SEND THE LOSERS.”

The unexplained

One of the most talked-about facets of the
rivalry has been the possibility of the
inexplicable — such as the botched punt in
1987 and an ASU fumble late in the 1985
edition that UofA'recovered, leading to a
game-winning field goal that kept the Sun
Devils out of the Rose Bowl.

Rogers said he thinks there is a “30 to
40 percent greater chance” that the
unexplained can happen in a game between
big rivals than in a regular contest.

“The thing | remember best is beating
them," Rogers said. “But those bad
moments drove you nuts — | had to watch
(UofA kicker Max) Zendejas kick a field
goal with no time remaining (in the 1983
game) to beat us.”

“We always prepared for that game like
any other game,” Smith said. “We never did
anything special — we just tried to play
meat-and-potatoes football. We tried to
make ita fun week in practice just to get the
guys to stay loose, We wanted to play the
best we could to win the football game.”

With the the season opener Monday
against Rice in Hawaii looming on the
horizon, ASU basketball coach Bill Frieder
hasn't had a whole lot of practical
experience for his young squad.

Frieder even said after the game that he
would consider postponing the suspension of
either sophomore guard Stevin Smith or
senior guard Lynn Collins for a few games
so the current duo of junior college transfers
Dave Anderson and Wun Versher could
have a backup in Hawaii.
