The director of ASU's student union has continued to 
discrim inate against female em ployees who filed an 
affirmative action complaint against him in 1990, causing 
them to leave their jobs because of emotional stress, two of the 
women have charged.

Bobbie Patterson, a facility scheduler in the MU, and a 
former employee who wishes to remain anonymous said that 
of the 11 women who were part of the affirmative action 
complaint against MU Director Floyd Land, three left the 
University shortly after the complaint was filed, two quit 
because of verbal and emotional harassment and two quit for 
unknown reasons.

Race draws hundreds, promotes 
recycling, environmental concern

A wild, fantastic, even preposterous 
assortment of moving contraptions queued up 
on Forest Mall Saturday to compete in the 
first annual “Recycle Races” organized by 
the College of A rchitecture and 
Environmental Design.

“We wanted it to be something that was 
fun but also socially sign ifican t,” said 
assistant industrial design Professor Esther 
Rainer, who founded the event.

To be in the competition, the vehicles had 
to be. made of recycled materials, Ratner said.

Contestants’ vehicles were judged in four 
categories:

•Artistic or visual impact.
•Use of recycled materials.
•Innovation of locomotion.
Speed in completing the course.
The grand prize was a trophy constructed 

of aluminum cans with a plaque attached to 
the side. First-place winners in the four 
categories won medallions and second- and 
third-place winners received certificates.

The human-powered vehicles were some 
of the oddest conglomerations of gadgets, 
doodads, doohickies, gizmos, widgets and 
thingamajigs thrown together for the purpose 
of locom otion since the early days of 
machine-powered aviation.

Materials incorporated in the designs 
included cardboard tubes and boxes, plastic 
tubing, used plywood and 2-by-4 boards, old 
bicycle parts, recycled wire, string, ruber 
hose, cans, packaging material, newspaper 
and plastic containers.

Most of the entrants were design and 
engineering students, who employed a wide 
variety of design innovations.

Contestants tried almost everything in 
designing a vehicle that could travel the 
approximately l()0-yard course.

In one vehicle, the driver lay flat on his 
stomach facing forward while he pedaled a 
wheel in back and steered one in front.

ASU space lacking, 
according to study
School needs more class room

ASU’s campus is 1.3 million square feet too small 
for the number of students enrolled, according to a 
study by the Council of Educational Facilities and 
Planners Inc.

CEFPI is a national council that provides space 
guidelines to higher education institutions. The council 
takes the number of students, faculty and staff into 
consideration when setting guidelines.

The study found that ASU’s 28 million square-foot 
campus is most deficient in research and classroom 
laboratories — 500,000 square feet less than the 
guidelines specify. The University also is about 12,000 
square feet deficient in classroom space.

“I think it is important to know how we stand in 
comparison to the guidelines of the CEFPI, whether we 
can ever meet them,” said ASU President Lattie Coor. 
“I don’t think that at this juncture it is realistic. The 
information needs to be kept in context.”

ASU’s Space Management Office reported the 
number of square feet the U niversity uses as 
classroom s, classroom  laboratories, research 
laboratories, libraries and offices to the CEFPI, which 
then determined the amount of space needed for the 
number of students registered.

Jennus Burton, ASU vice president of administrative 
services, said for the time being the campus will have to 
stay the way it is.

“It will cost about $200 million to meet CEFPI 
standards, but it is not one of the top priorities,” Burton 
said. “With the current economic situation, we will not 
have money to bring ASU up to the standards of the 
CEFPI.”

When the newly built Computing Commons, Life 
Sciences Building and the entire Goldwater Science and 
Engineering Center open next semster, ASU’s campus 
will fall only 880,000 square feet short of meeting the 
CEFPI standards.

Coor said ASU officials, are eager to open those new 
buildings, which remain closed as a result of lack of 
operating funds, because it will bring ASU closer to

ASU is again being recognized by Playboy 
magazine as one of the premier party schools 
in the nation, but University administrators, 
who have spent the last few months trying to 
combat a growing negative image o f the 
school, aren’t exactly raising a glass to it.

