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Hendrickson gets
reprimand; avoids
disqualification

President-elect comes
within $20 of being ousted
for spending violations

The Associated Students of ASU
Elections Commission on Wednesday
reprimanded, but did not disqualify,
ASASU President-Elect Marci
Hendrickson for improper campaign
financial reporting violations.

The commission, in a statement
issued Wednesday, said Hendrickson
failed to list the “fair market value"
cost for copies she used for campaign
posters and fliers. The comission also
ruled that Hendrickson should have included the cost of bor-
rowed metal stakes in her financial statements.

When the commission refigured Hendrickson’s total cam-
paign expenditures based on their estimations of what these
items should have cost, they arrived at a figure of $580.07.

That total was $80 more than the campaign spending limit
of $500.

The commission assigned 10 “penalty points” to
Hendrickson for her violation, which apply only to the elec-
tion process. If the three-member commission had judged that
Hendrickson's campaign spending exceeded $600. they would
have gave her 20 penalty points, therefore disqualifying her
from holding office.

Hendrickson said she is pleased with the commission’s rul-
ings.

“I'm still not sure if | agree with some of the decisions that
have been made, but | can accept what’s been ruled,” she said.

ASASU Activities Vice President Chad Wolett, who filed
several of the complaints against Hendrickson, said he
planned to appeal the commission’s rulings to the ASASU
Supreme Court.

He said the commission should have assigned two separate
violations against her, one for overspending the campaign
limit and one for not claiming fair market value for the copies
she used. This would have forced the commission to disquali-
fy Hendrickson from holding office.

“I’'m just making sure that we don’t set the precedent this
year that you can do whatever you want (to win an election),”
Wolett said.

Hendrickson said she expected Wolett to appeal the case,
saying he is still on a witch hunt.

“(Wolett) will ride this to the very last minute,” she said. “I
wish (he) would let me get back to my homework.”

In a separate ruling, the commission also dismissed a com-

Students gquestion Navajo
candidates at political forum

Four candidates for the Navajo Nation presidency dis-
cussed issues ranging from economy to health care and
answered students’ questions during a political forum
Wednesday night at the ASU College of Law.

A blessing preceded the meeting, in which candidates
introduced themselves and addressed questions about what
they promise to do once elected president of their tribe.

Of the fifteen candidates for the Navajo presidency,
only George Lee, Larry Curley, Rosalyn Curtis and Albert
Hale were present at the forum, which was held in Pedrick
Great Hall.

The forum was hosted by the ASU Indian Legal
Program and co-sponsored by the Native American Law
Student Association, Native American Student
Association, Native American Business Organization,
American Indian Science and Engineering Society and the
Greater Phoenix Deneh Organization.

The tribal election will be held on Nov. 8.

“The issues that | would like to focus on today are
treaty, sovereignty, water rights and natural resources” said
Lee, a candidate from Saint Michaels, Ariz.

Lee, who holds a Ph.D. in Education from Brigham
Young University, said, “to become sovereign means to
become independent, self-sufficient, to be able to develop
your own economy, have your own government and have
jobs for your own people.”

According to Lee, too many whites are being allowed
into the reservation to be given jobs that could otherwise
be for the Navajos .

Curtis, currently the chief executive officer of the
Indian Health Service unit in Tuba City, Ariz., focused her
speech on strengthening the Navajo people, the educational
system on the reservation and the need for funding daycare
of college students’ children.

“We have to make mandatory in our Navajo schools the
incorporation of the teachings of our history and our tradi-
tional values,” Curtis said.

She also said funding needs to be provided for students
going to technical schools.

“Right now, we are not providing any funds for stu-
dents going to technical schools, and a lot of the business-
es popping up on the reservation require a lot of technical
skills,” she said.

Tax incentive bill paves way for Valley amusement park

Proposed attraction developed by 3 ASU alumni

Gov. Fife Symington signed a bill
Wednesday creating a tax incentive for the
development of an Arizona-themed amusel
ment park in the Valley.

"Arizona’s always been known for many
wonderful things,” Symington said. “Today
we become known for one more thing — we
can add fun to our growing lists of accom-
plishments.”

The legislation, which was written and
enacted by three ASU alumni, would save
developers an estimated $30 million in the
construction of a proposed $200 to $300 mil-
lion park.

“In short, it’s an amusement park bill that

would allow us to be tax-exempt from con-
struction costs up front,” said Dave Hamberg,
a graduate of ASU and one of the founding
partners of Ash Entertainment Group Inc.,
which organized the park’s proposal. “The
second end of it is that we wouldn’t pay sales
tax for the first set number of years in opera-
tion.”

