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Coming Out Day rally draws record crowd
Lesbians, gay men reveal 
sexual orientation at largest 
campus gathering of its kind

A rally promoting gay rights and encouraging closeted 
gay men and lesbians to “come out” Tuesday in celebration 
of National Coming Out Day was the largest of its kind 
ever held at ASU, organizers said.

“It takes a lot of courage to come out hefe (on Hayden 
Lawn) where everyone can see you. I think it’s great,” said 
Bryan Hair, a sophomore architecture major.“ There are 
people walking by and they look over here, but they don’t 
stop. You can tell they want to, but they're scared.”

According to rally organizers, about 20 to 50 people 
“came out,” or revealed their sexual orientation, at the rally 
by walking through a door set up to symbolize the process. 
Others stopped by the tables set up on the lawn and asked 
for information about the Lambda League, the campus gay 
and lesbian coalition, and other organizations.

An estimated 150 people participated in the rally held on 
HayMen Lawn, organizers said.

“It was more than I expected,” said Joyce Cook, secre­
tary for the Lesbian/Gay/Bisexual Academic Union.

One protest to the rally came in the form of a single 
water balloon launched at the crowd. The balloon struck 
one man.

Mike Brown, a graduate student in mathematics, said the 
act was “immature,” but said it did not prevent the event 
from being successful. Brown is the president of the 
Lesbian/G ay/B isexual Academic Union and the 
Tesbian/Gay Action League.

Cook said many people stopped by the rally with ques­
tions about the Lambda League. The group had a table with 
literature on homophobia and infprmatjon about various 
campus and community organizations.

“A lot of the people coming here arc ‘out,’ a lot of them 
are just asking questions about different organizations and 
stuff like that. We’ve been able to connect with them, and 
just do a little bit of networking,” Cook said.

The group also sponsored a reception from 3 to 5 p.m. in 
the Memorial Union. Brown said everyone was invited and 
that the reception was more of a social event.

“That’s more a place for people who are not quite com­
fortable being seen out on the mall to celebrate the day and 
hopefully talk to somebody,” Brown said.

The reception from students at the rally was good. 
Brown said, but many people seemed uncomfortable when 
they realized the purpose of the event.

“We’re attracting a lot of people; we’re also startling a 
lot of people who are going along here (on Cady Mall),” 
Brown said. “Most people just sort of slink on by and try 
not to be noticed, but we’ve had a few people come by and 
sav encouraging words.”

Phoenix’s first Coming Out Day rally drew about 250 peo­
ple to the steps of the Arizona Supreme Court Building 
Tuesday night to protest job discrimination against gay men 
and lesbians.

About 30 ASU students attended.
Speakers included Chuck Blanchard, democratic candidate 

for the U.S. House of Representatives, and Ty Ross, former 
Arizona Senator Barry Goldwater’s grandson.

Other speakers included Phoenix mayoral candidate Linda 
Nadolski, Peter Crazier, president of the Lesbian and Gay 
Public Awareness Project, Jeffrey Blain, who was fired for 
being gay and HIV positive, and Jonathan Luis, a state employ­
ee who “came out” at the rally.

Crazier opened the rally by reading the inscription above the 
entrance to the court building: “Where the law ends, tyranny 
begins.”

“We are gathered here together on the steps of the Arizona

Supreme Court in a symbol of anti-discrimination, fairness and 
justice for all people,” he said.

Blanchard called on those attending to go beyond rallies and 
to get involved politically.

“There are some very good candidates out there who need 
your help,” he said. “And unfortunately they’re miming against 
other candidates who are outrageous and horrible.

“As you celebrate today, go out and get involved, because 
that’s where a change will take place,” Blanchard said.

Ross, who is gay, read a letter Goldwater had written.
- “It is time that our nation realizes that a significant portion of 

our society is today excluded,” the letter read, “and that laws 
need to be written and enforced to ensure that lesbians and gays 
are not discriminated against in employment, public accommo­
dations and housing.”

Ross thanked his grandfather and others in the straight com­
munity who have supported gays in their straggle.

H igh  sch oo l goes to  yearly session

Tempe High School will embark on a 
program in the summer of 1995 not yet tried 
by any Arizona high school.

Instead of studying under a traditional 
school calendar with three months of sum­
mer vacation, the 1,400 students at the high 
school will utilize a year-round system, start­
ing July, said Heather Glaeser, professional 
educator for Tempe High School.

“What that means is that students will 
have four nine-week school sessions, three 
three-week intermissions, and six weeks of 
summer vacation,” Glaeser said.

During each three-week intermission, stu­
dents will have a chance to repeat courses 
they failed in a quarter, Glaeser said. Those 
who wish to take courses ahead of others will 
be able to take acceleration classes, and for 
those who want to deepen their knowledge, 
an enrichment class will be offered.

Even though the year-round system seems 
different from the traditional two-semester a 
year system, graduation time for the Tempe 
High School students will stay the same as 
other high schools in the Tempe High School 
District, Glaeser said.

The Tempe High School Year-round 
Committee came up with the idea of adopt­

ing a year-round school concept in the school 
said Glaeser. The committee is comprised of 
school faculty, staff, parents and students.

“The year-round concept is a big thing all 
over California,” Glaeser said, adding the 
traditional, agrarian school calendar system 
is outdated because “students don’t need to 
take off three months of summer vacation to 
help out their parents in the fielil anymore.”

Research done by the Morrison Institute 
of ASU, which interviewed 14 personnel 
from different Arizona school districts, 
revealed that year-round school systems 
reduce student drop out rate, Glaeser said.

