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Hidden course fees upping costs for students
ABOR commission discusses
system to warn students

Although students pay more than half a million dollars 
annually in related course fees, members of Arizona Board 
of Regent's Commission on Student Costs and Financial 
Assistance are concerned “hidden course fees” are taking 
students for a financial ride.

Related fees, which primarily are lab costs, are publi­
cized in course catalogues. Hidden fees are not,

“I did not realize this issue existed until the students 
brought it up,” Regent John Munger said.“ I am interested 
in finding out what it costs a student to go to a university 
over and above tuition.”

Examples of hidden fees presented at Thursday's com­
mission meeting were packets of readings not included in 
the text book, film  for some photography classes and 
expensive software programs for business classes.

The commission will be looking in to making hidden fee 
figures available to the board for discussion.

Munger suggested financial directors from each univer­
sity distribute a brief questionnaire to department heads to 
get professors to list possible hidden fees related to their 
-.classes. .

Another problem the commission addresssed is the fact 
that related course fees cause one department’s degree to 
cost more than another.

For example, there are 57 courses in the ASU art depart­
ment that required related course fees ranging from $10- 
$40. Other departments have an average of four classes 
with related fees around $20.

“We need to let the board, students and potential stu­
dents know the average cost for a degree per department,” 
said Spencer Insolia, former, regent and appointed commis­
sion member. “We need to tell students ‘If you want to be 
an art major, here's your tuition, but it will also cost you 
this much more,” ’ he said.

Commission members are confident that Arizona stu­
dents are not being overcharged for related course fees.

“We are comparable to other universities of our size and 
pattern,” said Mary McKeown, director of ASU strategic 
planning. “We are consistent with other schools across the

u.s.”
ASU has the lowest number of courses with additional 

fees out of the three main Arizona universities. Only 211 
classes at ASU have additional fees, while UofA has 272 
and NAU has 366.

Some commission members discussed whether these 
related course fees were being used to compensate fo r  lack 
of departmental funds.

“We are looking to see if (the system) is being abused,”
Chairman Rudy Campbell said.

Munger questioned it these related course fees are a way 
of keeping a department afloat.

“If they are raising course fees to keep their department 
alive, that’s not a good justification,” he said.

However, financial assistance directors said all depart­
ments must account for any extra fees they charge for 
courses.

Regent Andy Hurwitz presented another alternative, but 
not a popular one.

“We could do away with all fees and raise tuition $30- 
$40 across the board,” he said. “Or you could charge fees 
when there is an attributable extra cost for a course. Course 
fees are not all bad.”

Tempe police searching for 
masked serial rapist-robber

Professor: U.S. Supreme Court 
unfair to Native American laws

Tempe police are searching for a seri­
al rapist who wore Halloween masks 
when he raped two women and sexually 
assaulted two others over the past two 
weeks.

The incidents occurred between Sept 
29 and Oct. 9. Three cases occurred at 
Tempe fast-food restaurants—Subway, 
D unkin ' Donuts and G um by’s—-an d  
also involved robbery or attempted rob­
bery. ;

A ccord ing  to  Tom  R yff, Tem pe 
police spokesman, the suspect is a  dark- 
skinned m ale, possib ly  H ispanic o r 
African-American, 5 feet 10 inches tall, 
150 pounds and in his mid-20s. He has 
crooked teeth and was wearing a differ­
en t m ask fo r each  attack , includ ing  
Casper the Ghost, a skull mask, a green 
monster mask and a cartoon mask that is 
possibly one o f the characters from The

Simpsons television show.
“W e’re not releasing some informa­

tion because our goal is to catch him,” 
Ryff said. “But we have a responsibility 
to tell the public because he is danger­
ous.”

Roger Austin, crime prevention offi­
cer with the Tempe police, said although 
there are variations on the suspecCs 
description in each case, there are some 
key elem ents in all the cases that led 
police to believe that it is the same sus­
pect.

According to police reports, on Sept. 
29 th e  su sp ec t a ttem p ted  to  rob  
Gumby’s Pizza, located at 2107 S. Rural 
Road. Three employees were in the store 
when the man entered and pointed a gun 
at them. One o f  the employees wg? mak^ 
ing pizzas at the counter when the sus­
pect entered. When the suspect realized 
that two other employees were MJ the

The U.S. Supreme Court has modified a 
section of the Constitution to the detriment 
of American Indians, according to a promi­
nent law professor.

Robert Clinton, a nationally known pro­
fessor of law at the University o f Iowa and 
an associate justice on the Cheyenne River 
S ioux T ribal A p pella te  C ourt, spoke 
Thursday at the ASU College of Law about 
federal and American Indian law.

“I t’s basically a murder m ystery; we 
know whodunit: the Supreme Court. The 
question is how they did it,” Clinton said.

A ccord ing  to  C lin to n , the Ind ian  
Commerce clause in the Constitution was 
originally intended to limit state power on 
Indian reservations. The. current court “has 
this 180 degrees backwards,” he said.

The cou rt has changed  the way 
American Indian law is viewed by assum­
ing the state has control on the reservation 
unless Congress has specifically said other-

wise, Clinton said. This takes away tribal 
sovereignty on the reservation, he said.

“The co u rt, by k illin g  the Ind ian  
Commerce clause, has adopted a model 
more favorable to state institutions than fed­
eral or Indian regulation,” he said. “Any 
enlargement of state authority is a diminu­
tion  o f  tr ib a l au tho rity . I t ’s a k ind  o f 
zero-sum game.’’

