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Police searching for 2nd missing student
Business major last spotted in apparent state of confusion “There’s not much of a sign to let us know if he’s really out

A 23-year-old ASU student who was 
last seen intoxicated and bruised late last 
month is the subject of a nationwide 
Search, according to Tempe Police 
Department spokesmanTom Ryff.

Sean Barr was last seen in the early 
morning hours of Oct. 22 when Douglas 
Bieion: one of his three roommates, saw 
him walking through the Commons 
apartment complex at 1215 E. Lemon St.

Louis King, another roommate, told 
police that Barr was intoxicated when he entered their apartment 
earlier that evening, and it appeared that he had been assaulted or 
in a fight because his face was bruised and cut. Barr did not real­

ize that he was hurt and refused to stay in die apartment He wan­
dered around the complex to various parties until King called the 
police, arid an unknown officer returned Barr to his apartment

At approximately 1:30 a m , Barr left the apartment and was 
last seen walking through the complex.

After Barr did not return to the apartment King and Bielon 
looked around the complex, but they did not find him. They 
noticed that his car (a 1987 Pontiac Bonneville, GSC88H) was 
not in the lot

King reported the disappearance to police on Oct. 25. He told 
police that it was unusual for Barr to stay away since he had daily 
classes at ASU. He said that no clothes or luggage were missing 
from Barr's room and that Barr's wallet was also there, with all 
of his identification except for one ATM card.

King is concerned that Barr may have amnesia since he was 
involved in a fight or assault on the evening of his disappearance.

“The whole filing was really unexpected.... I thought he might be 
suicidal after he was gone for a week without saying anything. 
But he hadn’t seemed depressed,” Kang said. “It just goes to 
show you that you can’t always tell.

We 
thought we‘ knew him. But he was such a poker face. I guess we 
didn't know him.”

King said that he and his roommates are distributing fliers and 
that the police have also placed fliers in casino areas since Barr 
enjoys gambling. One of Barr's credit cards was "maxed out" 
approximately 10 days ago at the Fort McDowell Casino.

A nalysts attribute R epublican  sw eep to  desire for chang e
GOP to control Congress for first time since 1952

The idea fueling the Republican lire that 
blazed across the country Tuesday night was a 
continuation of the same force that helped elect 
President Clinton — the desire for change.

“The people of America have spoken and 
they will see a change that they have not seen in 
-10 years." said Sen.-elect Jon Kyi in his victory 
speech on Tuesday night.

Kyi, along with the rest of the Republican 
Party, took control of the U.S. Senate and the 
House of Representatives, an event that has not 
occurred since 1952. The party also seized nine 
Democratic governorships and protected its ter­
ritory all across the country, leading to a majori­
ty in state houses that hasn’t happened since 
1970.

“People want change.” said Bruce Merrill. 
ASU professor and director of the Cronkite

School of Media Research. “They are tired of 
the gridlock. They just wanted the rascals out.”

Merrill said the Republican victory was so 
dramatic because so many of the incumbents, 
who happened to be Democrats, were replaced 
by voters out of political dissatisfaction.

“This is a very im portant fact for the 
Republicans to remember,” Merrill said. “If 
they don't perform over the next two years, they 
put themselves in the same place the Democrats 
are in now.”

D odie London, chair o f the Arizona 
Republican Party, said a dissatisfaction with

Clinton was one of several factors that led to the 
Republican sweep.

“There was a real dissatisfaction with 
Congress and government as a whole,” she said. 
“The people of America are tired of being over­
ly taxed, overly regulated and having more and 
more government taking over in their lives.

“A lot of responsibility has shifted to the 
Republicans and we have a lot of work to do. 
But I am confident that we are going to do the 
job right.”

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because “he had no reason to be there ”

King said he wants people to know that dis­
appearing is “very uncharacteristic" of Barr and 
he doesn’t want people to get the wrong impres- 
sion of Barr.

“He's a great guy. He’s the last guy you 
would see in a fight,” King said.

Barr, a Korean-American, is 5-foot-9 inches 
tall, 155 to 165 pounds, has black, straight hair 
and has a bare, coin-sized scar at the top of his 
head. He was last seen wearing cut-off jeans, a 
gray and blue striped T-shirt and tennis shoes.

Barr’s mother, Patricia Bare, said that Sean 
left his home of Bricktown, NJ„ this August to 
attend college at ASU, where he is enrolled as a 
business major.

