
Tenants advised to watch 
for Super Bowl rent hikes

While landlords try to cook up hot Super Bowl 
deals, residents may be left out in the cold on Jan. 28.

The Arizona Multihousing Association has passed 
a resolution advising landlords to avoid price-goug­
ing during the Super Bowl, but it is non-binding. The 
association advises tenants to check their lease to 
ensure there are no Super-Bowl-size loopholes in it.

“There's probably someone Out there who is 
going to try to take advantage of die situation,’’ said 
Wayné Kaplan, association spokesman. “In this late 
stage of the game your options as a tenant are get­
ting smaller, and if you want to stay, you may have 
to pay more than you want to."

The resolution states in part that “the Arizona 
M ultihousing Association condemns in the 
strongest possible language any attempt by any 
landlord to unilaterally alter a valid lease agreement 
in order to remove a tenant, so the unit can be re­
rented to Super Bowl XXX visitors.”

The resolution also urges landlords to avoid 
price-gouging when renting vacant properties.

The Arizona Multihousing Association repre­
sents about 50 percent of Arizona’s rental units. 
Unfortunately, the resolution carries no force, even 
among association members.

Ken Volk, Arizona Tenants Association presi­
dent, said tenants’ leases are their only binding con­
tract and neither they nor die landlord can break it.

“During the time duration of the lease, if the 
lease says (tenants) have a right to be there, then 
théy do,” he said. “Fot the duration of a lease, the 
terms must be upheld by both parties, and that 
includes the price of rent.”

Volk added if the lease had expired, or if the 
tenant was paying month to month, then they had 
no protection. .

The resolution was inspired by an Atlanta land­
lord who raised rent 600 percent to free up apart­
ments for Olympic visitors. A $475 a month apart­

ment jumped to $3,000 per month. After being con­
demned by tenants, the Atlanta media, the City 
Council and the Olympic governing board, the 
landlord backed down.

Kaplan said he was hoping to avoid similar neg­
ative publicity in the Valley.

“When the thing broke out in Atlanta, we wanted 
to advise our landlords what the rules were,” he said. 
“We want to avoid Phoenix getting a bad reputation.”

“If any landlord does something bad, it puts a 
taint on the whole industry,” he added.

Brent DeRaad, Super Bowl XXX host committee 
spokesman, said the committee is working closely 
with the local hotel and tourism industry, but has not 
looked at price-gouging among apartments.

“Our primary audience would be the hotels,” 
DeRaad said. “We’re trying to get every hotel full 
before we look at apartments.”

Kaplan said while a lease gives some protection 
to a  tenant, it usually has a clause that restricts sub­
leasing, so students planning to rent out their apart­
ment could be violating their lease.

“If the lease does not say anything about sublet­
ting, the general advice I would give is to Check 
with your landlord,” Kaplan said. “ Sometimes the 
apartment community might have a policy about 
use of guests.”

Kaplan advised tenants Who feel they’ve been 
wronged to call the Landlord-Tenant Help Line.

Volk said copies of the Landlord-Tei^ant Act are 
available at the Memorial Union. With a copy, ten­
ants would be educated, bu t they still Have few 
rights, he added.

“Arizona has the worst Landlord-Tehant Act in 
the United States,” he said. ‘Tenants are basically 
low-lifes. ‘# - 1 1 , '

“They are at the bottom of the totem pole.”

Tempe police hope survey will help

Have you ever been a victim of a crime? Do you feel 
safe in Tempe?

Tempe police want to know.
The Tempe Police Department is conducting a survey to 

find out what local residents think of police services and 
what citizens think can be improved.

The survey, now in its third year, aims at determining 
what Tempeans want police to do to fully meet die needs of 
the community.

“We want to find out from citizens that live and work 
here what the most important things are (regarding the 
police department)... the pros and die cons,” said Sgt. Toby 
Dyas, spokesman for the Tempe Police Department.

