Woman faces felony charge in dog’s death

Misdemeanor charge dismissed in antifreeze poisoning of dog

Felony charges will be brought against a
Tempe woman accused of poisoning her
neighbor's dog with antifreeze-laced sar-
dines, Tempe Public Information Officer
Sgt. Toby Dyas said Monday.

Beebee Mouton, 62, previously had been
charged with misdemeanor cruelty to animals
in the alleged poisoning of Moose, a black
Labrador owned by her neighbor, Peggy
Thomas. The dog was poisoned Oct. 20 and-

euthanized Oct. 24 after suffering severe
internal injuries.

But the misdemeanor charge was
dropped Monday morning. County officials
are now looking at state statutes that impose
penalties for harming police dogs and guide
dogs, Dyas said. Thomas, a quadriplegic,
had used Moose as a service dog since 1979.

A crowd of more than 50 people that
included Thomas and numerous animal
rights’ groups, gathered outside Tempe City
Court Monday for Mouton’s scheduled

arraignment on cruelty to animals.

Holding pink and green signs that read
“Moose’s Legacy: Cruelty = Felony,” the
groups were also protesting Arizona’s
lenient animal cruelty law.

“It basically amounts to a slap on the
wrist,” said Russell Benford of Arizona
Lobby for Animals. Penalties for cruelty to
animals in Arizona include up to $750 and
30 days injail.

Thomas attended the protest but left after
being descended upon by the media.

“l felt kind of overwhelmed,” she said.
“| still ciy all the time about Moose.”

“It’s hard to think about laws and prose-
cution and all that stuff,” she said. “I want
her to be prosecuted and get the maximum
sentence possible. But I’'m not really into
vengeance. | need some time just to get
over the loss of Moose.”

A memorial service for Moose will be
held today on the south courtyard of ASU’s
Physical Sciences F-Wing, said Thomas, a
former research specialist at the University.
> “It’s been really hard,” she said. “But he
had a lot of fun at ASU.”

Winged visitors have Hayden Library workers going batty

Holy overdue books. Batman! Hayden Library is haunt-
ed by winged mammals’

And things are a little batty.

Raena Honan, a graduate researcher, said she was on the
second floor of the library a few months ago when she sud-
denly became aware of something flitting around shortly
after sundown.

“lthought it was a little bird, but it didn’t fly like a bird
and it didn’t make any noise,” she said. “That’s when |
realized it was a bat.”

Henry Stevens, the library evening supervisor, said he's
heard of at least eight to 10 bat sightings over the years.

“It’s at least a couple times a year,” Stevens said.

Why the insect-chomping critters are routinely invading
the sterile, well-lit environs of the library isn’tdear, but
library security guard Loy Barnes has his theory.

‘They come in through air-conditioning vents on the
roof ” he said
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With a 92 percent turnout,

From there, Barnes said, they crawl down the small
shafts and exit into various parts of the library.

Although bats are relatively harmless and environmen-
tally beneficial creatures, most people view them in a
negative light. Halloween decorations often depict bats as
the shadowy cohorts of ghouls, goblins, ghosts and, of
course, vampires.

Bruce Bohmke, general curator of the Phoenix Zoo, said
people find bats discomforting for many reasons, but gener-
ally they “are ignorant about them.”

Nevertheless, he said folks are becoming more enlight-
ened about the furry night-flyers, and are realizing the cru-
cial role they play in the ecosystem.

“We tend to focus (education) on kids, because ... they
will hear both sides and figure it out for themselves,”
Bohmke said.

Individual bats eat hundreds, perhaps thousands, of
insects each night, he said. Some plants rely on them exclu-
sively for pollination.

However, like many other animal species these days, bat
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populations appear to be on the decline.

“They face a whole host of problems, which are mostly
man-induced,” he said,

Despite the occasional scare the bats may give students,
Barnes said care is always taken to remove them without harm.

