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The tax credit proposed by President Clinton would not only • 
provide a $1,500 tax credit for students or parents but could end up 
paying more money back than the actual cost of tuition. ¿&  .1*

The tax credit would apply to students who are enrolled M l- ' 
time the first year, and whp maintain a B average the second year 
and, are drug-free. The credit would apply to both university and 
community college students, but commanity. college studeM* 
would st» die biggest gains because community college tu ition i s , 
usually much less than $1,500 a year.

The credit would be available to students of any age. Part-time 
students are eligible for a $750 tax credit.

According to tibe Arizona Democratic Party, thetax credit is 
$300 above the national average community college tuition, which f«  
would make college tuition free for 6? percent of community col- &  
lege students.

A tax credit is different from a tax deduction in that a deduction 
reduces taxable income and a credit reduces die tax dollar for dol­
lar, said Jim Darting, accountant, adding a tax credit usually ends 
up being better savings than a deduction and is primarily helpful to 
parents.

About 55 percent of ASU students received son» form of finan­
cial aid in the 1995 fall semester, said Kathleen Wolk, institutional 
analysis assistant librarian. The tax would not save ASU students 
as much as community college students because tuition is around 
$ 1,000 a semester.

Some ASU students Said the proposal would have helped them 
starting out in school.

“It would have saved money buying books and materials instead 
of getting a loan,” said Ji Kang, a senior studying anthropology.

“It would have paid for junior college,” said Bill Parrish, a 
senior studying psychology. He added it would also help “get 
more people in the door.”

Christie DePauw, a senior studying English, said the credit 
would help get people into school since the first year is the hardest

“I can see how it would help others who might not get in get 
in,” die said.

Official: ASASU off-campus bid ‘strange’
MU cites time constraints for going outside of campus labor

Although the Associated Students of ASU have 
allocated $3,500 for office renovations, they have 
yet to receive competitive bids, nor have they taken 
advantage of on-campus labor, which is usually 
cheaper than private contractors.

Campus projects usually work through the 
Purchasing Department from the beginning rather 
than approaching them at the end, said John Riley, 
associate director of purchasing.

“There is something about the way this is being 
handled that is strange, but it is not totally unusual 
for parties to contact a supplier first and see what 
they can get for, in this case, $3,500,” Riley said. 
“It is, however, preferred and more common to 
contact us and say, ‘This is what we want, what 
kind of a price can you get us?’ ”

“We have no idea what is going on on the third 
floor (ASASU offices),” he said. “Generally, these 
under-$ 10,000 projects are done in-house (through 
Facilities Management) because for smaller jobs it 
is cheaper.”

Riley said all jobs over $10,000 have to go 
through Purchasing for approval, but smaller pro­
jects are reviewed simply to help departments 
receive the best market price,

Randall Johnson, Memorial Union associate 
director, said he chose to get one estimate from 
Hernandez Companies contracting because of other 
work the company is doing in the MU, and time 
constraints forced him to take the project off-cam­
pus.

“It takes six to eight weeks to receive an esti­
mate from Facilities Management, and although I 
don’t know exactly, there is a six to nine-month 
waiting period to complete requested projects and 
ASASU would like the project done before the start 
of school,” he said.

But Jason Eslamieh, senior project manager for 
Planning and Construction, said the wait for reno­
vation is not months, but weeks.

“Because new budgets are available July 1, 
everyone is trying to get stuff done before mid- 
August, so we are very busy,” he said. “I would say 
(it would be) three to four weeks to receive an esti­
mate and another three weeks or so before we can 
get to it.”

Ken Bonk, an MU assistant director, said, “After 
we receive an estim ate from the Hernandez 
Company we will submit it to Purchasing. Unless a 
bid goes over our estimation we won’t seek out 
another bid. Purchasing might.”

ASASU President Marc Baumgartner said, “We 
are doing it as cheaply as possible; just a couple of 
walls and a door, but the students voted in a new 
(vice president of graduate affairs) and we gave 
him the Senate space. Now we need to put the 
Senate somewhere.”

When asked about consolidating existing space, 
Baumgartner said, “If you take a look at everyone’s 
office, well, they’re pretty crowded.”

Pointing to the activities vice president’s office 
stacked with boxes of tee shirts and stickers, he 
said, “There’s not much room for sharing. We’re 
trying to do everything in the best interest of stu­
dents. We’re not trying to just blow through the 
budget.” .

Though Johnson said the $3,500 was a figure 
arrived at by his department based on current indus­
try standards and is high to account for unforeseen 
problems, it comes very close to the formal esti­
mate given Monday. It took four weeks to receive 
the quote — the same amount of time it would have 
taken to receive a second estimate by contacting 
Facilities Management.

