Coor: 5 0 percent enrollment increase likely soon

Although the rate of incoming students at ASU has 
remained constant for several years, the University will soon 
have to plan for a potential 50 percent enrollment increase.

“The number of high school graduates in the state of 
Arizona has remained constant for the last five years at 
32,000,” said ASU President Lattie Coor at a Faculty Assembly 
Breakfast Tuesday. “The period of that lull is over.”

“We had a breathing space for the last six years,” he told 
the 200-member audience. “That has given us the opportu­

nity to perfect our plans.”
The number of Arizona high school graduates significantly 

impacts enrollment rates at state universities. That number will 
climb to 36,000 in the next few years eventually reaching 40,000 
and then it will boom to 50,000 within five years, Coor said.

The projected number of student enrollment is much higher 
than what the University handles right now. Coor said ASU main 
campus enrollment is capped at 39,000 for regular day-time stu­
dents. “We’ll be at that cap with next year’s class,” he said. 

“We’ve talked about a student body of 75,000,” said Coor. 
The enrollment for ASU’s three branch campuses is

already at 50,000.
ASU hasn't dealt with growth for several years and Coor 

urged the faculty to consider the implications of such an 
increase in enrollment..

“It's  time for us to turn back to that issue and reckon 
with it,” Coor said. “Where and how can we best serve stu­
dents and the idea of the University as a whole?”

Coor did not offer immediate solutions to the growth 
problem, but presented it as a task to the audience.

“We should consider all the options,” Coor said. “Growth 
has returned. It’s not evil, but we must shape it.”

Parking structure problems bother staff, students

Parking at ASU has become even more 
troublesome for some because o f a bro­
ken gate arm in Parking Structure 3 and 
faculty, staff and students who paid $105 
fo r  p a rk in g  p a sse s  a re  f in d in g  th e ir  
spaces taken by unauthorized parkers.

All of the parking gates on campus went 
down in September due to a lightning strike 
during a storm. They have all been repaired

except for Structure 3, Lot 26 and Orange 
Street facilities. It is a particularly difficult 
situation in Structure 3 because it is the 
smallest garage and has a huge demand, 
said Marilyn Hunsaker, supervisor of field 
operations for Parking and Transit Services.

‘T h e  gates are all computer generated 
data lines that are throughout the tunnel sys­
tem underneath the campus,” she said. “We 
have had the wires necessary to repair the 
gates on order for several months.”

H o w ev er, P a rk in g  and  T ra n s it  
Services is taking measures to protect the 
precious parking spaces.

“We have six enforcement officers that 
patrol the area and cite vehicles that are ille­
gally parked there.” Hunsaker said.

One em ployee o f ASU, who did not 
wish to give her name, said she is out­
raged at the shortage.

“I waited for three years on a waiting list 
to get a parking decal for Structure 3 and

when I did, I waited from 4:00 a.m. to 7:00 
a.m. in line before I got it, and now I want 
to be able to park there,” she said.

H unsaker sa id  pay ing  fo r a perm it 
does not ensure a covered parking space.

“The decal does not mean that every­
one will get covered parking, only conve­
nient parking,” she added.

Even convenien t park ing  is hard  to 
come by for some.

“(Parking and Transit Services) tell us 
that we should park on the roof, but by 
lunch time there aren’t any spaces there,” 
said the ASU employee.

Norm G insburg, an ASU journalism  
professor, said he is also upset with the 
parking problems in Structure 3. He said 
he was unable to find a handicapped spot 
and was cited for .parking in a non-handi- 
cappcd spot.
, “I am going to make a big deal about 

this: I should be able to find a parking

place,” G insburg said. “ It’s stupid that 
they would give me a ticket when I have 
a decal.”

Hunsaker said the problems should be 
resolved soon.

“We are hopeful and confident that the 
problem will be resolved within the next 
couple o f  weeks. The repairs are very 
complicated and require extensive work 
in the tunnel system,” Hunsaker said. “I 
pay to park in the lots too, I know what a 
big problem it is.”

Arizona Republic editor resigns
PHOENIX (AP) —  The managing editor 

of The Arizona Republic has resigned after 
he was quoted making disparaging com­
ments about employees laid off when the 
Phoenix Gazette closed last year.

The Columbia Journalism Review quot­
ed Steven Knickmeyer as saying most of 
the laid-off staffers were “fat, lazy, incom­
petent and slow.”

He was responding to claims by his for­
mer reporters that the the most aggressive 
news s taffers  had been laid o ff  by the 
p ap e rs’ paren t com pany, Phoenix 
Newspapers Inc.

In a staff memo announcing Knickmeyer’s 
departure Monday, Executive Editor Pam 
Johnson said his statement did not accurately 
reflect the selection process used when the 
com pany closed the G azette and let 60 
staffers go.

