For many Tempe businesses, students are the backbone 
of revenue and thè-foundation o f their business. W ithout the 
students —  all 40,000 o f them —  Tempe businesses lack 
customers and cash flow.

ASU students contribute more than $550 million to the 
econom y o f M aricopa County for items like food, books 
and entertainm ent, said Tim  Hogan, director o f the ASU 
Center for Business Research.

“A major part o f that is felt in Tempe,” Hogan said. “A 
i a t a f  students live in Tem pe.”

2,500 American Citizens are arrested abroad each year and 
one-third o f  those were held on charges o f using or possess­
ing drugs. W hat is even more alarming, the Bureau report­
ed, is that it is not uncom m on to  spend m onths, o r even 
years, in what is called “pretrial detention,” only to be later 
sentenced to  a lengthy prison stay in a foreign jail w ithout 
the possibility o f  parole.

• Be wary o f persons who ask you to cany a package or drive a car 
across the border, once you have possession of a  package or that car it 
becomes your responsibility.
• If for medical reasons you .must takfe medication or other prescrip­
tions containing narcotics, carry a doctor's certificate attesting to your 
possession of the drug.
•  Check out information about the laws o f  the country you plan to 
attend from the U.S. Department o f State Bureau of Consular Affairs 
web site or call them at (202) 647-1488.

pare for the fall and rest from  the h ec tic  
spring semester.

“Before students leave, we make a lot o f 
m oney  box ing  b ikes and sh ipp ing  them  
U P S ,” sa id  D ave  M a tth e w s, a  c le rk  a t 
Tempe Bike, 330 W. University Drive. “At 
the end o f the semester, we stop repairing 
and start shipping bikes, but it slows down 
after that.”

M atthew s said stores in Tem pe, w hile 
depending on students fo r b u s in e ss  also  
provide their customers with perks such as 
student discounts. This summer, however, 
the slow  days are consum ed w ith assem -

bling new bikes for the. fall rush.
“Most shops are not effected as much as 

we are because we are right next to cam ­
pus,” Matthews said. “Out customer clien­
te le  is predom inate ly  students and when 
they are gone, we notice it.”

Rod Keeling, the executive director o f the 
Downtown Tempe Community, Inc., a devel­
opment group, said the students total about 
half o f the city’s customers.

“The economic im pact from students is 
vast,” he said. “ The students are the biggest 
customer group we have and they are very 
important.”

“In other countries the penalties for drug 
use and possession can be much stiffer than 
in the U S .,” R udensky said, “A nd often 
students go for vacation and get too rowdy 
while drinking and doing drugs, and upset a 
shopkeeper Or damage something. All they 
do is call the local sheriff, o r the equivalent 
in their country, and they are put in jail first 
and then they talk.”

R u d e n s k y  s u g g e s te d  th a t  s tu d e n ts

fam iliarize them selves w ith the laws and 
r e s tr ic t io n s  in  a g iv e n  c o u n try  b e fo re  
traveling  abroad.

“For instance, in  Brunei, on die island of 
Borneo, anyone caught w ith heroin, m or­
phine, or over 20 gram s o f  m arijuana or 
cannab is  is su b jec t to  a dea th  p en a lty ,” 
Rudensky said. “And in Singapore, there is 
no jury  trial, and there are mandatory death 
penalties for several drug offenses.”

Adm inistration: Gingrich m ust ‘come 
back to senses’ before work continues

W ASHINGTON -  Six months ahead o f  the elections -  
an d  w ith  p len ty  o f  business  to  fin ish  in the  in te rim  -  
President Clinton’s spokesman suggested the W hite House 
could not work with H ouse Speaker N ewt Gingrich until 
“he com es back to his senses.” .

Gingrich, who pledged on M onday to use every speech 
from  now on to push the House committee investigation o f 
C linton’s 1996 re-election fund raising, showed no sign o f  
easing.

“This is about law breaking. This is no t about sex. This 
is  n o t ab o u t g o ss ip . T h is  is n o t ab o u t so ap  o p e ra s ,” 
Gingrich, R-Ga., toldreporters in the Capitol W ednesday.

C lin ton  aides and D em ocratic P arty  o ffic ia ls  alm ost 
seem ed to  welcome G ingrich’s refrain, Counting on what 
they called its partisan edge to turn o ff voters heading into 
N ovem ber’s congressional elections,

“My guess is the American people will say, ‘Knock it 
o f f  at som e poin t,” W hite H ouse press secretary  M ike 
M cCurry said. The Democratic National Committee issued 
a press release heralding die return o f “Nasty Newt.”