University President Lattie Coor has called 
the sdrvey “silly,” saying that such an image 
distracts from the more positive features the 
University has to offer;

’\“f don’t take the Playboy  thing too 
seriously,” Coor said. “I think it’s a pretty 
trivial thing. As I walk around campus and 
talk to people each day, there’s nothing that 
gives me the impression of ASU not being a 
high-quality, serious institution of learning — 
and there are several more scientific studies to 
back that up.”

Three years ago, a survey of some of the 
nation's college presidents and deans by U.S. 
News' and World Report ranked ASU as one 
o f the coun try ’s six “up-and-com ing” 
universities. And in the I992-93 academic 
year, ASU increased its number of Flinn and 
Regents scholars ;— in-state students who 
rank in the top I percent and 5 percent, 
respectively, of their high school graduating 
classes.

Tim Desch, associate d irector of 
undergraduate admissions, said these are the 
numbers serious prospective students 
consider when making a college choice. He 
doesn’rthink the Playboy survey will hurt the 
University in the eyes of prospective scholars.

“I really don’t think so,“ Desch said. “ I 
think it may have been something that would 
be more difficult to overcome awhile ago, but 
we’ve made too many strides in recent years. 
If a prospective student does the proper 
research and makes an intelligent decision, 
then it really doesn’t matter what they might 
read in Playboy. ”

But w ith ASU still trying to erase a 
negati ve perception stemming from the highly 
publicized legal woes of its athletic

department, some argue that re-earning such a 
distinction from Playboy is the last thing the 
University needs.

In a state poll conducted by ASU pollster 
Bruce Merrill released in September, at least 
70 percent of those surveyed who had an 
opinion of ASU had a negative view of the 
school. That poll was taken in the wake of at 
least 23 of the school’s athletes being cither 
nariled or charged in criminal complaints.

“I hope the (party school) image is one 
we’ve started to erase,” Desch said.“It could 
still be a concern, but I think the reflection of 
the party image tends to be eradicated when 
people take a closer look.” ' -

E lizabeth N orris, d irector of public’ 
relations for Playboy, said in a telephone 
interview from Chicago that she agrees with 
Coor in the fact that readers should take the 
party survey for what she said it is — a look 
at how students use their free time after 
studying is done.

“Hey — this is just a light-hearted, fun 
look at college life,” Norris said. “There’s 
absolutely no reason why anybody should be 
getting upset over it. I think it’s obvious that 
students at all universities study hard, and all 
we’re doing is trying to show how they 
balance that with fun and relaxation after a 
long week of work.”

Contrary to popular belief on campus and 
in the Valley, ASU was not ranked No. 1 
when Playboy  first evaluated college 
students’ penchant for partying in its January 
1987 issue, in fact, the University wasn’t 
even in the top 10 — it was ranked 13th.

■' But it looks as if ASU has cracked the Top 
10 in the latest Playboy survey, which will 
appear in the April 1993 issue, because Norris 
said the magazine is also planning to run a 
pictorial titled “Women of the Top 10 Party 
Colleges.” .

And today through Wednesday, a Playboy 
photographer will be at the Tempe Embassy 
Suites Hotel to interview and test-photograph 
ASU students for the magazine.

Clinton meets w ith legislative leaders

LITTLE ROCK, Ark.— President-elect Clinton hosted his 
first sit-down with'Democratic congressional leaders Sunday, - 
hoping to forge agreement on how to break Washington 
gridlock and push through a quick-action agenda.

“ W e’ve got a big job  to do and we’ve got to do it 
together,”  Clinton said as Senate Majority Leader George 
Mitchell, House Speaker Tom Foley and House Majority 
Leader Richard Gephardt headed to Little Rock for a dinner 
with Clinton.

It was their first meeting since Clinton’s victory; the 
opportunities were big, since this marks the.first time 
Democrats will have Control over both thé White House and 
Congress in 12 years.

Clinton, out for his morning jog, declined to outline 
specific priorities he planned to map out with Democratic 
congressional leaders, instead promising a full report at a 
Monday news conference with them.

Clinton and his aides have talked of a 100-day agenda for 
economic and social matters they felt went neglected over the 
past decade, but even before Sunday night’s dinner, Mitchell 
downplayed expectations for how quickly Congress might 
move.