Several sites are being considered for the
construction of the park, including Tempe,
Chandler and Gilbert. Ash Inc. President
Ulysses Sanchez, also an ASU graduate, said
a site will be chosen within 90 days, and con-
struction could begin as soon as 1995, after
investors are secured and a final site is select-
ed.

The proposed project would be built on an
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estimated 2,000- to 3,000-acre land site and
would feature an amusement park with rides
similar to those of Six Flags Magic Mountain
and an atmosphere of the Disney parks.

Also proposed to be built on the land will
be one of the country’s largest water parks,
recreational facilities and over 500 hotel
rooms. Future plans include a movie studio
similar to the Universal Studios and MGM
parks.

‘The focal point will be the theme park,”
Sanchez said. “But we also plan on develop-
ing a water park that is better than anyone has
ever seen, and we could joint-venture with a
Fox Studios or a Paramount Pictures, for
example, to add a movie studio.

“We want our visitors to be able to vaca-
tion not only for a day, but for a host of
days.”
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The park will be designed to entertain, but
also to educate its visitors about the state,
Sanchez said.

“We’ll have five theme areas which are
based around Arizona’s culture, history and
geography,” Sanchez said. “We view this as a
gateway to Arizona which will spur addition-
al tourism to the actual locations within the
state that the park promotes.”

Hamberg and Sanchez said the themed
areas will feature the Old West, mining and
logging industries, Mexican and Native
American influences, and replicas of the
Grand Canyon and Montezuma’s Castle.

There will also be an area for children, a
museum and a small amphitheater for con-
certs, they added.

The park, which Hamberg and Sanchez

The legitimizing of Navajo local govern-
ments was Hale's main topic of discussion.
Hale, an attorney and ASU alumnus, said,
“Everything is planned so that you have to get
permission from Window Rock (where the
Navajos’ central government is located),” he
said.

Hale said Navajo people have to give their
local government authority to sign business
leases to create more jobs on the reservation.

Curley, originally from Winslow, Ariz., is
currently the director of Navajo Department
of Head Start at Winslow. He has a master’s
degree in Public Administration from UofA.

Curley said he is concerned because the

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M andatory insurance laws

for registrations changed

PHOENIX (AP) — Arizonans won’t
have to mail proof of insurance cards
with their auto registration renewals
after the end of the month under
changes in the state’s mandatory insur-
ance law that take effect Saturday.

The Department of Transportation
announced Tuesday that the card which
currently must be mailed in won’t be
required if proof of insurance is already
on file with the Motor Vehicle Division
for the previous year.

Motorists will still be required to
carry proof of insurance in their vehi-
cles. however, and insurance companies
still will be required to provide two
identification cards, the department stud.

When MVD doesn’t have proof of
insurance on file, registration must be
accompanied by something to prove
coverage, such as an insurance card, a
policy, a temporary policy, a certificate
of self-insurance or proof that the
motorist has a $40,000 surety bond on
file with the department of its equivalent
in cash or certificates of deposit on file
with the state treasurer.

School faces controversy

over famous works ofart

TUCSON (AP) — Drawings from
art masters are back in an elementary
school classroom despite an outcry from
some parents dial die works include a
lesbian sex act inappropriate for 10- and
11-year-olds.

Maldonado Elementary School
Principal Virginia Romero said Tucson
Unified School District officials
allowed her to return four large art
reproductions and 10 art books to the art
classroom library Tuesday.

The works now will be reviewed by
acurriculum committee, Romero said.

The pieces had been removed April
21 by Assistant Superintendent Gene
Benton at the request of some parents.

The works were primarily by artists
such as Pablo Picasso, El Greco,
Auguste Renoir and Georgia O’Keeffe.

Some parents plan protests after one
of them demanded the removal of all
nudity depicted in die books.
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Thousands of people line up to view the casket of former president Richard Nixon at the
Richard Nixon Library and birthplace in Yorba Linda, CA Wednesday. Over 25,000 people
viewed the casket.

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Presidents, public honor Nixon

YORBA LINDA, Calif. (AP) — Richard
M. Nixon completed his remarkable and con-
tentious life’s journey Wednesday, honored
in death by five American presidents.
President Clinton called him a leader whose
achievements overshadowed humiliation and
said, “He never gave up being part of the
action and passion of his times.”