Tempe High School received mixed com­
ments from parents about the new concept, 
said Vic Sanchez, the school’s principal.

: “I don’t want you to think that everybody 
was for it,” Sanchez said. “Some parents 
were concerned about vacation plans -  we 
had parents that were concerned about the 
athletic program.”

Sanchez said Tempe High School will 
have to spend an additional $150,000 to 
operate under the year-round system.

“We are the first ones to adopt the year- 
round system, but we will not be the last 
ones,” Sanchez said.

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Iraq claims pullout from Kuwaiti border
U.S. still concerned, continues 
military buildup in the Gulf

KUWAIT (AP) — Iraq insisted today that most of its 
troops have pulled back from the Kuwaiti border, but the 
United States and Britain said they still perceived a threat 
to Kuwait and sent more troops and military hardware to 
the Volatile Persian Gulf.

Baghdad reported today that it has finished withdrawing 
its elite Republican Guard and other army units from the 
Kuwaiti border, which Iraqi forces smashed through in 
their 1990 invasion of the emirate. ,

U.S. officials said some Iraqi units were “moving from 
their combat positions” but that a considerable force still 
remained uncomfortably near the Kuwaiti border.

Gen. John Shalikashvili, chairman of the Joint Chiefs of 
Staff, said today that the Iraqi deployment toward the 
Kuwaiti border “wasn’t just some innocent exercise that 
they were on and we misread it. Far, far from it. ... I’m not 
at all prepared to sây the crisis is over in any way.”

The Iraqi foreign minister said only two brigades —̂ an 
estimated 8,000 men — remained deployed north of the 
border and will be withdrawn soon.

But Iraqi troops and military equipment were moving 
south toward the border as well as north, journalists in Iraq 
Said,

Iraq’s claims of a troop pullback have been called into 
question since Iraqi officials first made them Monday. 
Today, President Clinton said there was no sign a with­
drawal was in progress and that Western deployments 
would continue. ' ,  '

“There has been no change in the pattern of Iraqi activi­
ty from yesterday, so we will continue our deployment,” 
Clinton said. “We will simply stay on course and judge 
what we should do as events unfold.”

Later in the day, the U.S. ambassador to the United 
Nations, Madeleine Albright, told reporters: “There appears 
to be some evidence of minimal (Iraqi troop) movement, 
which we have to corroborate, from south to north. A little 
bit, but we can’t tell yet.”

Kuwait’s minister of information, in an interview this 
morning from Kuwait, said there was “no clear evidence” 
of an Iraqi troop withdrawal.

“On the contrary; we are seeing a massing of troops,” 
Sheik Saud Nasser al-Sabah told NBC. “And the troops are 
moving south rather than moving north.”

Iraqi armored cars are loaded aboard a train in the city of Basra, Iraq, Tuesday. Iraq insisted that most of its troops had pujled 
back from the Kuwaiti border, but the United States and Britain said they still perceived a threat to Kuwait and continued military 
preparations in the Gulf region,

After Iraq moved-thousands of troops to the south last 
week, Washington ordered the dispatch of tens of thou­
sands of troops, and some of its most potent aircraft and 
ships, to Kuwait as a warning to Iraqi leader Saddam 
Hussein not to invade the emirate again.

At the U.S. army staging area in Doha, 20 miles north of 
Kuwait City, U.S. troops prepared their M1A1 Abrams 
tanks and Bradley fighting vehicles for action.

Maj. Don Janning, an army spokesman, said some 600 
troops from the 24th Mechanized Infantry Division from 
Fort Stewart, G a , had been flown to Kuwait since Monday 
and 3,200 more were en route.

Saudi Arabia and Kuwait’s other Arab allies in the Gulf 
remained on alert today.

U.S. officials have said some 80,000 Iraqi troops were 
either deployed in southern Iraq, just north of the Kuwaiti 
border, or heading that way. The forces were backed by 
about 700 tanks.

Baghdad has repeatedly claimed that the buildup, which 
began Thursday, was a routine training exercise that did not 
threaten Kuwait. The official Iraqi News Agency cited 
Foreign Minister Mohammed Said al-Sahhaf as saying that 
the pullback was concluded today.

He said the troops were expected to reach new positions 
within the next 24 hours, the agency said.

“We confirm this act so that everything is clear to the 
international community, and so that those, who have bad 
intentions will not persist in sabotaging diplomatic efforts,” 
al-Sahhaf said.

Washington considered Iraq’s latest military movements 
to be another menace to Kuwait and warned Baghdad to 
back off. To back that warning, Clinton ordered 54,000 
U.S. troops to the region and put 15,000 more on standby.

He has also assigned more than 350 combat aircraft, 
including B-52 bombers, and the aircraft carrier USS 
George Washington and its battle group to the region.

Nobel committee torn over awarding 
of Peace Prize to PLO chief Arafat

OSLO, Norway (AP) — The traditional 
secrecy around the Nobel Peace Prize was 
tom Tuesday, just days before the award 
announcement, when a newspaper reported 
a bitter dispute over the choice of Yasser 
Arafat as co-winner.

The Oslo newspaper Aftenposten, in its 
top front-page story, reported that the PLO 
chairm an and Israeli Prime M inister 
Yitzhak Rabin would be announced as win-. 
ners Friday.

And the newspaper said a committee 
member, Kare Kristiansen, who has labeled 
Arafat a terrorist, would resign if the 
Palestinian leader shares the $933,000 
prize.