During the past five to 10 years, the 
Supreme Court has eroded the sovereignty 
of the American-indian tribes, according to 
Siéra Russell, an associate administrative 
professional for the College of Law.

“The tribes are trying to protect the 
rights they currently have,” she said. “It’s a 
protection as well as an assertion.”

Elizabeth Brandt, associate professor of 
anthropology, said issues of sovereignty are 
important to most American Indians.

“Most tribes would like to reassert their 
sovereignty and feel they never gave up 
their sovereignty,” Brandt said.'“The Indian 
people were here first.”

store, he demanded that they come out. When one of the 
employees ran behind one of the pizza ovens, the suspect 
“got spooked and ran.”

Later that same day, the suspect entered the Subway at 
818 W. Broadway Road and robbed the lone female clerk at 
gunpoint. He then told her to jump over the counter and 
forced her to leave the store with him. Once outside, he 
took the victim to the child care center just west of the shop 
and raped her in the playground area.

On Oct. 2, the suspect wore a green Halloween monster 
mask as he robbed the Dunkin’ Donuts, 711 E. Broadway 
Road, by entering the open back door and holding all the 
employees at gunpoint. After getting cash from the register, 
the suspect put a gun to a female employee’s head and 
ordered her to go outside with him, where he reached under 
her bra as he held the gun to her head. The suspect then ran 
from the area.

On Oct. 6, the suspect, who was wearing a Casper mask, 
kidnapped and raped a 25-year-old Tempe woman. The vic­
tim was washing her car at the Soft Suds car wash, 1201 S. 
Terrace Road, when the suspect pointed a gun at her, 
demanded she go with him and forcibly put her in her car.

A round was fired from the suspect’s 
gun into the ground, and the victim made her escape to a 
nearby residence.

According to Ryff, police do not believe that these cases 
are connected to the sexual assaults and criminal trespass 
incidents reported in the neighborhood of University Drive 
and Mill Avenue in August.

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Simpson lawyers try 
to find media leaks

LOS ANGELES (AP) —  A TV 
rep o rte r , h e r  boss and  a p o lice  
spokesman were subpoenaed today 
by O .l. S im pson’s law yers, w ho 
want to find the source of persistent 
leaks to die media.

The judge in the case will take up the 
issue of leaks during a hearing on Friday.

K N B C -T V  rep o rte r T racie  
Savage raid station General Manager 
Carole Black have been subpoenaed, 
s ta tio n  spokesw om an  R egina 
Miyamoto said.

The station was chastised by the 
judge for a story on DNA test results 

* he called erroneous. Savage later said 
her sources provided some inaccurate 
information, but she said they Wouldn’t 
specify what was wrong with the story.

C m dr. D avid  G ascon , a 
s p o k e s m a n /  fo r the P o lice  
Department, said he, too, was sub­
poenaed. The defense has accused 
police of leaking information.

M eanw hile, judging from  the ir 
responses on written questionnaires, 
0.1. Simpson’s potential jurors have 
one thing in common: They haven’t 
escaped publicity about the case.

“ I am not looking for hermits,”  
S u p erio r C ourt Judge Lance Ito  
warned die first batch o f  potential 
jurors. “ We would be very suspicious 
of a Rip van Winkle that awoke yes­
terday and just learned of this case.’ ’

He spoke as individual question­
ing o f potential jurors got under way 
Wednesday. It was supposed to con­
tinue today, hut was canceled when 
one of the prosecutors called in sick.

In place of jury selection, Ito con­
vened a brief hearing during which 
he ordered prosecutors to turn over 
socks to the defense after the prose- 

t  cution finishes tests on them.
The defense wants to do indepen­

dent tests on the socks, which police 
seized from Simpson’s master bed­
room the day after the murders of his 
ex-wife and her friend

None o f  the 84 people called into 
court W ednesday claim ed to  have 

y missed news reports about the June 
12 knife k i l l in p  o f  Simpson’s ex- 
wife Nicole Brown Simpson and her 
friend Ronald Goldman.

Many said in the questionnaires that 
they were glued to  televisions as 
Simpson’s Ford Bronco meandered 
ttoagSouiluKaCtiMgmte &reisaysdur- 
ing his flight from police on June 17.

The prospects were questioned 
about their beliefs, backgrounds and 
knowledge of the case. Some o fth e  
79-page questionnaires they filled out 
last month were released, providing a ' 
glimpse imp their thoughts and lives.

„ “ I ’m  in c lin ed  to  b e liev e  him  
guilty at this point,”  wrote a 68-year- 
old Los Angeles woman. But a 56- 
year-old South Bay woman wrote: 
“ More likely not guilty thanguilty.”

Kidnappers threaten to kill Israeli 
soldier today if demands not met

GAZA CITY, Gaza Strip (AP) — Facing intense U S. and 
Israeli pressure as a deadline approached for Islamic militants to 
kill a  kidnapped soldier, Palestinian police combed the Gaza Strip 
on Thursday, arresting scores o f suspects.

The unprecedented crackdown by 9,500 members of PLO leader 
Yasser Arafat’s police force was a major showdown with the fun­
dam entalist Hamas movement, which has sworn to wreck the 
Israel-PLO peace process.

H am as leaders angrily  accused the P alestine  L ibera tion  
Organization of doing Israel’s “ dirty work”  and threatened vio­
lence.