She said Sean disappeared one time before 
in December 1993 after he had gone to Atlantic 
City to gamble. He was gone for four days, and 
police located him at the end of a “long, dark 
road” outside of Atlantic City. He had attempt­
ed suicide by swallowing two bottles of Tylenol

Republican majority will push for are a bal­
anced budget, term limits and making sure rep­
resentatives live under the same laws as citi­
zens.

Melodee Jackson, executive director of the 
Arizona Democratic Party, said the dramatic 
Republican sweep was the result of “an angry, 
cynical electorate who wanted change.

“It is one thing to tear something down, but 
it is quite another to build it back up,” she said 
“We definitely will hold the Republicans 
accountable. I certainly hope for the betterment 
of everyone that this new majority is able to 
work in a non-partisan way with the president 
on goals we all want.”

The desire for change that ousted so many 
incumbents —  mostly Democrats -— was not 
strong enough to keep Gov. Fife Symington 
from being re-elected.

Symington, who was trailing Democrat 
Eddie Basha by 16 percentage points in an Oct.

and was hospitalized for a week after the 
attempt.

Patricia Bare said that she does not know if 
her son’s disappearance is related to the suicide 
attempt last December.

“We’re not sure if it’s connected— if he had 
some kind of crisis that we don’t know about. 
He could be at a casino,” she said.

She said that when he disappeared last 
December he did not exhibit any behavior that 
gave them any cause for alarm.

Patricia Barr said her son’s problems may be 
related in part to his troubled childhood. He was 
abandoned at the age of four when his alcoholic 
father committed suicide and his biological 
mother left the children with the grandparents. 
Patricia Bare and her husband adopted Settn and 
his brother when Sean was seven.

“He’s so good. He’s so intelligent, kind and 
helpful. But then there’s this glitch. It’s very dif­
ficult and painful,” she said,

6 poll, defeated Basha by 86,324 votes in the 
final election with all but 3 precincts reporting.

Although Symington’s victory was partially 
fueled by the Republican sweep, Merrill said it 
was also the result of a strategically good cam­
paign.

“(Symington) came out early with lots of 
body blows when he was behind. In the last two 
weeks he emphasized the good filings he had 
done in office, which is crucial for an incum­
bent,” Merrill said. “Basha lost because he tried 
to stay on the high campaign road. He needed to 
go after problems with what Fife did in office.”

Jackson agreed that Symington’s campaign, 
which she called misleading, is what brought 
about his victory.

“He ran a great deal of ads comparing Basha 
to the negative aspects of Clinton, and there are 
not two people who are more un-alike,” she 
said. “But I guess those 30-second sound bytes 
‘jelled’ with a lot of people.”

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Prop. 187 challenged, judge blocks enforcement
Police brace for promised 
protests from students 
and Hispanic groups

I LOS A N G ELES (A P) — As police

i enforcement of the part of a bitterly fought

I  schools.

* state's public colleges and universities.
'  P o liak  no ted  that the p ro p o sitio n ,
* approved Tuesday by nearly 6 in 10 voters,
* conflicts with a 1982 U.S. Supreme Court 

ruling requiring states to provide a public 
education to all residents.

Attorney General Dan Lungren’s office

opposed Poliak’s restraining order, saying it 
was unnecessary  because  the m easure 
w ould not be en fo rced  im m edia te ly . 
Lungren has said he would fight for the 
measure to the U.S. Supreme Court if nec­
essary.

The ballot measure cuts off education 
and most health care to illegal immigrants 
and requires teachers and doctors to turn 
them in.

With 99 percent of precincts reporting, 
59 percent of voters or 4,588,772 approved 
the measure arid 41 percent or 3,179,548 
opposed it.

A state still recovering from racial riot­
ing three years ago waited edgily for the 
protests promised by students and Hispanic 
groups.

Several weeks o f  large demonstrations 
against the measure preceded the election. 
Today, as all available Los Angeles police 
officers waited on standby, school officials 
pleaded for students to go to class.

“We cannot harm California,“ the Rev. 
Pedro Villarroya, a Roman Catholic priest, 
urged an anti-Prop 187 rally. “We cannot 
harm ourselves,“

Proposition 187 —  viewed by various 
groups as sending a message on racism, 
taxes, the econom y or fa irness — was 
strongly supported by whites and just as 
strongly opposed by H ispanics. Asian- 
Americans and blacks both supported the 
measure, but more narrowly than whites.

“I feel that this initiative is very racist,“ 
said Lucy Castro, 17, a student in the east 
Los Angeles County city of Gardena.

But supporters insisted the measure was 
about fairness and the economy, not race.