The survey began Monday and runs until Oct. 27. Police 
are using ASU justice studies students to randomly call 
1,000 residents to get the responses.

Residents will be questioned about four areas —- victim­
ization, quality of life, fear of crime and police services.

Police want to find out why people do or do not call 
police after a crime and compare actual crime statistics to 
the numbers of reported crimes, said Noah Fritz, the infor­
mation management bureau supervisor for Tempe police.

“It’s a check for us to see if crimes are reported,” he 
said. “It’s simply a better indication of the true amount of 
crime out there.”

Police officials want to know if residents know their 
neighbors and how they feel about their quality of life. •

“The more they don’t know their neighbors,... the likeli-

improve services
er a criminal element can exist,” Fritz said.

Police are also concerned about residents’ fear of crime. 
Fritz said the media sometimes exaggerates the amount of 
crime occurring, causing residents to be more fearful than 
they should be.

“Sometimes you need to attack that perception,” he said.
The police service portion of the survey deals with citi­

zens’ responses concerning the help they receive and if they 
feel they were treated fairly.

Cast year’s survey generated mostly favorable com­
ments about the department and residents’ concerns 
about their safety:

• Three out of every four citizens felt that police patrols 
met or exceeded their expectations.

Student Health to offer ASU women breast self-examination classes

It only takes two words to strike fear into 
a woman’s heart — breast cancer.

However, most women fail to do breast 
self-examinations, their most effective tool 
to prevent the disease.

O ctober is National Breast Cancer 
Awareness month, and in an effort to make 
women more aware of the deadly disease, 
there will be classes Friday teaching the

best methods fo r self-exam ination. 
Students, faculty and staff are welcome.

“ I really, really want to encourage stu­
dents to come to the class because breast can­
cer is affecting younger and younger women 
in their 20s now,” said Kathryn Coe, co-chair 
of die Arizona Women’s Cancer Network.

S he sa id  young  w om en  o n ly  h av e  one 
o p tio n  w h en  it  co m es to  d e tec tin g  b reas t 
cancer —— self-exam ination.

“The mammogram (a method of detect­

ing breast tumors) typically doesn’t work in 
younger women because they have very 
dense breast tissue,” she said,

But Coe says breast self-examination is 
not as simple, as reading a brochure.

“Women need to know What to feel for, 
how to move the hands, how hard to press and 
which areas of the breast to concentrate on,” 
she said. “We’ve found that a lot of women 
aren’t doing it right They aren’t pressing hard 
enough, or covering all sections of the breast

It’s a lot of complex knowledge.” \
Participants in the breast self-examina­

tion classes will practice proper techniques 
on clinical breast models and learn what the 
various types of lumps, cysts or tumors feel 
like. Participants will not practice on their 
own bodies.

“Party detection of breast cancer makes 
a huge difference in whether or not the 
woman has a minor procedure that cures the

• Sixty-one percent of citizens said they 
felt they had a low chance of becoming a 
victim of a violent crime in Tempe.

• Ninety-four percent of residents said 
they felt safe in their neighborhoods.

• Eighty-six percent of citizens said they 
didn’t see gangs, drugs or graffiti as prob­
lems for Tempe.

In addition, 14 percent of residents said 
they were victinfc of a crime in 1994, down 
from 19 percent in 1993. The top four 
crimes were theft (40 percent), vandalism 
(16.4 percent), burglary (15.9 percent) and 
vehicle theft (6.7 percent). These non-vio­
lent crimes account for 79 percent of all 
crimes reported by the citizens surveyed.

C reditors eye governor’s
$19,000 m onthly legal fees

PHOENIX (AP) — Gov. Fife 
Symington’s creditors want to know 
how he has been paying thousands 
of dollars a month to lawyers and 
accountants on an income of about 
$105,000 a year.

Symington’s personal bankruptcy 
filing lists expenses that include “pro­
fessional fees” averaging $19,000 a 
month for the previous year.