“l just let them go until they stop someplace,” he said,
“That’s when | catch them.”

Barnes said he uses a cloth or cardboard box to coyer
them after they get tired, then he releases them outside.

“You don’t want to touch them. They might bite, he said,

Other times, leaving a door open may encourage the bats
to fly away on their own.

That’s what Honan said she tried to do when she saw her bat.

“I tried to call this thing to me, so | could open a door. It
wouldn’t come,” she said, adding that bats don’t scare her.

Honan said she finally let the libraiy staff know about
the winged intruder.

Barnes said the bats will eventually die if they cannot
get out, presumably because of the library s small insect
population.

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Bankrupt Symington

facets creditors today

PHOENIX (AP) — Seeking protec-
tion from nearly $25 million in debt that
destroy»} his real estate empire and
threatens his political future. Gov. Fife
Symington faces his creditors Tuesday
for the first time in federal bankruptcy
court.

Symington, a developer who lost
millions in Arizona’s boom-to-bust real
estate economy during the 1980s. will
answer questions under oath in an infor-
mal hearing conducted by U.S. Trustee
Lou Movitz.

“l have no idea what's going to be
asked, but sometimes financial informa-
tion does get gleaned from these meet-
ings.” said Movitz, who is in charge of
selling off the governor's assets. “He
can do whatever he wants, he can
answer what he wants.”

Attorney Michael Manning, who rep-
resents a consortium of union pension
funds that loaned Symington $10 mil-
lion. said he plans to question the gover-
nor for about an hour. Although he
would not discuss his line of question-
ing. Manning is expected to ask the gov-
ernor about apparent discrepancies in
the financial statements he filed to bor-
row money.

Tucson voters to decide

how CAP will be used

TUCSON (AP) — It took years and
$4 billion to channel Colorado River
water hundreds of miles to Tucson.
Now, residents here will vote on whether
to shut the canal spigot for at least five
years — and in effect, maybe for good.

Approval of the measure on neat
Tuesday's ballot by Tucson voters would
bar use of Central Arizona Project water
for drinking for five years, requiring it to
be recharged into the ground. Then it
would allow human consumption only if
the water is treated to me» local ground-
water quality standards.

Proponents say letting it percolate
into the ground is die only way to safe-
guard Tucson's drinking supply, diluting
its mineral content in Tucson’s exiting
aquifer.

Opponents say it could help dry up
the city's groundwater supply sooner
since Tucson currently overdrafts three
times as much as nature recharges.

Buchanan to Powell:

Dont run with GOP
MESA (AP) — Retired Gen. Colin
Powell is a social liberal whose views
are anathema to the mainstream
Republican Party, GOP presidential
hopeful Pat Buchanan said Monday.
“Colin Powell is not going to make
our party a carbon copy of Bill Clinton’s
Democrats,” said Buchanan, speaking to
a group of about two dozen people gath-
ered at a cabinetry store in Mesa.
Buchanan lambasted Powell for his
support of gun control, abortion rights
and affirmative action, saying Powell is
a "social liberal, not a mainstream con-
servative Republican.”
Buchanan, who called Powell a
friend and colleague, said he would fee
" happy to see Powell run — just not on

MONTREAL (AP) — By a perilously nar-

row margin, Quebeckers heeded pleas for*®

national unity and voted against secession
Monday, sparing Canada a traumatic fracture
but leaving the French-speaking province split
down the middle.

With 97 percent of the 22,400 polling sta-
tions repenting, the federalists led by 50.37 per-
cent to the separatists' 49.63 percent Federalists
celebrated raucously at their headquarters, while
separatists — who cameclospr than manvhad
dreamedjust a few months ago— wept

Quebec’s separatists, who lost a 1980 inde-
pendence referendum by a 60-40 margin,
improved their performance so dramatically this
time that they are sure to shake off their disap-
pointment and launch another try.

The vote will leave scars in Quebec. But it
will hearten the throngs of Canadians from
other provinces whojoined marches, rallies and
vigils last week beseeching Quebec to stay.