Ron Bush, estimator and project manager for the 
Hernandez Companies said his calculation of the 
work was a little more than $3,000. “The exact total 
is $3,110. Most of the cost .is labor but the door and 
hardware for the door came to around $400.”
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Financial pressures lead students to loans, debt

Financial contributions to an Arizona student’s college 
experience have been declining for years at both at the state 
and family level.

To compensate, students have mirrored national trends 
by looking to student loans more often than ever before, 
and federal policy changes have allowed even “non-needy” 
students to qualify.

Depending on the student, this increased reliance on 
loans can be a blessing or a curse.

“Students should use as many resources as possible to be

realistic about what they would make after graduation,” 
said Elaine Stover, associate director of Career Services.

Students borrowed $25 billion nationwide for the 1995- 
96 school year. Congressional projections have that figure 
moving up to $36 billion by 2002.

ASU students borrowed more than $92 million for the 
1994-95 year. The financial aid department is currently 
preparing the 1995-96 statistics.

Kate Dillon, director of the ASU Financial Assistance 
office, said families need to plan ahead by saving more 
money in advance* and choosing a college that keeps their 
debt burden low. Also, employment is always an option.

Credit cards add to  student debt woes?

Many college students fail to remember that they will 
eventually have to pay for the purchases they make with '■ 
the magic piece of plastic called a credit card.

“The debt problem is a  serious problem ant only 
students, but for America,” said Kim McGrigg, market­
ing manager for Consumer Credit Counseling Services 
Southwest (CCCS). * 1

M cG rigg said  the revolving c red it owed by 
Americans currently totals $4 billion, not including stu­
dent loans, auto Irans ot mortgages- . , - * ¿¿j

“Ten percent of America is a paycheck away from 
bankruptcy,” McGrigg added.

McGrigg said even though students, on average, 
make less money and have less credit, credit card com­
panies see them as a good risk.

Students tend to remain loyal to the first cu d  they 
receive and switch cards less often. Most students also 
want to establish credit and are willing to apply for 
credit cards.

“College students are usually inexperienced hr cred­
it,” McGrigg said. She attributes this to the lack of 
financial education.

“There are some high school classes, but it’s not 
mandatory,” she and.

McGrigg added that if a student charges $1,000 dur­
ing their freshmen year and pays onlyNdte *
required amount, diey-would stBl’Tiave three and a half 
years left to pay off die original amount after fhey $«ve i  
finished their masters

“It’s attractive to pay only die minimum amdunt, but 
you don’t realize how'much interest they’re actually 1  
paying,” McGrigg said,

“People can not know enough about their money i ’J  
When you start paying attention it’s usually -too late,” 
she s a id - p ^ - ^ ^ T ^  '-‘v.
' F inancial educators, nre in high demand, Jeff J  

Thompson, associate director of financial aid, said ASU * 
currently offers ho programs in budget management w  
credit counseling outside of some freshman-oriented 
classes. Thompson added they hope to increase the pro­
gram through the Freshman Year Experience.

: CCCS recommends students prepare a spending plan, 
and spend time researching the various options different 
credit card companies offer before seeking a credit and. .

“If you’re going to have a card and use it 
helps you get good credit, but i f  yon don’t  use ft correct­
ly, ft c m  rum your chance to obtain any credit in die -£ 
future,” McGrigg said. “When you have financial prpb- 1  
lem it effects not only you financial life, but you whole 
Hfe.”  '

“Students who work manage their time better and get 
better grades than those who don’t*” she said.

Despite this, an Arizona Board of Regents report for 
1994-95 showed that employment only comprised 21 per­
cent of student financial, aid. *

Loans, which in the 1987-88 accounted for 30 percent of 
student aid, were up to 48 percent by die 1994-95 year.

In 1992, an act of Congress allowed students to obtain 
an “unsubsidized” loan (the student, not the government, 
pays interest on the lorn while in school) even if they were 
not deemed “needy.”

At ASU, this caused a 30 percent increase in the volume 
of loans handled by thé Financial Aid office. ASU défailli 
rates, though, which in 1986 were at 16 percent, have 
remained at about seven percent for the last few years.

“Maybe they are better borrowers (now),” Dillon said. 
“They come from families who are already using credit 
(and) don’t mind using credit”

However* the low default rates do not provide a com­
plete picture of how graduates are dealing with their loans. 
Last year, the average debt for graduating undergraduates 
was $12,235.

Some students are struggling to keep ahead of the 
mounting interest on their loan. Others are forced to work 
in unsatisfying, though higher-paying, job fields that make 
no use of the education they are paying for.

Recent headlines touting rosy job markets for new grad­
uates applied to those in engineering and other professional 
fields.

Paul Barberini, president of a local student loan firm and 
ex-ASU financial aid director, said that die amount students 
borrow should be in sync with career goals.

He said student loans can give the freedom to choose the 
education and career field the student wants, but care, must 
be taken to make the right decision.