“The Republic disavows the statement he 
made in the article,” Johnson said. “The

decisions we made a year ago were difficult 
in view of the abilities and contributions 
those s ta ff  m em bers had m ade to  The 
Republic.”

Johnson also is vice president-news for 
Phoenix Newspaper^. The Republic publish­
es in the morning; the Gazette was an after­
noon paper.

The newspaper’s deputy managing edi­
tors, Jeff Dozbaba and John D’Anna, will 
run daily operations until a new managing 
editor is named, Johnson said.

She also praised Knickmeyer’s past con­
tributions to the newspaper, including the 
Saving A rizona’s C hildren project that 
called attention to the needs of children 
throughout the state. He joined the Republic 
in 1992 as an assistant city editor.

Knickmeyer did not return a message left 
M onday on his te lephone answ ering 
machine.
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President C linton is greeted by lawmakers after arriving for his State of the Union address on Capitol H ill on Tuesday.

W ASHINGTON —  Shaken by scandal, P resident 
Clinton sought to reassert his leadership in a crucial State 
of the Union address Tuesday night, urging Congress to 
“save Social Security first” before cutting taxes or increas­
ing spending. ,

With the end of big budget deficits, Clinton said “every 
penny of any surplus” should be devoted to shoring up 
Social Security, which faces bankruptcy next century as 
baby boomers retire. Republicans are eyeing the surpluses 
for tax cuts.

Replying to Clinton, Senate Majority Leader Trent Lott 
said the best thing Washington can do is “cut the toe bur­
dens on the American family.”

Amid fresh tensions with Saddam Hussein, Clinton 
issued a veiled threat of force against Iraq: “You cannot 
defy the will of the world. ...You have used weapons of 
mass destruction before. We are determined to deny you 
the capacity to use them again.”

In a subtle reference to Clinton’s personal troubles, Lott 
said the Congress would back the president against Iraq 
“despite any current controversy.”

In his annual report to the nation, Clinton said America 
is enjoying good times enhanced by the lowest unemploy­
ment and inflation in decades. He urged Congress to raise 
the minimum wage -—- now $5.15 an hour —-- but did not 
specify how much. “We can afford to take one simple, sen­
sible step to help millions of workers struggling to provide 
for their families." '.

Clinton challenged Congress to join in a bipartisan 
search for a fix for Social Security. With the prospect of 
the first balanced budget in 30 years, Clinton said the 
question is what should be done with the projected sur­
pluses.

“1 have a simple four-word answer: save Social Security 
first." the president said. “Tonight I propose we reserve 
100 percent of the surplus ... until we have taken all the 
measures necessary to strengthen the Social Security sys­
tem for the 21 st century.” *

To promote a Social Security solution, the administra­
tion will arrange three or four regional conferences to dis­
cuss the problems. Clinton will host a White House confer­
ence in December. He said he would convene the leaders 
of Congress next January to craft a bipartisan agreement.

C linton also challenged Congress to pass national 
tobacco legislation, but its fate is uncertain. He urged rais­
ing the price of cigarettes by $1.50 a pack to deter teen 
smoking, and said tobacco companies should be slapped 
with penalties “if they continue marketing to kids.”

The administration is counting on passage of a tobacco 
deal for $65 billion over five years to pay for social spend­
ing. ''

Clinton urged $21.7 billion for a childcare initiative,

doubling to 2 million the number of kids eligible for child­
care s u b s i d i e s . 7 ,

He proposed $7.3 billion to hire 1(X),000 teachers, with 
a goal of reducing class sizes in grades one to three. He 
also urged tax credits to pay interest on nearly $22 billion 
in bonds to build and renovate public schools.

With the economy booming and the government col­
lecting more tax revenues, Clinton boasted that he would 
submit a balanced budget for 1999, three years earlier than 
required in his deal with Congress. “And if we hold fast to 
fiscal discipline, we may balance the budget this year, four 
years ahead of schedule,” the president said.

He urged passage of consumer health care protections, 
guaranteeing the right to appeal when services are denied. 
He renewed his call for expanded authority to negotiate 
foreign trade deals; Democrats balked at the request last 
year.

Clinton urged $6 billion in tax cuts and research and 
development to encourage environmental improvements.

W ith A sia undergoing  a financia l c ris is , C lin ton  
requested  $18 b illion  to rep len ish  the In ternational 
Monetary Fund. He also asked for more than S 1 billion to 
pay the U.S. ejebt to the United Nations. Failure to pay 
U.N. bills undermines U.S. leadership during the standoff 
with Iraq, he said.

The president called for Senate ratification of treaties to 
expand NATO and to impose a comprehensive test ban on 
nuclear explosions. He urged strengthening a biological 
weapons convention “with a new international inspection 
system to detect and deter cheating.”