W hile Clinton has said he would not “waste my tim e” 
responding to Gingrich, McCurry plunged in.

“W e’re going to have to do business with him  sooner or 
later. And as soon as he comes back to  his senses, w e’ll do 
business. H e’s the one that indicates that he’s going to go 
o f f  on th is tirade. So w e’ll le t h im  go,” M cC urry sa id  
W ednesday morning.

By midday, as Clinton sat down to talk legislative priori­
ties with Seriate Majority Leader Trent Lott, R-Miss., and 
Senate M inority Leader Tom  Daschle. D-S.D., M cCurry 
m oderated his tone: “W e’ll work with him  to the degree 
h e’ s wtHing to  w ork w ith us.”

B ut M cC urry  cou ld  riot resist a  personal poke at the 
weight-conscious speaker and his “political bravado.”

“He D e e d s  more junk  f o o d  in h i s  diet, maybe,” M cCurry 
cracked.

Gingrich spokeswoman Christina Martin did not return 
calls for com ment.

The exchanges represen ted  an escalation  o f  election- 
year clashes betw een the adm inistration and R epublican 
leaders over tobacco legislation, child care, abortion restric­

tions and education, am ong other issues.
B etw een now  and a fall adjournm ent date, C ongress 

m ust finish contentious work on a fiscal 1999 budget, the 
13 regular appropriations bills and emergency spending for 
disaster aid and overseas American troops.

Lott, em erging from  his W hite House meeting, said o f 
Clinton, “W hat he says and what we all say does have an 
impact but today I ’m  not trying to  say either side is right or 
.wrong.”

Judge reportedly rejects Lewinsky s immunity daim

WASHINGTON (AP) -  A federal judge has ruled that 
former White House intern Monica Lewinsky does not have 
immunity from prosecution in the investigation into whether 
President Clinton had a sexual relationship with her and 
sought to cover it up, te lev ision  netw orks reported 
Wednesday.

The ruling was under seal, CBS and ABC said in their 
nightly news shows. M s. Lewinsky’s attorney, William 
Ginsburg, told CBS that he was not aware of the ruling by 
U S, District Court Judge Norma Holloway Johnson. The 
office of her other attorney, Nathan Speights, said it also had 
not be notified of the decision.

Ginsburg had gone to court trying to enforce what he has 
said was a deal in late January with Whitewater prosecutor 
Kenneth Starr in which his client would be given immunity. 
for her testimony.

Starr’s investigation on (he Lewinsky matter had slowed in 
recent weeks as the judge weighed several issues, including a 
dispute between the prosecutor’s and attorneys for Clinton 
aides who have refused to answer grand jury questions, claim­
ing executive privilege.

lo ta s  executes man for 1988 fetal stabbing
HUNTSVILLE, Texas (AP) -  A man who raped and 

killed a woman by stabbing her 79 times was executed by 
injection Wednesday .
. Frank McFarland, 34, was the third Texas inmate to 

receive lethal injection in eight days and the sixth this year.
He was condemned for the Feb. 1, 1988 death of Terri 

Lynn Hokanson. The 26-year-old woman was still alive after 
die attack and was found by teen-agers as she staggered from 
behind a church in Hurst,.a suburb northeast o f Fort Worth.

In a final statement, he reiterated his claim of innocence.
\  “I owe no apology fo r a crim e I did not com m it,” 
McFarland said.

McFarland finished his statement by saying “Loch sloy.” 
Family members told reporters the terni is a battle cry for the 
McFarlarid clan in Scotland.

McFarland has said be was harried.
Prosecutors said the right man was punished.
“It’s too bad the system doesn’t have an eye for an eye and 

a tooth for a  tooth;” said Kenneth Dies, who handled the case 
and now an assistant U.S. attorney in Houston. “He should die 
by stab wounds 79 times. That young lady never had a 
chance.” - 7

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Concerned Student
I  want to bring attention to the current status within the 

School o f  Social Work. The State Press published an article 
about the school being Closed; and I would like for every­
one to understand a hit about the history and what has hap­
pened since that article ran. 1 also wish to  express m y opin­
ion that Provost G lick has been grossly negligent in his 
administrative capacity as it relates to the issues surround­
ing the School o f Social Work. This allegation is not made 
lightly, but is based on facts related to his performance.