“ I am not one to subscribe to this 100-day deadline 
business,”  Mitchell said on NBC-TV’s “ Meet,the Press.”

“ I think it’s an artificial deadline established for no 
purpose other than giving definition ... to a sense of urgency 
about action ,”  Mitchell said. “ And so I don’t use any 
particular time frame for when we should or should not act.”

Still, Mitchell said he would tell Clinton he’s “ right on 
track”  by making economic revival his top priority.
'  Clinton plans to make a short-term economic stimulus 

package his No. 1 objective, including expanded investment 
tax credits hoped to spark job creation. Other parts of it 
Clinton can do alone by executive order, such as speeding up 
federal dollars for highway projects that would create jobs.

Clinton met at the governor’s mansion Sunday with 
economic adviser Robert Reich. Clinton also met with 
longtime friènd and journalist Bill Moyers — who served as 
press secretary for President Johnson.

The bulk of Clinton’s long-term economic plan — a $20 
billion annual investment in infrastructure, technology and 
communications — relies on defense cuts and tax hikes on the 
wealthy that would require congressional action.

During his campaign, Clinton also pledged to seek quick 
action on family leave legislation that President Bush twice 
vetoed. Some legislation  — such as com plicated and 
controversial health care reform — Clinton has merely talked 
of getting to Congress within 100 days.

Clinton also is expected to hurry legislation on lobbyist 
disclosure and campaign finance reform; education bills to 
finance Head Start and create a college aid program so anyone 
could go; and job training plans that include a national 
apprenticeship program.

Senate Minority Leader Bob Dole, who also appeared on 
4 ‘Meet the Press,”  cautioned the next president ‘ ‘not to try to 
overload the circuit”  with too much legislation in the first few 
months in office.

“ I don’t think there's any magic in how much you do in 
the first 100 days, and when you push too hard to do too much 
in too short a time span, you may end up on the reef 
somewhere,’7 Dole said.

Dole said Republicans would try to cooperate on an 
economic stimulus package but also would keep a watchful 
eye to make sure Clinton’s plan dealt with deficit reduction. 
Clinton heads to Washington later this week for a meeting 
with bipartisan leaders of Congress.

Dole said he owed it to Republicans who don’t agree With

Clinton “ to at least indicate we’re not going to be patsies and 
floor mats and rubber stamps.”

“ We’re going to try to be helpful, but at the same time, we 
are a national party,”  Dole said, noting the GOP has a chance 
to make inroads in the Senate in 1994 with 22 Democratic 
seats up for re-election.

“ We have some great opportunities in ’94, so we’re not 
going to blow those trying to fall over backwards to help 
President-elect Clinton,” Dole said.

Mitchell predicted partisan squabbling would stay at a 
minimum as Clinton tries to push through an economic plan. 
Lawmakers are aware of voters’ overwhelming call for 
change, he said.

“ The same people who elected Bill Clinton president 
elected all of the members of the House of Representatives 
and one-third of the Senate. And it seems to me those people 
want change in economic policy,”  Mitchell said. ,

Mitchell said he would talk with Foley about the speaker’s 
proposed compromise on giving Clinton line-item veto 
authority so he could single out items in spending bills for 
elimination -— a power Clinton said he needs to rein in 
spending.;

Officials urge slow 
reversal o f military 
ban on homosexuals
By W .

WASHINGTON — Congressional leaders urged 
President-elect Clinton Sunday to go slow on overturning the 
military’s ban on homosexuals, arguing that sudden action 
would create a furor in Congress and could endanger lives in 
the armed forces.

“ He ought to put it on the back burner,”  Senate 
Republican leader Bob Dole of Kansas said on NBC-TV’s 
“ Meet the Press.”  :

“ I can’t give him any advice except to go slow,”  Dole 
said. “ There are other things you can do by executive order 
that wouldn’t blow the lid off the Capitol. I think this one 
might come close.”

Sen. Sam Nunn, D-Ga., chairman of the Senate Armed 
Services Committee, appearing on CBS-TV’s “ Face the 
Nation,”  said, “ I think we ought to proceed very cautiously.” 

“ If you did it overnight, I’d fear for the lives of people in 
the military themselves,”  Nunn said. “ I think there could be 
some very emotional feelings. So I would prefer that it be 
stretched out over a period of time.”