Twenty years after he resigned the presi-
dency in disgrace, Nixon was bidden farewell
by 2,000 mourners who gathered under
cloudy skies at an outdoor funeral within
sight of the home where he was bom 81 years
ago.

“Oh yes, he knew great controversy amid
defeat as well as victory,” Clinton said in a
eulogy delivered beside Nixon’s flag-draped
casket. “He made mistakes and they, like his
accomplishments are part of his life and
record.

“But the enduring lesson of Richard
Nixon is that he never gave up being part of
the action and passion of his times,” Clinton
said.

Clinton said he had valued Nixon’s judg-
ment and advice. He said that based on a
phone call and a letter he had received just a
month before Nixon’s fatal stroke, “I can say

his spirit was very much alive to the very
end.”

There were only veiled mentions of the
Watergate scandal in any of the eulogies.
Instead, the speakers focused on his foreign
policy successes and triumphs over adversity.

“In the conduct of foreign policy, Richard
Nixon was one of the seminal presidents,”
said Henry Kissinger, his secretary of state.
He praised him for opening relations with
China and pursuing arms negotiations with
the Soviet Union even while he was dogged
by the Watergate scandal that forced him
from office.

“Richard Nixon would be so proud that
President Clinton and all living former presi-
dents of the United States are here, symboliz-
ing that his long and sometimes bitter journey
has concluded in reconciliation,” said
Kissinger.

The next eulogist, Senate Minority Leader
Bob Dole, broke into tears after praising
Nixon as “as the most durable public figure
of our time.”

The service opened with the playing of
“Victory at Sea,” a rousing symphonic piece
that was one of Nixon’s favorites. He had
played it in solitude the night he won the

m\White House in 1968, and again on election
night in 1972.

For the last time, Nixon was saluted with
“Hail To The Chief,” and as an honor guard
carried in his flag-draped casket the military
band softly played “America.”

By the thousands, ordinary Americans had
stood in lines up to three miles long in rain,
hail and nighttime chill for the momentary
privilege of a final goodbye, to pass by his
coffin as it rested on a pedestal in the library
built to husband his memory. It was sur-
rounded by so many flowers that providing
them taxed the resources of florists.

Library officials estimated 42,000 people
passed by the bier, some waiting up to eight
hours. Police warned off those who arrived
after there was no more chance they would
getin.

The Rev. Billy Graham, who often led
Nixon in prayer at the White House and com-
forted him in his fall from power, was the
officiant.

Graham, in his sermon, said Nixon’s car-
diologist, Jeffrey Borer, had finished examin-
ing Nixon the day after his stroke and had
turned to leave. The former president was
partially paralyzed and unable to speak but
“waved and gave his trademark thumbs-up
signal and smiled,” Graham said.

Gorazde strives to recover as threats of air strikes fade

SARAJEVO, Bosnia-Herzegovina (AP) — With Serb
attacks on Gorazde halted by threatened NATO air strikes, aid
workers struggled to improve conditions in the battered
Muslim enclave.

The three-week Serb pounding of the U.N.-declared “safe
haven” destroyed its water plant, wrecked its hospital and
stranded thousands of hungry refugees whose villages were
destroyed.

NATO and the United Nations did not carry out threatened
air strikes early Wednesday, saying Serbs had met a 2:01 a.m.
deadline to pull heavy weapons at least 12.4 miles from the
center of Gorazde.

‘There is effective compliance at this time,” said Yasushi
Akashi, the senior U.N. official in former Yugoslavia, shortly
before the deadline.

But Bosnian Prime Minister Haris Silajdzic said some

heavy weapons had not been fully withdrawn. Bosnian offi-
cials also said too many Serb soldiers remained in a 1.9-mile
exclusion zone also ordered by NATO. They said some sol-
diers had switched to uniforms of military police, technically
not covered by the ultimatum.

NATO officials conceded privately they could not be sure
all Serb guns were gone from the rugged terrain around
Gorazde.

U.N. officials often have tolerated truce violations to avoid
requesting air strikes that could escalate fighting, derail peace
talks and endanger peacekeepers.

Despite the cease-fire, Gorazde was far from normal. U.N.
officials said Serb forces destroyed outlying villages, sending
refugees fleeing into town.

Gorazde is the center of a 130-square-mile U.N.-declared
“safe area” of about 65,000 people. A worker in Gorazde for

the U.N. Children’s Fund estimated 35,000 to 50,000 people
are in the town, up to half of them refugees.