There was little surprise about the names 
of Rabin and Arafat, who have been men­
tioned for months as likely winners for the 
historic treaty they signed last year, grant­
ing Palestinians self-rule.

But the bald disclosure of the names and 
glimpses at behind-the-scenes bickering 
was rare. Even though there have been 
leaks in past years to Norwegian media, the 
pews wasn’t reported with such certainty.

Even more seldom were reports of dis­
putes within the five-member committee, 
which has a tradition of keeping its quarrels 
private and putting on a public show of 
unity.

Two committee members quit in 1973 in 
a dispute over awarding the Peace Prize to 
Henry Kissinger, then the U.S. secretary of 
state, and a North Vietnamese negotiator.

But they resigned months after the awards 
to avoid controversy.

Kristiansen and others involved in this 
year’s Peace Prize refused to confirm or 
deny the new spaper’s report to The 
Associated Press or to Norwegian media, 
which all were quoting Aftenposten on 
Tuesday.

According to the newspaper, the award 
com m ittee still had time to meet and 
change its mind, although the paper said 
that appeared unlikely.

“I don’t have any comment until after 
the chairman has made the announcement 
on Friday,” Kristiansen said. “If we started 
to confirm or deny reports, it would lead to 
(secrecy) falling apart.”

K ristiansen is a form er Christian 
Democratic politician and a longtime friend 
of Israel. Asked whether his reputation for 
disliking Arafat was correct, Kristiansen 
said: “That’s right.”

Earlier Tuesday, when Israeli radio told 
him in an interview that some Israelis 
would appreciate his stand, Kristiansen 
answered: “Thank you very much.”

Geir Lundestad, the committee’s non­
voting secretary, said he has tried to end the 
leaks since taking office in 1990. “Leaks 
are not compatible with trust within the 
committee,” he said Tuesday.

In the dark, su llen  citad el o f  reactionary  
politics known as the state o f Arizona, occa­
sionally  a sm all gleam  o f  tolerance, escap es 
the battlements.

Such a ray o f hope cam e yesterday, when

Several dozen people “cam e out” as hom o­
sexuals; inform ation about cam pus and Cdift- 
m unity organizations w as released; and 150 • • 
people were able to make their vo ices heard . 
—  marred only by a water-balloon wafted in  
ambush on the crowd.

R allies like this are som ething that Arizona 
needs to see more of.

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U S. takes over Haiti’s National Palace
PORT-AU-PRINCE, Haiti (AP) — U.S. troops took 

over the National Palace today, helping the government 
of exiled President Jean-Bertrand Aristide clear out the 
last vestiges of Haiti’s military-backed administration.

Hundreds of American soldiers entered the sprawling, 
white building this afternoon. An army captain at the 
scene said Haitian soldiers would be escorted out as 
Aristide’s prime minister prepared to take office.

Aristide’s Cabinet ministers fired all employees hired 
under a civilian figurehead government installed in May 
by military strongman Raoul Cedras, who resigned 
Monday under pressure from the U.S. forces in Haiti. 
Cedras’ resignation clears the way for Aristide’s return 
on Saturday.

“ We can now roll up our sleeves and begin to rebuild 
democracy in the spirit of reconciliation,” Aristide’s 
commerce minister, Louis Dejoie II, said in an interview.

The government of Robert Malval, Aristide’s prime 
minister, announced today it would be taking over the 
government ministry offices. To back up that effort, hun­
dreds of U.S. troops were sent to the National Palace.

Earlier today, a U.S. Embassy spokesman said Haiti’s 
former military ruler and his right-hand man will be 
heading together into exile —  likely to Panama.

Shipments of gas and diesel oil were on their way to 
Haiti, meanwhile, the first sent by international oil com­
panies since December. The world’s trade embargo on 
Haiti ends after Aristide’s homecoming.

Cedras’ resignation has cleared “the field for the real 
work of reconciliation,” said Aristide spokesman Jean- 
Claude Martineau.

With Cedras’ resignation, H aiti’s m ilitary met the 
terms of the agreement former President Carter conclud­
ed last month as U.S. warplanes were in the air, ready to 
launch an invasion.

Cedras is about to go into exile; so too ls  Brig. Gen. 
Philippe Biamby, who resigned Saturday. Port-au-Prince 
police chief Michel Francois, architect of the September 
1991 coup that overthrew Aristide, fled last week to the 
neighboring Dominican Republic.

The agreement did not require the coup leaders to

leave Haiti, but the United States has been urging them 
to do so. Today, U.S. Em bassy spokesman Stanley 
Schrager said Cedras and Biamby would be leaving 
Haiti together, but he said he did not know when or to 
where.

A Panamanian official said today that Panama’s gov­
ernment had been approached by U.S. officials about 
granting asylum to Cedras and Biamby, and was consult­
ing with Aristide on the issue. President Ernesto Perez 
Balladares offered Panama weeks ago as a possible 
refuge for Haiti’s military leaders.

President C linton.said Monday night that Aristide 
would return to Haiti on Saturday. He credited the 
19,000 American troops who began their mission Sept. 
19 for putting Haiti back on the road to democracy.

“But I also want to caution again: The job in Haiti 
remains difficult and dangerous,” Clinton said.

In a reminder of continuing violence, the death toll 
reached 24 in a hit-and-run attack on a pro-democracy 
demonstration Sunday in a hamlet near the southwestern 
city of Miragoane, a radio station reported.