A leaflet issued Thursday by the group’s underground military 
wing, the Izzedine al-Qassam Brigades, renewed the threat to kill 
19-year-old Cpl. Nachshon Waxman if Israel didn’t release the 
group’s founder and 200 other prisoners by 9 p.m. (Noon PST) 
Friday. ,

“ The soldier will be immediately executed”  if the imprisoned 
Palestinians, including Sheik Ahnted Yassin, are not released, the 
leaflet warned.

A videotape o f W axman released W ednesday showed the 
dazed-looking soldier imploring Prime Minister Yitzhak Rabin to 
save his life by answering his captors’ demands. He is the 10th 
Israeli kidnapped by Islamic militants since 1989. All the previous 
captives were killed.

Both Rabin and visiting Secretary of State Warren Christopher 
warned Arafat Thursday that he would be held accountable for the 
safe return of the soldier, a dual U.S.-Israeli citizen.

The United States has “ emphasized to chairman Arafat his 
responsibility for the resolution of this matter,”  Christopher said

Thursday.
W axm an’s father appealed to the kidnappers Thursday to 

release his son for ransom.
“ I propose to buy my son in full,”  Yehuda Waxman said. He 

did not specify how much he was willing to pay, but said: “ I am 
told that all of Israel is prepared to make a financial contribution.”

Waxman’s Amerjcan-bom mother, Esther, also urged the gov­
ernment to negotiate with Hamas “ or I will see my son’s fate as 
being on your heads.”

But Rabin said Thursday he would not deal.
“ There are no contacts (with Hamas) and nobody has been 

authorized by me to initiate such contacts,”  the Israeli leader told 
Army Radio.

Rabin reiterated he was certain Waxman was alive and being 
held in Gaza.

But Thursday’s Hamas leaflet said the soldier was in “ an area 
you are occupying and not in a silly autonomous one.”  Arafat 
spokesman Marwan Kanafani said the PLO police had uncovered 
“ no tangible proof ’ Waxman was in Gaza.

Over 50,000 Israelis held a prayer ceremony Thursday for the 
kidnapped soldier at Jerusalem’s Western Wall, Judaism’s holiest 
site.

Thousands of Palestinian police fanned out over the Gaza Strip, 
arresting more than 100 Islamic militants. Palestinian officials said 
there would be more arrests Thursday night.

In a sharply worded speech in Gaza Thursday, Arafat warned 
the Islamic militants that he would “ not allow any defiance”  and 
vowed to confront any challenge to law and order.

Arafat also indirectly accused Iran of meddling in Palestinian 
affairs by backing his Islamic fundamentalist opponents. “ We will 
not allow the misuse of this homeland to serve the decisions and 
orders which are given to some people here from outside,”  Arafat 
said.

P r o te sta n ts  fo llo w  IR A s le a d , a n n o u n c e  cea se -fire
BELFA ST, N orthern  Ireland (A P) — Pro-B ritish  

Protestant paramilitaries announced a cease-fire Thursday, 
matching the Irish Republican Army’s six week-old truce, 
and voicing “ true rem orse”  for the murders of many 
Catholics.

The cease-fire paved the way for negotiations with IRA 
supporters and increased pressure on Britain to get consti­
tutional talks started.

The Combined Loyalist Military Command declared it 
would “ universally cease all operational hostilities”  at 
midnight.

The combined command, embracing the outlawed Ulster 
Defense Force and Ulster Volunteer Force paramilitary 
groups, pledged to hold its fire as loi)g as the IRA does.

The IRA called off its bomb qrtd bullet campaign against 
British rule on Aug. 31.

“ The sole responsibility for p ’retum to war lies with 
them,”  the Protestant paramilitary statement said, read at a 
news conference by a former member.
•„The so-called “ loyalists,”  wfib want to remain British, 

have been responsible fpr !m o ^  fhan one-quarter o f  the 
nearly 3,200 killings in 25 years oiftsecterian violence.

The decision , made after ¿6nSUltations with ja iled

Protestant guerrillas, required loyalists to overcome suspi­
cions that Britain had cut a secret deal with the IRA’s polit­
ical partner, Sinn Fein.

The paramilitary commanders also had to be persuaded 
that the IRA believed it could not win.

Britain has promised that any constitutional change will 
be put to a referendum in Northern Ireland, which has a 
pro-British majority.

William Flynn, chairman of Mutual of America Life 
Insurance Co. o f New York and a supporter of increased 
American involvement in Northern Ireland, invited six 
members of UDA- and UVF-affiliated fringe parties to visit 
New York and Washington beginning Oct. 24.

‘ ‘This loyalist cease-fire marks the end o f the begin­
ning,”  sqid Hynn. “ Now the hard work begins/’

In Dublin, Irish Premier Albert Reynolds said the IRA 
andtthe loyalist cease-fires were both genuine. He said that 
he and British Prime M inister John Major should “ lead 
now from here on in, and not lag,”  by offering talks to 
Sinn pein  and Protestant extremists.

But M ajor remained eautibus, refusing to hint when 
tattfe might s ta rt

“ We don’t intend to be pushed,”  he told reporters in

Bournemouth, England, where his Conservative Party is 
meeting.

Last December, Major and Reynolds agreed to hold con­
stitutional talks involving all the main parties, including 
Sinn Fein, provided the IRA renounced violence perma­
nently. Major is still seeking a firmer pledge that the cease­
fire is permanent.