“We are talking about illegal aliens,“ 
said Ron Prince, an Orange County busi­
nessman who helped write the measure. 
“They are a category of criminal, not a cate­
gory of ethnic group.“

Despite the defeat, some activists pre-
dietetl'thacthe vote would be a wake-up call

to California’s growing Hispanic popula­
tion, which remains largely disenfranchised.

“Pete W ilson and the p ro -187 forces 
have done us a favor by getting young peo­
ple active and involved in an issue,“ said 
U.S, Rep. Xavier Becerra, a Democrat who 
represents a heavily Hispanic district in Los 
Angeles. “They won’t forget this.“

Hispanics will replace whites, currently 
the largest group of California’s 32 million 
people, as the largest segment of the popu­
lation sometime shortly after the turn of the 
century. Hispanics comprise about 29 per­
cent of the population; 54 percent are white.

M exican President Carlos Salinas de 
Gortari harshly criticized Proposition 187. 
“The voices of intolerance have returned,“ 
Salinas said late Tuesday after the vote.

Mexican officials and newspapers have 
portrayed the ballot issue as a racist slap at 
Mexican workers who have worked at low-

SPOKANE, Wash. (AP) — Tom Foley, the most 
powerful member of the House and second in line to 
become president, conceded defeat today in his bid 
for re-eleçtion, becoming the first House speaker to 
be ousted since the Civil War.

With 99 percent of the vote counted, the 30-year 
member of Congress trailed George Nethercutt, a 
GOP lawyer and political newcomer, by just 2,174 
votes, or 50.6 percent to 49.4 percent.

All that rem ained uncounted were more than 
14,000 absentee ballots. Of the 7.000 absentee ballots 
already tallied, Nethercutt received more than 55 per­
cent.

-It appears to me when the votes are counted, we 
may fall a few votes short, so there will be a some­
what prolonged counting of the absentee ballots. But 
if the final result is at it appears to be now, the 5th 
Congressional District of Washington will have elect­
ed a new representative," Foley said.

"Let me now congratulate George Nethercutt arid 
to promise him the full support o f  my office in the 
coming two months of transition.”

Foley said he had run the best race of his career.
Even if Foley remains in office, the Republicans 

will control the House and the speaker’s job  is certain 
go to Newt Gingrich of Georgia, ■
. E arlier this m orning, N ethercu tt said he was 

delighted that he was the apparent winner apd said of 
Foley: "H e fought a tough, tough fight.’’

The race became a key test o f the GOP's national 
strategy of tapping voter unhappiness with the status 
quo in Congress. .•

In his 15 terms in office, Foley used to coast to 
victory. This year, facing a candidate who has never 
held public office, he found himsélf fighting an image 
as the ultimate career politician, arrogant and aloof 
from voters.

W hat Foley ca lled  serv ice  to  h is d is tric t,; 
Nethercutt called pork-barrel politics. When Foley 
boasted of his experience, Nethercutt, a former coun­
ty GOP chairman, portrayed him as a fossil.

Many voters skid they couldn’t  forgive Foley for 
his stand against term limits, enacted by Washington 
state ’ S voters in 1992. Foley joined a court challenge 
against the law.

“ I t  is  c le a r  th ere  is a sense on the part o f  
Americans across the country that they are dissatis­
fied with the pace Of change,”  Foley had grimly told 
supporters on election night.

A ju b ilan t N ethercu tt, m eanw hile, declared : 
“ What we’re seeing across the country is grass-roots 
politics at its best. It’s a voice of the people to change 
the system that exists in Washington.”

The last time a House speaker was denied re-elec­
tion was in 1860, when New Jersey voters turned out 
William Pennington, a Republican, But Pennington 
was a  freshman, chosen to lead the House as a com­
promise candidate.

Forces opposed to Foley’s stand against term lim­
its spent an estimated $300,000 in the district. And 
the National Rifle Association targeted Foley for his 
support of a ban on certain assault weapons.

GO P Congress plots course
WASHINGTON (AP) — In charge arid eager to begin, 

leaders of the new Republican majorities in the House arid 
Senate sketched a conservative agenda Wednesday includ­
ing a balanced budget amendment arid term limits for law­
makers.

A tax cut, welfare reform, crime legislation and health 
reform also are likely to be addressed in the 104th Congress 

the first under GOP control since the Eisenhower era. 
Senate Republican leader Bob Dole and Rep. Newt 

Gingrich, House speaker-in-waiting, pledged cooperation 
with President Clinton wherever possible. “Maybe we can 
do some business,” Dole fold the president in a phone con­
versation witnessed by reporters.