“We are obviously curious how a 
debtor with a $61,000 net worth is 
able to generate $19,000 a month to 
pay lawyers and accountants,” said 
Michael Manning, an attorney repre­
senting some of those creditors. “We 
expect the governor has an explana­
tion that makes sense ”

The Arizona Republic reported 
the figure and creditors’ Concerns 
today, noting Symington listed his 
revenue as his salary of $75,000 a 
year and interest income from family 
trusts that is under $30,000 a year.

“The ability to pay $19,000 a 
month suggests a source of income 
that is not evident from  the 
bankruptcy filing,” Manning told the 
Republic oh Tuesday. - '

Panel looks at pay raises 
for state’s legislators

PHOENIX (AP) — State legisla­
tors, who haven’t  had a pay raise in 
15 years, should get a $10,200 raise 
next year, a state commission was 
told Wednesday.

Charlie Stevens, who has lobbied 
consistently for legislative pay increas­
es over dm last decade, said Arizona 
ranks 25th out of 41 states that pay 
their lawmakers annual salaries. The 
nine other states pay their legislators 
on a daily basis, he said.

Stevens made his plea before a 
five-member panel that is charged 
with recommending salary increases 
for elected state officers. All the rec­
ommendations are forwarded to the 
governor and the Legislature except 
the one for legislators, which must 
go to the voters.

Lawmakers are paid an annual 
salary of $15,000, which cannot be 
increased without voter approval. 
The last time that happened was in 
1980. Legislators can increase their 
per diem  allowances, however, 
which currently are $35 a day for 
legislators who live in Maricopa 
County and $60 a day for those who 
live in other counties.

Grant allows expansion 
o f  women’s health care

PHOENIX (AP) — Arizona has 
received an $815,000 grant that will be 
used to intensify breast and cervical 
cancer screenings and expand die pro­
gram to cover other illnesses as well, 
state health officials said Wednesday.

Anne Urban, head o f the state 
D epartm ent of Health Service’s 
chronic disease prevention division, 
said breast cancer wiU be diagnosed 
in 2,400 women in Arizona this year 
and that 600 will die from the disease.

Hie $815,000 federal grant will 
fund an intensified screening pro­
gram, not only for breast and cervi­
cal cancer, but for heart disease, 
stroke, hypertension and diabetes, 
Urban said. She said the program — 
called the Well Woman Health 
Check — will target uninsured, low- 
income women 40 and older.

President Clinton’s top defense and for-, 
eign policy officials argued that the pro­
posed 20,000-member peacekeeping mis­
sion is essential to prevent the 3 1/2-year- 
old war from spreading.

like this is whether or not I could go to a

Gastro gets U.S. visa

bid to starve
the Cuban CASTRO
economy by-
denying it hard currency. They 
received another setback when the 
administration authorized a visa to 
President Fidel Castro to travel to 
the United Nations.

After a Saturday arrival in New 
York, Castro is expected to speak 
Sunday at the United Nations’ 50th 
birthday celebration. Visas for for­
eign heads of government to travel 
to U N. headquarters are routine 
although the State Department, not 
wishing to seem overeager, 
announced its approval nine days 
after the request was filed.

The announcement Came shortly 
after Sen. Jesse Helms, R-N.G., 
dropped a provision from Cuba 
sanctions legislation that was aimed 
at drying up foreign investment on 
the island. Following the deletion, a 
watered-down Cuba sanctions bill 
remained, and final approval was 
expected Thursday.

Cuba has been actively courting 
investment from Spain and other

countries to reverse the nation’s 
econom ic decline, and Helms 
argued that Castro’s days would 
be numbered if his bill forced 
would-be investors to take their 
money elsewhere.

Many lawmakers who had sup­
ported the provision also had been 
insisting that the administration 
deny C astro’s visa request on 
grounds that Cuba has the hemi­
sphere’s worst human rights record. 
Senate Majority Leader Bob Dole 
called the administration’s decision 
“ regrettable.”