A separatist victory would have spelled eco-
nomic turmoil for Canada—and perhaps the
greatest political crisis of its history. The nation
would have lost one-fourth of its people and
one-sixth of its land, a fracture without prece-
dent among prosperous Western democracies.

The narrow federalist victory will leave
Quebec bitterly divided, with defeated national-

The turnout, after a passionate campaign,
was exceptionally large: 92 percent of the
roughly 5 million registered voters.

I’ve been unemployed for two years,” he said.
“That’s enough. Maybe with new companies
here, 1I’d have new chances. | have nothing to
lose.”

Friend calls suspect a ‘classic American’

CLINTON. Md. (AP) — The soldier
accused of killing one comrade and injuring
18 more in a sniper attack was “a classic
young American” who stayed out of trouble
as a youth and in the military, neighbors and
the Army said Monday.

The alleged predawn sniper attack on
1,300 soldiers is as uncharacteristic of Sgt.
William Joseph Kreutzer as is a rape charge
pending against his father, one friend said.

“l would take him as my own son,” said
Ralph Schreiner, recalling a young man who
wanted nothing more than to go into the mil-
itary and serve his country.

“He was a classic young American boy
that anyone would love to have as their
neighbor or son,” Schreiner said. “He was
never in trouble.”

Kreutzer, 26, is being held in a military
jail, still not charged as the Army continues
to investigate the shooting Friday at Fort
Bragg. N.C.

The soldier’s father, a retired police
sergeant also named William, was charged
in January with raping a female, teen-age
police Explorer Scout in 1982. He faces trial
in January.

Schreiner said that accusation, too,

doesn’tjibe with his impression of the fami-

ly that has lived next door since 1977. He

declined to say more about that charge.
Schreiner said he has talked to the elder

Kreutzer since the shooting and the family is
stunned.

“If 1 didn’t know any better 1 would
swear up and down he didn’t do it,”
Schreiner said. “l am at a total loss.”

Kreutzer’s service record is clean, too,
adding little to the military’s search for
explanations.

Why the attack happened is “one of the
key questions” still awaiting an answer, said

Maj. Rivers Johnson, spokesman for the
82nd Airborne Division based at the fort.

Kreutzer’s Army enlistment was due to
expire in February. His service records were
clean of any administrative or judicial pun-
ishment, Johnson said.

The Washington Post quoted unidentified
sources Sunday as saying that Kreutzer
recently had become hostile and had been
seen by military psychiatrists.

Schreiner and his wife, Vivian, said they
saw no signs of trouble when Kreutzer was
growing up. The boy took care of their dog
and house while they went on vacations.

“We really trusted him,” Mrs. Schreiner
said. “We knew he was a very nice boy. We
don’t understand why he got into that kind
of trouble.”

Neighbors on the quiet, tree-lined street in
suburban Washington described the
Kreutzers as “nice,” but private. Two cars
were parked in their driveway Monday, but
no one answered the door.

Lloyd Proctor, who lives across the street,
said his son, Danyl, used to spend time with
Kreutzer when they were teen-agers.

“They studied, hung around and played

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Lynch mob justice

In the Valley, a lynch mob is steadily forming.
Bound together by righteous anger and whipped into
a frenzy by local media, the mob howls for blood.

Its target: a 62-year-old Tempe woman. The fallen
one for whom they seek justice: a dog named Moose.

Never before has the killing of an animal inspired
such rage in this city.

The story has been told and retold over the past
weeks: Moose, a Tempe woman’s "helper dog,”
broke away from her owner, ran into a neighbor’s
yaid and ate some cat food sitting-on her back porch.

The cat food was covered with antifreeze. Moose,
fatally poisoned, was put to sleep to avert further suf-
fering on his part.

As page-one headlines and TV-news shows citywide
blared the cruelty of the neighbor, Tempe filed charges
of animal cruelty (a misdemeanor) against her.