When it cornés to average income, the benefit of a col­
lege degree is plain. ' ’ /

According to U.S. Dept, of Labor statistics, the median 
weekly earning for à college graduate was $754 during the 
first quarter of 1996. High school graduates earned only 
$435, and those without a high school degree just $311.

With Arizona 
education funding hovering near the bargain 
basement at MacFrugal’s, it’s interesting to note 
the only reason Fife had anything to do with 
higher education, besides cutting its budget, was 
in his own self-interest.

The University lease for a downtown satellite ■ 
campus at the Mercado had reverted to the pen* 
sion funds after Symington tried to walk away 
in bankruptcy court from the $7 million loss he 
inflicted upon honest carpenters and other union 
members.

Symington allegedly threatened to withdraw 
his support in the next Legislative-budget ses­
sion for the downtown lease unless the six union 
pension funds that lent him the $10 million for 
the Mercado project gave him loan repayment 
concessions.

While-money from his wife and mother could 
to ld  Fife’s high-powered lawyer arguments well 
into the 22nd century^ the people o f  Arizona 
deserve a swift and open trial in the house that 
supposedly represents the common interests o f 
all citizens. ‘ *

Conveniently enough, the mechanism already 
exists in the Arizona C onstitution, and Fife 
Symington was instrumental in its first use back 
in 1988. Symington called for former Gov. Evan 
Mecham’s removal and donated $2,000 to  the 
Mecham recall campaign g  ■ v

M echam  was im peached by the state  
Legislature, althoujgh he was eventually acquit­
ted of t^ o  counts of violaring campaign finance 
laws. . 'Sa7  * * /r, ' i f R y

M echam ’s b iggest crim e was putting his 
mouth in gear before his brain was engaged. 
Fife Symington allegedly attempted to extort not 
one but six union pension funds, allegedly pro^ 
vided false financial statements to not one but 
six bank or investment funds and allegedly com­
mitted wire fraud.

Although die 23 federal indictments jhav^yet 
to be proved, Symington has succeeded in cast­
ing another gray cloud over an  already seamy 
state of politics in Arizona. While Symington 
attempts to prove his innocence, twisting and 
squirming in the harsh spotlight o f  national 
media coverage, that gray cloud will continue to 
loom, ! . * , v"

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R iot breaks out 
in Quebec during 
holiday festiv ity

QUEBEC (AP) — Rioters broke hundreds of windows, 
looted shops and set fire to a government building early 
Monday as Quebec’s holiday celebrations turned violent.

Five police officers were injured and about 80 people 
were arrested in the rioting in the historic Carre Youville 
district of Quebec’s old quarter. Police estimate the damage 
at around $370,000.

Bricks and rocks littered the streets this morning and 
repair crews were replacing some of the hundreds of 
broken windows in office buildings, restaurants, hotels 
and banks.

Flower pots were turned over, wooden benches were 
pulled apart and glass bus shelters were destroyed in a ram­
page lasting about four hours.

Quebec City Police Chief Normand Bergeron said 240 
police officers were on duty at the time, but with an esti­
mated 2,000 rioters, “it’s difficult for police to do their 
job.” Provincial police were called in.

The holiday, formerly known as St. Jean Baptiste Day, 
is celebrated only in Quebec.

Police used teargas and water cannons in an effort to 
control the riot, which started after a concert attended by 
about 30,000 people. The violence began when several 
people began breaking bottles and throw ing rocks

Nabisco to ' cut 4,200 
jobs to  lower costs

NEW YORK (AP) — Nabisco Holdings Corp, 
plans to cut 4,200 jobs in  a restructuring turned at 
saving the food subsidiary of RJR Nabisco up to 
$200 million per year.

The company said Monday itwiH reduce its work 
fence by nearly 8 percent from the current 54,000, 
splitting the cuts evenly between its U.S. and interna­
tional operations.

“The fundamental changes we must make require 
a leaner work force,” said Nabisco Holdings chair­
man and chief executive John Greeuiaus.

The company said it would eliminate smaller 
brands that bring slight profits to devote the produc­
tion to bigger sellers.

RJR Nabisco has been under pressure to sell its 
food business and has said it would like to spin off 
die operation eventually. While the company did not 
address the possib ility  o f a sale in M onday’s 
announcement, companies frequently seek to make 
themselves more profitable before courting buyers.

RJR Nabisco owns 80.5 percent o f  Nabisco 
Holdings, midier of Oreo cookies, Rim crackers and 
Snackwell’s treats.

Greeniaus promised the restructuring will allow 
the company to  “move faster, W significantly lower 
costs while providing higher levels of service and 
value to Our customers.” v'

The company said it would reduce its earnings this • 
year by $338 million to set aside enough money to 
pay for severance costs and other charges from the 
restructuring. **

Wall Street had lin k  reaction to the announce­
ment. Nabisco Holdings stock was up 12 1/2 cents to 
$35.87 1/2 a share in  early  New York Stock 
Exchange trading, white RJR Nabisco was also up 12 
1/2 cents to $32.75.