The embattled president did not mention the furor over 
allegations he had sex w ith a young in tern , M onica 
Lewinsky, and urged her to lie about it. He has denied the 
charges.

TOKYO —  Jolted by the arrests 
o f  tw o senior o ffic ia ls on bribery 
c h a rg e s ,  J a p a n ’ s f in a n c e  c h ie f  
an n o u n ced  T u esd ay  th a t he w ill 
s tep  dow n. T h o se  a rre s te d  w ere  
a lleged ly  en te rta in ed  lav ish ly  by 
banks in return for tip -o ffs about 
the m in is try ’s “ su rp rise” in sp ec ­
tions.

The accusations hit at the heart 
o f  m o u n tin g  c r i t ic is m  o f  th e  
Finance M inistry: that lax govern­
m ent o v ersig h t shares the b lam e 
for the decay o f  Japan’s debt-sad­
dled financial institutions.

F in a n c e  M in is te r  H iro s h i 
M itsuzuka had com e under intense 
pressure to resign after prosecutors 
ra id ed  his m in is try  M onday  and  
o p p o s itio n  law m ak ers  vow ed  to  
b lo ck  c r itic a l b u d g e t le g is la tio n  
until he quit.

“ I deeply apologize for this d is­
g ra c e ,” M itsuzuka said  at a new s 
conference. “I’m resigning because 
I intensely  feel my responsib ility  
as a m anager.”

P rim e  M in is te r  R y u ta ro  
H a s h im o to  fo rm a lly  a c c e p te d  
M its u z u k a ’* r e s ig n a t io n
W ed n esd ay . T h o u g h  M itsu z u k a  
has not been directly  im plicated in 
the scandal, Japanese leaders often

resign to take responsibility  for the 
m istakes o f those below them.

The scandal cen ters o n ,a lleg a­
tions tha t F inance M in istry  o ff i­
cials accepted pricey dinners, golf 
o u tin g s  and  o th e r e n te r ta in m e n t 
bribes from banks in exchange for 
alerting them  about inspections.

News reports say officials were 
e n te r ta in e d  e x t r a v a g a n t ly  in 
restaurants featuring scantily  clad 
w aitresses . D inners w ere sa id  to 
cost abou t $250  p er p e rson ; tips 
o fte n  ran  an a d d itio n a l $80  p e r 
waitress.

T he m in is try  —  Ja p a n ’s m ost 
p o w e rfu l  a g e n c y  —  e x a m in e s  
b a n k s  to  ju d g e  th e i r  f in a n c ia l  
h ea lth  and  ro o t ou t w rongdo ing . 
The inspections are supposed to be 
a surprise so banks don’t have time 
to conceal evidence or hide losses.

W hile the scandal is a blow  to 
H a s h im o to ’s g o v e rn m e n t, 
M itsuzuka’s departure c leared  the 
way for Parliam ent to  pass budget 
leg isla tion , including a $15.9 b il­
lio n  ta x  c u t ,  a n d  m e a s u re s  to  
s tren g th en  Ja p a n ’s f in an c ia l sy s­
tem. ■ ■

Ambassador W. Nathaniel Howell, who spent several 
months trapped inside the U.S. Embassy in Kuwait City 
when Iraq invaded, gave some insightful views of Saddam, 
the Middle East and oil when he visited ASU in 1991. He 
said although Saddam is a tyrant, he is no madman. He runs 
Iraq with an iron fist, and he is in control.

The am bassador view ed petro leum  as a pow erful 
weapon that can be used for good or evil. He believes 
strongly that if  Saddam had not been stopped in Kuwait, 
he would have gone on to take Saudi Arabia and eventu­
ally the other states in the Middle East.

Howell put this view in strong terms, explaining that all 
the other states in that part of the world would have drawn 
the obvious conclusion that when Saddam came knocking 
at their door, they better find an accommodation.

The question remaining is what is the United States 
doing to achieve energy self-sufficiency, so that we are 
not dependent on foreign oil and the turbulent Middle 
East? The answer —  not much. Today, we import over 
50 percent of all the crude oil and finished products we 
use. The Middle East provides about 18 percent o f our 
total needs. We im port more than before or after the 
energy crisis o f the 1970s. At that time, our country 
vowed that never again would we be held hostage by 
foreign energy in terests such as the O rganization of 
Petroleum Exporting Countries (OPEC).

Plans were made in Washington to pursue a host of 
actions leading to a strong in ternal energy position.

With federal subsidies in hand, work began on coal liq­
uefaction and gasification. Additional coal and nuclear 
plants for electric generation were also contemplated. 
None of this has come to pass, since the projects were 
considered too costly or difficult to accomplish. One by 
one, the federal subsidies dried up and the pilot pro­
grams were dropped.