P rovost G lick  se lected  the D ean (E m elia  M artinez- 
Brawley) for the School o f Social W ork in 1992, over the 
recommendations o f  the faculty o f the School for other can­
didates. From the D ean's inception in 1992, there were six, 
prominent faculty m em bers that left the School. Turm oil 
increased  w ithin the School, and p roductiv ity  dropped 
severely to the point that both faculty and President Coor 
recognized a need for mediation with the School o f Social 
W ork. T he o rd e r  from  the p re s id e n t’s  o ffice  reached  
Provost G lick in April 1996. Indications o f this deteriora­
tion can be derived frojn the loss o f prestige for the School 
o f Social W ork. The reputation of this school has plummet­
ed in the last six years from a ranking o f  14, to a ranking of 
57. W hile the sources o f those rankings is different regard­
less o f the source, a 43-place drop is intolerable. Eighteen 
months passed before facilitation.

Five m onths later. M arch 1998, the facilitators return, 
the Dean resigns and the Provost announces a  demotion of 
the School o f  Social W ork to a host C ollege w ithin the 
U niversity. The options were ASU W est, the College of 
Education, the College o f  Liberal Arts or the College o f 
Public Programs.

Provost G lick allowed only six weeks until May 15 for 
the faculty o f  the School o f  Social W ork to provide input 
for the m ovement o f  the school.

Since the time Dr. Glick stated this initial decision was 
m ade by h im se lf  and P residen t C oor, students becam e 
involved and asked for additional time to research, investi­
gate and evaluate the various op tions for the School o f 
Social W ork, including the option to remain freestanding as 
are the College o f Nursing and the College o f Law (both 
comparable in size). Provost Glick had tentatively agreed to 
an extension through the sum m er to Sept. 15, with imple­
mentation o f the move to occur by Dec. 15.

To date, there has never been any kind o f study conduct­
ed about potential impacts o f movem ent o f  the School o f 
Social W ork by any party . The p rovost’s office sim ply 
identified that the school had deteriorated from its level in 
1992 and decided to  demote the school.

Currently, the Provost has reneged on his agreement for 
the extension. 1 would like to ask him  very pointedly, why? 
He stated that the work plan submitted by the faculty was 
not “responsive to the issue”; however, the work plan out­
lined in detail how investigation o f the four options provid­
ed by him  a retreat in August to evaluate the finding made 
over the summ er and prepare for a move. Does he believe 
that the community and faculty and students will organize 
against such a move given sufficient time?

Finally, I ask the students and faculty to be proactive in 
our pursuits for the well-being o f our school. Now is not the 
tim e to  m ull over all the negative consequences, but to 
focus on the prize. Fight for our school and for the future o f

social workers in Arizona. If we fail to be participants in the 
future o f our school, we fail in our mission to help those 
who cannot help themselves. Be a participant.

M an accu sed  o f  burglary after a lleged ly  in vad in g  ex-B eatle’s ran ch
TUCSON (AP) — A man accused of video­

taping an illicit tour of Paul McCartney’s ranch 
house following the death of the ex-Beatle’s wife 
also is accused of having taken a few souvenirs 
at the same time.

John Cowie of Thornton. Colo., was being 
held Tuesday in lieu of $15,000 bond on suspi­
cion of burglary.

Law officers who arrested him Friday said 
Cowie, 31, not only jumped over McCartney’s 
gate last week and made a video recording of his 
30-minute tour o f the property but also was 
found with two rubber rats and a gate opener 
taken from the spread.

News media besieged the McCartney resi­
dence at Redington Pass after it was learned that

Linda McCartney died there father than in Santa 
Barbara, Calif.

A search warrant obtained by Pima County 
sheriff s deputies said Cowie and a brother visit­
ed McCartney’s property on Thursday, then 
watched the video recording later that day at a 
Catalina Foothills apartment belonging to their 
late mother, who also died this month.

The caretaker of McCartney’s ranch house 
told Pima County sheriffs deputies that the rats 
had been in a travel trailer on the property, 
according to court documents.

Cowie was said to have acknowledged video­
taping the property and taking the rats but to 
have said he found them on a road. There was no 
word as to the purpose of the rats.

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Seinfeld finale still shaping up as commercial record-breaker

N EW  Y O R K  —  A d v ertise rs  are expected  to  pay a 
reco rd  am oun t to  a ir com m ercia ls  du ring  the Seinfeld  
finale.

NBC will sell the 30-second spots for between $1.5 mil­
lion and $1.7 million, sources familiar with the price but 
speaking on condition o f  anonym ity told The Associated 
Press. That would surpass the mark of $1.3 million set dur­
ing the network’s Super Bowl telecast in January.