Nunn, Dole and Senate Democratic leader George Mitchell 
of Maine, who appeared with Dole on the NBC panel show, 
said congressional action would be required to amend the 
Uniform Code of Military Justice even if Clinton did issue an 
executive order changing the policy. „

“ I’d be surprised if he won that vote,” said Dole. Mitchell 
said, however, “ I think the governor will be supported in that 
because I think he will do it in a sensible and prudent way.” 

The Arkansas governor said Wednesday in Little Rock that 
he intends to consult with military leaders about “ the 
mechanics”  of a change in policy. He did not say when this 
would occur.

“ I don’t think (homosexual) status alone, in the absence pf 
some destructive behavior, should disqualify people”  from 
serving in the military, the president-elect said.

A federal judge in Los Angeles reaffirmed on Tuesday his 
order that the Navy reinstate a homosexual sailor, but did not 
rule on whether the military ban is constitutional.

The sailor, Petty Officer 1st Class Keith Meinhold, who 
has returned to duty, said the effect of a change in policy on 
the behavior of gays in the military would be “ a big fat 
nothing.”

“ The only difference would be that we would no longer 
have to look over our shoulder,”  Meinhold said on ABC- 
TV’s “ This Week With David Brinkley.”

Form er Army N ational Guard Col. M argarethe 
Cammermeyer, who acknowledged being a lesbian when 
questioned during a security check to attend the War College, 
said, “ I don’t think it’s like suddenly the military is going to 
disintegrate.”  ' - • _ _

Adm. Thomas Moorer, former chairman of the Joint Chiefs 
of Staff, dissented, saying, “ Sooner or later you’re going to 
have men kissing each other and hugging and whatever ... and 
the other sailors or soldiers or Marines or airmen would see it, 
and they would begin to give them names. Then, the first 
thing you know, there would be a fight.”

“ I defy you to find a military man who has had the 
responsibility of training a unit and participating in combat 
that does not agree with me,” Moorer said.

Communism making comeback 
in Lithuanian parliamentary race

VILNIUS. Lithuania — The first republic to break away 
from the Soviet Union appeared Sunday to be on the verge of 
returning former Communists to power in a bitterly contested 
parliamentary election.

Lithuanian voters angered by factory shutdowns, soaring 
prices and lack of hot water said as they left the polls that they 
were ready to give the former Communists a chance to restore 
economic order.

Leaders of the former Lithuanian Communist Party, now 
called the Democratic Labor Party, promised that if they won, 
they would safeguard Lithuania’s independence and continue 
to build a Western-style market economy.

But they also said they would improve trade relations with 
Russia and demand better terms from the International 
M onetary Fund, which has forced L ithuania to freeze 
government wages and hold down public spending in return 
for Western loans.

Under gray skies and a chilly drizzle, turnout appeared to 
be light in the 61 districts where runoffs were necessary 
because no candidate won a majority in the first round of 
voting three weeks ago. About 70 percent of Lithuania’s 2.5 
million eligible voters turned out in the first round.

Sajudis, the anti-Communist party that led Lithuania to 
independence in 1990, has “ done very little in the past two 
years,”  Andrei Kobzar, 30, said as he cast his ballot at a high 
school in downtown Vilnius.

“ A ctually, they’ve done a lot — to make our life 
im possible,”  said his wife, Valentina, an unemployed 
waitress. “ Everything is bad now. We live in a such a hole, 
with two kids. I have no job, no welfare payments.”

More economic bad news appeared on the eve of the 
election when the daily newspaper Tiesa reported that 
industrial production has tumbled 48.5 percent this year.

According to other recent reports, one-third of all factories 
have closed or sharply cut back employment. Consumer prices 
have jumped 2,200 percent since 1990, and fuel is in such 
short supply that central heating plants shut off hot water to 
most homes just as winter set in.

Many Lithuanians blame Sajudis and its leader, Vytautas 
Landsbergis, for the failing economy.

In the first round of voting on Oct. 25, the backlash led to a 
surprise victory for the Democratic Labor Party. O f 141 
parliament seats, thé former Communists won 44, while 
Sajudis got just 18 — a stunning drop from the 97 seats it had 
won two years ago.