But the U.N. commander in Bosnia, Lt. Gen. Michael
Rose, was optimistic after a visit to Gorazde, saying the situa-
tion “was a lot better than 1°d been led to believe. The town
has not been destroyed to the level I expected.”

Bosnian Serbs so far have denied foreign journalists access
to the area. , b

U.N. officials clearly were relieved that air strikes were
avoided. U.N. Secretary-General Boutros Boutros-Ghali sent
an effusive message of thanks to U.N. commanders and
Akashi.

“Your professionalism, devotion to duty and calmness
under pressure exemplified the highest traditions of the
United Nations,” said a text of the message released in
Zagreb.

Summer of safety programs aim to empower communities

WASHINGTON (AP) — In a “summer of safety,” young
people will be escorted to school in Los Angeles, women
and seniors will be taught self-defense in Ohio and grandpar-
ents will provide safe havens for children in Orlando, Fla.

Those are just a sampling of the 90 projects in 35 states
and the District of Columbia being launched in June as a
prelude to President Clinton’s national service program.
Some 7,000 “young people and not-so-young people” are
expected to participate, said Eli Segal, chief executive offi-
cer of the Corporation for National Service.

“We saw the summer of safety as a unique opportunity
for us to both do valuable work in the communities ... and
use it as a learning experience to make public safety a real
player along the other major priorities of national service,”
Segal said.

He said the program would be judged by the numbers:

*How many block associations were created?

*How many victims were counseled?

*How many parks were cleaned up of hypodermic nee-
dles?

«How many high-crime areas were refurbished with new
or repaired light bulbs, locks, alarm systems?

An objective, he said, is to show “that national service is
more than just rhetoric, it’s more than just young people
feeling good about themselves. It’s really getting things done
in the community.”

One measure of success is whether the community keeps
the project going beyond the summer, when the federal
funds and Summer of Safety workers disappear.

Summer of Safety has a $10 million budget. Some of the
funds will be used to pay minimum wage ($4.25 an hour)
stipends to 3,500 participants, who also will receive a $1,000
award at the end of the summer for educational expenses.
Other participants will work on a voluntary basis.

Clinton’s full-scale national service program,
AmeriCorps, will be launched in September, fulfilling his
campaign promise to create a domestic version of the Peace
Corps. With a first-year budget of $300 million, the program
will allow 20,000 people to get financial assistance for col-
lege in exchange for public-service work.

In addition to public safety, other priorities for
AmeriCorps are education, the environment and human
needs.

Summer of Safety projects will cover such areas as com-
munity policing, neighborhood watch programs, victims’
assistance, escort services, dispute resolution, and crime and
drug prevention workshops.

In Los Angeles, for example, Summer of Safety partici-
pants will work with parents to create safety zones for chil-
dren going to the city’s year-round schools.

Abandon all hope, ye who become grad students

My first year of being a graduate
student at ASU is almost over.
Hallelujah.

Grad life has been my first
shot at being part of a disenfran-
chised. faceless minority, and |
must admit | didn't care for it
much. As one of the 11.000-odd
grad students at ASU (comprising
over a quarter of the student popu-
lation as a whole) | discovered
that graduate students weren’t
those happy, frolicking figures |
had pictured as an undergraduate.

Welcome to the Dante-esque life of the grad student.

Over and over | have seen a familiar pattern: graduate stu-
dents are happy with their professors, their classes and their
departments but think the university as a whole stinks.
Sullenly, grads skulk around the university clutching, their
book recall cards for thesis materials and hoping Top Ramen
goes on sale again.

To its credit, ASU has actually recognized that its cheap
labor is having problems. The next step is to see improvement
in three different areas:

« Stipendships and funding. To put it bluntly, ASU’s
stipends provide little incentive to attend the University. The
minimum pay for a teaching, research or graduate assistant at
is just under $6,000 for an eight-month academic year: top
stipends might pay as much as $12,000. This is nothing next
to the hefty stipends some other universities offer, some of
which peak at $19,000.

The ASU administration has even recognized the fact that
a stipend increase- of the $3,000 - $4,000 range is needed, and
has been stated as much by no less of a figure than ASU
President Lattie Coor (State Press, Sept. 15, 1993). But when
looking at the odds of the Legislature actually granting money
for increasing stipends, grads might as well take their loan
checks from financial aid up to Las Vegas. There’s more hope
there.

For that matter, Coor has not
exactly proven to be the univer-
sal friend of graduate students,
as noted when he cut the num-
ber of TA positions in his
“undergraduate education ini-
tiative.” Now that graduates

don’t have as many positions at ASU, one wonders if they’ll
be re-introduced in the inevitable “graduate education initia-
tive.”