A man who witnesses said belonged to the pro-army 
Front for the Advancement and Progress of Haiti drove a 
bus into the rally, zigzagging to intentionally run people 
down.

The driver fled the scene:
In the capital, Malval was to assume his duties today 

with other ministers in the busted government. The 
Malval ministers revoked all government appointments 
made by Emile Jonassaint, the army-designated presi­
dent, since Cedras installed  the 81-year-old ju rist. 
Jonassaint’s whereabouts today weren’t immediately 
known.

Appointed by Aristide after the 1991 coup, Malval 
never wielded power or worked at government offices 
for security reasons.

M ilitary-backed thugs prevented his finance and 
inform ation ministers from  working; in government 
offices and nearly broke up the inauguration of his for­
eign minister. Assassins believed to be linked to the 
army killed his justice minister last year.

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Former ASASU senators withdraw suit to reinstate president
Will attempt to change constitution to remove spending limits

Two former Associated Students of ASU representatives 
are attempting to change the ASASU constitution so it 
abides by state, federal and U.S. Constitutional laws.

Jason Rupp and Chad Wplett said they are trying to 
remove any sections of the ASASU Constitution and 
bylaws, including those regarding campaign spending lim­
its, that abridge students’ First Amendment rights.

They said a major reason they proposed the change is to 
remove campaign spending limits that lead to die ousting of 
a former ASASU president.

The ASASU Constitution currently states that the 
ASASU supreme court can’t declare the conduct of the sen­
ate and executive branches unconstitutional based upon the 
interpretation of federal, state, or the U.S. Constitutional law.

“ASASU should follow state and federal laws because 
the student government is not above the law,” Rupp said.

The move to change the constitution came after Rupp 
and Wolett Withdrew a petition Monday to reinstate former 
ASASU President Màrci Hendrickson when they discov­

ered the current constitution would not support their peti­
tion’s arguments.

The petition stated that Hendrickson should not have 
been removed from office this spring for exceeding cam­
paign spending limits because a similar supremo court case 
ruled in 1981 that spending limits are unconstitutional.

Rupp and Wolett found out that the court’s 1981 deci­
sion was based on-state and federal law, which currently 
does not apply to the ASASU constitution.

Rupp said future changes to the constitution itself may 
allow for Hendrickson’ s reinstatement.

“There is still a possibility that Marti could be presi­
dent,” Rupp said. “I believe that her rights were violated,”

Rupp said he and Wolett will work within the student 
government to bring about the changes. They will confer 
with current ASASU members, including Executive Vice 
President John Malik, to insure the proposed changes are 
handled correctly.

“We are going to need some feedback because we are 
not the saviors of the world, but we are going to at least 
spearhead this and get everyone together,” Rupp said.

Malik said he supports the constitution as it currently 
stands, including set campaign spending limits. He said 
when there were no spending limits in the early 1980s, stu­
dents would spend thousands of dollars on their campaign.

“Do we really want to see that happen again?” Malik 
said. “I ’m really reluctant to support a system in which 
someone with a bigger bank account has the advantage.” 

Malik also said binding ASASU to federal and state 
laws would unduly restrict the organization because the 
challenges it faces are different than the challenges 
Washington faces.

ASASU President Alan Frost said he isn’t happy that 
Rupp and Wolett withdrew their petition because he wants 
the situation regarding his office cleared up as soon as possi­
ble. If Hendrickson is reinstated as president, Frost Would 
have to return to his previous post as executive vice president.

“I know they’re going to put it over everybody’s head,” 
Frost said. “I don’t like to have loose ends.”

Malik said Rupp and Wolett need to submit a bill to the 
senate to get the constitution changed.

If the senate considers their recommendations valid, the 
proposed changes would be put on this fall’s election ballot 
for student approval.

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‘Sticks and stones may break my bones,’ but Hole, 
Crapo, Turdo, Suk say names will never hurt them

Some Valley residents are always called four-letter 
words, and they don’t mind.

“I’ve learned to forget about that stuff,” said Marvin 
Hole, a 59-year-old retired university professor.

Hole said he had a difficult time in high school, but later 
in life learned to ignore the teasing.

“Most people don’t believe it’s (really my name),” he 
said.

Although the name is pronounced as it’s spelled, some 
branches of the family spell it “Hoell” and pronounce it 
“who’ll,” he said.

Steve Crapo, (pronounced “cray-po) said he has never 
had a problem with teasing, although people often mispro­
nounce the unusual surname.

Crapo, a 32-year-old flight instructor, did admit, howev­
er, that he could not think of a last name that would be 
worse than his own.

Sometimes, an unusual last name can cause distress in 
others.

Pastor Gary Ivins of idle Valley Cathedral, a Phoenix 
church, said he once had a difficult time while preparing to 
conduct a wedding.

Before any ceremony Ivins said he routinely checks a 
“cheat sheet” for the names of the bride and groom.

To his horror, the bride’s last name was F— s, Ivins said.
“I was getting worried,” he said. “I was standing in front 

of 300 people and didn’t  know how to pronounce that 
name.

“The organ was starting to play, and the groom was 
nowhere to be seen. It was scary.” -

The groom was spotted. He told Ivins the sheet con­
tained a typo — his fiancee’s name was Fuchs (rhymes 
with “cukes”).

The spelling problem is fairly common, said Jacob 
Fuchs, 71. an ASU chemistry professor.

“Frequently I get mail that’s misspelled,” he said, “It

doesn’t bother me.
“Fortunately; I went to a very selective high school, 

where 624 of the 625 students went on to college. They 
didn’t have time for things like (teasing),”

Some people mispronounce his name without realizing 
what they’re saying, Fuchs said. Even Jacob’s wife, Rose 
Fuchs, is not immune to such an error.