The breadth and contrite tone of the Protestant paramili­
taries’ nine-paragraph declaration surprised many. It was 
read by Gusty Spence, 61, who founded the UVF in the 
1960s and spent 17 years in jail for killing a Catholic bar­
man. ■ ;*■ ;

“ In all sincerity we offer, to the loved ones of all inno­
cent victim s over the past 25 years, abject and true  
remorse,”  said Spence.

“ Let us firmly resolve, therefore, to respect our differ­
ing views of freedom, culture and aspiration and never 
again permit our political circumstances to degenerate into 
bloody warfare,”  he added.

For the first time in a quarter-century o f  failed peace ini­
tiatives, negotiations on Northern Ireland’s future won’t be 
overshadowed by bombing and assassinations.

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Reagan defended: He wasn’t so bad, after all
Get ready for a dose of the 

truth, people, because, like it Or 
not, it’s coming your way. For 
years w e’ve all heard  th is 
nation’s liberals, and their Will­
ing accomplices in the media, 
blame the Reagan tax-rate reduc­
tions, the greatest across the 
board  rate d ecreases in th is  
country's history, for the gigan­
tic national debt. The claim is 
that the resulting loss of revenue, 
and the subsequent increases in 
defense spending, have brought America’s wallet to its 
knees. ■

This is, of course, just one in a series of endless lies 
from the left. In reality, the Reagan tax cuts increased gov­
ernment: revenue quite dramatically. If you don’t  believe 
me. then do me a favor, keep reading and let the raw, sheer 
and unmanipulated data show you the light.

In 1982, the year of the initial Reagan tax cuts, the feder­
al government’s tax revenue from personal income was 
$298 billion. By 1989, seven years later, this had increased 
to $446 billion. The net gain was $148 billion, roughly a 50 
percent increase in government revenue from personal 
income taxes.

Of course, we must also take inflation into account. An 
increase in revenue, just like an increase in your wages, is 
meaningless if inflation grows at a higher rate. This same 
time period, however, witnessed the consumer price index 
rise by a total of only 24 percent. All in all, the facts show 
that, despite dramatic tax-rate reductions, government rev­
enues from this source, the single largest source of revenue, 
increased at 2.1 times the rate of inflation.

As impressive as these numbers may or may not sound, I 
rëalize that statistics and figures are meaningless unless you 
have something to compare them with: To save you the 
hassles, 1 have taken the liberty to research the previous 
seven years in order to provide this measure.

In 1974, federal receipts from personal income taxes 
Werë $142 billion. By 1981, this source grew to $285 bil­
lion, a whopping 101 percent increase.

A casual glance might lead one to prematurely pro­
nounce “trickle-down” economics as a failure. After all, the 
wake of the 1982 and 1986 Reagan tax cuts resulted in only 
half the percentage of revenue increase as the old high, con­
fiscatory rates on personal income.

Such a judgment would be a huge mistake. Although 
revenue from personal income tax  doubled, the rate of 
inflation for this same period was an appalling 96 percent. 
Translated, what thi s actually means is that government 
revenue from this source grew a paltry 1.05 times the rate

of inflation for this seven year period. This was virtually no 
growth.

In summation, the seven years before the Reagan tax 
cuts produced, in real dollars adjusted for inflation, only 
about a $5.72 billion increase in revenue from personal 
income tax. In other words, about four percent of real 
growth. Conversely, the Reagan era witnessed a real dollar 
growth of $112.5 billion, a 38 percent increase when one 
adjusts for inflation. In reality, Reagan tax’s cuts, combined 
with his other common sense economic policies, resulted in 
a revenue growth rate from personal income taxes of 9.5 
times the previous eras growth rate.

The truth, as is well-illustrated above, is that réductions 
in tax-rates do not necessarily result in a  loss of government 
revenue. In fact, when a  nation is over-taxed, such as we 
are, rate reductions should and do result in a net gain of 
revenue.

Clearly, the Reagan tax cuts are not responsible for any 
of this nation’s tremendous 
debt. In fact, if they had not 
occurred  our debt w ould 
very likely be substantially 
higher than it is today.. -

The fact remains, though, 
that ouf dèbt did grow con­
siderably during his admin­
istration. This I cannot deny.
But the liberal’s claims that this was due to increases in 
defense spending is absurd and unfounded. In reality, 
Reagan’s highest defense budget was roughly equivalent to 
those of John Kennedy’s in terms of its percentage of the 
gross national product.

Yet, by today’s standards, the budget deficits of the 
Kennedy administration were virtually debt-free. Indeed, 
there is another, more plausible answer for our catastrophic 
debt: the growth of entitlements and the welfare State com­
bined with excessive taxation. ;

In 1979 Jimmy Carter and the liberal Democrats in 
Congress indexed entitlements to inflation:: It must have 
been nice. 1 know that my parents incomes, along with the 
rest o f  productive America’ s incomes, remained rather flat 
and Stagnate in that era o f rabid inflation. Additionally , they 
were taxed into oblivion with punitive rates that stifled eco­
nomic activity and prosperity. It is policies such as these 
that have racked up the debt, not the necessary rebuilding 
of Our national defense, which Carter and the Democrats 
seriously compromised.

Indeed, Reagan’s only contribution to the national debt 
was his failure to push Congress into dramatically reducing 
entitlements. But I have yet to see any president seriously 
tackle this politically sensitive area. Besides, even if they 
did, the effort would be fruitless so long as the liberals con­

tinue to use handouts to insure their re-election.
Liberal social welfare programs have bled the wallets of 

the working class dry and have simultaneously run up an 
insurmountable debt. If all of you bleeding hearts wonder 
where this debt of ours has come from, then take a good 
hard look in the mirror. For it is there that you’ll find your 
answers.