Beyond that, Gingrich said in an interview that he and 
the president talked by telephone about being able to “dis­
agree with reasonableness where we disagree.”

For now, Republicans exulted in midterm elections that 
changed the face of government, leaving them with control 
of the House fo r the first time in 40 years, arid producing a 
53-47 edge in the Senate. That included Sen. Richard 
Shelby of Alabama, a Democrat, who switched to the GOP 
as Republican aides cheered profusely at a Capitol Hill 
news conference:.

Gingrich said Republicans would move ahead —  as 
promised —  on its campaign “Contract with America” in 
the first, 100 days of the 104th Congress, which convenes in 
January,

In the House, the first-day agenda will include legisla­
tion to place Congress under the same federal laws that

apply to the rest of the country, deeply cut .congressional 
staffing levels, reducé the number of committees and sub­
committees and implement term limits for committee chair­
men.

Over the next 99 days, Gingrich and Republicans have 
pledged to bring several major bills to the floor for a vote. 
These include two constitutional amendments, one to bal­
ance the budget and one to impose term limits on lawmak­
ers. Other proposals include a S500-per-child tax credit, 
with accompanying spending cuts to keep the deficit from 
rising, welfare reform, a crime bill, a capital gains tax Cut, 
protecting the Pentagon’ s budget and other measures,

“We had a vote on it,” Gingrich said of the campaign 
manifesto for GOP candidates everywhere. “The country 
voted for us. We now have an absolute total obligation to 
begin the first session with the contract, to enact the 
reforms in the contract.“

Gingrich and White House officials talked of bipartisan­
ship, and he suggested a concerted effort to work on areas 
of agreement early in the year “so we can prove a willing­
ness on occasion to work together.”

At the White House, chief of staff Leon Panetta said he 
believed bipartisan consensus could be found on matters 
like welfare reform, health care reform, the line-item veto 
and tougher enforcement of .criminal penalties.

In contrast to the House, Senate GOP candidates ran on 
a less specific platform and Dole offered fewer details 
about the chamber’s legislative program.

Now die only question is, what ate they going 
to do with it? The GOP is, in a sense, in del» —  
and the payback is going to be a killer.
„ Victory through voting is decided, ultimately, 

by the voters. Americans have handed the GOP 
what essentially can be summarized as a mandate 
from die people.

Angry with America’s relative decline; angry 
at a Democratic Congress popularly considered 
to have teen ineffective and self-centered; angry 
over a government grown too large; angry with a 
world that simply isn’t as rosy as fast reminisces 
o f the 1950s or 80s, Americans turned out and 
voted Republicans in.

But restoring American greatness™- and with 
the “Contract With America,“ this seems a key 
po licy  o f  the new  G O P —  to its  h is to ric , 
“healthy” levels isn’t going to be easy.

Issues o f im perial overstretch, econom ic 
decay, sociological plurality and breakdown of 
governmental reform aren’t won just by obtain­
ing majorities. They’re difficult, complicated 
issues, which require sacrifice and payments 
which many freshman senators and representa­
tives may not be willing to agree to.

And they’ll require cooperation, as well —  
cooperation with the Democrats, who remain a  
strong m inority party. Filibustering is an art 
learned early on both sites o f the bipartisan lines; 
and, though President Clinic») may be a political 
scapegoat, he is still die chief goat

Worst o f all, the mandate o f the people can 
shift. If  the GOP fails to successfully embrace 
change, the discredited Democrats may rise 
again; or one o f the m ultiple “ th ird  p arty ” 
wannabes like the Libertarians may rise up, pre­
senting themselves as the due heir to American 
political ideals.

Victory cmt be a fleeting thing, after all. As 
Petty Shelly noted:

‘“My name is Ozymandias, King of Kings; 
Look on my works, ye Mighty, and despair!’ 
Nothing beside remains. Round the decay 
Of that colossal wreck, boundless and bare 
The lone and level sands stretch far away.”

The GOP faces a difficult two years —  seek­
ing the redemption of conservative politics with­
out alienating a fickle electorate.

We’re seeing a change in government, which 
prom ises g rea t th ings: reform , rebu ild ing , 
regrowth, return to greatness.

But don’t celebrate until those promises are 
fulfilled. Because today, things are the same as 
they were last week. Change takes time, dedica­
tion and effort

Not just rhetoric.

If history is written by the victors,
1992 will be a banner year. ■;

With the election Of Bill Clinton, 
the Democrats regained thè White 
House --- and in the following two 
years, have, lost little tirile in securing 
their place both in the sun and in the 
textbook

For in the classroom s of 
America, the unholy legions of the 
politically correct are marshaling for 
an offense on that queen of thè sci­
ences: history.