D ole’s ch ief rival for the 
Republican presidential candidate, 
Sen. Phil Gramm of Texas, called 
the decision shameful. He said 
Castro was a criminal and should 
be handcuffed and arrested upon 
his arrival.

Administration officials said 
they had little leeway on the visa 
request, citing U.S. obligations as 
host country for the United Nations.

• The visa will be issued to Castro 
in Colombia, where Castro is mak­
ing a visit. State D epartm ent 
spokesman Nicholas Burns said it 
was granted for Get. 21-25: It bans 
travel beyond a 25-mile radius of 
midtown Manhattan.

Bums said the administration is 
expected to honor a Cuban request 
to provide security. The visit will 
be only the second by Castro to the 
United Nations in 35 years.

Is nothing sacred? 
Jacoby sues Meyers

LOS ANGELES (AP) — It had to happen some­
time: Jacoby is suing Meyers.

They teamed up nearly 20 years ago to hang out a 
TV shingle that made them the Kmart of American 
law. But that’s all over now. Leonard Jacoby filed a 
lawsuit Friday against Stephen Meyers, accusing 
Meyers of squeezing him out.

And there’s nothing cut-rate about the money 
Jacoby is asking for.

He is demanding $2 million from his law school 
buddy and 23-year business partner, accusing him of 
breach of partnership, fraud and emotional distress.

Also named is Gail Koff, who started Jacoby & 
Meyers’ East Coast operation in 1979 and can be 
seen on late-night TV, holding a hair dryer and warn­
ing viewers to beware consumer injury and fraud.

And was a storefront law firm good enough for the 
m an w ho helped make lawsuits the American way?

Apparently not. Jacoby has retained Quinn, Kully 
and Morrow, a  well-respected downtown firm with 
offices next to the plush Biltmore Hotel.

N either Jacoby nor M eyers returned calls 
Wednesday.

Koff and Meyers, Jacoby claims in his lawsuit, 
shunted him aside as the company downsized and 
restructured during lean times in the slip-and-fall 
business.

“Their conduct was intentional and malicious and 
done for the purpose of causing Jacoby to suffer 
hum ilia tion, mental anguish and emotional and phys­
ical distress," the lawsuit says.

Jacoby & Meyers revolutionized American law 
by peddling its services to the middle class: Its first 
TV com m ercial, in 1977, haw ked “two guys 
named Jacoby and Meyers” and a free consulta­
tion. The cost fo r a w ill was $75. Personal 
bankruptcy filings: $500.

It is understandable, in these troubled 
times, why so many young men are heading for the 
nation’s capital.

It can be a noble and cleansing event no matter who 
gonged the gathering into existence. The split has good 
Black men and women aligned on both sides; it would do 
well for them to put aside their squabbling, which benefits 
only their common enemy.

Carl Rowan is but one columnist who loudly opposes 
the march and rudely denounces its leaders. “I would

' shot, a harmless intruder 
for swimming in his pool.

Row an, who claims,

or (Ben) Chavis," Was also a bitter critic of both the 
Rev. Martin Luther King Jr. and Malcolm X. When 
King opposed the Vietnam War, Rowan — then the 
head of the United States Information Agency — blast­
ed him as a “se lfish ” man unconcerned about the 
Vietnamese or “Negroes.” His eulogy of Malcolm X 

■ still stands as a monumental Uncle Tomism: “All this 
about an ex-convict, ex-dope peddler who became a 
racial fanatic."

The march leaders aside, the men I hear talking en route 
to Washington are discussing fellowship, renewal, getting 
right with (heir women. The White backlash to the O.J. ver­
dict comes up. too, as does the rollback of affirmative 
action,' Mark Fuhrman and the Newt Gingrich — led assault 
on Black progress.

right d irection
As a journalist, I’m not much given to marches. We 

cover them; we don’t stage them. That last one I participat­
ed in was as a student trekking form Hartford to the 
Lincoln Memorial.