“Not enough!” cried die lynch mob.

One of die more popular suggestions going around
town during the saga was to lace the woman’s food
with antifreeze, so that die could die in much the
same manner as Moose did.

Misdemeanor charges were hardly enough to
quench the mob’s thirst for blood.

But a court of law isn’t subject to mob rule. At
least, h isn’t supposed to be.

It is this time.

In an apparent concession to the will of the mob,
Tempe prosecutors have dismissed misdemeanor
charges against the woman — so that county prosecu-
tors can file felony destruction of property charges.

In die midst of the media feeding frenzy, the time
has come to take a step back — and look at how
we’re letting our dunking get twisted around.

Moose was a loyal, faithful and loved dog. The
magnitude of the loss cannot be exaggerated. Anyone
who has ever owned a petknows the pain thataccom-
panies the death ofa beloved companion.

But, despite everything that has been written and
said, Moose was a dog.

A human being did not die in this act People have
been dying every single day in the Valley since
Moose died — .yet their deaths have not received a
hundredth of the press coverage that this event has.

What are we saying here? That a dog’s death is
more newsworthy than the death of a human being?

Such a statement is a complete degradation of the
spirit of humanity.

it should also be remembered that however cruel
this act might have beat, the cat food was in. the neigh-
bor’s yard. The woman did not stalk Moose down with
a shotgun and kill him in front of die owner’s eyes.

WiU we now be filing felony charges against any
person that accidentally lets antifreeze lie around in
their driveway, if the death of an animal occurs as a
result? Radiators do leak, you know.

Charges filed against a defendant should not be
subject to the whims of public opinion.

As a helper,dog. Moose was obviously valuable
property. But why not seek retribution in civil court?

Why file felony charges when such charges are
politically motivated?

Prosecutors are playing politics in their drive to
quench the public thirst for vengeance.

If we let our courtrooms become subject to public
opinion, we are in serious trouble.

And if we, as a community, grieve more for a
dog than we would for a human being, we have
committed an unforgivable sin against humanity.
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Women have power to fight back against rape

In the past month, five
women have reported on-campus
acquaintance rapes,

This in and of itself is frighten-
ing. For those men who still don’t
get it: “No” means “no,” and
acquaintance rape, even if a woman
is drunk and invited die attacker up
to her room, is still rape.

What is even more disturbing
about this recent trend is that the
latest victim to report a rape is
unwilling to press charges
against her attacker.

This is not surprising, but it is
discouraging.

There are many valid reasons for not wanting to experi-
ence the trauma of bringing an accused rapist to trial. As
Sandi Naatz of the Center Against Sexual Abuse states:
“Women are afraid for a lot of reasons. They are afraid the
man may come after them again or that no one will believe
them. And they don't want to face the revictimization that
the system puts them through.”

Bingo.

One of the strongest reasons for reporting a rape but
refusing to press charges is that women do hot want their
sexual histories placed on public display when the case
goes to trial.

Acquaintance rape is even trickier than rape that has
been perpetrated by a stranger. It’s hard enough to come
forward and admit you’ve been humiliated and violated so
personally by someone you know, but victims of acquain-
tance rape are then forced to explain why they were drunk
and alone in a room with their alleged attacker. Of course,
whatever provocative outfit they may or may not have been
wearing becomes subject to harsh scrutiny as well.

A big problem lies with the justice system itself. Sure
“innocent until proven guilty” sounds good in theory, but it
doesn’t always work so well in practice. When a woman
has been violently raped, it seems unfair that the burden of
proof lies on her in order to incarcerate her attacker.

And unless a woman agrees to press charges when a rape
is reported, police cannot even investigate the crime.

Statistics from CASA seem to provide little reason for
women to take a stand against their attackers.

Only 7 percent of rape cases are reported, and of that 7
percent, only 10 percent end up in court.

Ofthat 10 percent, a mere 9 percent result in conviction.