Dozens of rioters raced down side streets as police tried 

to seal off Carte Youville. Many of them ended up at the 
legislature a few blocks away and vandalized the outside of 
the building.

A few minutes later, a small fire was set in the entrance 
to a government building next to the legislature. The flames 
were stomped out by several young people just before 
police arrived.

“It has to be stopped. This is the image of Quebec and 
its going on CNN and that is really, really bad. Wtfat hap­
pens if tourists stop coming because of this?” Francois 
Nolin, owner of the Cafe Tribune, said as he was having a 
window replaced.

Carre Youville, a popular hang-out for youths, was the 
scene of another riot May 4, when about 1,200 people 
clashed with police. Sixteen arrests were made and eight 
police officers were injured by flying debris in that clash.

Police clash w ith  Kurdish protesters
ANKARA, Turkey (AP) — Police arrested 

30 leading Kurdish party officials at the end 
of their party’s convention and battled pro- j 
Kurdish protesters in a separate confrontation 
Monday that left 80 people injured.

Police clashed with supporters o f  the pro- 
Kurdish Emek (Labor) party in downtown 
Ankara to prevent them from protesting a trial 
aimed at shutting down the party, which advo­
cates Kurdish ethnic rights.

About 50 demonstrators and 30 police 
officers were injured, police said. Protesters 
attacked police with stones after officers used 
clubs, the Anatolia news agency reported.

Police then detained at least 200 protesters, 
said party official Ender Imrek.

More than 20,000 people have been killed 
since Kurdish rebels began their fight for 
autonomy in 1984. At least 10 rebels were 
killed Monday by Turkish troops in separate 
battles in southeastern Hakkari, Van and Bitlis 
provinces, the regional governor’s office said.

Police arrested the party officials of the 
pro-Kurdish People’s Democracy Party, 
including its chairman Murat Bozlak, as they 
came out of the stadium where the convention 
was held Sunday night.

The charges against the 30 officials were 
not announced but Turkish law forbids sup­
porting separatist causes.

During the session, delegates carried pic­
tures of Kurdish rebel leader Abdullah Ocalan 
and chanted anti-government slogans. At one 
point, a man cut down the Turkish flag and 
unfurled a rebel flag to the cheers of the crowd.

The party is a successor to three pro- 
Kurdish parties all shut down by the constitu­
tional court for separatist views. A state secu­
rity court has ordered an investigation of 
Sunday’s convention.

Food and Drug Administration approves new AIDS drug
WASHINGTON (AP) — The Food and 

Drug Administration approved the first in a 
new class o f AIDS drugs M onday, 
Boehringer Ingelheim’s nevirapine.

It can be used only in com bination 
with o lder AIDS m edicines, the FDA 
warned, because nevirapine alone rapidly 
causes the HIV Virus to mutate and form 
drug resistance.

Nevirapine works much like the older 
AIDS drugs AZT, ddC, ddl and D4T. AH 
inhibit an enzyme called reverse transcrip­

tase that is important for HIV to reproduce.
But it is in a different class of medicines 

because its chemical composition is some­
what changed. Nevirapine is the first so- 
called “nonnucleoside reverse transcriptase 
inhibitor.” .

This new class is not causing doctors as 
much excitement as d ida flurry of new pro­
tease inh ib itors approved last w inter. 
Protease inhibitors are a different kind of 
drug that targets a second enzyme, vital to 
another step in die HIV’s life cycle.

S till , d o c to rs  w elcom e any new 
AIDS m ed icine  as they  co n tin u a lly  
search for different ways to mix drug 
cocktails as patients essentially  wear 
out their treatments.

Studies showed nevirapine added to a 
treatment regimen of AZT and ddl helped 
raise patients’ immune cells mid somewhat 
lotver the amount of HIV floating in their 
bloodstreams. «

The drug’s most common side effect is b 
rash, and a patient who develops a severe

rash or one accompanied by fever, blister- 
ingor swelling should stop taking the drug, 
the FDA said.

The FDA approved nevirapine after 
- reviewing it for 119 days under a special 

program that allows companies to sell 
promising drugs before they prove the 
medicine actually helps people live longer.

Boehringer, of Ridgefield, Conn., manu­
factures nevirapine under the trade name 
Viramune. Roxane Laboratories Inc. of 
Columbus, Ohio, will market Viramune.

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Safety officials keep eye on  asbestos
Officials say hazardous material 
poses no danger on campus

Health and safety of students and staff is important to 
the ASU Asbestos Abatement Program, which dictates han­
dling and removal procedures of fatal asbestos material 
from campus buildings.