Congress did look for ways to cut reliance on import­
ed oil. This was no easy task because transportation 
accounts for about 66 percent o f the petroleum  con­
sumed in the United States. The big user is the personal 
automobile. We have about 140 million automobiles on 
the road today, adding about 50,000 each year.

Action in Congress is not encouraging. The Senate 
Energy and Natural R esources Com m ittee rejected a 
proposal by S en a to r R ichard  B ryan, o f  N evada, to 
require the automobile industry to raise the average car 
mileage from 27.5 miles per gallon, established in 1996, 
to 40 miles per gallon by 2001. When Senator Bennett 
Johnston of Louisiana, the chairman of the committee, 
offered a com prom ise o f 34 m iles per gallon, it was 
defeated by a vote of 13-7.

Some weak and delaying actions were left in the bill. 
T he T ra n sp o r ta tio n  D e p a rtm en t w o u ld  se t fu tu re  
m ileage standards “after a feasib ility  study.” Also, a 
plan would be developed to increase domestic energy 
production  to  include d rilling  for o il in an A laskan 
wildlife refuge. The Sierra Club labeled the bill a devas­
tating assault on the environment.

Energy analysts worry that short-term cheap oil is lulling 
the public into a false sense of security. The war in the 
Persian Gulf should have acted as a public warning that this 
is a world market and we had better be prepared.

Sim ilar to previous energy crises, nothing will be 
done to establish energy self-sufficiency. When the next 
crisis comes along, we will again think about the prob­
lem. In the meantime, we will continue to import about 
8 million barrels o f foreign crude oil and finished prod­
uct daily and hope that disaster does not strike.

The idea th a t the on ly  p rac tica l 
m eans o f  travel here in the Valley is to 
drive your ow n vehicle is ingrained in 
anyone who lives here for long. W hen a 
new com er asks about public transporta­
t io n , th e  s ta n d a rd  a n sw e r f ro m  th e  
natives is along the lines o f“ Forget it. 
B asically, there isn ’t any.” W hich not 
only contributes to putting m ore vehi­
cles out on the overcrow ded roads and 
adds still m ore pollutants to the air w e 
all share, but it’s also untrue.

I  can testify that there is, contrary to 
p o pu lar w isdom , a reaso n ab le  ( i f  no t 
ideal) m etro bus system  already in exis­
tence . I gave up the  long , e x p en s iv e  
and aggravating drive from G lendale to 
ASU four years ago, and started  using 
it. Instead o f  a 45-m inute drive that is 
basically wasted tim e and is topped o ff 
with having to deal sjÿth the hassle and 
expense  o f  park ing  at ASXJ, I have  a 
bus trip (the “Y ellow ” line) that takes 
15 m inutes longer, and I can  use the 
tim e to do the course reading I should 
have done the night before. And instead 
o f  Lot 59, I get dropped o ff  at A SU ’s 
front door.

A s life lo n g  d r iv e rs , w e re je c t  the  
“ in co n v en ien ce” o f  ch eck ing  the  -bus 
schedule, adjusting our ow n schedules 
and g e tting  to  a bus stop . A nd w e’re 
usually blind to the inconvenience (and 
m uch greater risk) o f  spending all that 
tim e behind the wheel o f our own vehi­
cle, paying for all that gas and m ainte­
nance, park ing  at the  destin a tio n  and  
dealing with road rage. N ot to  m ention, 
the little problem  o f w orsening som e of 
the w orst a ir pollution in the country .

Incidentally , students “out west” and 
northw est should check ou t the “R ed” 
or the “Yellow”  Une —  they run every 
half hour and drop you o ff right on the 
ed g e  o f  cam p u s. U n fo r tu n a te ly , th e  
good people o f  the w est V alley haven’t 
Y E T  seen  f i t  to  fund  them  to run  on 
weekends. But a good way to m otivate 
that is to increase riders on the existing 
system. And th a t’s w here you com e in.

This man was not famous for his 
personal life, but for his comic abilities.

I’m not saying that every detail in the 
Clinton sex scandal is trivial. Suborning 
perjury, for example, is quite a serious 
charge. 1 just think that the political cli­
m ate that has generated the charges 
against Clinton needs to be looked at 
closely. If Clinton had not been the victim 
o f partisan, harassment, the current scan­
dal would never have arisen. Kenneth 
Starr would never have been allowed to 
hound him and he would never have been 
forced to answer Paula Jones' dubious 
claim s. We would never have had to 
worry whether or not he was lying.

The thing is. the public is being dou­
bly cheated here. Firstly, the party faith­
ful on either side are using our tax dol­
lars to  w age w ar on each  other.