T he netw ork expects as many as many as 90  m illion 
people will watch some o f  the May 14 telecast.

NBC reportedly received a $2 million com mitm ent from 
two buyers a few months ago when commercial tim e was

first m ade available. The price for those early buyers is 
expected to be cut to conform w ith what others will pay.

NBC declined to say what it was getting for ad time on 
the show, and ad buyers say that the true price is hard to pin 
down because some ads were sold as part o f  package deals 
involving other programs.

The network had sold all 10 minutes for national com- 
mercials in the hour that the show was supposed to  run in, 
but it is possible the program may run ah extra 15 minutes.

That means that the network may have additional com­
mercial air time. Those advertisers who bought less expen­
sive time on the retrospective show preceding the finale are 
expected to get the first crack at any additional airtime dur­
ing the actual show. NBC may shorten the one-hour retro-

spective.

Steve Grubbs, who oversees national broadcast ad sales 
for the ad agency BBDO W orldwide, said Seinfeld com ­
manded prices higher than the Super Bowl even though it 
m ay a ttra c t a sm a lle r au d ien c e  because o f  its young , 
upscale audience.

In addition, he said the final episode represents a widely 
anticipated, one-time-only event.

“There ju st aren’t that many places particularly at this 
tim e o f year where you can draw  that kind o f audience,” 
Grubbs said.

‘Choose life ’ license plate 
passes Florida Legislature

TALLAHASSEE, Fla. —  Over protests 
against putting an anti-abortion message on auto 
license tags, a “Choose Life” specialty plate 
won approval today in the Florida Legislature.

The bright yellow plate with drawings of a 
smiling boy and girl would be the first of the 40 
or so Florida specialty plates to bear a political 
message. It passed the state House 77-41 a day 
after clearing the Senate 28-12, Gov. Lawton 
Chiles was expected to let the measure become 
law. In Florida, a bill can become law without 
his signature if he doesn’t veto it within 15 days.

“This is the year o f the child, for heaven’s 
sake,” Republican Sen. John Grant said during 
Tuesday’s debate, referring to spending increas­
es for education, health care and other chil­
dren’s programs. “Why can’t we say ‘choose 
life?”’

But critics said the message was a political 
statement on abortion, not merely a pro-adop­
tion statement

“If we think road rage is a problem now, we 
can’t imagine what it will be like when people 
start wanting to put all their political views on 
license plates,” said Renee Mitchell; the director

of a Tallahassee women’s clinic.
Democratic Sen. Buddy Dyer managed to 

get a laugh during the heated debate with his 
Suggestion that, “Next year, when we bring 
back ‘VoteDemocratic’ I would expect you to 
support that plate.”

The specialty tags already honor everything 
from the endangered Florida panther to the 
NHL’s Florida Panthers. There are plates for 
education, the arts, state universities, veterans’ 
groups and other professional sports teams.

Other new plates are Sailing through the 
Legislature without problems, including tags for 
wild dolphins, die Florida Everglades and Barry 
University.

All the “no” votes came from Democrats. 
F ive o f  17 D em ocrats, how ever, jo in ed  
Republicans in approving the measure.

In the House, where Republicans outnumber 
Democrats 66-54, members briefly discussed 
the bill Tuesday before setting it aside. It was 
uncertain when it would come up again in the 
final three days of the legislative session.

Nearly three-fourths o f the proceeds from 
the $20-a-year tag would go for the care of 
needy mothers and infants. The rest is ear­
marked for adoption services.

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2nd year baseball wonder blooming for Sun ©evils

Sophom ore Willie B loomqiiist has been a surprising offensive force for the Sun Devils this season.

Someone on the ASU baseball team can with 
a single swing of his bat turn what would be a 
double for most, into a triple for him. Other times 
he will wait patiently in the batter's box and take 
an easy stroll down to first.

This Sun Devil is a sure threat on the base 
paths and a sharp defensive player regardless o f 
where on the field he is playing.

So. who is this wonder on the ASU baseball 
team? The wonder that bats over .400. the won­
der that leads the team in hits, runs, stolen bases, 
triples and walks?

While it might seem as if he appeared out of 
nowhere, he was really right there all along.

Sophom ore in fie lder/ou tfie ldcr W illie 
Bloomquist may linger in the shadows of the 
more well-known players on the team, but his 
great defensive skills stand out and he is the 
owner of statistics that cannot be ignored.