ASU applicants for a 
listing in the Who’s Who 
in Am erican Colleges 
catalog will be judged 
on a case-by-case basis 
with no minimum grade 
point average
requirem ent, the 
Associated Students of 
ASU - executive 
committee has decided.
• The executive 

com m ittee has the final word on ASU 
nominations for the Who's Who publication, 
which features short biographies of college 
students across the nation.

The committee will assess approximately 
95 candidates based on academic excellence 
and community involvement.

The committee wrestled with what the cut­
off GPA should be, originally considering 3.2 
as a low-end GPA for nomination.

Activities Vice President Kate Lawrence 
suggested the 3.2 cut-off because that is the 
cut-off used by the Honors College. She said 
she thought anything lower would “reflect 
badly on the University.”

“A ‘B’ average is not someone who is 
head and shoulder's above the rest of the 
country,” Lawrence said. She stressed that 
those who have a lot o f community 
involvement and can’t maintain good grades 
are not Who's Who material.

However, other com m ittee members 
disagreed.

Business College Sen. John Stevens 
proposed reviewing each candidate on a case- 
by-case basis regardless of GPA, hoping to 
nominate as many applicants as possible. The 
idea was accepted by the Committee with only 
Lawrence and Campus Affairs Vice President 
Skip Schrader opposed.

The final method approved will nominate 
any candidate who receives a simple majority

of votes from the committee. An applicant 
who does not receive a majority will be 
discussed for one minute, at which point the 
applicant will be voted on again.

Lawrence wanted to require more than a 
sim ple m ajority  o f votes to nom inate a 
candidate, but this idea was rejected by the 
committee.

The committee also discussed and passed 
a policy for the use of an Apple Macintosh 
computer in ASASU’s office. The topic was 
discussed for nearly an hour at the 
committee’s last meeting, only to be tabled 
for consideration later.

When debate opened up again on Friday 
before discussion of Who V Who candidates, 
Schrader made a motion to put up a sign by 
the computer explaining the policy, at which 
point Lawrence objected.

“Let’s not get so bogged down in here that 
we forget what w e’re supposed to do,” 
Lawrence said. Lawrence suggested that a

motion was not necessary to put up a sign. 
The motion failed.

Public Programs Sen. Anne Medina said 
she thought the com m ittee was “really 
wasting time that could be spent on student 
issues.”

The new policy was eventually passed, 
deciding that ASASU officers, senators, staff 
and volunteers be the only authorized users of 
the computer and that uses of the computer be 
restricted.

“The original issues were resolved and 1 
was found clear of all of those informal 
charges. There.was never a written complaint 
filed (about retaliation) and the women who 
left left on their own accord,” Land said.

Rosalyn Munk, one o f  the I I women who 
filed the 1990 complaint and who still; works 
in the MU, said she believes the 
discrimination was in the past. She would not 
comment on any allegations of retaliation that 
occurred after the complaint was signed in 
1990.

The 1990 sexual discrimination complaint 
was filed against Land for alleged bias in 
promoting females and for allegedly giving 
male employees certain benefits women did 
not receive. Land signed an agreement set 
forth by the ASU Affirmative Action Office 
to address the concerns raised by the women 
who filed the complaint.

A ffirm ative Action D irector Barbara 
Mawhiney said she could not comment on the 
details of the complaint or confirm that a 
complaint was filed because all claims are

confidential.
A copy of the 1990 agreement obtained by 

the State Press said a professional consultant 
was hired to work wjth Land and MU 
em ployees on team building, conflict 
resolution and management development. The 
agreement called for a reclassification of two 
female employees’ jobs, a salary raise for 
Patterson to $12,835 per year and a deduction 
of time off for a probationary male employee 
who Land allowed to go on vacation.

The agreement said all measures taken do 
not constitute an admission that Land violated 
a federal or state civil rights act.

“He just got slapped over the hand by 
Affirmative .Action and that was it,” said the 
woman who wished to remain anonymous. 
“He is still there, and slowly but surely the 
women will leave because nothing is ever 
going to be done.”

The woman said she left the University 
two years ago because of Land.