As if all this wasn’t bad enough, most funding cuts off in
the summer, which means that grad students — many of
whom stay in the Phoenix area all year-round  get to work
at McDonald’s over the summer. Luckily, grads are ready for
such work since grad assistants are generally forbidden to
work more than 20 hours a week on campus — thus ensuring
resumes chock-full of waitressing, retail and plasma-selling
experience.

« Communication. Graduate students are, in some ways,
the least vocal and deafest group on campus. The State Press
has historically ignored them (with 6 graduate students out of
roughly 50 employees, this is the first semester in recent histo-
ry that grads make up even close to.quarter of the newspaper’s
staff). Insight doesn’t ignore them as much, but of course

most grads can’t get it (for those that haven’t even heard of it,
it’s essentially the faculty/staff newspaper.) Many depart-
ments don’t even allot mailboxes to non-assistant graduate
students (a.k.a.., the second-class grad students.)

This has contributed to the feeling of complete and utter
isolation. Let’s face it — if you’re a grad student, how many
people at ASU outside of your department do you know? It
you happen to be a night or part-time student, it gets even
worse. Social activities for grads are few and far between —

there seems to be some sort of limbo between the four
years as an undergraduate (well, five nowadays)
and a career as a faculty/staff member.

e Student government. In recent years,
more and more universities have created sepa-
rate student governments for graduate students.
Different academic needs, social interests and

campus priorities have led to increasing calls for
better representation for graduates; Florida State
University, University of Texas at Austin,
ttniversity  of

Colorado and
University of

Southern

California are

among the >nsti-

tutions rich

have created independent but /«
affiliated governments.

With ASASU, we have
a situation where there
are technically six
“graduate” seats, of
which two are held by
members of the law
school and two by the
nursing school. This
essentially means that
10,000 “other” graduates are
represented by two _
graduate senators and TL-
by the senators (usual
ly undergraduates) from m
their colleges.

Combined with the
fact that there were only'

68 total votes cast for,
the  positions  of
Graduate Senator (and,
since each person can
vote twice, only 34 or

so graduates voted).
Hmm. That’s about
three-hundredths of a per-
cent, an apathy figure
which manages to sink
under the 4 percent fig-
ure for the student body tagg
as a whole.
Representational democra-
cy this is not, despite the
fact that grad students
shell out with the rest of
the students in paying
ASASU’s  overhead.
Damn. Too bad there’s no
tea here, nor a harbor to
throw it in.

ASU is a good univer-
sity and as award after
award pile up, it’s becoming
great one. But let’s hope
that as time goes by, the
administration won’t for-
get about the graduate stu-
dents who have contribut-
ed to ASU’s image, too.

model women working,” she said.

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Local bus service to replace ASU* trams

On June 30, 1994, ASU students, staff and faculty will say
goodbye to the long-running tram service. The trams will be
replaced by city buses that will run along the perimeter of
campus. The old tram routes run from lots 59 and 40 to the
bookstore.

According to Linda Riegel, Assistant Director of Parking
and Transit Services, the new “circulator route” will allow
people to have better access to the west side of campus. The
buses will run along McAllister Avenue, Lemon Street,
Gammage Parkway, Mill Avenue and Stadium Drive.

Although this is a tentative route. Parking and Transit
Services is looking into adding Apache Boulevard and
College Avenue to the route. “We're not sure if the buses will
be able to make the turn off Apache onto Normal Drive,”
Riegel said. We're trying to upgrade the service without
impacting the customers.

While Riegel is certain that the new service is an enhance-
ment, some students disagree.

“They haven't given us any information on this new sys-
tem,” said Leila Reynolds, an ASU law student. “The only
thing we know is that the old system won’t be running. They
(ASU) charge us an abundance of money to park in the lots.
They oversell decals. They raise our tuition, and instead of
giving us more services, they take them away.

“Now we will probably have to come to school early to
ride this new system or walk to class in 110 weather,”
Reynolds said.

According to Riegel, students aren’t losing anything. The
circulator route will run every 15 minutes the same as the
trams. The buses will also have air conditioning, she said. The
end result is to have better service for our customers.

“l don’t know what to think about this new system,” said
Mary Lou Kopetsky, an ASU staff worker. “They (DPS)
haven’t told us anything about the bus system. They haven’t
given us the times in which the buses will run, nor a map of
where they will run. Everyone is confused because of the lack
of communication,” Kopetsky said.