Shortly after their marriage, Mrs. Fuchs committed a 
faux pas when she said die name incorrectly to her family.

She was quite embarrassed, her husband said.
Chester and Esther Weiner live in Leisure World, a 

retirement community in Mesa.
Chester Weiner (pronounced “winer”), 76, is retired 

from the wholesale produce industry, and said no one ever 
dared to tease him about his name.

„*3 was strong as an ox. Nobody kidded me,” he said.
In recent years, however, some kidding has begun.
“I often get calls from kids asking ‘how ’s your 

wiener?”’ he said.
W einer said his son m arried a woman named 

Newberger.
He said that after returning from the grocery store, he 

once commented that he was bringing home old wieners to 
complement new burgers.

Weiner said the worst name he has ever encountered is 
Lipschitz.

The Phoenix telephone directory lists no residents 
named Lipschitz.

Tom Koncel, 53, of Phoenix recalled working under the 
command of an officer named Blower while serving in the 
military.

“We couldn’t call him Major Blower,” Koncel said.
The m ajor insisted that his last named rhymed with 

“power,” Koncel said.
Mario Pissas, 35, of Phoenix, has lived in America for 

about eight years, and said he would never consider chang­
ing his name.

“It was my father’s name,” he said.

In Portuguese, his native tongue, his surname carries no 
negative connotations, he added.

The name is correctly pronounced “pea-sauce,” he said.
Although he didn’t live in America during his school 

years, Pissas said people have still called him “piss-ass.”
“I kind of expect” the comments and mispronunciation, 

he said.
There is one name, however, that Pissas hates. His 

father-in-law, named Richard, goes by “Dick.”
“Dick is the last thing that I (would) want to be called,” 

he said.
Hole also, voiced this sentiment.
“There was a Dick in my dad’s neighborhood,” Hole 

said. “His first name was Harry.”
Richard Suk, 35, of Scottsdale said he hasn’t had many 

problems. He did receive some teasing during his high 
school years, however, v

“A substitute teacher .,. purposely mispronounced my 
name,” Suk said. “He called me Dick, then mispronouheed 
my last name.” \

Suk goes by Richard. When pronounced correctly, Suk 
rhymes with “book,” Suk said.

Jay Turdo, 28, is a Chandler real estate agent who also 
has been teased.

The name is French-Italian and should.be pronounced 
“turdeaux,” he said.

During his enlistment in the Marine Corps he tolerated 
some joking. However, it was all good-natured, he said.

Turdo said he has never encountered a last name worse 
than his.

Hole, Crapo, Fuchs; Turdo, Weiner, Suk and Pissas were 
surprisingly unconcerned about others’jokes or blunders.

“I mispronounce other peoples’ names and'they don’t get 
angry,” Fuchs said. “Why should it bother me?” he said.

Herb Assman, Ronald and Joanne Nipple and Kent and 
Rachel Outhouse could not be reached for comment.

Marc Boner and Mrs. Harold Krapp refused to discuss 
their last names.

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Student leaders in capital for voting conference

Labeled as “one of the most powerful gatherings of stu­
dent leaders this decade,” 12 of Arizona's prime choices 
left for Washington D.C, Tuesday night to discuss how to 
break down legislative barriers surrounding student voting.

“If all young people (18-32) came out to vote, they 
would heavily influence who would become president,” 
said Tracy Newman, Washington’s national director of 
Lead or Leave, the largest youth activist group in the nation 
and host of the three-day conference.

According to Newman, in the 1992 presidential election, 
52.5 percent of 18-24 year olds were registered and 42.8 
percent voted.

In addition, fewer than 50 percent of students in the 18- 
32 range are registered voters. If  this number were 
increased to 100 percent, that would generate about 7.5 
million votes nationwide, she said.

The conference, called Register Once, is designed to fire 
up student activists to come home and implement pro­
grams.

Paul Allvin, Arizona Students Association president, 
expects to bring back information that will increase student 
voter turnout.

“We are going to the capital and White House to start a 
two-year drive to get politicians to listen to young people,” 
Allvin said. “This ‘Register Once’ campaign is aimed at not 
only getting students in the election, but aimed at changing 
state-by-state election laws to make it easier for students to 
vote.”

According to Lead and Leave, the United States has the 
lowest voter participation rate out of all the democratic 
countries.

“All other countries, Italy to Germany, have higher par­
ticipation rates,” Newman said.

She cites a confusing election code in the U.S. as limit­
ing student registration.

“The United States has a system more complicated than 
any other democratic county in the world,” she said.

The convention starts today with participants lobbying 
with congressional delegators to discuss federal and finan­
cial aid bills.

A national press conference on the steps of the capitol is 
scheduled for 11 a.m. PST Thursday with Jennie Garcia, 
ASA public affairs director, speaking on how students can 
motivate themselves to become more involved.

Later in the day, Barbara Chester, NAU student body 
president, Allvin and Petri Darby, ASA delegate, will 
attend a two-hour talk on higher education arid politics in 
the White House with George StephanopoUlos, White 
House communications director.

Participants will be given a presentation by Arizona del­
egates on Friday on how to register students to vote. 
Arizona was selected as a result of thé success of the 1988 
ASA program called SAVE, Students Voting Everywhere

“The program gets students registered to vote, educates 
them on issues and gets them out on Election Day,” Allvin 
said.