For some reason, the aspiring social architects of this 
country have the misguided illusion that the rich and the 
middle class are nothing but a giant cash reserve to serve 
and fund their theories and ideals. “We’ll just have to raise 
taxes,” they seemingly always say.

I don’t know about the rest of you out there amongst the 
great unwashed, but I’ve had it with taxes. Besides federal 
taxes, we have social security tax, Medicare tax, state tax, 
local tax, sales tax, gas tax, tobacco tax, property tax, alco­
hol tax, stadium tax -  tax, tax, tax, tax, tax, tax, tax!

More taxes are not the solution, they are the problem.
When tax rates and burdens 
are too high, then economic 
activity suffers. It’s so logi­
cal. If you don’t get to keep 
your money fo r  yourself, 
then you can ’t spend it  in 
the marketplace, additional 
jobs w on't be created, and 
the tax base from  w hich 

.government has to draw on will decrease. Additionally, the 
lack of economic activity ends up putting even more people 
on various social programs. It’s another vicious cycle.

Reducing taxes, however, has tremendous benefits. The 
poor, middle class and rich alike are free to spend and 
invest the fruits o f their labor, thus creating more jobs, 
more goods, more profits and more businesses. Economic 
activity is allowed to flourish, and government is able to 
collect at least as much and, often times, more revenue. The 
main difference is that they take a little bit from a whole lot 
of transactions instead of the reverse case.

I guess it all boils down to this: Who’s a better determin­
er and distributor of goods and services, the market or the 
government?

I believe, no, I know  that it’s the market. Competition 
insures efficiency whereas governmental redistribution 
insures inefficiency and waste. Until America reforms its 
run-away taxation policies and excessive government con­
trol and regulations, we’ll never see a serious reduction in 
either the debt nor the Welfare state.

Lopez’s article “Sexual harassment can’t go both ways in 
‘the gantlet’” (State Press, Oct. 7) I think Lopez overlooked 
two critical points in her analysis of the lawsuit of James 
Ferguson and Douglas P. Hartman against the Federal 
Aviation Administration.

From what I heard of the case, the FAA started a “diver­
sity awareness” seminar in response to complaints of sexual 
harassment made by female air traffic controllers against 
their male co-workers. All of the males were forced to go 
through a sexual harassment awareness program which 
included an exercise called the “gantlet” where each man 
was subjected to supervised sexual harassment by a group 
of women. Ferguson and Hartman did not like the treatment 
they received during this exercise and are suing the FAA.

Were Ferguson and Hartman guilty of sexually harassing 
female co-workers? If they were not guilty of harassing 
women or if their guilt was not properly established, I think 
they have a legitimate complaint. If I were a male and was 
forced to undergo sexual harassment “re-education” and 
humiliation by a group of women because of the actions of 
some o f my co-workers, I would be deeply offended. A 
proper response to sexual harassment in the workplace is to 
discipline the perpetrators —■ not to punish and re-educate a 
whole group of men regardless of whether or not they are 
guilty.

I think the second issue Lopez failed to adequately 
address in her article was the lack of justice in the “gantlet” 
method of making men aware of sexual harassment. I think 
subjecting any human being to sexual harassment is terribly 
wrong. My guess is that the men who went through the

gantlet felt humiliation, resentment and anger towards their 
female tormentors, rather than any constructive emotions 
such as empathy and increased respect. I do not see how an 
exercise which produces such negative emotions towards 
other people can have much positive effect.

I do not doubt that sexual harassment is a problem in 
some workplaces. I’d never dreamed Of endorsing or partic­
ipating in a program which would have tried to solve the 
problem by subjecting men to bad treatment. I think the 
only way women can solve this problem is by acting with 
dignity at all times. If a man begins to harass a woman, she 
should first tell him politely and explicitly what behaviors 
she need him to discontinue. If this fail, she should try to

find someone among her superiors who will work to disci­
pline the perpetrator. If she cannot find, such a person, she 
should document the behaviors of her tormentor and file a 
suit. I think if enough women make clear how they expect 
to be treated and stand up for themselves, the problem 
should work itself out with time. I do know that history has 
shown that no problem of oppression has ever been solved 
by oppressing the oppressors. The oppression just reverses 
itself in a never-ending cycle.

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Even on a S aturday  a fte rn o o n , Dr. Juan  M anuel 
Camacho shuttled with precision between his dental office 
cubicle and the waiting room.

Pulling his white protective mask and rubber gloves off, 
he greeted his patients with a smile that would have put 
anybody at ease.

“Many people have said in the past that in this town den­
tists poke holes in patient’s teeth for dollars,” he said as he 
held a white ceramic denture mold. “But as you can see, 
those people are trying to strike us out without any basis. 
We know what we are doing.”

C am acho, 45, is a general practice  dentist in Los 
Algodones, Baja California, a Mexican-American border 
city five miles northwest of Yuma.

“About 99.9 percent of my patients are Americans,” said 
Camacho, an affiliate of the American Dental Association 
who has 20 years of experience as a dentist. “They keep me 
busy eight hours a day and I try to give them the best ser­
vice. In respect to the quality of the job I do, I am in the 
same category as dentists in the U.S.”-

His tw o-story office, located a few steps from  the 
Mexican customs house, is one of nearly 35 dental offices 
in the town of 15,000. From Monday through Saturday, 
they are flooded with patients from Arizona’s border cities 
who seek faster and cheaper dental care.