Granted, biasing history for polit­
ical reasons is as old as Virgil and as 
classical as Shakespeare. But the latest liberal onslaught is per­
haps a little too much.

I refer specifically to the most extreme symptoms of this 
malady: the moralistic tone of the Smithsonian, the insistence 
on politically correct texts and lectures in the classroom and 
new National Standards for U.S. History that reduce traditional 
voices to a cipher.

We’re rapidly reverting to a counter-reformation code that 
condemns diversity in history —  any diversity — which does 
not fall along precise party lines. And even such academic 
organizations as the American Historical Association seem 
content with — nay. demand —; the direction the government 
is taking.

The goal here is to “tell people immediately what we are 
about and how we’d like them to change,” to quote the director 
of the Natural Science Museum. Tolerance be damned! The 
banners of the truth must be unfurled, and the PC divine Logos 
broadcast to the so-tedious masses.

There’s a valid core to such complaints; traditional U.S. his­
tory (or even world history) courses shamefully lack adequate 
exploration and discussion of non-European (a.k.a., white) cul­
tures, peoples and individuals. There’s no question that there’s 
room for change — or even that some change should be under­
taken.

But the brave new scholars of the national Standards for 
History commission seems willing to allow revisionists not 
only to throw the baby out with the bath water —  they’re hold­
ing it under for five minutes, first.

In a quest to show a more balanced cuniculpm, the response 
has been to overwhelmingly cut traditional history, emphasize 
its negative aspects ™  the exploitation of Native Americans

and African Americans, the Robber Barons of the Gilded Age, 
American imperialism, the McCarthy witch trials — while 
simultaneously presenting “new” interests.

The first-problem being, of course, the fact that students 
need to know some of that information. The Constitution is 
(yes) a document designed by and created for white property- 
holding males, the eighteenth century equivalent of terrorists. 
Sure. But this document still has an important impact on 
Americans’ lives —  and a correspondingly important place in 
history.

On the other hand, the new history isn’t any more accurate 
than the old. Revering the Aztecs for their “architecture, skills, 
labor systems and agriculture” is all well and good, but it 
ignores the fact that their culture was based on a system of 
imperial expansion and on maintaining a steady diet o’ hearts to 
Huitzilopochti. Aztec culture wasn't any better —* nor any 
worse — than the culture we live in today. Nor does it address 
the history, culture or heritage of, say, the M ixtecs or 
liaxcalans

Nor, on a similar note, does the Smithsonian’s display on 
World War 1 aerial combat succeed in painting an accurate por­
trait of what that period of history really like it.

War is bad, visitors are informed: and just as bad is Red 
Baron pizza, trading off on the death and violence of conflict.

To some degree, I agree that commercialization of conflict is 
a bad thing — but it seems questionable whether or not it is a 
good thing to let loose the shocktroopers of conformity on an 
academic ’discipline. It seems questionable, in fact, whether or 
not the “national museum” of the United States — one paid for 
with tax dollars — should be representing a narrow political 
vision.

There’s a need for these new interests in history — but it has 
to be stressed that their inclusion shouldn’t come with the 
exclusion of others. And it should also be recognized that there 
are European minorities, too, that deserve recognition — the 
peoples of the Balkans Pruthenians and Lithuanians; Gypsies; 
European Muslims. All have been neglected in history, but — 
since they don’t have a significant voting bloc — the govern­

ment doesn’t seem to be casting thought their way.
There is a need for reform and fairness in the treatment of 

history.
Unfortunately, what we’re seeing isn’t it.

The NBA has the fortunate timing of being the only pro­
fessional sport not experiencing a work stoppage. (The 
NFL is not a sport, rather mob violence punctuated by com­
mittee meetings.) For all intents and purposes, basketball is 
in its financial heyday.

The Jerrys — Colangelo. Buss and Reinsdorf — should 
count their blessings now, because on the horizon awaits 
rough seas. If the NBA was listed on the stock market, 
Merrill Lynch would be flashing one signal : SELL !

Basketball is a market. As with every market, occasion­
ally they fall into disequilibrium, experiencing excesses or 
shortages. Disequilibrium is always temporary, but correc­
tions are painful.

One sign of a market entering a period of disequilibrium 
is the financial speculation of mediocre assets. In the ’80s 
oil companies bought wellheads profitable only at $30 a 
barrel when oil was only $20. The real estate glut during 
the sam e decade is another exam ple. The oil m arket 
crashed in 1986 and real estate painfully returned to equi­
librium in 1990.