This 1963 event is remembered as the Martin Luther 
King March. It was not. It was the brainchild of a little- 
known B lack pac ifist named Bayard R ustin. Like 
Farrakhan (and the similarities end here) Rustin was 
excoriated by lack leaders for daring to stage such a 
protest of national civil-rights policies. In Rustin’s 
case, the target was the Kennedy administrations. Some 
of the Black opponents, then as now, were operating 
not in behalf of Africans Americans, but at the behest 
of White political interests.

Roy Wilkins, head of the NAACP, forced Rustin into 
the background by floating the risk of his being exposed 
as a homosexual. “I know that you were a sincere con­
scientious objector during the war, but you have been 
called a draft dodger over and over again on the floor of 
the Senate and House,” Wilkins told Rustin, according to 
an interview Rustin gave author Taylor Branch. “Second, 
you are a socialist, and many people think that socialism 
and communism are basically the same thing, Thirdly,

you adm it that you 
belonged to the Young 
Communist League. And 
then th e re ’s the whole 
business of your having 
been arrested  in 
C alifo rn ia  on a sex 
charge,” *

After the NAACP lead­
er forced Rustin into the 
background. A, Phillip 
Randolph took over orga­
nizing responsibilities. Six 

Black chiefs took the lead in reassuring the establishment 
that the march would be peaceful and not-threatening. It 
would be King — with what was scheduled as a seven- 
minute speech becoming his "I have a dream" speech — 
who would electrify the crowd and indelibly stamps his sig­
nature on the ‘63 Washington march.

Times, events and leaders are quite different this time 
around. Whites have been excluded and Black women 
asked not to come. In contrast with Rustin. Farrakhan, 
who generated the Million Man March idea, is not likely 
to be pushed aside. Still, with rain clouds looming over 
the controversial gathering, there is the possibility for a 
pleasant surprise.

High-tech industries target of environmental censure

Maria Chavez, form er GTE em ployee, speaks to a handful o f students on the Student Services 
lawn W ednesday afternoon about her experiences with toxic poisoning.

Maria Chavez will be sick for the rest of 
her life from what she calls "industrial con­
tamination."

Chavez, a former GTE employee, said 
she suffers from amnesia, respiratory prob­
lems and a liver disorder as a result of 
working with toxic chemicals used in the 
manufacture of speaker and telephone com­
ponents. She said she was exposed to these 
chemicals for 8 to 10 hours a day for a five- 
year period.

“1 consider myself a toxic victim,” she 
told a handful of students Wednesday on 
the Student Services Lawn. “In (high-tech) 
industries they put you to work and they 
don’t  tell you nothing about what you're 
working with.”

Chavez was one of four environmental“ 
ists who addressed a mostly empty court­
yard from 11:30 a m, to 1:30 p.m. The event 
was to help promote an environmental con­
ference scheduled this weekend in Phoenix.

The four spoke of their concerns about 
environmental pollution, corporate genocide 
and industrial manipulation of communities.

“The message 1 want to bring today is 
wake up and Smell the pollution,” said 
Susan Almanza, a member of People

Organized in Defense of Earth and her 
Resources. “Wake up and see what is .hap­
pening to our natural resources.”

Almanza said it is the duty of the stu­
dents coming out of ASU and other univer­
sities to use their education to stop environ­
mental injustices.

“We, the people in the Universities, 
especially those going into corporations, 
need to sit down arid redefine if (high-tech) 
jobs are the ones we want.

“You are modern-day slaves working 
for high technology,” she said of people 
who do not question the environmental 
responsibility of jobs they accept.

Felicity Snyder, a member of ASU’s 
Student Environmental Action Coalition, 
attended the event and said she was frus­
trated by ASU students’ apathy toward 
environmental issues.

Chavez said she does not want large cor­
porations to stop manufacturing. She said 
she wants them to manufacture responsibly.