Acquaintance rape is no less traumatizing or real than

rape committed by strangers. Studies done up to three years
after a rape prove that acquaintance rape victims feel even
less recovered than do women who were raped by strangers.

These statistics are bleak, at best. It seems that for some
reason, rape is still more stigmatizing for the woman who
was attacked than for the man who committed the crime.

It’s timé for us to empower ourselves,

Last Friday, about 130 women, men and children walked
in a candlelight vigil to protest sexual assault. This was not
only a walk against rape, acquaintance or otherwise, but
also to support victims of domestic abuse.

This is a good start, but without direct action against
sexual offenders, vigils and walks are only paying lip ser-
vice to the cause against sexual assault.

No matter how difficult it may be or no matter how
futile the effort may seem, women who are raped must
come forward, name their attackers and bring charges
against the men who violated them..

Rape is a sad reality. It’s not going to go away if we
close our eyes and pretend it’s not diere.

And it’s not going to end if we keep letting sexually abu-
sive men get away with it.

The blame for rape should never be placed upon the vic-
tim. Women never “ask” to be raped— no matter how
compromising a position a woman may seem to find herself
in an instance of acquaintance rape, it is still not her fault
that she was attacked..

It’s time we stop letting society blame women for
actions they have no control over.

Even if you have been raped, you don’t have to be a victim.

Women who have been raped have it within themselves
to take the power back and use it against their attackers to
bring them to justice.

By naming your attacker, you have already taken the
first step. Bringing him to trial, no matter what the out-
come, can only act as a message to him and other potential
rapists that it’s not going to be an easy road ahead,if they
decide to commit a crime of sexual assault.

Women need to lend support to each other when one of
us is violated. Friends and family members need to rally
around survivors of sexual assault so they will see their
attackers go to trial.

And the justice system needs to crack down on sexual
offenders, and treat women who are attacked with compassion
instead of forcing them to relive the honor of their attack.

If we can help just one woman recover from a rape,
we’re also saving other women from the same fate.

Sure they could go to the same schools,
drink out of the same water fountains and use thé front
doors of public establishments, but it was still in their best
interests not to be caught in the wrong place at the wrong
time or with the wrong color date.

That was only 30 years ago. Many of the racists from
then are now the parents and grandparents of racists today.
It was the laws that supposedly made Blacks equal, not the
enlightened minds of a racist population.

It remains to be seen if
Farrakhan is making an
attempt to brainwash Black
people or induce hatred
among the races. That is
one of the reasons for a free
marketplace of ideas. As
reasonable human beings,
we accept what we need
and discard the rest. One
doesn’t have to embrace
the man’s personal likes
and dislikes in order to embrace the message at hand.

I don’t see the hatred in trying to get a race of people to
stop thinking of themselves as inferior, to make atonement
and accept some of the responsibility for their predicament,
to stop annihilating each other in the streets and to look
within for the strength to stop blaming others so they can
stop blaming themselves.

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Moose gone but not forgotten

Maybe some of you have heard about my housemate
Peggy Thomas. Two years ago, Peggy invented “Cool Paws”
— boots for canines — to keep her service dog Moose from
burning his feet on the hot Tempe pavement. As sometimes
happens with good ideas, this one caught on, and Peggy, with
Moose as her constant companion and poster pooch, found
herself at the helm of a growing enterprise. And the news
media took a liking to this inseparable pair.

But that’s probably not why you know Peggy. Last week,
her faithful servant Moose was poisoned by a heartless
neighbor who apparently had been leaving cans of food laced
with anti-freeze in her front yard. Moose hung on for five
brave days, but in the end his prospects worsened and his
pain increased, and Peggy had to let go of her best friend.

The media descended on our house. The phone didn’t
stop ringing. Peggy and Moose were the top story at 5 p m.,
6 p.m., 10 p:m. news. A giant photograph of the heart-rend-
ing farewell showed up on the front pages of The Arizona
Republic and The Phoenix Gazette. Our quiet block started
to feel like that of a notorious former football star. Every
time | answered the door, | half-expected to see Larry King
smiling back at me, suspenders and all.