The Abatement Program began in the late 1980s to 
reduce the potential for release and exposure to airborne 
asbestos fibers from asbestos-containing materials in 
University buildings, said Ceresa Stewart, health and safety 
officer for ASU Risk Management,

“The real purpose behind the program is to not improp­
erly impact asbestos containing materials primarily during 
remodeling of buildings and to comply with handling regu­
lations of the Occupational Safety and Health 
Administration,” Stewart said.

The majority of campus buildings have been tested. 
Anything constructed prior to 1984 potentially contains 
asbestos material. Asbestos has been banned in a number of 
products, and most industries who use the substance have 
found other substitutes because of the liability factor.

“Unfortunately, we found out it causes fatal cancers,” 
said Brian Hasty, environmental toxicologist for the

Arizona Department of Health Services.
Asbestos is hazardous when m aterials containing 

asbestos are crushed, sanded, blown or otherwise disturbed 
and dispersed into die air, he said. Exposure to material is 
extremely low as long as material is not aggressively dis­
turbed.

“The fiber is so small once it is disturbed aggressively it 
will remain airborne for time. That’s why it is a problem,” 
Hasty said.

When a person breathes in asbestos fiber it becomes 
attached in the lungs and remains there.

Stewart said there isn’t a danger on campus.
“We’ve surveyed the majority of the buildings and know 

which ones contain material ” she said.
Stewart said all of the remodeling, renovation and 

demolition projects on campus come through ADHS, but 
asbestos is not removed otherwise, since it does not pose a 
danger unless disturbed. Asbestos issues are addressed up 
front before the project begins in order to protect the health 
and safety of building occupants and workers.

The most current project on campus is in Wilson Hall. 
First floor tile is being removed in order to prepare for new 
carpet.

In 1995-96 fiscal year, the program received $550,000 
in plant fund money to support the program.

In a five-year plan tó make the area more pedestrian 
friendly, the City of Tempe will narrow College Avenue at 
University Drive and add landscaping and brick sidewalks 
along the street this summer.

The $676,000 construction will have the same effect as 
the recently remodeled University Drive, said Mary 
O ’Connor, transportation planning administrator for the 
Tempe Transportation Division.

The goal is to make the street “more biker-, pedestrian- 
and transit-friendly and less vehicle oriented,” she said.

The construction, which started Monday, June 17, will 
continue until August 15. j

During that time, construction will include the follow­
ing:

• medians will be added to University Drive and a brick 
sidewalk to College Avenue from University Drive to 
Seventh Street.

• parking on the east side of College Avenue will be 
removed and bike lanes and racks will be added, along with 
an information kiosk and three bus shelters.

• the bus stop on College Avenue north of University 
Drive has been relocated to the west side of College 
Avenue at Seventh Street.

• the south end of College Avenue by University Drive

will be closed throughout the construction except for deliv­
eries and buses.

Achen Gardner Construction, the same company that 
completed the University Drive improvements, is handling 
die College Avenue construction, O’Connor said.

The money for the project came from Federal Transit 
Funds and Federal Block grant funds as well as matching 
funds from the City of Tempe.

In addition to construction on College Avenue, in the 
next five years the city will continue improvements for 
Forest Street, Myrtle Avenue, Seventh Avenue and the rest 
of College Avenue.

After the construction is finished, the bus on College 
Avenue will run north rather than south and the bus stop on 
Stadium Drive will be moved to the east side, O’Connor 
said.

The construction is being done in the summer because 
there are less people, she added.

As for the construction workers, working in the blister­
ing heat doesn’t have many benefits.

“ It’s pretty hot,” worker David Gaita said, adding the 
only advantage is “I get a little tan on my face.”

^ ■ ^ o  some motorists, the idea of the Arizona Highway 

Patrol not being on duty 24 hours a day might be 
appealing. ■

They might feel differently, however, if they have a flat 
tire on a sweltering Arizona summer day, with no help near.

Most of Arizona’s highways are patrolled less than 18 
hours a day. And it isn’t just the remote Navajo reservation 
to the north or the flat land stretching endlessly between 
Gila Bend and Y urna that is left unpatrolled. Until this past 
January, even one of the bus­
iest highways in the state,
Interstate highway 10 run­
ning from Phoenix to 
Tucson, was patrolled less 
than 18 hours a day.

Some remote areas, such 
as Kayenta, Arizi, are only 
covered eight hours a day, if 
at all. Some relatively busy 
highways, such as 1-17 just 
south of New River, are not 
covered at all.

"Places like Kayenta don't have the traffic of areas like 
I-10, so there aren’t as many accidents or speeders,’’ said 
l.t. Roger Vanderpool, Arizona Department of Public 
Safety District 6 commander in Casa Grande, 45 miles 
south of Phoenix, ’

Vanderpool patrolled the outer-most limits of Arizona's 
highways in 1980 and 1981 when he was stationed in 
Kayenta. a small town on the Navajo reservation in 
Northeastern Arizona.