If you’re one of the many who think 
that there are only two possible political 
ideologies, such political time-wasting is 
probably fine.

If, on the other hand, you’d actually like 
to get your money’s worth out o f your 
elected officials, whatever their party affili­
ation, and some worthwhile coverage from 
your local media outlets, don't let this sen­
sationalists garbage get you down.

Let them know 
you expect some work out of them other 
than attacking the opposition. If you let 
them know your vote depends on it. you 
might get some action. Remember, you 
pay their salaries.

And as far as the media is concerned, 
don’t take the seemingly unbreakable fixa­
tion on the prurient for granted, either. Call 
them, write them, tell them you’re sick of it. 
And most importantly, let them know that 
you’re not going to read, watch or listen to 
such garbage. Let’s start the boycott 
Gregor McGavin is a junior studying 
journalism.

In a joint effort between Arizona universities and community 
colleges, the process of transferring credits from one to the other 
will be made easier. And one of ASU’s own will be a key player 
in it all.

Kate Dillon Hogan, director of financial aid, has tendered in 
her resignation and will move to amew position located at the 
office of the Arizona Board of Regents.

Hogan’s new title will be articulation facilitator, and her job 
will be to assist students in transferring from community col­
leges to universities without losing credits. Articulation is the 
word that higher education officials use to describe the process 
of transferring course credits from the community college to uni­
versity level’

“Higher education is my career,” she said. “I see this as a 
minor change, not a major change.”

Hogan, who has been at financial aid for five years, said her 
new job is not much different from her old one. Her main pur­
pose in both positions is to serve students.

The position was first discussed by an articulation task force 
in a legislative session in 1996, said Tony Seese-Bieda, assistant 
executive director for public affairs for ABOR.

The task force made two recommendations. One recommen­
dation was to look for ways to revise new transfer degrees so 
classes can be transferred as a block rather than individually.

Some of the blocks of classes have already been implement­
ed, Seese-Bieda said. There will be more blocks added each 
semester. Seese-Bieda added that he hopes the process will be 
complete within two years. ,

The second recommendation included additional support 
functions for students going from community colleges to the 
universities. Included in this recommendation was Hogan’s new 
position, which will be jointly funded by the universities and 
community colleges.

There arc times when students transfer from a community 
college and later find out that many of their classes do not trans­
fer in a particular program, Hogan said.

“We will put together a computer system that will support 
this so students will know which classes would apply to that 
degree^” she added.

Hogan said she is leaving a “great job with a wonderful, sup­
portive staff,” but she could not pass up the opportunity to work

After being the Director of Student Financial Services tor rive 
years, Kate Dillon Hogan is retiring from the office. She will 
become the Articulation Facilitator for the Arizona Board of 
Reagents in March
with students on more of an academic level. She will leave toe 
Financial Aid Office March 15 and begin her new job March 16.

There is one important thing Hogan said she is sure Students 
want to know.

“The transition (of jobs) is designed to take place over toe 
next few months,” she said. “So we won’t have any delays in toe 
financial aid process for ‘98-99.”
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H e a lth  C e n te r  w a rn s th a t  
flu  se a so n  is n ’t  o v e r y e t

The first Arizona case of Influenza B this 
year was diagnosed last week, prompting the 
Student Health Center to warn that the winter flu 
season is not over, despite warm temperatures.

Catching the flu is something that students at 
ASU should be particularly concerned with, said 
Pat Cox. senior nurse at Student Health.

“They could spread really badly in this col­
lege community because people live in close 
proximity," Cox said.

New strains of Influenza A, originating as far

away as Australia, also continue to infect 
Arizonans.

Influenza A and B, commonly called the flu, 
usually cause sore throats, aches, fevers and 
coughing among people who carry it

Although Influenza A can be treated up to 
two days after infection, the only protection from 
Influenza B is to get a flu shot, said Cox.

The Student Health Center has been adminis­
tering flu shots all winter and will continue to 
give them for $10 until next month. ■

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Man uses sleepwalking as 
defense in murder of wife

PHOENIX (AP) —- Scott Louis Falater 
says he was sleepwalking when he stabbed 
his wife 44 times and drowned her in the 
swimming pool.

The defense may seem too bizarre to be 
true, at least in any context but a made-for- 
TV movie, but juries elsewhere have freed 
accused murderers making similar claims. 
Falater hopes a jury will do the Same thing 
for him during his trial scheduled for March.

Until the January 1997 night his wife 
was killed, it appeared Falater and his wife 
Yamila had a good m arriage. Longtime 
friends, neighbors and their children said the 
Mormon couple was quiet and never fought.

They were active in th e ir  church and 
were preparing to retire early.

Scott Falater is an inventor with a well­
paying, though stressful, job as a product 
manager for Motorola, and Yamila Falater 
worked as an aide in a preschool.