“All his baseball skills are really good. He 
can run, he can throw, he can h i t ... I think his 
determination stands above all of the skills he 
has." assistant coach Nino Giarratano said.

“He just gives a supreme effort from the start 
of the game to the end of the game.”

Teammate Mark Emster agrees.
“He gives 100 percent everyday,” Emster 

said. “He does what he is supposed to do and it 
just makes our team better everyday.”

Determination and hard work are characteris­
tic traits of Bloomquist. Working hard through­
out his years in baseball, from Little League until 
today, lias helped him become the premiere play­
er he is now.

“I think when I was 8-years-old my sister was 
here at school and I came down to visit her and 
begged her and begged her to take me to an ASU 
baseball game.” Bloomquist said. “I went out 
and watched a game so from that day on I was 
like, 'Some day I want to play here.’”

Bloomquist comes from an athletic family. 
His brother Joe. played football at Washington. 
He is quick to acknowledge that both his father 
and brother were instrumental in making him 
into the baseball player he is. - .

“1 think speed is something I was bom with, 
but my hitting comes from countless hours of my 
dad working with me When i was younger,” he 
said. “I'll have a 4-tor-5 game with two doubles, 
a triple and a single and my other at-bat I'll pop 
out or strikeout and the first thing he'll (his dad) 
say to me is ‘What happened the fifth time?’ So 
it has always kind of been to be a perfectionist 
when it comes to hitting.”

In Bloomquist's freshman year, he saw action 
at second base and shortstop as well as appearing 
in the line up as designated hitter. Last season 
Bloomquist hit ,356 with 47 hits and 31 RBI. His 
five triples tied him for first on the team. During 
the summer he played with the Tacoma Timbers, 

Bloomquist said that he has made adjust­
ments in the batter’s, box this season after spend­
ing a lot of time getting himself out chasing bad 
pitches last season.

“This year coach said ‘If you want to stay in 
the lineup everyday you got to learn how to take 
your walks and be selective and have a plan.’ and 
I was just like ‘Yeah, whatever. You’re not going 
to get hits unless you swing’, but it has definitely 
worked out,” Bloomquist said. “Now I'm more 
selective of any pitch and when I get my pitch 
I’m doing a better job of hitting it and I’m not 
getting myself out as much this year.”

And Bloomquist has been sheer perfection at 
the plate. Through 49 games Bloomquist hasn’t 
fallen under .400 all season and is currently bat­
ting at a .426 clip. He leads the team in hits with 
83 hits, runs scored (67). triples (9), stolen bases 
(23) and walks (50). B loom quist has also 
knocked in 52 runs and has only stuck out 25 
times. His nine triples are also tops of the Pac-10.

No. 13 baseball squad loses another one-run game, 8-7

The No. 13 ASU baseball team lost its third one-run ball game 
in less than a week Wednesday night losing 8-7 to New Mexico.

Right-hander Aaron Kramer started for the Sun Devils and 
turned in a three runs on five hits performance in 5 1/3 innings He 
walked one and struck put seven. Reliever Chuck Crumpton got 
the loss (3-5) for ASU after giving up three runs on five hits with 
one walk and three strikeouts,

“Kramer did an outstanding job. he did everything we asked of 
him,’’ ASU pitching coach Chris Sinacori said,

Jim Serrano (6-5) got the win for the Lobos allowing four runs 
on six hits with five walks and nine strikeouts.

New Mexico started the scoring off with one run in the second 
inning. Designated hitter Mason Carter singled to left and came 
home after right fielder Michael Campbell reached second on an

error by second baseman Willie Bloomquist.
ASU got three runs in its half of the second, however, to take 

the lead. Designated hitter Casey Myers started thé inning off after 
being hit by a pitch and advanced to second on a wild pitch. First 
baseman Dan Meier walked and advanced on shortstop Richy 
Leon’s infield single. Myers came home after catcher Greg 
Halvorson hit into a fielder’s choice. Meier scored when third 
baseman Aaron Sisk erred and Leon came home on second base- 
man Willie Bloomquist’s put out at first

The Lobos would tie it up in the sixth inning when second 
baseman Cory Robbins came home on Carter's infield single, after 
reaching base being hit by a pitch. First baseman ¡Robert Gonzales 
hit a single down the left field line and scored on left fielder: 
Miguel Montiel’s bunt single.

ASU came away with one run in the sixth. Right fielder Mikel 
Moreno started the inning off with a double to right Center,