Patterson, who has been employed at ASU 
since 1986 and works in the MU reservation 
office, said she received unfavorable job 
appraisals from MU adm inistrators 
Concerning her customer service skills soon 
after the Complaint was filed. She said she 
wrote a letter back asking why her customer 
service WaS being questioned only after the 
complaint was filed.

“I wrote back a memo stating that 1 didn’t

know why this issue was being raised because 
all the administrators who had a decision in 
my promotion to the reservation desk had 
three years to observe my customer service 
sty le ,” Patte/son said. “If they had any 
concerns about it, they should have raised 
them a long time ago.”

MU administrators also made Patterson 
remove thank you notes from her desk that 
she received from campus groups because 
they said the notes were not professional, she 
said.

“When Land decided he Wanted to get rid 
of me, this didn’t look good,” she said. “How 
Would you justify receiving 24 thank you 
notes and then criticize me for my customer 
service.” ' - •

Patterson said she disliked coming to work 
after receiving memos criticizing her 
customer service skills.

“There were some times when I literally 
got physically ill by walking in the (MU) 
because nobody knew what kind of stuff 
would be started that day ,” she said.

She was later fired by the U niversity 
because of tardiness and attendance problems. 
Patterson admitted being late to work after 
experiencing chest pains because of stress. 
Twice at the end of 1991 she had to take time 
off without pay because of stress-related chest 
pains, she said.

Land would not comment on personal

issues regarding certain employees.
“All employee situations to me are 

confidential,” he said, “if the employees want 
to talk about them, that is their perogative.” 

Land also has been accused of making 
racial and sexual comments in front of female 
employees after the complaint Was filed, 

Patterson said he has referred to a black 
administrator as a “burr head,” Mexicans as 
“wetbacks” and has called female employees 
“stupid” or “dingy broads.”

The anonymous former employee said 
there were occasions when Land made 
derogatory statements in front of her and that 
he did a lot of “nam e-calling” about 
individuals on campus.

Land denied making any racial or sexual 
comments.

Christine Wilkinson, ASU vice president 
of student affairs, signed the final draft of the 
1990 discrimination agreement. She said on 
Sunday that the matter has been settled.

“There were some concerns expressed, but 
1 know that the staff addressed those at the 
time,” Wilkinson said.

The 1990 agreement said Wilkinson would 
meet with the Human Resources Office to 
review all recom m endations for job  
classifications. Wilkinson said she does not 
recall meeting with Human Resources, but 
she said all reclassifications must be approved 
by her office.

Another was simply a red cardboard truck propelled by two 
pairs of feet with non-functioning cardboard Wheels attached.

“We did a lot of hard work,” Miller added. “We spent a lot 
of hours on this.”
“  Miller estimated that they spent “at least 80 hours” on the

design, finding the materials and putting the whole thing 
together.

Blong described the vehicle as a “hand-trike” pedaled by 
hand instead of by foot, and said the major components 
consisted of cardboard tubes for the frame, the bottoms of 5- 
galion buckets for the, wheels and fan belts for the drive: 
system.

Several hundred spectators watched as the Contestants 
pushed, pulled or pedaled the “recycles” by hand or foot 
around a course at the north end of Forest Mall.

In one race between a rowboat-shaped vehicle, called the 
“Love Boat,” and something resembling a missile with wheels, 
called the “Eco-tron,” the wheels of the “Eco-tron” fell off just

and Environmental design, operated the boat-shaped entry.

The team of Lori Wilson, Mark Grisko, Brett Swansiger 
and Jason Passe won first prize in the speed category and 
Darren Grantham won first place for use of recycled materials. .

CEFPI standards.
Coor said ASU lacks so much space because the University 

has never been able to catch up with the rapid enrollment 
increase between 1970 and 1980.

“We went from 20,000 students to 40,000,” Coor said.

Burton said the administration’s first spending priority is to 
increase faculty salaries!

The faculty and staff who have worked so hard and have 
not received raises are getting a “slap in the face from the 
Legislature,” he said.

Tempe raises tax to spur recycling program

Slowly but surely, recycling in Tempe is becoming a 
reality.