She and Reynolds are not the only ones who feel there is a
lack of communication. According to tram driver Geenee
Campbell, “all that we know is what we see in the paper.
They have never had a formal meeting to tell us anything. Our
supervisor has told us individually, but no letter or nothing,”
she said. “So far we have been told that our last day at work is
June 30, but we haven’t been offered anything in place of our
current position.”

According to Riegel, the tram drivers were notified two
years ago of their lay-off. “It was placed in writing in their
performance evaluations,” she said. The only change since
then was the effective date of the lay-off. The original lay-off
date was August, 1993.

“We try to keep them (employees) updated as we receive
new information,” Riegel said.

In response to other job offers, Riegel said that the drivers
will have first priority with all positions within ASU, provid-
ed that they meet physical requirements.

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State universities hurt by Legislature’s cuts,
Wants tuition invested in academic programs

Gubernatorial candidate Terry Goddard
said the state’s universities have suffered
because of the Arizona Legislature’s attitude
toward higher education.

"The Legislature knows that they can
thumb their noses at the campuses and proba-
bly nothing is going to happen,” Goddard
said.

He spoke to ASU students on campus

campaign.

He said the Legislature showed it is not
committed to education in the last day of this
year’s session, when it approved a $7 million
tax cut for racing tracks but voted against two
educational programs.

ASU in a poor position to hire quality minori-
ty faculty, he said.

ASU’s salaries are about 15 percent below
the national average.

The most recent tuition hike — $50 for in-
state students and $150 for out-of-state stu-
dents — seemed to be modest, Goddard said.

He called for tuition dollars to be ear-
marked for academic programs instead of
being poured into the state’s general fund.

Arizona probably does not need another
university despite a projected 55,000-student
explosion in the next 20 years, he said.
However, he said he supports smaller, four-
year liberal arts and technical schools to
accommodate the boom.

Goddard faces two opponents in the Sept.
13 Democratic primary; supermarket mogul
Eddie Basha and Paul Johnson, Goddard’s
successor as Phoenix mayor, who resigned

Goddard says

this year to seek the governor’s office.

Goddard said he is in a better position
than Basha to deal with th$ legislature
because he knows how government works.
Basha’s business experience does not require
him to persuade people to see his point of
view, something a governor must do, he said.

“He’s never had to sit there and have peo-
ple take shots at him personally, again and
again and again. And he doesn’t like that,”
Goddard said.

The Democratic primary winner will face
Republican Gov. Fife Symington in the Nov.
8 general election.

Goddard criticized Symingtons recent
proposal to eliminate Arizona’s income tax,
calling it a political smoke-screen.

“It’s a political effort to distract people
from the mistakes that he’s made,” he said.

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Vandals mar Psychology Building

Paint animal rights messages on doors, walls

Animal-rights activists lashed out against
ASU animal experimentation late Monday
night, scrawling anti-experimentation mes-
sages across the door of the Psychology
Building.

A psychology graduate student discovered
the vandalism early Tuesday morning and
called ASU police.

Among the damage done to the building:

¢ A message reading “Stop Animal
Experimentation" was spray-painted on the
western door;

¢ A bucket of red paint was spilled near
the doorway, resembling blood coming from
underneath the door;

¢ A sign was left in a window reading
“This building is condemned for cruelty to
animals";

* A door of the building was chained shut
and padlocked.

“It was largely a symbolic gesture rather
than a grand venture." said J. Jay Braun,
chairman of the psychology department.
"They did not enter the building or do any
large-scale damage.”

Braun did not express any anger toward
the vandals.

“Symbolic gestures | can understand.” he
said. "1 participated in the civil rights move-
ment, and we used symbolic gestures to make
our point. But it does make us worry (about
further vandalism).”

A laboratory in the building uses pigeons
and rats in experiments. Braun said. The
pigeons are used in learning and timing
experiments, while the rats are used in the
testing of medicines to combat mental disor-
ders.

Erickson said.

It was the second no-hitter of the sea-
son in the majors, following one by
Atlanta’s Kent Mercker on April 8 in Los
Angeles. Jim Abbott of the New York

As a high school phenom, Dacquisto hit over .600 in
her senior season at Ocean View High in Westminster,
Calif. This season, as a freshman center fielder for the
ASU softhall team, Dacquisto is hitting .357, second on
the team behind sophomore Alyssa Johnson.

Dacquisto peaked at .417 on April 6, thanks in part to
a 14-game hitting streak which ended April 9 at UCLA.