This program enabled Arizona to be chosen by Lead or 
Leave as one of 17 target states that will implement plans 
and ideas on student voting. This might include voter regis­
tration, coinciding with student class registration.

.Other Arizona students involved are Alan Frost, ASASU 
president; Delece Skaggs, ASA delegate from ASU main; 
Marci Hendrickson, ASA delegate; Scott King, representa­
tive from ASU West; Katarina Duich, NAU federal rela­
tions' director; Sergio Jasso, ASA delegate; Tom Moring, 
UofA task force director; and Wende Julian, student gov­
ernment federal relations director at UofA.

Pickpockets have eye, hand for ‘patsies’ in urban jungle
■ . M ...He was getting out of a cab near 

a night spot on Chicago’s Rush 
Street when a woman who wanted 
the cab started to brush by and 
bumped into him hard. -

“Oh, I’m so sorry,”  she said, 
smiling apologetically and putting 
her arms out to steady him.

Because she was uncommonly 
pretty, he just smiled and said:
“That’ s OK, take it easy”

But then he sensed that some­
thing wasn’t right, and he reached 
for the pocket where he kept his 
wallet.

The pocket was empty.
He stared at her for a moment. Her smile faded, and she 

glared back.
“Damn you,” he said, “ give me my wallet.”
But she was already turning and moving away. He started to 

go after her, but he was jolted from behind.
“I turned,” he said later. “ Actually, 1 was kind of spun 

around by the way I was bumped. There was a big guy, bigger 
than me and obviously in better shape. All he did was point a 
finger at me. He didn’t say anything. He just pointed a finger at 
me as if he was warning me that something could happen.”

“He had on a tweed sport coat and a golf shirt. Well- 
dressed. He fit into the scene.

"But the way he looked at me, he wasn't the kind of person 
you would want to mess with over a hundred bucks, which is 
what I had in my wallet.

“So I wasn’t going to tangle with him. The woman was

walking away, and he turned and went after her.
“I don’t know. 1 just got mad and I pointed at them and 

started yelling: ‘Murder, that guy is a murderer. Hey, that 
woman is a murderer.’ I have a loud voice, and I was yelling as 
loud as I could.

“I don’t know why I did that. It just popped into my head. 
But some people on the sidewalk stopped and looked at where 
I was pointing. One of them said: What’s going on?’

“I yelled: ‘Yeah, them, those two ... They’re wanted for 
murder.’ Boy, I really let out the word MURDER.
“ The next thing I knew, my wallet flew up in the air and the 
two of them took off.

“All I can figure is that my yelling shook them up. They 
were so smooth at picking my pocket, I guess they didn’t 
expect anything like that.

“They took off around a comer, and I went over and got my 
wallet. The money was still there. Everything was there. I 
guess she didn’t have a chance to pass it off.

“Anyway, 1 thought I’d call you. I had read what you wrote 
about pickpockets. Maybe that’s why I had a hunch something 
was wrong when she bumped into me. I don’t think people 
realize how often it happens. I was really lucky.”

He was. Every day, people are boosted in Chicago. 
Someone bumps into them in a perfectly understandable way. 
In an elevator, getting in or out of a cab, going through a 
revolving door.

Then their wallets or purses are gone. A minor crime? On 
the worldwide scale of pain and suffering, yes. But if it’s yoiir 
wallet or purse and you are suddenly broke, your credit cards 
and checkbook are gone, and all your IDs are in the hands of 
thieves, it can be a disaster. Especially in this suburban family 
man’s position.

I wasn’t supposed to be on Rush Street,” he said rather 
sheepishly. “I was supposed to be with a client. If my wallet 
was stolen, I can’t report it because I didn’t want the cops call­
ing my home.”

So he learned a lesson: Get the train, and as the folk song 
advises, go home to the wife and children and sit by the fire­
side bright.

“I was with relatives and had opened my wallet to give 
some of the younger ones money to play the video machines. 
Then when we were leaving, this woman stopped and bent 
over and fell down like she was having cramps.

“A man pushed past me to help her. It wasn’t until the next 
day, when I looked in my purse, that I realized he had lifted my 
wallet and checkbook. And by that time, they had bought 
things with my credit cards and checkbook. I can't believe this 
could happen in a nice suburb.’’

How about the Lincoln Park Zoo?
“I was standing in a crowd looking at the gorillas feeding,” 

the lady from suburban Waukegan said. “ Suddenly, a young 
man in front of me stepped back quickly and I Was thrown off 
balance. Another young man caught me as I staggered.

“Both young men apologized. When I left the building, I 
reached into my shoulder bag for ice cream money. My wallet, 
containing $140, was gone. And 1 actually thanked those bozos 
for apologizing to me.”

Pickpockets are smart. Even if caught, they will be punished 
as gently as hubcap. So the answer is to amputate their hands. 
Or maybe only one hand. Even a thief should have the right to 
blow his nose. But you won’t see it Chop off even one hand 
and the American Civil Liberties Union screams as if it can’t 
blow its nose. We are just too kind a society.

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NHL owners reject 
players’ latestproposal

This NHL season m ight have 
ended before it began.

Owners unanimously rejected the 
players* latest contract proposal 
Tuesday, extending the lockout that 
began Oct. 1 and virtually assuring a 
full season won’t be played.

Both sides are talking tough and 
settling in for a long battle that may 
mean no season at all.

“We see little reason for hope,” 
union head Bob Goodenow said after 
management’s rejection. “The NHL 
is not interested in die fans, the game 
or the small-market clubs. They are 
committed to only one thing: a major 
fight with the players.”