Arizona cities the size of Los Algodones have far fewer 
dentists w orking in them. D ouglas, a border town of 
15.400, has only five dentists. Apache Junction, a town of 
18,835, has 15 listed in the telephone book. Kingman, with 
double the population of Los Algodones, has 11 dentists.

C am acho’s a ir-conditioned  w aiting room receives 
patients with the reverberating sounds o f  two languages. 
The 10 patients sitting there have their choice of magazines 
in English or Spanish. They visit with each other while 
awaiting their turn. Outside the window, tourists stroll on 
the quiet and narrow streets with bags full of souvenirs.

Camacho’s dental office is almost virtually identical to 
that of a typical American dentist. It has three large cubi­
cles, a surgery room, a storage room and a lab. They are 
filled with American dental equipment. Five assistants help 
Camacho, who speaks in Spanish and English. A reception­
ist takes appointments in both languages.

“Most o f our Am erican patients come to the clinic 
already referred by someone else,” said Camacho, who 
works closely with three other dentists who specialize in 
different areas. “We even have people from Washington 
state come here.”

Algodones, a town known for its tranquility, is not the 
only border com m unity that w elcom es the influx o f 
American dental patients. When winter begins, many den­
tists in San Luís Rio Colorado, Sonora, a town 24 miles 
south of Yuma, enter their “peak season” with los pajaritos 
de la nieve. That’s when “the snowbirds” from the north, as 
far as C anada.

come to their doors with everything from a 
severe toothache to an old denture problem.

“M uchos Americanos vienen aquí porque 
los servicios son baratos y rápidos,” said Dr.
María Wakida Suzuki, a San Luís dentist who 
speaks a little English. “Si ellos se quieren 
sacar la m uela, noso tros no les hacem os 
esperar 15 minutos. Les sacamos enseguida.”
(“Many Americans come here because the 
service is cheaper and faster. If they want their 
teeth extracted, we will not make them wait 
15 minutes. We will pull them right away.”)

Wakida Suzuki even accepts patients with­
out appointments.

Overpopulated with dentists
Manuel Verdugo Fimbres, president of San 

Luis Dental College, an association of dentists 
in San Luis, said it is difficult to tell how 
many Americans enter his city o f 200,000 
daily for dental care. However, he said about 
130 dentists currently operate there. Fimbres 
said dentists in his association give quality 
service, but he adm itted, “C harlatans are 
everywhere. They are both m Mexico and the 
United States. Just because you live in the 
United States, it does not mean that you are 
not going to find people like that over there.”

Dr. Rafael Alduenda, who specializes in 
ro o t cana ls  in San L u is, said  M exican- 
American bordertowns are overpopulated with 
dentists.

“Yes, it is very common for dentists to 
come to the border towns upon graduation,” 
he said. “Border towns are overpopulated with 
dentists that come to look for abundance o! 
money. In the border, one counts not only 
with the town, but also with the visitors.”

W akida Suzuki said she has friends in 
other parts of Mexico who want to open their 
clinics on the border.

“Pero ellos no vienen porque no tienen  
parientes aquí,” she said. “En M éxico, pari­
entes ayudan mucho.” (“But they do not come because they 
do not have relatives here. In Mexico, relatives are a big 

: help.”) _ ■
D entists in M exico typically charge about half and 

sometimes less than that of what American dentists would 
ask for the same job, Wakida Suzuki said. She added that 
she charges approximately $100 to $120 for a crown, com­
pared to an average of $400 in the United States. While 
dentists in the Phoenix area charge at least $60 for a filling 
and $500 for a denture, dentists in the Mexican border- 
towns ask $30 for the former and $250 for the latter.

Wakida Suzuki, who noted that the “American season” 
lasts from November to March, said that about 70 percent 
of her patients are from the United States during that sea- 

. son, and most of them are 55 or older.
W illiam Hays, a Texan who recently made his first 

appointment with Wakida Suzuki, said: “Of course, I come 
here because of the price. You save up to 50 percent.”

Hays, who drove from Lubbock, Texas, to go to a San 
Luis chiropractor, said he was referred to Wakida Suzuki 
by his chiropractor.

“You are always skeptical when you come to Mexico,” 
he said. “Only by recommendation would I take a chance to 
come to a Mexican dentist.”

B ill and O liv ia  A m abisca o f  Y um a are som e o f 
Camacho’s most loyal patients.

“When I first came here to Los Algodones, I had been to 
dentists in Yuma,” Amabisca said. “I needed extensive 
work done on my teeth, and in Yuma, they had told me it 
would take two years to complete the job. That’s when a 
friend introduced us to Dr. Camacho.”

Am abisca, a form er jun io r high school principal in 
Yuma, said he and his wife approached Camacho to ask 
him how soon he could finish die same work.

“He checked my teeth and told me it was going to takf 
six weeks,” Amabisca said. “Having (American) insurance, 
die work was going to be less expensive in Los Algódones 
than indie U.S., and I liked the time element. In Yuma, you 
will get your first appointment, but you will not get the sec­
ond one until months later.”

The procedures followed by patients to receive reim­
bursements from their American insurance companies are 
easy, Camacho said.