Just as the tide, goes out only to come in, prices rise only 
to fall and vice versa. The only question is how long each 
wave of-the cycle will last. The NBA is currently cruising 
on the curve of increasing returns. This is in contrast to the

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ASU telephone system getting upgrade this weekend
Small disturbances expected; $3M project allows for more lines; includes ASU East, West

ASU students both at the main and west campuses will 
experience telephone service disturbances during the 
Veterans Day weekend as campus phones will undergo a 
majdr sy stem upgrading process.

ASU's Telecommunication Services will be working on a 
nearly S3 million project to upgrade the PBX. or Private 
Branch Exchange, a computer switch that controls ASU's 
13.000 phone lines. The main work will start 6 a.m. Friday 
and. should be completed by 8 a.m. Monday, said Darei 
Eschbach, executi ve director of Telecommunication Services.

: Most people will not notice any difference on their 
phones after, the project is fini shed because the work will

consist of a software and hardware change on the phone 
system. Eschbach said. However, the Upgrade will be nec­
essary if ASU wants to connect more phone lines on cam­
pus. he said.

“Also, this project is important as we are adding ASU 
East,” Eschbach said.

A switch is like a specialized computer, Eschbach said. 
It is an electronic version of old switchboard operators.

According to Eschbach. ASU had 7.500 phone lines in 
1986. compared with 13.0(H) now.

“We are expecting 20,000 more students in the next 15 
years or so, and as student body grows, staff will increase 
too and we will need more lines,” Eschbach said. He also 
said that the upgrade will allow ASU to remain current

with the support it receives from AT&T.
Jalice W iest, administrative associate in Residential 

Life, said students who live on campus should not experi­
ence a major phone service disruption, adding that not all 
the phones will be out of service at once.

“We put out fliers for residents telling then about what 
will be happening over the weekend," Wiest said. “Each 
phone will be interrupted for two hours."

Residential Life has 2,5(H) phone lines for students,
Eschbach said students living in dorms are the ones who 

will see the least inconvenience on campus because their 
phones are simple.

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‘Voter rebellion’ brings in  new laws around country
T h e  A s s o c ia t e d  P r e s s

Americans were angry and they were seared. 
They were defiant and suspicious and frustrated, 
and they took it ail into the voting booths.

In 37 states and the District of Columbia, as 
well as in scores of local jurisd ictions, they 
voiced their worries in a dizzying array of ballot 
measures that made or staved off new laws.

Some results may bring enormous change.
Illegal immigrants felt doors slam shut all 

across California on Tuesday, with passage of 
the sweeping Proposition 187.

Oregon may have to wait until Friday to learn 
if voters passed the “Death With Dignity" pro­
posal. which would free doctors to prescribe 
lethal medicine to dying patients.

E lsew here, voters rejected handgun bans, 
casino developers, campaign spending caps, a 
state-run health care plan and opportunities to 
control their taxes through the popular vote.

“The referendum process was part of the voter 
rebellion that we saw at the polls," Larry J. 
Sabato. a scholar of campaigns and elections and 
professor of government at the University of 
Virginia, said Wednesday.

Sabato noted a libertarian streak too.
“The defeat of the two anti-gay initiatives (in 

Idaho and Oregon). That says to me that the con­
servative wave now sweeping the country also 
has a libertarian edge to it,” he said.

Sometimes it was enough to say no.

“We need to clean up our own house.” he told 
CNN in  an interview^ in part to establish credi­
bility with the voters.

■ “W e've got to have votes on term  lim its, 
ethics in Congress, a new lobbying bill, a whole 
host of things that deal specifically with us — 
members of Congress.” He said other items such 
as welfare and health reform would wait until 
congressional reform matters are addressed.

At a news conference a few hours later, he

Colorado voters said no to campaign reform, 
rejecting limits on campaign contributions. So 
did people in Massachusetts, rejected a novel ban 
on corporate contributions to public referen­
dums.

Oklahoma voters said no to a penny entertain­
ment tax that was to support b reast cancer 
research. In Colorado, they rejected a 50-cent 
hike in the cigarette tax that would have helped 
pay for health care for the poor and anti-smoking 
programs. Arizona barely passed a similar mea­
sure. w hich w ill add 40 cents to a pack of 
smokes.

Given the chance to hold all new taxes up to 
voter approval, Oregon. Missouri and Montana 
backed away. Voters in Massachusetts, with an 
opportunity to lower taxes for most residents, 
rejected a graduated tax rate and held onto a flat 
rate that's the same for everyone,

Not surprisingly, the country's grouchiness 
extended to crime measures.