“We need to tell those industries, 'Yes, I 
want a job, but how are you going to pro­
tect me from ... being sick?’ ” she said.

The environm ental conference in 
Phoenix begins noon Saturday at the Garcia 
Elementary School, 1441 S. 27th Ave.

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Bereavement program centers on rebuilding families

When a parent's death breaks family ties, the surviving 
members must find a way to rebuild.

The University’s Family Bereavement Program helps 
children and parents deal with their grief as a family and 
adjust to being a single-parent home.

As part of the Prevention Program in ASU's Psychology 
Department, the 12-week program emphasizes family 
rebuilding, said community liaison Derek Burkeman.

“What we’re finding:from many of these parents is 
they’re having difficulty dealing with single parenthood 
and the responsibilities that come with it,’’ Burkeman said.

Sponsored by a grant from the National Institute of 
Mental Health, the free program is open to parents and chil­
dren 8 to 16 years old who have experienced a death within 
the last 2 1/2 years.

The core of the program provides parents and children 
with either a guided reading program or group experience, 
Burkeman said.

The reading program includes selected text on dealing 
with children’s grief, ways of remembering the deceased 
and helping children adjust to their new life.

“Our program focuses on helping these families restabi­
lize themselves and move on in the year or two years fol­
lowing,” Burkeman added.

Groups are set up as separate informal classrooms for 
children, adolescents and adults, and classes focus on spe­
cific issues for each age group.

When a parent dies, the surviving parent often express 
difficulty in disciplining their child because they often feel 
their child has been through enough, said Sonia I. Krainz, 
field manager for the program.

“Effective parenting includes disciplining,” she said.
K rainz said although the program is not specifically for 

families who have experienced a death within the last three 
months, referrals are available.

“We want people to know we’re a resource,” she said.

“There might be a few 
growing pains as freshmen 
because they are going to 
play ,” said M clnerney, 
whose team has a presea- : ' ' 
son ranking of No. 12.
“They’re going to play a lot. In tennis, 
sometimes freshmen can make a big 
impact: These kids have been playing ten­
nis all their life,” : '

Kori Davidson, a three-tim e All- 
American and last year’s No. 1 player who 
has since graduated, played No. 2 singles 
as a freshman. And ASU’s current top 
player, sophomore Reka Cseresnyes, held 
down the No. 3 spot during her rookie sea­
son and finished the year an All-American 
ranked 19th in the country.

Nash, whose im pressive resumé 
includes four and a half years at the Nick 
Bolletieri Tennis Academy in Bradenton. 
Fla., made it to the quarterfinals of the 
ASU Fall Classic last weekend. She defeat­

ed Kentucky's Courtney Roberts, 6-1,6-1, 
in the first round and Texas' Nomena 
Rosolamalala. 6-3. 3-6, 7-5, in the second 
round before losing to the tournament win­
ner. Renata Kolbovic of California, 6-1,6-1.

"Alison pretty much has a good a ll- ; 
around game.” Mclnerney said. “She’s got 
good groundstrokes. She’ll come in. to the 
net. She’s pretty much an all-courter.” 

Ranked among the top four in Canada 
all throughout the junior ranks, Nash repre­

sented Canada at the 
1994 Continental Cup in 
Miami. Fla.

“ I ’m an , all- 
court player, but I ’m 
working on coming to 
the net more during my 
matches,” said Nash, 17, 
who considered attend­
ing the University of 
Michigan because it was 
closer to her home of 
Ancaster, Ontario.

— . :■ 1— - -T_ game to the Sun Devil 
lineup. She competed in 

five tournaments in France over the sum­
mer along with sophomore Tsolak 
Gevorkian of the men’s team, something 
she said would probably be a one-shot deal.

Who played in the U.S. Olympic Festival in 
Colorado Springs, Colo., in July. “It was 
really tough traveling on the train.

Propstra’s rich prep background at 
Saguaro High School saw her take second 
in the state tournament as a freshman and 
third as a sophomore.