Peggy was placed in the unenviable position of having to
grieve publicly, to grieve for all of us who have ever lost a
special pet. But Moose was no pet. He was Peggy’s bridge
to the physical world — literally. He was her arms and legs
and her protector and guardian. He was an extension of her,
always at her side. There was a symbiosis between them, an
unbreakable bond.

Until a disturbed neighbor set her deadly traps.

It’s easy to be cynical about human nature these days.
The news — much of it sleazy and grim — comes at us in
rapid-fire fashion. Murder and mayhem, burglary and bat-
tery, arson and abuse. How can anyone feel safe among
their neighbors in a world like this? The poisoning of
Moose would seem to be yet another example of a society
gone haywire.

But then something happened — something magical and
strange. Tearful phone calls from strangers, some almost
too choked up to express their sympathies. Flowers from
unlikely sources like a TV news anchorwoman and the
company that customized Peggy’s van. Donations from all
over helped to defray the cost of Moose’s medical care.

And the scores of cards were each more heartfelt that the
last. They were from strangers who wrote, “We don’t know
you, but our hearts go out to you. Our thoughts and prayers
are with you.”

They were from kids: “I am sorry about Moose. Peggy, |
loved him. Since | was a baby, I liked Moose and you!”

They were from friends: “I know that he is missing you
as you are missing him. May a greater strength fill both of
you to carry on. Love cannot be forgotten. It lives forever.”

Our house is quiet again these days ... too quiet. There’s a
piece missing, a fuzzy black-haired void. But Moose’s lega-
cy remains, his essential spirit, reverberating in every card
and letter: “Have faith in the goodness of people,” it says.

And we shall. Thanks to all of you, we shall.

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Humane Society official
assalls animal testing

A national animal rights official criti-
cized animal dissection for educational pur-
poses in a speech Monday night at the
Memorial Union.

“l am thoroughly convinced that harming
animals for learning is bad for education, bad
for society and bad for humanity,” said
Jonathan Balcombe, director of Education
and Animal Research Issues for the Humane
Society of the United States, to a group of
about 12 people.

Although Balcombe said the Humane
Society does not advocate abolition of animal
dissection, scientists and educators need to
replace, reduce and refine the use of animals
in science and education.

Balcombe — who has a Ph.D. in ethology,
the study of animal behavior — said there are
more than 10.000 alternatives to dissection of
animals, including interactive computer mod-
eling and plastic models of animals.

Besides the Benefit of not lulling animals,
Balcombe said models have many advantages
over animal dissection, including repeatabili-
ty. self-pacing and the fact that many models
are self-evaluating.

He said despite instructors' fears that
using these models will jeopardize learning,
studies indicate they have no negative effects
on experiments.

fin every case,"” Balcombe said, “stu-
dents using the alternative methods per-
formed as well (on tests) as those who dis-
sected animals.

“The bottom line is that to leam biology,
you don't need to kill animals.”

However, ASU zoology professor Richard
Satterlie said dissection was an important part
of the learning process.

said. “How will students know how tough
connective tissue is unless they have to cut
through connective tissue?’

Currently available dissection models lack
the realism and three dimensionality of an
actual animal dissection, he said.

“There are models, but (students) don’t get
practice dissecting, and frankly, the manual
manipulation of dissecting is important in
developing our skills and learning.”

Satterlie also said the stereotype of the
uncaring scientist is wrong.

“We really respect animals,” he said.
“We make our living working on animals,
looking at animals and finding out how they
weak, and we are in awe of animals and how
they work.” m

“My country is Canada,” she said, “This is very important to
me.

Prime Minister Jean Chretien, a Quebecker committed to
keeping Canada intact, voted in his hometown of Shawinigan,
but offered no predictions.