"The difficulties you have in remote areas.are longer

response time to broken down motorists and areas of the 
highways left unpatrolled unless we are called out,” he said.

During the 1995 Arizona Legislative session DPS 
— the state agency responsible for the Highway 
Patrol — was allocated money to hire 10 new 

officers for the state. The agency placed all of the new 
officers in District 6.

District 6 now has 47 officers tò patrol 421 miles of 
roadway 24 hours a day. The area covers the section of I-10 
between Phoenix and Tucson, remote secondary highways

in the southeastern por­
tion o f the state and 
highways to Apache 
Junction, directly east of 
Phoenix.

Although it is too early 
to assess the overall 
impact of the new offi­
cers, Vanderpool said 
the most significant 
impact is the increased 
road coverage.

“The metropolitan Phoenix and Tucson areas were previ­
ously the only areas with 24-hour road coverage,” he said.

Vanderpool said increased personnel decreases the 
response time for services and increases the apprehension 
rate of smugglers and impaired drivers.

"There are a considerable amount of accidents during the 
unmanned hours,” he said. “Pinal is the third largest county 
in the state, and it is sandwiched between Maricopa and 
Pima counties, which are first and second respectively.”

Jack Wading, Personnel Allocation Model (PAM) coor­
dinator for the Arizona DPS Highway Patrol Bureau,

blamed insufficient state funding for the lack of adequate 
manpower to cover the state roads and highways.

.. In the past, attempts at increasing the number of officers 
not just replacing those who quit, retired or were killed 

in the line of duty — were not successful because of bud­
getary constraints and the lack of sufficient methods to 
identify the staffing needs of DPS, Wading said.

He added that even though the state’s population grew 
36.6 percent over the last 10 years in 1993 — the last year 
figures are available — it was estimated that 3.9 million 
people lived in Arizona, with 2.9 million registered vehi­
cles. DPS received only seven new officers from 1985 until 
January of this y 0 r . That means that 478 officers patrol 
5,786 miles of state and federal highways.

Roads in remote areas may not be patrolled at all 
due to the vastness of the district. They are des­
ignated  “re sp o n d -to -ca lls -o n ly ” areas. A 

motorist broken down in a remote area can be stranded 
for hours if a responding officer is hundred of miles 
away, at the other end of the district or another motorist 
doesn’t drive by.

i Sgt. Larry Scarber, an eight-year Highway Patrol veter­
an, was stationed in Kayenta for three .years. He and one 
other officer patrolled the 140 miles of interstate that was 
supposed to be patrolled by five officers.
- “The Navajo police would work with us, but there were 
some areas that we just could not cover," Scarbcr said. “It 
was a problem for not only helping broken down motorists, 
but also for response time to accidents.”

Because of the growth in the Phoenix area, officers have 
been removed from remote areas such as Kayenta to the 
metro area, Watling said. He added that the past formulas 
used to assess the number of .officers the Highway Patrol

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needed weren’t adequate enough to justify 
to the Legislature that the department need­
ed more officers.

In the end, it is not DPS that determines 
if additional officers have a significant 
impact. The people who control the state 
purse strings make the final judgment call' 
antf they are not sold on. the idea that more 
officers are necessary, *

Sen, Larry Chesley, R-Gilbert, co- 
chaired the subcommittee on appropri- 
ations for criminal justice during the 

1995 session. He said he has 
his two terms as a senator that there is never 
enough money when 104 agencies have their 
hands out and want more every year.

“Criminal justice is just one of the 
cies asking for money and DPS 'is one Of 
the better treated agencies,” Chesley said.

But according to an Arizona Joint 
Legislative Budget Committee summary 
sheet for DPS funding, the department had 
718 full-time equivalency positions in 
1989. In 1995 there were 697 FTE, with 
707 approved for 19%.

In that same period, while the number of 
full-time patrolmen has dropped by 21,
Arizona population has increased by more 
than 500.000 people, from 3.67 million to 
4.23 million.

“There is no possible way as spaced 
out as Arizona is that we can have a cop 
on every corner." Chesley said. “So when 
I look at where the money should go, I do 
not try and micro-manage and tell DPS where they should put 
officers.” . ■ ^  :

Chesley added that the challenge of having enough officers in 
an area may be more of a management problem, not a budget prob­
lem. “If the number of accidents in one area is low and in another 
area it is high, then take officers from the area accidents are low in 
and put them in the other area.” he said.

According to the 1994 Personnel Allocation Plan compiled by 
the DPS Highway Patrol Bureau, the Personnel Allocation Model 
(PAM) was created specifically for state and provincial law 
enforcement agencies. The model was created to answer questions 
such as how many officers and supervisors are needed to provide 
an acceptable level of service and how the officers should be dis­
tributed throughout the state.