The Falaters’ children told police nothing 
unusual happened the night of the murder. 
•They wjent to bed between 9 p.m. and 9:30 
p.m.

About an hour later, two neighbors heard 
noises and went outside to investigate. They 
repo rted  hearing  a wom an scream ing  
“Please, please don’t.”

One neighbor looked over a wall into the 
Falaters’ back yard and saw Yamila Falater 
lying on her side, her arms and legs moving. 
She rolled over and stopped moving, police 
reports say.

The neighbor then saw Falater walking 
around the house before coming outside and 
staring at his wife for about a minute.

He went back inside and emerged a short 
time later wearing gloves, police reports

say. He dragged his wife to the pool and 
held her head under water.

The neighbors called 911.
W hen police arrived and questioned 

Falater about blood on his neck and arm, a 
cut cm his finger and Small scratches on his 
forearm, he had no explanation.

Richard Bootzin, a sleep-disorders expert 
at the University of Arizona, said violence 
during sleep is extremely rare, but there are 
docum ented cases o f people who have 
walked out o f upper-story windows, thrown 
their children out windows and driven cars 
while sleeping.

“There are examples of people who have 
slashed out at someone or thought they were 
being attacked while asleep,” Bootzin said. 
“It’s not really sleep. It’s Some kind of a 
state in which ^ou are not fully in control of 
what is going on and you don’t remember 
what’s going on.”

However, some facts in the case may 
w ork against F a la te r’s sleepw alk ing  
defense.

He put gloves on before killing his wife, 
and police records show that afterward he 
bandaged a cut on his finger.

Police also say they found evidence of 
Falater’s attempt to Cover up his crime. 
Bloody clothes, a knife and an ath letic 
mouthpiece were found in the family van.

N eighbo.rs to ld  p o lic e  they  heard  
Y am ila Falater scream ing for 20 to 30 
minutes before she died.

F ala ter said he was aw akened after 
police arrived by a lot of “noise, scream­
ing and people talking.” He later insisted 
to  d e te c tiv e s  he co u ld  not rem em ber 
“doing it.”

Miller cans angel’ commercials
NEWARK, N.J. (AP) —  Miller Brewing 

Co. has pulled a television commercial of beer- 
swilling angels, a month after a New Jersey 
minister called the ad anything but heavenly.

Rev. Edward B. Smart Jr. said the ad was 
blasphemous by mocking faith and implying 
angels were alcoholics and that there was beer 
in heaven.

“They have come to see things our way,” 
Smart said Tuesday.

In a letter dated Friday, an official for 
Milwaukee-based Miller said the ad wouldn’t 
run again, “because Miller is sensitive to the

concerns of our communities.”
Miller said response to the commercial, 

which ran nationally from October through 
December, had been overwhelmingly positive, 
but that some people besides Smart had com­
plained. ,

Last month, Smart presented a petition with 
3,000 signatures opposed to the commercial 
and won a Newark City Council resolution 
condemning the ad.

The ad showed three young men in white 
suits and wings dancing to hip-hop music and 
chugging Miller Lite.

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Japanese finance chief resigns in bank-bribe allegation scandal

TOKYO — Jolted by the arrests of two 
senior officials on bribery charges, Japan’s 
finance chief announced Tuesday that he will 
step down. Those arrested were allegedly 
entertained lavishly by banks in return for tip- 
offs about the ministry’s “surprise” inspec­
tions. '

The accusations hit at the‘heart o f mount­
ing criticism of the Finance Ministry: that lax 
government oversight shares the blame for 
the decay of Japan’ s debt-saddled financial 
institutions.

Finance Minister Hiroshi Mitsuzuka had 
come under intense pressure to resign after 
prosecutors raided his ministry Monday and 
opposition lawmakers vowed to block critical 
budget legislation until he quit.

“I deeply apologize for this disgrace,” 
Mitsuzuka said at a news conference. “I’m 
resigning because I intensely feel my respon­
sibility as a manager."

Prime Minister Ryutaro Hdshimoto for­
mally accepted M itsuzuka’s resignation 
Wednesday. Though Mitsuzuka has not been 
directly implicated in the scandal, Japanese 
leaders often resign to take responsibility for 
the mistakes of those below them.

The scandal centers on allegations that 
Finance Ministry officials accepted pricey 
dinners, golf outings and other entertainment 
bribes from banks in exchange for alerting 
them about inspections.

News reports say officials were enter­
tained extravagantly in restaurants featuring 
scantily clad waitresses. Dinners were said to 
cost about $250 per person; tips often ran an 
additional $80 per waitress.