The Tempe City Council took another small step 
Thursday toward reaching its goal Of having curbside 
recycling bins at every residence by deciding to increase 
each resident’s monthly refuse pickup rate by $1.

The rate increase Will begin in January for each 
single-family residence, with the funds going toward the 
cost of the new recycling program.

“We are right on schedule with the recycling 
program,” said Tempe Vice Mayor Neil Giuliano.

In a memorandum to the Council, Tempe Public 
Works Director Jim Jones described where the recycling program currently 
stands and where it is going.

Jones said he expects the first of the two phases of the recycling program to 
be implemented in early 1993. The first phase is to collect curbside refuse in 
single-family homes and the second is to collect recyclables in multi-family 
dwellings.

Under the program, one day a week will be set aside for city employees to 
pick up nonrccyclablc refuse and a second day will be set aside for recyclable 
items. ’ .

Jones said the program will begin in January for homes receiving recyclable 
containers from the city. He said it would take about eight months for all of the 
32,000 plastic containers to be delivered. Size and color of the recyclable 
containers is undecided.

“Even if we could distribute the cans all at once, the company that we

choose to produce them could not make them fast enough,” Jones said.
The city has not yet chosen a company to build the recyclable bins, but it 

has received many bids from competing manufacturers, Jones said.
The Council has received seven bids for supplying recyclable containers to 

single-family homes, ranging from $39.10 to $56.15 per container. Jones said 
he originally estimated the cost per container at $53.33.

The $1 increase pays for the new bins and the cost of sorting and marketing 
the refuse, which is estimated at $24 per ton.

“The project is within the original rate increase of $1 per month," Jones 
said.

The City Council will use public access television to educate Tempe 
citizens on how to properly sift the recyclable from the nonrecyclablc 
materials, Jones said.

Multi-family residences, like apartment complexes and'dormitories, will be 
included in the second phase of the recycling program, Giuliano said. _

The multi-family dwellings will receive large recyclabte dumpsters to 
complement the existing trash dumpsters.

Mayor Harry Mitchell expressed concern at an earlier City Council meeting 
that the second phase of the program would become snagged because people, 
especially students, would mix recyclables with regular refuse.

Citizens who mix their trash would not be fined, but the city would reward 
homes that correctly separate the refuse. Random household checks by city 
employees will be used to determine which homes will be rewarded.

The city set up pilot recycling programs in 2,500 homes in four residential 
communities in Tempe to see if the recycling program could be successful. 
Jones said.

“The pilot programs have been very successful so far and have been given 
very high marks,” Jones said.

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The glowing nebula of Sun Devil senior 
Kevin Galbrcath shone brightly as he toppled 
the 100-yard mark On 16 carries. Galbreath 
averaged 6.5 a pop.

And while Galbreath was rolling alone, 
White was stuck in the mud. The junior only 
needed 41 yards to pass-the 1,000-yard 
plateau, but the Sun Devils wouldn’t budge. 
White gained 27 yards on 15 attempts.

“I have a realty strong affection for 
Russell White," Snyder said. “He’s great for 
college. But we were competing against him 
tonight, and I'm glad he didn't get it (1,000 
yards) here.

“However, I certainly hope he gets it next 
week against Stanford."

ASU quarterback Grady Benton also had a 
good night. He finished with 204 yards with a 
completion ratio of 18 of 22. Benton also 
threw for one touchdown to Kevin Snyder.

The game was emotional in more than the 
Snyder-Cal reunion soap opera. It was also 
Homecoming and the final home game of the 
year, And the final home game for many 
senior Suri Devils, Kric Guliford and Bret 
Wallerstedt among them.

Guliford, not wanting to leave Suri Devil 
Stadium and the ASU fans without something 
memorable for his last home game, had 
something up his sleeve.

With the first half nearing an end, Guliford 
took a Cal punt 89 yards for a touchdown -  
the fourth-longest punt return in ASU history.

“It was like stepping into the promise 
land,” Guliford said. “I got to the other side of 
the wal 1 and there was nothing there just 
green grass.”

“I don’t think he was touched,” Snyder 
said. “It was so pretty to see. That was really 
kind of the death blow for Gal. That was an 
all-around great job by our special teams.”