Players proposed a 7 percent tax 
on payrolls, far short of manage­
ment’s 122 percent plan.

Committee moves 
Orange Bowl

The Orange Bowl Committee, 
eager to secure a lucrative role in the 

■ new bowl alliance, agreed Tuesday to 
move its game north of Miami to the 
m m  modem Joe Robbie Stadium.

The Orange Bowl game on Jan. 1, 
1996, will be the 62nd and final one ! 
in the historic downtown stadium. 
The Miami Hurricanes will become 
the Orange Bowl’s lone tenant.

Civic leaders who make up the 
com m ittee were sharply divided 
about the decision. City officials 
were angry.

“The soul of Miami is being sold 
down the river,” city manager Cesar 
Odio said. “You don’t see the Rose 
Bowl moving. I 'd  like to see them 
run the Kentucky Derby somewhere 
else.”

Irate fan sues NHL

An irate hockey fan is suing the 
National Hockey League, its owners 
and commissioner Gary Bettman for 
refusing to start the season.

Michael Lewicki, 42, of Brantford 
filed the suit Tuesday at the Brant 
County Courthouse, alleging “gross 
neglect and misfeasance” by the 
owners.

He contends the owners locked 
out the players and neglected the 
rights o f fans with “m alicious 
intent.”

Lewicki, a Toronto Maple Leafs 
fan, says he is suing on behalf of 
anyone who has lost income or who 
has suffered a loss of enjoyment as a 
result of not being able to watch 
NHL hockey.

H u sk y  H eism an  hopeful
Kaufman closes in on 
1,000 yards rushing

At the end of last season, the 
Washington Huskies’ Napoleon Kaufman 
had a decision to make.

He could forfeit his senior season at 
Washington and enter the NFL draft or he 
could return to college for his senior sea­
son and take a shot at the Heisman Trophy.

Kaufman appears to have made the right 
decision.

With injuries to M ichigan’s Tyrone 
W heatley and UCLA’s J.J. Stokes, 
Kaufman has become the front-runner in 
the Heisman race.

Along the way, he has broken almost all 
of Washington’s rushing records and needs 
just 76 yards rushing against ASU this 
weekend to break the 1,000-yard rushing 
barrier for the season. If Kaufman accom­
plishes this feat, he would become only the 
fifth running back in Pac-10 history to 
have three seasons of 1,000-plus rushing 
yards.

At only 5-foot-9-inches and 180 
pounds, many people have questioned 
Kaufman’s size as well as his receiving 
skills.

Kaufman insists that he’s a football 
player first and foremost, regardless of his 
size.

“If I didn’t want to get hit, I’d play ten- 
nis,” he said. “I’m a small guy and I kind 
of get upset when I hear people saying I’m 
too small to do this or that.”

He insists that he’d rather someone call 
him tough than a good runner.

Arizona Cardinals Coach Buddy Ryan 
didn’t waste any time finding a replace­
ment for place-kicker Greg Davis, who 
was injured in the game against Dallas 
Sunday.

Seven prospects tried out for one roster 
spot Tuesday at the Cardinals’ Tempe 
training facility. After a one-hour field 
goal derby, 24-year-old free agent Todd 
Peterson had won himself a job.

“He got the ball up quick even when 
he was warming up,” Ryan said of 
Peterson. “He was accurate — right down 
the middle on all his field goal tries. (On 
kickoffs) he kicked the ball off right down 
to about the 4-yard line and placed it 
where we wanted it placed. He did every­
thing we wanted done. He’s an excellent 
kicker I think. He’s a small guy but (he’s) 
got a lot of power.”

Peterson, a 5-foot- 10-inch, 175-pound, 
right-footed kicker, could not put a finger 
on why he was chosen over the 
others.

“It’s hard to figure out how these per­
sonnel guys make decisions,” he said. “I 
think I’ve become a much more consistent 
place-kicker over the past year and I think 
I’ve probably handled the one-inch tee 
better than some guys. You never know 
what makes one guy like ya and another 
guy not like ya.”

Ryan said Davis was still the kicker of 
the future, but Peterson, who will official­
ly sign pending the outcome of Tuesday’s, 
physical, doesn’t mind.

“I just realize I’m paying my dues,” he 
said. “I’m young. 1 think I’m getting bet­
ter. All the feedback we’ve (Peterson and 
his agent) gotten has been positive.

“Really all I can do is hope that I 
come out of this year with something a lit­
tle more positive than last year and get a 
legitimate shot maybe next year.”

pick of the New York Giants in 1993, but 
he was released in the final preseason cut. 
The New England Patriots signed Peterson 
to their practice squad in November of 
1993> but he never cracked the active 
roster.

Peterson spent most of the 1994 presea­
son with the Atlanta Falcons, where he was 
a perfect seven-for-seven on PATs and 
three-for-three on field goal attempts. But 
the Falcons released him prior to their final 
exhibition game.

“He had an excellent preseason,” 
Cardinals assistant George Martinez said. 
“As a matter of fact, he’s gone a few places 
and tried out and he’s done a great job. 
He’s second on the list for a lot of people if 
their main guy went down.”

Before the Cardinals workout, Peterson 
tried out with the Washington Redskins, 
Pittsburgh Steelers and the New York 
Giants.