“First, we take an X-ray of the patient’s teeth to give the 
insurance company an estimate of how much the service is 
going to cost,” he said, adding that he does not get involved 
in the transaction. “Then, after the work is done, we take 
another X-ray of the repaired teeth, and the patient takes it 
to the insurance company.”

Camacho said that a patient that has American insurance 
recovers about 80 percent of his or her dental cost.

They’re more personable
Mrs. Amabisca said Mexican dentists are more person­

able than most American dentists.
“In the U.S., dentists are so business-oriented,” she said. 

“They always sandwich 10 people in between your work. 
That’s not only with dentists, it’s with medical doctors, too.

“In M exico, on the other hand, they consider you a 
friend. They also understand that that’s what it takes to be 
successful.” '

A nna Jane B urdette , a lso  from  Y um a, has been 
Camacho’s patient for nine years.

“I don’t want anybody other than Dr. Camacho touching 
my teeth,” she said. “1 wouldn’t go anywhere else.”

B urdette, whose M exican friend introduced her to 
Camacho, said that it is no fault of American dentists “that 
they have lost compassion.”

“It’s because of those insurance companies pressuring 
them,” she said. “When you go to North America, you find 
everybody ready to sue somebody, I just don’t believe'in 
that.” . • /

One of the complaints Burdette has made about many 
American dentists is thig-“they keep referring you to other 
dentists.”

“With them, you have to run from dental office to dental 
office,” she added. “In D rj Camacho’s office, you can just 
sit down, and if a specialist needs to work on you, he will

come to you.”
Sylvia Ann Martinez’s visits to Camacho started a few 

years ago when her mother had to have her dental work 
redone in Los Algodones. She said a Yuma dentist had 
charged her mother $6,000 for an incomplete job.

Martinez, a former nurse in Somerton, added that she 
was impressed with the cleanliness of Camacho’s office 
when she went there for the first time.

“I basically looked everywhere to make sure the office 
was clean,” she said. “I pay attention to those things in par­
ticular because I was a nurse before. I also like the fact that 
Dr. Camacho wears a mask when he works. Nowadays, 
you hear about so many diseases.”

Martinez said she has never worried about the difficulty 
of her being able to file malpractice lawsuits in Mexico.

“To tell you the truth, I’ve never thought o f having a 
problem with my dentist here,” she added. T  had to make 
sure everything was fine before I came to seek care.”

Mexican dentists are compassionate and understand the 
patient’s circumstances, Martinez said.

“I’m doing public relations for the Somerton school dis­
trict, so I always have to be presentable,” she said, “Dr. 
Camacho understands that I can’t go around without teeth 
fo ra  long time.

“Also, my parents áre suffering from heart disease, so he 
is very careful about what medicine he prescribes to them. 
To me¡ that’s very important.

“ The American media speak badly of Mexican dentists, 
saying that they don’t have an education. In here, they are 
educated”

According to Horacio Ávila St. Clair, president of the 
S onoran  D en tal A ssoc ia tio n , the M exican  D ental 
Association has approximately 50,000 members; about 
1,500 of them work along the Mexican-Arizona border- 
towns.

Refresher courses required
To become a dentist in Mexico, students must complete 

five years of undergraduate work, plus one year of social 
service in government clinics, followed by a proficiency 
examination and a thesis, Ávila St. Clair said. Those who
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want to specialize must do an additional two to three years 
of school work.

The Mexican Dental Association also requires dentists 
to attend at least one course every year in which university 
professors and professionals give lectures about the latest 
advances in dentistry, he said. About 60 dental schools are 
currently scattered throughout Mexico.

Dr. Armando Hernández Mejia, a Los Algodones dentist 
who specializes in endodontics, is one of Camacho’s three 
co-workers.

Hernández Mejia, who is affiliated with the American 
Association of Endodontists, said he attends conferences in 
the United States every year.

“Also, I have attended classes at the U niversity of 
Southern California and the University of San Antonio,” 
Hernández Mejia said. “A dentist’s responsibility is to be 
informed not only about his branch of study, but also about 
other areas. Everything is linked.”

Dr. Robert Teague, a Chandler dentist, said Mexican 
dentists are trying as hard as has he is to do a satisfactory 
job.

“If you like your work, and if you have an interest in 
achieving your results, then you will do a good job as a 
dentist wherever you are,” Teague said. “I think that’s true 
in Mexico, too. If you are in it only to make money, then I 
think that will be a different situation.”

Teague, who has 30 years of experience, said that if 
Americans shop around they will be able to find a dentist 
who will give them quick service.

“A lot of people have not had their dental work done in 
five years, and all o f  a sudden, they have teeth that are 
about to  explode,” Teague said. “T hat kind o f work 
requires more than one appointment.”

Those who are seeking fast dental service should go to 
dentists who are relatively new and do not have full sched­
ules, he said.

Though American dentists are not happy with the surge 
in malpractice lawsuits, they have not lost compassion, 
Teague said.

“We have become more defensive on some things,” he 
said. “But generally speaking, I don’t think we are afraid of 
being sued. I think that patients that go to Mexico go there 
for the price, and not because we have lost compassion.”

Teague said he has seen few patients who had problems 
with Mexican dentists and wanted their dental work redone.

“But I have had patients with poor dentures that had 
their work done by American dentists,” he said, adding that 
M exican  den tis ts  are able to charge less than  th e ir  
American counterparts because “they are in different eco­
nomics.”

D r. M arco A ntonio G uerrero, a dentist working in 
Nogales, Ariz., said competent dentists exist in Mexico as 
in any other country.