Georgia enacted the nation's sternest sentenc­
ing law. a “two-strikes” measure promising life 
without parole to anyone who commits a second 
violent felony.

, California cemented its “three strikes, you’re 
out” law, passed first by the legislature and now 
by voters. It requires prison terms of 25 years-to- 
life for three-time offenders.

Oregon stiffened mandatory sentences for 
violent crimes, and Vermont made it easier for

ticked off several measures as top priorities: a 
balanced budget amendment, welfare reform, 
term limits, and ethics reform.

On tax cuts. Dole said he hadn’t yet talked 
with other Republican senators about reducing 
the levy on capital gains — profits of property or 
stocks sold.

Asked about a broader tax cut for families 
with children, he said. “I think we have to follow 
through" on the platform that Senate candidates

judges to deny bail to people accused o f violent 
crimes. Ohio, which has 134 men on death row 
but has not executed anyone in 31 years, chose to 
speed up the execution process by removing the 
appeals court phase. Appeals will now go direct­
ly to the state Supreme Court.

Congressional and other term limits approved 
in A laska, Idaho, M aine, M assachusetts , 
Nebraska and Nevada brought to 21 the number 
of states that have reined in their politicians. 
Colorado tightened existing term limits, but Utah 
decided not to reduce its terms any further.

Floridians recoiled from the vision of 47 casi­
nos around the state. Casino measures also failed 
in Rhode Island, Massachusetts and Colorado 
and on the Navajo Reservation. Colorado said no 
to slot machines at airports; Missouri said yes to 
slots on riverboats.

The status quo was fine with some voters.
Seat belt laws withstood challenges in the 

Dakotas and M assachusetts. Wyoming voters 
rejected a broad abortion ban. California will ban 
workplace smoking on Jan. 1, as planned, after 
voters turned down a tobacco industry-backed 
proposal to weaken that law.

But in this fear-ridden election, even dento- 
phobes — that’s people who fear the dentist — 
won a measure o f change. Thanks to voters, 
they’ll be able to buy their false teeth directly 
from denture manufacturers and skip the fitting 
in the dentist chair.

embraced. Before specifics are worked out, he 
said, lawmakers will need to decide how much it 
would cost, who will pay for it and “see if it’s 
good policy.”

Republicans were cheered by Shelby’s switch, 
in part because he padded a narrow GOP majori­
ty in the Senate, and in part out of hope it would 
ease the way for conservative Dem ocrats to 
make the same move in the House. “We’re look­
ing,” Gingrich said.

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U .S ., Canada po lice  searching  
after abortion  doctor shot

VANCOUVER, British Columbia (AP) 
—? Police in two countries tried Wednesday 
to find the person whose bullets critically 
wounded a doctor and brought the increas­
ingly violent fight over abortion into nor­
mally peaceful Canada.

While two U S. doctors have been killed 
and another w ounded by anti-abortion  
activists over the last two years, shootings 
o f any kind have rem ained a rarity  in 
Canada, where guns are tightly controlled.
: T hat made T u esd ay 's  a ttack  on Dr. 

Carson Romalis as he sat eating breakfast 
in his home all the more frightening.

"I'm  shocked, absolutely shocked that 
somebody would be shot,“ said Dr. Mark 
Schonfeld . p resid en t o f  the B ritish  
Columbia Medical Association. “It's just so 
foreign to our way of life and o u r think­
ing.";'!-'.'

Romalis performs abortions, a procedure 
that in Canada is readily available at most 
government-financed hospitals arid clinics.

Canadian and U.S. authorities, including 
thè FBI. were trying to find the person who 
opened fire with an AK-47 assault rifle

from just, outside Romalis' house. The doc­
tor nearly bled to death from a bullet wound 
that severed an artery but was reported in 
stable condition Wednesday.

Meanwhile, police patrols were stepped 
up in the ne ighborhoods o f all o f 
V ancouver's abortion clinic employees, 
said Constable Anne Drennan. a police 
spokeswoman.

Canadian authorities were also talking to 
police agencies in several U.S. states, 
including Florida, where two abortion-relat­
ed murders have occurred in the last two 
years.

said Drennan.

Romalis, 57, was struck in the upper left 
leg by one of three bullets that smashed into 
his house, i t  shattered his thigh bone and 
severed his femoral artery.

He was making a solid recovery but was 
expected to remain hospitalized for some 
time, said Vancouver Hospital spokeswom­
an Linda Bartz.