The separatists’ most charismatic voice, parliamentary oppo-
sition leader Lucien Bouchard, said Quebeckers should take
pride in the campaign — one of the few times in world history
where citizens were offered a vote on whether to secede.

“We demonstrated in Quebec that we are a democracy —
that we can talk to each other,” Bouchard said.

The separatists trailed early in the campaign, which started in
September. They pulled into a narrow lead in opinion polls after
Bouchard, who lost a leg to a near-fatal disease last year, took
charge of the campaign and galvanized supporters with emotion-
al speeches.

Donahue needs one win to become
all-time winningest Pac-10 coach;
ASU’ Snyder says riot this week

When UCLA football coach Terry Donahue steps on the
field Saturday against the Sun Devils, he’ll have the chance
to make history.

Donahue, in his 20th season at the helm for the Bruins,
tied Don James for the most wins in Pac-10 history with 97
last week.

“I’m certainly thrilled that I’m in a position to be tied
for the record right now, and I’m hoping and praying that
within the next three weeks, I’m able to get it,” Donahue
said. “We’ve had a lot of players and coaches both past and
present in our program at UCLA that have all contributed
to that record.”

The long-time coach doesn’t expect to be king of the
mountain forever, though. " '

“The record will be broken someday by somebody else,”
Donahue said. “That’s the way all records go. Some young
gun will come in and he’ll start going and eventually break
it or even someone coaching in the league right now.”

Cross country team concludes season unfulfilled

The ASU’s men’s cross country season ended with a lot
of talk about what could have been.

“We didn’t run like we should have,” junior Matt Repak
said. “We have good potential, but nobody really put it
together. Nobody reached their potential.”

The Sun Devil men finished a disappointing eighth place
for the fourth consecutive year in the Pac-10 champi-
onships held in Stanford last Saturday. The Sun Devil
women took ninth place in the nine-team field. Oregon took
both titles. The men finished with 53 points, five ahead of
second-place Stanford, while the Duck women scored 55,
five points better than UofA.

. “We’ve never had a race where everybody had a good
mce together,” Repak said, "We could have fun better.”

Coach Ken Lehman said he hoped his team would
place sixth, but he needed two of his top runners to step
it up more.

“Basically, if Matt and Andy (Carusetta) would have
finished a little higher, we would have been up there,”
he said.

Repak said the Sun Devils were running with most of
the other top teams, but they had one or two runners place
in the top 10.

“Each of the teams that placed high had one or two run-
ners who broke the top 10,” he said. “ Other than that, they
were all around us. That helped them in the standings.”

Lehman said ASU does not have a top-10 caliber runner
because it cannot offer the same type of scholarships the

“You can’t expect to go into the Pac-10 and do that well
in our situation,” he said.

The men's eighth-place finish may keep the team from
traveling to the District 8 championships in Portland, Ore.,
on Nov. 11. Lehman said his team needed to have a good
showing if it was going to travel to districts.

Carusetta, who transferred from Central Arizona but
only ran in two meets because of a hip flexor injury, was
disappointed to see his season end so quickly. Prior to this
weekend, Carusetta ran in 12th place at the ASU
Invitational to lead all Sun Devils.

“I thought for sure I would go to districts,” Carusetta
said. “It felt so short. 1 didn’t want to lose one year of eligi-
bility like that. 1 want another chance to prove myself.
That’s discouraging.”

Carusetta said he would have ran better if he had been in
more races.

“l definitely would have run better and have a better
race fitness,” he said. “It would have helped me mentally
and physically.”

Top finishers for the men were junior Ari Rodriguez
(33rd place), Repak (34th) and Carusetta, who ran in fifth
place among all Sun Devils and took 45th overall.

Senior Kim Barrett led a young Sun Devil women’s
team, placing 51st.

Lehman said the women did about as well as could be
expected.

“We had put no money into the women’s program, but
they improved considering,” he said.