PAM was developed with several state police and highway 
patrol agencies providing ideas and consultation services, then tai­
lored to the needs of each state.

"We used 24 months of data so if .there was one month particu­
larly high in an area the data would not be skewed,” Watling said. 
"A three-year test stage is ideal in case of a time period that may 
distort the data one way or another.”

Watling said the 10 new officers hired, this year were placed in one 
area so that the impact could be more readily seen.

“If the 10 officers had been scattered around the state it would be 
difficult to see one officer make an impact in an area,” he said. “If it is 
successful then we will be able to ask for more around the state.

Hopefully, we will show the Legislature that there is a significant dif­
ference, although that doesn’t mean we will be given new officers.”

patling said in the area north of Morenci, in extreme east­
ern Arizona, the Arizona Department of Transportation 
estimated 300 cars travel that stretch of highway a day, 

and that it would take one officer an entire eight-hour shift to drive 
that highway one way.

“So if someone breaks down up there, it is hard to say how long 
they would sit before someone would be able to help,” he said.

According to the most recent data, DPS needs at least 136 new 
uniformed Highway Patrol officers and 18 sergeants.
„ Jason Hall, an analyst for the Joint Legislative Budget 
Committee, said the types of factors DPS considers to determine 
the number of officers it needs can vary and be ambiguous.

“The Legislature can look at DPS’s request and say if you have 
18-hour coverage in these areas and it works fine, than why do you 
need 24-hour coverage in this rural area,” he said.

Hall said some legislators feel officers could be taken from 
urban areas and put in rural areas with no adverse side effects.

Rep. Joe Hart, R-Kingman, said DPS could probably make better 
use of die officers it currently has on the road. “They can do more 
with what they have and reallocate in different districts as needed.”

He added that the outlying areas are the most under-served, but 
with agencies such as county sheriffs’ department and DPS work­
ing together, the areas can be covered adequately.

ASU alumnus Marco Sanchez’s  intensity on the wrestling mat has carried him to the pinnacle of his sport the 1996 Olympic games.

Marco Sanchez is not only an Olympic-bound wrestler, 
he is also a world-class juggler. '

Between raising a family, changing the lives of at-risk 
youth, acting as an assistant wrestling coach at the local 
high school and training for the 1996 Olympic games in 
Atlanta, Sanchez has his hands full.

Since qualifying for the U S. Olympic wrestling team at 
the Pan-American Gaines in March, Sanchez has been on a 
steady program of conditioning and maintenance as he pre­
pare s to battle 22 of the world’s best Greco-Roman 
wrestlers, including' three former Olympic winners, at the 
’96 games.

“I don’t have butterflies yet, but I’ll get those eventual­
ly. Right now, I am fired up and I am excited, and my fami­
ly is excited,” Sanchez said.

That excitement will begin July 1, when Sanchez leaves 
for Atlanta and the U.S. Olympic wrestling team camp. The 
intensity will build as Sanchez waits for July 21 — the day 
he will represent his country and test his mettle againstthe 
world’s best.

“I see myself as a warrior,” the two-time All American 
said. “When 1 enter the arena, I try to put it in life or death 
terms — like the old gladiators — it’s door die.”

That determination has carried Sanchez a long way from 
the mean streets of San Jose, Calif. While growing up in a 
rough neighborhood, Sanchez constantly found himself in 
fights, but that changed one afternoon.

“I was going at it with another kid, and all I remember is 
somebody jerking me by the collar and yanking me out of 
this fight and saying, ‘Hey you wanna fight, 1 got some­
thing for you.’ ”

Sanchez will remember what happened next for the rest 
of his life. Shephard Middle School Coach Paul Ashmore 
brought young Sanchez to the wrestling room, where the 
entire wrestling team took turns pounding him to the mat.

“They tortured me for like an hour,” he said with a laugh.
While some may have called the coach a jerk and quit, a 

feisty fifth grader’s pride was at stake.
“I was so belittled and hurt about what had happened, I 

vowed I would beat everybody in that room by the season’s 
end,” Sanchez said.

It took him a season and a half, but the scrappy fifth grad­
er eventually triumphed over his older and larger opponents.

“We nicknamed him ‘Superman,’ ” Ashmore said. 
“Even though he was wrestling 30 pounds below weight, 
he never got pinned.”

The hard work, both on the mat and off, paid dividends.

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In 1988, Olympic legend Dave Schultz, along with ASU 
Head Wrestling Coach Bobby Douglas, came to recruit 
young Sanchez for the University’s team.

Sanchez’s quest to  be the best w ould Continue through­
out h is co llege  career.

“He was one of tte  hardest workers, both on the mat and 
off,” said Lee Roy Smith, ASU’s head wrestling coach. “I 
was more worried about his over-training. I spent more 
time trying to get him to rest.”