The ministry — Japan’s most powerful 
agency — ; examines hanks to judge their 
financial health and root out wrongdoing. 
The inspections are supposed to be a surprise 
so banks don’t have time to conceal evidence 
or hide losses.

W hile the scandal is a blow to

H ashim oto’s governm ent, M itsuzuka’s 
departure cleared the way for Parliament to 
pass budget legislation, including a $15.9 bil­
lion tax Cut, and measures to strengthen 
Japan’s financial system.

The resignation of a staunch defender of 
Hashimoto’s tight fiscal policy could also 
open the door for more stimulative spending 
to spur the sluggish economy.

The investigation of the Finance Ministry 
is part of a wider probe into chummy rela­
tions between government officials and the 
businesses they regulate.

On M onday, Tokyo prosecutors con­
verged on the Finance Ministry, searched for 
evidence and arrested two top bureaucrats in 
the inspections division.

Koiichi M iyagaw a, 52, and Toshim i 
Taniuchi, 48, were arrested for allegedly 
telling banks in advance about inspections in 
exchange for $40,(XX) in wining and dining 
over four years.

The arrests followed a similar move last

week, when a form er Finance M inistry 
bureaucrat working for Japan’s national high­
way coiporation was arrested on charges of 
accepting entertainment in return for favors.

No bank officials have yet been charged in 
the latest case but prosecutors searched the 
offices of Dai-Ichi Kangyo Bank, Sanwa 
Bank, Asahi Bank and Hokkaido Takushoku 
Bank on Tuesday afternoon.

An opposition  group had called for 
Mitsuzuka’s resignation and boycotted a leg­
islative committee meeting on the govern­
ment budget and fiscal reform. The group’s 
absence Tuesday brought debate on bills 
there to a halt.

Mitsuzuka’s announcement that he would 
resign came hours after he vowed to weed 
out corruption in his ministry and work to 
regain public confidence.

“In order to make sure that this type of 
thing doesn’t happen again, we will push 
through Finance Ministry reforms,” he said 
earlier Tuesday.

Poet laureate Ted Hughes wins Britain’s richest literary award
LONDON (AP) - Poet laureate Ted Hughes won the 

$33,000 Whitbread Book of the Year award Tuesday — 
Britain's richest literary prize — with his collection Tales o f 
Ovid.

The rechisive Hughes,’67, who recently broke a 35-year 
silence about his troubled marriage to the American poet Sylvia 
Plath with a searing new book of poems, was ill and did not 
attend the awards ceremony. V

The prize was collected on his behalf by TV presenter 
Melvyn Bragg.
. Tales o f Ovid beat Jim Grace’s novel Quarantine, a biogra­
phy of Victor Hugo by Graham Rob and The Ventriloquist’s

Tale, debut novel of Pauline Melville.
The nine judges said they were not influenced by the huge 

publicity given to Hughes’ latest collection, Birthday Letters.
“I don’t think these were judges that would be swayed by 

this month’s thing,” said panel chairman. Professor Jeremy 
Treglown from the University of Warwick.

He said Tales o f Ovid, Hughes’ reworking of O vid's 
Metamorphosis, was a work of “greatness and sublimity.”

“We felt that it was a stupendous achievement to be able to 
bring back this first-century author whose stories are so deeply 
embedded in our culture,” Treglown said.

The troubled Plath gassed herself in her oven on Feb. 11,

1963, months after Hughes left her for another Woman. She 
was 30, ,

Some Plath fans have called I lughes a murderer and his 
name has been repeatedly hacked off of Plath’s gravestone in 
Yorkshire, northern England.

But Birthday letters, 88 poems about the couple’s six-year 
marriage, makes it clear Hughes loved his wife.

Hughes, who has been poet laureate since 1984, has refused 
to be interviewed about the poems, which span 25 years from 
the late ’60s.

The Whitbread award, sponsored by a brewing and leisure 
company, was introduced in 1971.

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Study: G en e m utation that slow s 
A ID S in  adults also h elp s new borns

CHICAGO — A gene mutation that slows the progression of 
AIDS in adults also helps newborns infected with HIV fend off 
serious illnesses associated with the disease, a study found.

The mutation, which occurs on a gene called CCR5, is believed 
to be absent in blacks and Asians but present in 10 percent to 15 
percent of whites.

■There is a significant delay in the appearance of clinical and 
biological symptoms,” said Dr. Micheline Misrahl, a professor of 
biochemistry and molecular biology in Paris at the Institut 
National de la Sante et de la Recherche Medícale.

In the study, HIV-infected newborns with the mutation stayed 
illness-free much longer than infants who lacked the mutation, the

researchers reported in Wednesday’s Journal of the American 
Medical Association.

By age 8, only 11 percent of HIV-infected babies with the 
mutation had suffered serious AIDS-related maladies, such as 
severe bacterial illnesses, compared with 49 percent of babies who 
lacked the mutation.