The game also took its toll on first-year 
C alifornia coach Keith G ilbertson. His 
Golden Bears, much like ASU, have, 
struggled th is year with some nagging 
problems.

“To be honest, I just don't know what to 
say,’’ Gilbertson said. “The harder we work, 
the worse it gets. I've never seen a team have 
this many bizarre things happen to them. I 
don’t understand why, when we fumble; we 
don’t recover.

“ I don’t understand why the penalties 
come at the worst time.”

Cal lost their two fumbles and were 
penalized eight times for 56 yards in losses.

“1 hope things get better soon,” he said.
And the loss was one that wouldn’t soon 

be forgotten by Gilbertson. Before talking 
With the media after Saturday night’s game, 
Gilbertson was offered a chair.

“I took one ass-kickin standing up,” he 
said. “I can take another.” V

He cut to the 
sidelines and got a good block when 
teammate Marcos Soward laid out Cal’s Chris 
Noonan. Beyond that point, Guliford said he 
saw nothing but “green grass and real estate” 
in front of him.

Guliford said he was somewhat surprised 
by the ease with which he was able to outrace 
the Cal defenders. He credited his speed to 
sprints run every week in practice.

“On Monday, we run 100-yard dashes and 
I think that's helped my speed a iot," he said. 
“Once I started taking off on them (Cal 
coverage team), it kind of surprised me that I

was just running past everybody .”
“Some of the guys on the team tease me 

about my speed,” he said.
Guliford also had a productive pass- 

catching night — nabbing four passes for 47 
yards (the longest a 28-yarder). With his help, 
quarterback Grady Benton had a highly 
productive outing — completing 18 passes in 
22 attempts for 204 yards.

Guliford said he and his fellow senior 
teammates were highly emotional before 
Saturday’s kickoff.

“When we were in the tunnel, before being 
introduced (to the crowd), there were a lot of 
hugs,” he said. “There were some tears shed 
(after the game), and I think we realize that 
after the UofA game it’ll be time to go our
own ways.

ASU beat Cal 28-12 as Snyder has trip down memory lane

Bruce Snyder knew it would be 
emotional.

And his premonition proved to 
become reality Saturday night, as the 
ASU football team played in perhaps 
the most emotionally charged victory 
of the season.

ASU beat Cal 28-12 in front of a 
Homecoming crowd of 48,723. 
California is the former home of 
Bruce Snyder. The win was sweet, 
but the real show at Sun Devil 
Stadium was watching Snyder as he 
was whisked down memory lane.

Snyder showed the most personal 
side of himself as he openly cried on 
the sidelines after the game.

Snyder said after the game he felt 
a strange feeling when a Cal player 
was down, he wanted to go see if the 
player, who he most likely recruited 
and knew Well, was OK.

“There was never any specific

references made to the team this Week 
about the extra emotions surrounding 
this game,” he said. “But the team, 
sensed there was some, and I really 
appreciated the way they responded. 

“It was a Very sweet victory.” 
Lip-smacking sweet, to be sure. 

The Sun Devils (5-5, 3-4, Pac-10) 
biggest feat was shutting down Cal 
star back Russell W hite, w hile  
greasing up its own rushing game.

ASU receiver Eric Guliford’s 
vision came true Saturday.

In his last collegiate game in Sun 
Devil Stadium, the senior broke 
open a potentially tight game 
against the California Golden Bears 
with an 89-yard punt return for a 
touchdown.

“I can’t sleep at night,” Guliford s'aid. “Before the 
game, 1 know who I’m playing against. I watch them 
(defensive backs) backpedal in my sleep. I watch me run 
routés against them. I watch their (opponents-’ punt) 
coverage come down. I watch me catch the ball and I 
watch me score touchdowns.”

If anyone else could have forseen Guliford’s return, it 
was Dick Arbuckle, the Sun Devil’s special teams coach.

Guliford said Arbuckle spent extra time in practice last 
week working with the return team, believing they could 
break a long gainer against the Golden Bears.

“The only thing the coaching staff said when I broke 
the punt and came back (to the sidelines) was, ‘See, I told 
you so,’” Guliford said.

Guliford’s return was the fourth longest in Sun Devil 
history. No Cal defenders were able to lay a hand on him