Still, there were no takers.
“Basically, my understanding was that

Pittsburgh, New York and Washington all 
were trying to make some decisions,” 
Peterson said. “Regardless of how well I 
did they probably wouldn’t make a move 
until they absolutely had tost” r ;

Peterson, who was bom in Washington, 
D.C. and raised in Valdosta, Ga., attended 
the Naval Academy for his first two years 
of college before transferring to Georgia to 
pursue his interest in law. He made 78 of 
80 PATs and 19 of 27 field goal attempts in 
two years as a Bulldog. Peterson was 
accepted to the university’s law school but 
wanted to see where football would take 
him first.

To make room for Peterson, the 
Cardinals cut running back Barry Word 
Tuesday. Former New Orleans Saints and 
New York Jets place-kicker Cary 
Blanchard also underwent a physical 
Tuesday and would be used only if  
Peterson fails his physical.

Sophomore tennis player Sergio Elias plans on doing whatever it takes to reach his goals for 
this season.

ASU sophomore tennis player Sergio 
Elias is determined to wreak havoc on any­
one who stands in the way of his goals this 
year.

“I’m pretty confident,” he said. “I want 
to be All-American and try to be ranked in 
the top 20.”

Elias cracked the Sun Devil line-up as a 
freshman last year and posted a 16-17 
record, mostly at the No. 5 singles slot. He 
said the mental aspect of his game will be 
die key to improving chi last year.

“Once you reach a certain level, almost 
everybody can hit the ball the same,” he 
said. “After that, it’s all mental and how 
much confidence you have. But the only 
way you gain that is with experience, I just 
need to play smarter.”

Elias, a native of Santiago, Chile, moved 
to the U.S. to pursue his tennis career and 
his education,

“I really wanted to get a degree and play 
(tennis),” the 19-year-old business major 
said. “In Chile, you can’t do both on a daily 
level. There is no competition (in Chile). 
You’re all by yourself ”

Elias Was 4-years old when his parents 
began teaching him tennis. His mother, 
Leyla, was a former Chilean National 
Champion.

Now he packs a heavy forehand shot

which he says is his biggest strength.
“I t 's  really hard,” Elias said of the 

smooth stroke. “I think I have really good 
groundstrokes. My forehand is my biggest 
weapon.”

Like most tenacious competitors, Elias 
isn’t thrilled with the idea of losing.

“Winning is the only thing,” he said. “I 
don’t care if I play bad and I win, and I 
don’t care if I play well and I lose.”
: When he’s not pounding tennis balls, 
Elias is either on the links working on his 
20-handicap or at home perfecting his sec­
ond love, cooking.

“I like to cook,” he said. “I’m getting 
much.better.”

Elias, a self-proclaimed glutton, prides 
himself on his nutritional diet.

“I try to eat carbs and proteins and less 
fat, oils and sugars,” he said.

“He’s always eating;” joked teammate 
Dave Critchley.

Elias played doubles with Paul Reber 
last year, but he prefers singles because of 
the individual nature of the game.

“If you win, it’s all you,” he said of sin­
gles play. “You gave everything and you 
won. That feeling is great.”

After graduating from ASU, Elias’ first 
goal is to play on the pro tour. But if that 
doesn’t work, tie said a career in interna­
tional business would be equally satisfying.

“My goal is to be in the top 100 (players 
on the pro tour),” he said. “I always try to 
be myself; that’s the key.”

yards per game.
Heading into this season, Kaufman's career average of 

5.78 yards per carry was eighth-best on the all-time list, 
behind such college greats as Archie Griffin, Mike Rozier, 
Bo Jackson. Earl Campbell and Marshall Faulk.

He also stands ninth in school history in total offensive 
yardage and could move as high as sixth before his career 
is over.

Yet he knows there is always room for improvement.
“When I go back and watch the (game) tape, I’m my 

worst critic,” Kaufman said.
According to W ashington Coach Jim Lam bright, 

Kaufman’s hard work and durability have allowed him to 
improve each season.

“A lot of his durability is due to the fact that he had such 
a great work ethic when he came into our program,” 
Lambright said. “His improved areas are catching the ball,

number one, which was one of thè main concerns the NFL 
had. If he’s going to move up in the draft the way he hopes, 
and the way we hope, one of the ways has to be in receiv­
ing.

“The other areas are his improved vision of the field, 
and he’s using his blockers so much better this year.”

Those very blockers have led to Kaufman’s 924 rushing 
yards and a 6.3 yards-per-carry ’ average "through 
Washington’s first five games this season.

Those yards; have come against some pretty stiff compe­
tition, too. Four of the Huskies’ opponents were ranked in 
the Associated Press Top 25 poll when they met, proving 
that Kaufman can indeed step it up in the big games.

In Washington’s biggest game of thè season so far, at 
Miami on Sept. 24, Kaufman gained only 89 yards on the 
ground, but that was enough to break the school record for 
career rushing yards.

Kaufman and the rest of the Huskies will be looking for 
redemption Saturday when they face the Sun Devils in 
Washington. Washington lost to ASU lust season, 32-IT'at 
Sun Devil Stadium, despite Kaufman’s 119 yards rushing 
on 16 carries and one touchdown.

ASU Coach Bruce Snyder knows that Kaufman will be 
the key.

“He’s going to get 100 yards,” Snyder said. “We know 
that.” *--.*> r

Snyder added that ASU needs to keep Kaufman from 
controlling the game, “from taking the game over. That’s 
what he’s been doing.

“He’s the one that makes the difference. The first thing 
that stands out is that he absolutely loves football. Number 
two: he’s very courageous. He’s a violent player that has 
remained healthy in his career.”