“Well, you are asking me this question,”  Guerrero said. 
“And I am a dentist who was educated in Mexico.”

Guerrero, who has worked for 18 years ón the Mexican 
side of Nogales, said he opened his clinic on the American 
side three years ago, “because I thought o f myself as a 
good dentist.”

Another reason Guerrero said he started his clinic on the 
American side was because his children are U.S. citizens 
and he wanted them to pursue higher education here.

“Competent people are everywhere,” he said. “If my 
vocation is dentistry, and I love what I am doing, I will be 
good.” :

Americans are skeptical
Many Americans are skeptical when they go to Mexican 

dental offices for the first time, said Hernández Mejia.
“We are trying to inculcate reliability in them by being 

sincere,”he said. “When something is beyond our scope, we 
tell our patients the truth, and they appreciate our honesty .”

Dr. M arco A. Garcia, a periodontics specialist, also 
works with Camacho. He said most of his patients come 
back for a second service.

Dr. Federico Rivera Luna, an oral surgeon with an office 
in Los Algodones, said because American patients are 
“Well informed people,” they demand good dental service.

“Americans are very fidgety the first timé they come 
here,” Rivera Luna said. “They look around and ask a  lot of 
questions about hygiene and sterilization methods in our 
office. What’s important about this is that the receptionist 
must also be presentable and answer some of the patient’s  
questions.”

Camacho stressed he and his co-workers went to school 
and that the service they provide is competent.

“We have to be updated technology-wise and the materi­
al that we use comes from the U.S.,” Camacho sáid. “I can 
show you the boxes that are sent to me from there. When 
necessary, I send some of my work to Tucson, and they 
give me the results.”

Marriage o f Serbian, Croatian survives even civil war

It was about three years ago that I 
got a  call from a lovely young woman, 
pleading for help in an unusual and 
romantic emergency.

Irena Haramic and Max Popovich, 
both 22, were getting married in three 
days.

The reception was gping to be very 
tag, a Croatian banquet with a Croatian 
band strumming mandolin-like instru­
ments and playing the traditional kolos, 
while everybody joined hands and 
danced.

So there she was. without a Croatian band And you just don’t 
pick up the phone and order are. Could I do something to help, Irena 
asked? In truth, no. If I could play tamburitza music on a bugarija, I 
gladly would, but I can’t  I offered to come to the wedding and sing 
“Mairzy Doats and Dozy Doats and little Lamzy Divey,” but she

declined.
So all I Could do was write a  column describing the sad situation 

and calling lor world peace and understanding so these problems 
would not arise in the future.

And to my surprise, that did the trick. No, we have not achieved 
world peace ¿id understanding. I have my limitations.

But several tamburitza musicians, Serbian and Croatian, volun­
teered to put aband together and play at the wedding.

“ It was wonderful,” Irma recalls. “One guy read the column and 
drove in all the way from Wisconsin. They serenaded us as we 
walked in the door and they played all night long and we danced and 
danced and danced. And they didn’t charge us. And when people 
asked them who was Croatian and who was Serbian, they wouldn’t 
tell. They said it didn’t matter. And nobody was killed.”

That was three years ago. Recently I was filing away some old 
columns and I wondered what had happened to the tall, lovely Irena 
and the taller and handsome Max.

I have to admit that the possibilities intrigued me, especially if she 
turned into a terrible shrew, he became a doofus, and they woo now 
limiting it out in court.

He’d stay calm and he’d calm 
me down Then really, because of the baby, I just stopped paying 
attention to it The first years of marriage are hard enough without a 
war between two people. There’s nothing I could do except in my 
own little world and we’re doing the best we Can I stopped harping 
on it I stopped griping. I realized I had to, because of the baby. If I 
kept it up, that kind of attitude, she'd be tom and I couldn’t have that 
“What I’ve learned is you cannot let outside influences tear you 
apart. Before anything, we’re two people. We’re human beings 
before we’re anything else. As two people, we are very compatible 
and love each other so much. I’m not a mush person and I never 
expected to do this whole love thing. But I could not find a more per­
fect halffor me. And that comes first

“If you’re trying to build a life together, you cannot let other peo­
ple color your ideals, your values. He taught me that My husband 
taught me thaL

Max says: “For someone of my generation to hate someone for a 
crime committed by his grandfather, it’s got to stop. Really, it’s the 
family that teaches hate. A child is bom innocent and it’s our job to 
teach them Anyway, she gets her good looks from her mom, but her 
good nature fiom me.

The ASU women’s tennis team kicks off its fall season 
today at the third annual Arizona State Apani Fall Classic 
at Whiteman Tennis Center.

The tournament, which will host a total o f eight teams 
including tennis powerhouses California and Texas, will help 
ASU to become “match-tough” said Coach Sheila Mclnemey.

The tournament will include teams from all over the coun­

try, such as Purdue, Northwestern, UofA and Pacific. This 
diverse group of teams will benefit ASU said Mclnemey.
' “It’ s good because we so often feel that early in the season 
we wind up playing west coast schools,” Mclnemey said. 
“This gives us the chance to play against other schools.”

For Stephanie Lansdorp, the competition is a mystery.
“I have no clue what to expect at all,” Lansdorp said. “There

The big question that fans of the 14th-ranked ASU volleyball team are 
asking themselves is what ASU team will show up when the Sun Devils 
host California tonight and No. 1-ranked Stanford Saturday night?