“He's doing fine," Bartz said. “All vital 
signs are fine.“

opener, UCLA struggled in a 17-10 defeat 
o f SMU and was then m anhandled by 
Nebraska.

The Bruins then lost another five games 
before defeating Stanford 31-30.

The reasons for the downfall, according 
to Donahue, are twofold.

“What happened to us on offense was we 
lost our best player, (J.J.) Stokes; for six 
weeks,” Donahue said. “And we had to 
rebuild our offensive line from last year.

“The combination of those two factors 
on offense really affected us.”

D esp ite  D onahue’s w orries fo r the 
o ffen se , UCLA still has a 1 ,015-yard  
receiver in Kevin Jordan; a 940-yard rusher, 
Shannon Shah: and a 1.903-yard passer, 
Wayne Cook.

ASU ’ s offense counters with a pair of 
receivers, Clyde McCoy and Keith Poole, 
who have combined for 1,022 yards; a rush­
er in Chris Hopkins, who has gained 551 
yards: and a sophomore quarterback Jake 
Plummer, who has passed for 1,819 yards, 
12 touchdowns and only eight interceptions.

Plummer and Cook are neck and neck 
for third place in the Pac-10 for total offen­
sive yardage from scrimmage. Plummer is 
averaging 196.2 yards per game, w hile 
Cook is averaging 194.7.

In fact, both players are within reach of 
overtaking USC’s Rob Johnson for second. 
Stanford’s Steve Stenstrom is comfortably 
in first place with over 300 yards per game 
in total offense.

J.J. Stokes, who has appeared in three 
games this season, returned to form two 
weeks ago against Stanford. He caught five 
passes for 94 yards.

Donahue and Snyder agree that Cook’s 
con fidence  is no ticeab ly  h ig h er when 
Stokes is in the game.

“I think he looked good against Stanford 
(Stokes first real contribution since his 
injury),” Snyder said. “That’s the one where 
he threw with much more confidence.”

“ I do think his (Stokes) absence has 
greatly affected Wayne Cook,” Donahue 
said.

The 14th-ranked ASU volleyball team  has fought 
through 22 games since Sept. 2. Now, its postseason hopes 
depend on the team ’s final four matches. Two of those 
matches are this weekend when the Sun Devils travel west 
to battle California and No. 2-ranked Stanford.

ASU (14-8 overall, 8-6 Pac-10) needs to win three of its 
last four matches to assure the team of a NCAA tournament 
berth. Three o f those m atches are against California, 
Oregon and Oregon State, all of whom are unranked teams. 
The Sun Devils consider those must-win matches, while the 
game against Stanford isn’t quite as crucial.

“Our match against Cal is more important than our 
match against Stanford,” ASU Coach Patti Snyder said.

“Stanford isn 't a must-win, but Cal is. If we lose to Cal or 
either one of the Oregon schools, that is considered a sig­
nificant loss because they are unranked.’"

“We have to win three more matches,” senior Tiffanie 
Johnson-Gates said. “If we lose any match other than 
Stanford, then that will really hurt us.”

Stanford (21-1, 13-1), compared to its standards, is com­
ing off a sub-par weekend. The Cardinal had to play five 
games to defeat USC and then lost in five games to UCLA. 
Snyder feels Stanford’s confidence was shaken a little bit 
and that gives her team a great opportunity for an upset.

“I feel that their biggest weakness is their opponents’ 
serving attack, so we need to have a nice, tough serving 
plan,” Snyder said. “We need to serve long and serve short, 
really mix it up.”

“We have to play our best,” Johnson-Gates said. “The 
first time we faced them, we never really got into the game. 
If we can play together and play well, I feel we can win.” 

Stanford is led by freshman Kristin Folkl. Folkl leads

her team and the Pac-10 in kills per game (4.69) and hitting 
percentage (.367). In ASU’s first match against Stanford, 
the Sun Devils limited Folkl to a .091 hitting percentage 
and just 10 kills in three games.

“You have to be impressed with her (Folkl),” Snyder 
said. “She’s one of the top players in college and she’s only 
a freshman. That’s very impressive.”

Cal (5-19,2-12) is ninth in the Pac-10 and was swept by ASU 
when the two teams faced each other last month. However, the 
Sun Devils don’t want to take any team for granted.

“Every team in the Pac-10 is a threat,” Johnson-Gates 
said. “You never know who is going to come out and have 
a good night.”

“We don’t want to have a let-up in our emotional inten­
sity, because as soon as we do that, the other team will get 
momentum,” Snyder said.

ASU will wrap up its regular season next week at the 
University Activity Center when the Sun Devils host 
Oregon St. and Oregon.