Two NCAA All-American titles, a couple of university 
championships and a dozen other big wins in Greco-Roman 
wrestling would follow before Sanchez graduated from 
ASU with a sociology degree in 1993.

Although his college career was over, Sanchez’s love'of 
the sport would carry him to a higher level of competition: 
Olympic Greco-Roman wrestling.

“Olympic wrestling is the next level,” Sanchez said. 
“It’s much more exciting than collegiate wrestling, and it 
has always been my dream to compete in the Olympics.”

That dream would become his wife Annette’ s goal, tod.
"1 feel there is always a time for someone to be some­

where or be somebody, and he is going to be there at the 
Olympics, just by that motivation he has and not giving 
up," she said.

Although Marco puts a lot of time on the road, between 
training and competing in different states and countries, 
Annette said the separations strengthen their marriage.

“It brings the marriage closer, because it helps you real­
ize what it’s like to not have somebody there for you, so we 
don’t take (each other) for granted,” she said. “We don’t 
look forward to him leaving, because it is hard on me emo­
tionally, but 1 know that he is doing it for us.”

Despite his heavy schedule of training, supporting the 
family and paying the bills, Marcos still finds time for his 
2-year-old daughter. Ebony.

“He is superdad,” Annette said. “He’s very good with 
kids. It's the way he talks to people, he has such a wonder­
ful personality.”

His ability with children aids him everyday in his job as 
an intervention counselor at W illis Junior High in 
Chandler. The school, surrounded by four low-income 
housing projects, was plagued by a lack of lunch-time pro­
grams and after-school activities. The school had one of the 
highest drop-out rates in the district and attendance was in

the cellar.
Sanchez’s first task at the‘troubled school was atten­

dance. Focusing on a group of kids that were being ignored, 
and calling them “Willis’s Most Wanted,” Sanchez set out 
to create a change. The children had chronic truancy prob­
lems, and were often unruly when they were in class.

“He relates well to kids, and has the good sense to know

when the kids need a shove or a push,’’ said Fred DePrez, 
Willis Junior High principal.

Using his energetic personality and motivational skills, 
Sanchez guides and counsels students in everything from 
problems at home to poor grades. Many of his days are 
spent in court resolving truancy problems*' or visiting with 
the parents of truant children.

“I try to take care of the kids like my coaches took care 
of me, and I try to open doors for them, like I had doors 
opened for me,” Sanchez said.

Through counseling, cajolery, using prizes to reward 
attendance and activities to keep the kids interested in 
school, the 80 kids in Willis’s Most Wanted started spend­
ing more time in school and less time on the street.

“From the time he has been here, our attendance went 
from the lowest to the highest in the district,” said DePrez. 
He also said the drop-out rate has gone from 4 percent to .9 
percent since Sanchez has been at the school.

“He (Sanchez) has taught me that I can do anything, if I just 
stay in school,” said Dimitri Parker, a seventh grader at Willis.

DePrez echoed those sentiments, saying, “Marcos is a 
personification that if you believe in yourself and work 
hard, you can accomplish anything you want.”

Although Sanchez is moving at a breakneck pace 
throughout the day, he always has time for the kids.

“He is willing to take that extra step to make sure kids 
stay in school,” DePrez said. •

Sanchez also inaugurated a lunch-time activity program 
to bum up some of the youthful energy of teenagers. Before 
Sanchez arrived at the school, the students had no orga­
nized activities during their lunch breaks.

“When I first got here, they were tumbleweeds blowing 
through,” Sanchez said. “The kids were all cooped up in the 
cafeteria with nothing to do at lunch. There was a lot of 
energy there.”

Now kids scream and run and jump on a playground; 
while they compete for spots on the teams involved in pick­
up basketball or dodge ball games. The playground is a 
swirling kaleidoscope of running, jumping and playing 
children,

“I try to channel everything 1 do through sports, whether 
it be basketball or other activities, becáuse sports has done 
a lot for me,” Sanchez said. “I just want them to know they 
have choices. It starts with school and sports.”

This is the first release 
on E lton John 's  Rocket 
label. From the press kit, I 
get the feeling that, as so 
many bands have been tout­
ed as the next Beatles, Ryan 
Downe is being touted by

I’m not sure, but I think it was treasury secretary Lloyd 

Bentsen who once said to Dan Quayle, “Son, I knew Elton

You might want to double check me on that.
Ryan is talented, but he ain’t Elton. For his debut, L.A.’S 

Downe surrounds himself with a fine group of studio musi­
cians to crank out thirteen songs which are often interesting 
musically, and often melodramatic and self-absorbed lyrically.

Downe does prove himself to be a clever guitarist, and his 
arrangements are interesting mixes of Physical Graffiti-style 
heaviness with modem drum loops and keyboard patches.