The finding could someday help scientists develop new drugs 
to prevent or kill HTV infection in newborns, the rerearchers said.

Such a treatment would help all races because it would give 
them the biological advantage now afforded only by the gene 
mutation, a U.S. scientist said.

In the United States, about 500 babies of HIV-infected mothers 
are bom with the virus each year; In developing countries, the rate 
is mote than 300,000 a year.and increasing.

Worried about numerous aspects of his team’s play only six 
’ days ago, ASU interim head coach Don Newman announced at 
Tuesday’s weekly press conference that his troubles have been 
reduced to one item.

“My biggest concern is health,” Newman said in reference 
to seniors Ahlon Lewis (bruised right shoulder) and Urit Kelly 
(shin splints) suffering from minor ailments.

“It’s very interesting to put together a practice plan at this 
time of year to keep these guys healthy and still get work 
done.”

So interesting in fact that Newman has even hit the court a 
few times to combat the problem of the Sun Devils’ limited 
numbers.

Ironically, though, the injury bug has now sidelined the 
coach as well.

“I got out there and practiced with diem the other day and I 
twisted my ankle. So that showed me my career was over,” 
Newman said. ■

While Lewis, who has had a bad shoulder since before the 
Jan. 22 contest with Oregon State, has been able to play 
through his injury, Kelly has been resigned to riding a bike and 
shooting free throws during practice for nearly two weeks now.

Still, Newman said practice since Sunday has been some of 
the best he’s seen all season.

“(This week) I saw some of the most beautiful basketball 
I’ve seen all year —  including in games,” he said. “On a couple 
of plays, I don’t know if the Suns could have stopped us.”
Right on track

With the Sun Devils down to the final third of the season, 
Newman said his team is almost exactly where he hoped they 
would be when he first took over the program in September..

“We’re sitting here with 13 wins and 11 opportunities to 
go,” Newman said. “If you look at this whole season and how 
it’s unfolded at this point, I can honestly say maybe we’re a 
game short of where we should be and I don’t how many teams 
are sitting here afound the nation saying that now.

“The only thing that I’ ve felt we’ ve let go is die Oregon 
State game.” ■ ■

Looking back, however, he added that maybe it was a posi­
tive loss. ,

“I think it was a bit of a jolt (but) I think we needed it,” 
Newman said. “If you have to take a loss by Oregon State at 
home (and) if you can learn a lesson like we have as quickly as 
we did, then it’s going to be word! it down the road.”

ASU beat Oregon 67-51 in their next game.
All in the numbers

At 13-7 overall and tied for fifth at 3-4 in the Pac-10, 
advancing to postseason play is a strong possibility. Knowing 
this, Newman has now mapped out a specific way for the Sun 
Devils to get there.

“After the (Oregon) game I put on the board, 13 and seven 
and below it I put seven slash 11,*’ Newman said meaning 
seven wins in 11 games, “The visual I was trying to send was- 
that I think 20 (wins) is a magic number for any team around 
the country.

“What that represents is a winning season, (even) at 16. 
Then to me anything from 16,17 to 18, you’re probably look­
ing at qualifying for the NTT. Anything over that you have a 
serious argument to go even farther,” he added alluding to the 
NCAA Tournament.

“We’re not far away and we can’t be afraid to look at it. We 
have to set out goals now so we can go and attain them. I’m 
going to put that in front of these guys as much as I can for the 
next month and two Weeks.”

Rice, named an Eastern Conference All-Star earlier in the 
day, was held to seven points in die first half on 2-for-8 field- 
goal shooting. He made 13 of 21 the rest of the way as the 
Hornets won fen the fourth time in five games.

Anthony Mason added 20 points, 13 rebounds and six assists 
fen Charlotte, and Matt Geiger had 10 points and 13 rebounds.

The Suns, who one night earlier had opened an 11-day, 
seven-game East Coast swing with a victory in Atlanta, were 
outscored by Charlotte 14-7 in the second extra period.

Phoenix got a season-high 30 points from Antonio McDyess,

but he fouled out with 1:44 left in regulation. Rex Chapman 
added 20points and Steve Nash had 18.

Rice scored 10 of Charlotte’s 12 points in the first extra peri­
od, when there were five lead changes and four ties.

Mason scored the first three points of the second overtime 
session, giving the Hornets their biggest lead of the game to that 
point

Charlotte pushed its lead to six points twice before Rice’s 
free throw with five seconds remaining accounted for die final 
margin.

McDyess, who got into foul trouble Monday night and 
scored just two points in the Suns’ victory in Atlanta, played 40 
minutes before fouling out He hit 14 of 20 field-goal attempts 
and added 12 rebounds and five blocks.
