ASU ’s Homecom ing king and queen 
may not always represent the best of the 
entire student body.

The ASASU Senate is concerned that 
only members o f ASASU or the Student 
Alurgpi A ssociation are chosen fo r the 
Homecoming court. The senate passed a 
petition  Tuesday night that ca lls  fo r a 
“more fair and unb iased” A SU hom e­
coming court selection process.

“Everyone should have the opportuni­
ty to win,” said Eric Pezold, senator for 
the College of Public Programs and the

petition's sponsor. “A lot of clubs aren’t 
involved in certain things that SAA or 
ASASU have o u tlin ed  as c r ite r ia  and  
they get left out of the process.”

T h is y e a r ’s H om ecom ing  queen  is 
SAA president Hope Billingsley.

The coordinator for th e  royalty selec­
tion committee was Jason Borges, also a 
SAA member. He planned the selection 
p ro cess , from  choosing  judges fo r the 
royalty selection committee to establish­
ing the criteria for judges to rate candi­
dates. I

Four of the 10 judges were SAA mem­
bers, others were from  the R esidential

Ljfe, M emorial-Union A ctivities Board, 
Student Life and the Alumni Association.

FoUr is enough to skew the nom ina­
tions, Pezold said.

N e ith e r  B o rg es nor SAA o ff ic ia ls  
could not be reached for comment.

Michael Sosso, senator for the College 
o f Liberal Arts, disagreed with Pezold’s 
conclusion,'

“W hile it may be true that mostly peo­
ple from ASASU or SAA are winning, it 
is likely that th e  num ber o f applicants 
from  ASASU or SAA by fa r is higher 
than  any .o ther o rg a n iz a tio n s ,” Sosso  
said.

To remedy that, Pezold said he would 
like more Homecoming advertising to get 
a more diverse group o f applicants and is 
also calling for a more diverse group of 
judges.

He sa id  any change w ould  s ta r t a t 
ASASU when the activ ities vice p resi­
dent appoints the homecoming director. 
P ezo ld  said  he th inks there  should  be 
more advertising for this position as well, 
to create a Homecoming committee that 
represents a  m ore inclusive part o f the 
ASU community.

Pezold said he would like to see the 
next homecoming director not be a  mem-

Selling books? 
W eb site adds 
new alternative

Tired of getting only a few bucks back for your books?
; A new Web site called “Anti Bookstore” could bring 

studen ts m ore cash  fo r  th e ir  b o o k s  than  th e  ASU 
Bookstore. It does this by providing users with an electron­
ic bulletin board of contacts interested in buying books. >

"There are times when you buy a book for $80 and sell 
it for $7,” said Jason Short, a finance and supply chain 
management senior and one of the site’s designers.“ This 
service is for people who want to trade books and save 
money."

The service works like this: Students can log onto the 
“Anti Bookstore” Web page (http://www.asu.bookout.c6m) 
and choose one of two options — “sell a book” or “buy a 
book.” After entering relevant information about the books, 
students can access the details of others who are interested 
in the same books,

“It’s just a classified service,” Short said. “We are not 
selling anything.”

He and his team set Up the Web site for an annual fee o f . 
$5 and also paid $20 in setup fees. They will not charge 
users. ■

i “We are not seeking any money back,” Short said.
“We hope some of the bookstores will change their 

ways,” he said. “I understand they have overheads and 
stuff, but they still make a lot o f money,” he added.

Jim Selby, assistant director of the ASU Bookstore, said 
used books are purchased from students at 50 percent of 
the price o f a new book, These books are then sold as 
“used textbooks” at 75 percent of the price o f a new book.

However, if  a certain book is not required for any 
scheduled class in that semester, the books would be pur­

chased from students based on market needs for the book, 
he said.

Selby said the ASU Bookstore spends a lot time keep­
ing up with editions and checking stocks. Services- like 
Anti Bookstore may not be able to provide this informa­
tion, he said.
• A lso, the ASU B ookstore offers return  priv ileges. 

“What happens when you drop a class?” Selby asked;

He said although the students are no t running a for- 
profit setup, they still have to put time into the effort. The 
“busy” student may not be able to spare time for the ser­
vice later, Selby added.

“I ’m no t p o in tin g  any f in g e rs ,” he 
said , “bu t I th ink  it is som ething that 
needs to be resolved.”

Israel suspends

JERUSALEM —— Stung by a vicious attack on an Israeli 
soldier, the government announced Wednesday it was sus­
pending further troop withdrawals until Palestinians comply 
With a list o f demands including publicly abandoning 
plans to declare a state in May.

Palestinian officials rejected the demands outright and 
charged that Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu was 
looking for excuses to knock the peace process off track.

In Washington, the Clinton administration was sharply 
critical of the new Israeli conditions and said the accord 

'"shouldbeimplementedassigned,” -
The Israeli government said its decision was prompted in 

part by the attack on the soldier and a civilian earlier in the 
day by a Palestinian mob in the West Bank city of Ramallah.

“The Palestinian Authority is encouraging acts of violence, 
such as today’s brutal attack in Ramallah. in an attempt to 
pressure Israel with regard to the matter of the. prisoners” the 
Palestinians want released, Netanyahu said in a statement

The decision came Only 10 days before President Clinton 
was to arrive in the region to usher in the second stage of the 
Wye River land-for-security agreement he helped negotiate in 
October.

The Israeli announcement raised questions about whether 
the Clinton trip could take place while Israel was holding up 
the agreement

State Department spokesman James P. Rubin said the pull- 
back Was an ob liga tion  and. in a statem ent aim ed at 
Netanyahu, added: “We do not think it is appropriate to add 
new conditions.”

At the same tim e, R ubin condem ned the attack  in 
Ramallah, saying: “That is clearly the kind of violence that 
has no place in the peace process.”

In the ambush in Ramallah, dozens of Palestinian universi­
ty students waited at a traffic circle, screening cars. Once they 
found what they wanted, a hail o f stones hit targeted vehicle, 
smashing its windows,

, A y oung Israeli soldier was dragged out of the car and, as 
he cowered on the pavement, was struck repeatedly on the 
head with rocks.

, Captured by cameras, the attack was shown over and over 
on Israeli television, making some Israelis wonder if  the 
Palestinian Authority really was trying to control violence 
like it pledged to do in the land-for-peace agreement.

The ambush overshadowed the stabbing death earlier 
Wednesday o f  an Arab street-cleaner in Jerusalem, apparently

by an Israeli extremist. During the funeral procession for 
Osama Natche, a 41-year-old father of six, mounters torched 
an Israeli car and stoned Israeli police who fired rubber bul- 
lets.

Hours later, rioting throughout traditionally Arab east 
Jerusalem continue«!, with masked Palestinians throwing

stones at cars and blocking roads w ith burning tires. 
Jerusalem police spokesman Shmuel Ben Ruby said five 
Palestinians were arrested for throwing stones that shattered a 
bus window and injured the driver.

Israel and the Palestinian Authority blamed each other for 
die violence .

Indonesians demonstrate outside palace

JAKARTA, Indonesia —  Indonesia’s students obtained 
an invitation Wednesday to talk with government officials 

: but only after they brayed heavy security and con­
verged outside the {Residential palace.

The rally, involving about 1,500 students, was the bold­
est anti-government protest since the military shot nine 
demonstrators to death last month.

It appeared to take security forces by surprise even 
though thousands of troops have been camped in ah adja­
cent park for weeks. As the demonstration grew, troops 
were hurriedly trucked in.

The students arrived in a convoy of cars and buses and 
sat down in the road, only yards from the palace’s mani­
cured lawns and ornamental fountain. They chanted anti­
military slogans as riot officers with sticks and shields 
looked on.

The standoff ended peacefully when student leaders 
were escorted into the palace to meet with senior govern­
ment officials.

After an hour of negotiations, student leaders held talks 
with President B.J. Habibie’s military secretary, two-star 
Vice Air Marshal Budi Santoso and presidential aide 
Erman Rajagujuk.

The students dem anded that m ilitary ch ief Gen. 
Wiranto be held accountable for the Nov. 13 deaths of thé 
nine students.

They said former President Suharto should be investi­
gated for corruption and sent to trial before a general elec­
tion next June.

Erman later told reporters Habibie would make an 
announcement on Suharto’s case within the next few days.

Habibie refused to see the students and criticized a ris­
ing tide of daily protests.

“ Indonesians have to implement reforms through con­
stitutional means because it is impossible to implement 
reforms on the street;” he said.

In another part o f the capital, riot squads blocked 500 
other students from marching on the national Parliament.

Others demonstrated outside several government bpiltt 
ings as well as near the home of Suharto, who resigned in 
May after deadly riots and protests against his 32-year 
autocratic rule. Suharto, like many Indonesians, uses only 
one name.

Habibie has ordered a new probe into the wealth of 
Suharto, his onetime mentor. But earlier this week, he 
postponed announcing the panel o f investigators, and 
opponents question whether the process will be impartial.

An investigation into Suharto’s wealth by the attorney 
general’s office turned up no evidence of wrongdoing and 
student protesters labeled it a whitewash. Critics say 
Suharto’s family built billion-dollar business empires part­
ly with state resources.

Habibie has allowed new political parties to form and 
taken other steps to dismantle Suharto’s rigid political sys­
tem, but students say he is moving too slowly on demo­
cratic reforms.

Land mines displaced 
after Hurricane Mitch
By Julie W atson .

SANTA CATARINA, Honduras — Calixto Carranza 
w as p la n tin g  w a te rm e lo n s  in  & f ie ld  f lo o d e d  by 
Hurricane M itch when he spotted something in the dirt.

After years of farming near the Nicaraguan border, 
he had seen his share of anti-personnel mines left over 
from civil wars in the 1980s —  small blue cans with 
m eta l sprouts out the top —  bu t th is  looked like a 
wheel rim.

In fact, it was an anti-tank mine, much more power­
ful than the mines he would have recognized. When he 
poked it with the point of his machete, the blast threw 
him 80 feet into the air. His body fell to the ground in 
pieces.

Workers spent years compiling maps of the tens of 
thousands o f  m ines left across C entral Am erica. But 
flooding unleashed by H urricane M itch a m onth ago 
scattered many o f those m ines across fields and v il­
lages. Nobody knows where they wound up.

“W e know the waters displaced land mines, but we 
don’t know how much, which w ill probably mean it 
w ill take m ore m oney and tim e to fin ish  Sweeping 
areas,” said Colombian Army Lt. Col. Guillermo Leal, 
chief of the Organization o f American States’ mission 
to clear Central America of land mines.

Meanwhile, farmers worry that they may unwittingly 
become the detectors. Since the hurricane, land mines 
have killed three farmers and injured eight in Nicaragua 
and Honduras.

“W e’re te rrified  to return to the fie ld s ,’’ said 17- 
year-old Genaro Funez, whose jaw  was broken in the 
blast that killed his cousin, Carranza, in the town of 
Santa Catarina, 12 miles from the border.

Carranza, 34, was working in the watermelon fields 
with 14 people on Nov. 18. The explosion threw all of 
them to the ground. Another of Carranza’s cousins, 17- 
year-old Candido Ortiz, died half an hour later in the 
field, his side blown open from the blast.

A rizo n a  Board of Regents responds
It is im portant lo set the record straight regarding 

tuition setting for A rizona's universities and the role 
o f the citizen  m em bers o f  the B oard o f  R egents. I 
Understand that the tuition setting process is em otion­
al, but the courage by the State Press (Nov. 20 and 
23) unfortunately leaves the ASU com m unity m isin­
formed.

The m em bers o f  the  A rizona B oard o f  R egents 
receive no salaries for the countless hours they spend 
as policy m akers and advocates o f  the sta te’s higher 
e d u c a tio n  sy s tem . T h ese  in d iv id u a ls  h av e  been  
appo in ted  for the ir in terest and  support o f  pub lic  
higher education. A ny increase in salaries for the Uni­
versity system  in no way financially  benefits these 
dedicated volunteers, w ho m ust answ er to  students, 
legislators and the taxpayers o f Arizona.

The salary proposal presented  to the  B oard is a 
m ulti-year plan to  keep A rizona’s university system  
com petitive in term s ot com pensation for all o f  its 
em ployees, includ ing  faculty, staff and adm in istra­
tion. T h e  B o ard ’s approval o f  the salary  proposal 
does not accom plish  any salary increase; rather, it 
authorizes the universities to  seek additional funding 
from the legislature for com pensation purposes.

The o ther issue that provoked  critic ism  in your 
editorial w as the ASU  West partnership with the City 
o f Phoenix to build a park in northw est Phoenix. The 
City o f  Phoenix, not ASU West, will fund the entire 
cost of the design, construction an d  m aintenance o f 
the park. ASU West has agreed to  provide a  parcel o f 
land w hich  largely serves as drainage retention  for 
the ASU West cam pus. Because o f  its drainage use, 
ASU West is not allow ed to build academ ic facilities 
on this parcel, but is still responsible for its mainte-

nance. The partnership  w ill allow  the U niversity  to  1 
save the cost o f  m aintaining that land.

The p a rtn e rsh ip  fo r  this park  is w in-w in  . A SU  j 
W est students and faculty  w ill have priority  Use o f  1 
the park during w eekdays, allow ing its students and I 
organizations to hold m eetings and events at the park, j  
including its softball, soccer, tennis, volleyball and I 
picnic facilities. It also provides an advantage id  stu- I 
d e n ts  e n r o l le d  in  th e  R e c re a t io n  a n d  T o u r ism  
M anagem ent P rogram  at A SU  W est by p ro v id in g  ■ 
in ternsh ip  and part-tim e jo b  opportun ities w ith the f 
Phoenix Parks and R ecreation departm ent. In short, 
students gain  access to  m ore  recreational facilities 
an d  e x p a n d e d  e d u c a tio n a l  o p p o r tu n it ie s  fo r  no  | 
increase in tuition dollars.

As for your final com m ents that the Board did not 
listen to  the students, 1 can assure you that each o f  
the R eg en ts  tak es  very  se rio u sly  ev e ry  com m ent 
m ade by each  s tu d en t w ho  co m m en ts  on tu itio n  
adjustm ents. H ow ever, our obligation  is to balance 
these’ issues to  ensure that Arizonans public universi­
ties retain the quality o f education our students and 
com m unity  have com e to expect. T h a t o b lig a tio n  f 
com es w ith a price tag and the econom ics o f  a quality 
education require participation by students.

The Board always welcom es student involvem ent 
in the im p o rtan t d e c is io n s  and d e lib e ra tio n s  tha t 
impact the cost o f  attending our universities. We look 
forw ard to continuing an inform ed dialogue on how 
to balance these various interests. {

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Symposium to mark 50th anniversary 
of U.N. Declaration of Human Rights

ASU will hold a human rights symposium Dec. 7 to 
celebrate the 50th anniversary o f the U.N. U niversal 
Declaration o f Human Rights.

N icky Nihal M uradoglu. a m em ber o f the W orld 
Affairs Council, is organizing the ASU symposium. She 
said it will provide opportunities for the ASU popula­
tion to speak with human rights groups and address 
human rights concerns in Arizona.

“We want people to reflect about human rights from 
the personal, family, community, state. United States 
and the global perspective." she said.

Nihal Muradoglu added that there is still much con­
fusion about the U.N. Universal Declaration of Human 
Rights.

Hopefully, the event will encourage people to read 
and understand the declaration, she said.

The symposium, which will be held in the Arizona

Room of the Memorial Union, will include speeches by 
Dennis Palum bo, chair o f the ASU School of Justice 
Studies, and Anthony Celoza, president o f the United 
Nations Association-USA. Palumbo’s speech will give 
a historical perspective on the declaration, while Celoza 
w ill focus on the love-hate relationship betw een the 
United States and the United Nations.

T he ASU sy m p o siu m  w ill be fo llo w e d  by th e  
C elebration  o f  the Human R ights fo r C hildren  and 
Families on Dee. 10. which is part of the National .“ In 
Your Hands" Program. It will be held at the Tesseract 
School in Paradise Valley .

Both events are organized by the League of Women 
Voters, in cooperation with the M etropolitan Phoenix 
C oalition fo r the 50th A nniversary of the U niversal 
Declaration of Human Rights, which includes the Orga­
n izations C oalition  fo r Justice  and Peace, A rizona 
Amnesty In ternational, United N ations Association-, 
USA, Bahai and the ASU School o f Justice Studies.

Rio Salado backers seek to extend sales tax
M ESA (A P) — A quarter cent 

sales tax approved for a downtown 
performing arts center would remain 
alive for up to 13 years under a plan 
b e in g  push ed  by su p p o rte rs  o f  
M esa’s Rio Salado Crossing.

M ayor W ayne Brown says sup­
porters want the tax — set to expire 
in 2006 — co n tin u ed  and p a ired  
with a new 20-year, q u arte r-cen t 
sales to finance $375 million in con­
struction costs for the project.

Brown on Tuesday said extend­

ing the arts cen ter tax is the only 
way to make the project financially 
viable.

Both tax proposals requ ire  the 
City C ouncil’s endorsem ent before 
appearing on the May 18 ballot'.

T he R io  S a la d o  C ro ss in g  
A sso c ia tio n  say s  th e  re v e n u e s  
would allow M esa to finance its part 
o f the 650-acre project on the c ity ’s 
northwest side.

The project includes a convention 
center, A rizona C ardinals football

stadium  along with offices, hotel, 
park space and shopping. The pro­
ject is expected to cost $1.8 billion, 
including more than $1 b illion  in 
private investment.

Proponents have been searching 
for ways to fund the project since its 
June unveiling.

T hey  p icked  the dua l-tax  idea 
after rejecting a single, quarter-cent 
le v y , sa id  K e rry  D u n n e , a R io  
Salado Crossing Association board 
member.

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Losing candidate challenges results in state House race

PHOENIX — A losing candidate in a northern Arizona 
state House race wants a court to declare him the winner, say­
ing the two victors aren't qualified to serve because they 
haven’t lived in the district long enough.

Former Page Mayor Dean Slavens is asking two Maricopa 
County Superior Court judges to rule both winners — 
Republican Tom Gordon of Peach Springs and Democrat 
Sylvia Marie Laughter of Kayenta — ineligible to represent die 
sprawling House Districts.
. Slavens, a Republican who finished third in the five-way 

race, also alleges that Gordon’s win should be invalidated on 
grounds he failed to file with the state a campaign finance 
report from his unsuccessful state Senate run in 1996.

The two challenges were filed last month and each assigned 
to separate judges. Slavens contends that since he finished 
third, he should be declared the winner if the contested victories 
are overturned. No hearings have been scheduled.

But Laughter’s attorney, Tom Irvine, said Wednesday that 
he will urge the court to dismiss Slaven’s complaints under a

state law that prohibits challenges against winners of state leg­
islative races. The Legislature, not the courts, decide whether to 
overturn an election, he said.

Slavens’ attorney, John Buttrick, said the law is too vague 
and has never been used to challenge a candidate’s residency 
status. Buttrick said Gordon and Laughter have their main resi­
dencies in the Phoenix area-

Slavens’ challenge against Laughter claims she’s not quali­
fied because she hasn’t been a state resident for three years 
before election, nor a resident of the district a year before elec­
tion. Gordon isn’t qualified because — in addition to the paper­
work complaint —  he wasn’t a district resident a year before 
the election, Slavens said.

When asked by The Associated Press to provide evidence of 
Slavens’ residency allegations, Buttrick declined. Buttrick said 
Gordon and Laughter live near each other in Mesa and that 
Gordon’s child attends school in the Phoenix area.

Laughter, he said, has responded to Slavens’ complaint 
delivered to her home on Nov. 24. The complaint against 
Gordon was sent to his home Nov. 25, but he has yet to 
respond to it, Buttrick said. “The law mandates that a candidate

live in the community in which they serve,” Buttrick said. 
“Isn’t that fair?”

Gordon on Wednesday slammed Slavens’ challenge as 
“sour grapes” and said he has been a resident of Peach Springs 
on Hualapai Indian Reservation near the Grand Canyon for 
years.

Gordon acknowledged that his son and wife maintain a sec­
ond home in Mesa during the school year; his son attends a 
special education school in the Phoenix area because he’s 
unable to get die same quality schooling on the reservation.

“It’s unfortunate that he has to use my son’s disability for 
his quest for power,” Gordon said.

Gordon, a tribal consultant, also said a fire consumed his 
Peach Springs home in 1996 during die state Senate race. Since 
then his family has been living with relatives while they wait to 
get permission to rebuild.

Irvine, Laughter’s attorney, said he couldn’t comment on 
Slavens’ allegation that his client lives in Mesa because he just 
accepted her case and has yet to speak with her.

Efforts by the AP to contact Laughter by telephone were 
unsuccessful Wednesday.

Rising test fees figure in special session m aneuvering

PHOENIX — Gov. Jane Hull's orchestration of a quick­
ie special legislative session to keep the auto emissions 
testing program alive is being complicated by questions 
about the program’s rising fees.

The issue is whether lawmakers will pass emergency 
legislation later this month so that the testing program can 
survive in Maricopa: and Pima counties past Jan. 1. That's 
when a repeal, in state law for 10 years but long forgotten 
until recently, is scheduled to take effect.

Gov. Hull, business groups and others consider the test­
ing program a vital element of Arizona’s clean-air program 
— one that is crucial to avoiding federal sanctions that 
could include loss of highway funds and limits on new 
industry.

“It's something we have to have. It’s a federally mandat­
ed p ro g ram ,” said  A rizona C ham ber o f  C om m erce 
spokesman Farrell Quinlan. “It’s not going away.”

Though Gov, H u ll’s Republican allies control the 
Legislature, they would need minority Democrats’ votes to 
get the two-thirds’ approval needed to have the legislation 
take effect immediately —  before Jan. 1.

Many legislative Democrats support the testing program 
for both health reasons and 
keeping the federal air- 
q u a lity  en fo rcers from  
levying sanctions. But at 
least some Democrats say 
lawmakers should do more 
than just repeal the repeal.

Those D em ocrats say 
law m akers a lso  should  
look at rising testing fees 
paid by motorists, whether revenue siphoned o ff for subsi­
dies for alternative fuel vehicles should instead stay in the 
program to keep fees lower and how much the recently 
approved longer testing waiver for newer vehicles will pro­

duce in extra pollution.
“W e’d like to look at the whole situation,” said Rep. 

Bob McLendon, a Yuma lawmaker who is 
the second-ranking House Democrat.

The current Maricopa County testing fee 
of $20 will rise to $28 on Jan. 1 while the 
fee in Pima County — which uses a differ­
ent test — will rise to $9.45 from $8.05.

Those increases Were known to lawmak­
ers earlier this year, but Rep, Herschella 
Horton said she and other lawmakers were 
dismayed to recently learn that state offi­
cials project the fees will reach $34,70 in 
M aricopa C ounty and $10.40 ip  Pim a 
County by 2004.

"We were not fully informed last ses­
sion. I am not happy about that. We were 
not told about the yearly increases,” said Horton, a TuCson 
lawmaker who is the third-ranking House Democrat.

Horton said the fee increases could be reduced if the 
testing program now kept fees paid by owners of newer- 
model cars which are excused from being tested. “That’s 
real important we keep the cost down as much as possible.”

Horton will be among House and Senate Democratic 
leaders planning to raise those 
concerns and others Thursday 
during a m eeting w ith Gov. 
Hull.

Sen. Chris Cummiskey, 
D-Phoenix, said die Democrats 
may suggest a 60-day continu­
ation o f the program, a move 
that would keep the program 
alive past Jan. 1 but also force 

lawmakers to revisit the entire testing program and the 
Democrats’ concerns during the regular session.

“We’re willing to extend this program, but there’s also 
some issues that we should address,” said Cummiskey, who

Hull press secretary Francie Noyes said the governor has

Noyes said. “We have somewhat of an emergency in terms 
of the special session in keeping the program operational.”

However, Democrats by then no longer would hold the 
leverage they would enjoy in a special session by virtue of 
the program’s imminent demise.

“What this is all about is just leverage. The Democrats 
know they have some leverage,” said Senate M ajority 
Leader Marc Spitzer, a Phoenix Democrat who authored 
major air-quality legislation during the 1998 session.

“The people that are trying to take a public health issue 
and turn it into a political game ought to be held account­
able,” Spitzer added.

Gov. Hull summoned several dozen business lobbyists 
and others to her office on Wednesday to ask them to lobby 
legislators on behalf of her proposal simple repeal, Noyes 
said.

“The business community know they have a big stake, 
and they are happy to get involved,” Noyes said.

Cummiskey said business interests “have been a voice in 
this process” but that their interests may not coincide with 
motorists concerned about testing fee increases.

Court to reconsider Arizona jail ban on frontal-nudity pictures
SAN FRANCISCO (AP) — A federal 

appeals court said W ednesday it would 
reconsider its ru ling  strik ing  down an 
A rizona ja il 's  ban on pictures showing 
frontal nudity.

The 9th I S. Circuit Court o f  Appeals, 
ruled the Maricopa County policy unconsti­
tutional in a 3-0 decision in July, saying it 
could be used against National Geographic 
and classic art works as well as Hustler and 
Playboy.

But the court said W ednesday that a 
majority of its active judges had v oted to 
refer the case to an 11-judge panel for a 
rehearing, at the county's request. No vote 
total was announced.

The county prohibited nude pictures in its 
jail in 1993, saying inmates had used sexual­
ly exp lic it m agazines to harass fem ale 
guards by waving pictures at them and 
taunting them. The ban applies to "personal 
photographs, drawings, and magazines and 
pictorials that show frontal nudity.”

in its July; ruling, the three-judge appel­
late panel said the policy went too  far. 
Without deciding whether the county could 
selectively ban magazines like Playboy and 
Hustler, the court said it was unconstitution­
al to forbid all depictions of frontal nudity.

"W e question  w hether a ll m ateria ls 
depicting nudity are reasonably likely to be 
the cause of violence or a tool of harass­

m ent,” said the opinion by Judge Betty 
Fletcher.

She Said the policy applies to “such mag­
azines as National Geographic,' medical 
journals,; artistic works, and countless other 
materials ” The County showed no evidence 
of danger from those materials, and had no 
procedure to determine Whether a particular 
picture should be allowed. Fletcher said.

The court said the ban could.be justified 
only if the county showed that any type of 
nude picture in jail Was likely to cause prob­
lems, ' - 3 ; •

N icholas H entoff, law yer fo r a ja il  
inmate who challenged the ban, said he 
pointed; out to the court during an April

hearing that the policy would apply to a 
pho to  o f  the sta tue o f  a b are -b reasted  
Goddess of Justice in the courtroom.

Daniel Struck, the lawyer for the county 
and Sheriff Joseph Arpalo, said inmates 
could use nude pictures in art magazines to 
harass female guards, just as they had used 
pornographic magazines.

Sun Devils’ frenzied comebacks fall short

Texas shooting guard Kim Lummas. the 
team’s  leading scorer, didn’t score a single 
point for the first 39 minutes and 49 seconds 
of Wednesday's contest against ASU.

But she couldn't have picked a better 
time to put up her first points of the night 
when she finally did.

The senior hit two free throws with 11 
seconds left to snap a 75-75 tie, and ASU 
point guard Natalie Tucker’s last-second 
baseline  shot went long, giv ing the 
Longhorns a 77-75 victory.

“Here’s a player who scored 
26 points against Tennessee 
(on N,ov. 28), and she 
only gets tw o points 
tonight,” Texas head 
coach Judy Conradt 
said. “But those were 
so im portant. I’d 
trade the 26 for the 
two tonight anytime.” |l 

Despite the fact that 1 
ASU sustained  the 
heartb reak ing  loss, it 
co u ld 'v e  easily  been a 
blowout. Texas was leading 
by as many as 20 in the second 
half, but the Sun Devils used two sepa­
rate scoring spurts to close the gap.

“We're a bounce-back type of team,” said 
shooting guard Kiteh Kitchen, who led ASU 
with 16 points and also added six rebounds 
and six assists. “I think when the game was 
on the line, we played with more emotion. 
We just wanted the game.”

The first Sun Devil rally came immedi­
ately after halftime. Down 44-28 heading 
into intermission, ASU used three three- 
pointers — the last by Kristine Sand with 12 
minutes remaining — to pull within 53-47. ' 

However, the Longhorns answered with a 
streak of their own, going on.a 16-2 run to 
give them a 69-51 lead with seven minutes 
to go. But ASU stormed right back, scoring

20 of the game’s next 25 points to make the 
score 74-71 Texas.

After a free throw by Dee Smith gave the 
Longhorns a four-point lead with 33 seconds 
to go, ASU tied the game with Tucker's 
driving layup and a layup by Leah Combs.

The game was won a second later, when 
Michelle Tom was whistled for committing 
a foul on Lummas.

PHOENIX (AP)— Randy Johnson says it wasn't the 

chance to play a few miles front home that persuaded him to 
sign with the Arizona Diamondbacks, it was the team’s recent 
addition of players who can build a contender.

“I’m coming here because I feel we can win, first and fore­
most, and because 1 felt my family would be comfortable 
here,” Johnson said Wednesday at a  news conference to intro­
duce him to the Diamondbacks, “If I felt this team was going 
to lose, I wouldn’t be here.”

He said Arizona only became a leading contender when 
Diamondbacks owner Jerry Colangelo signed free agents 
Todd Stottlemyre. Armando Reynoso. Greg Swindell and 
Greg Colbrunn.

“If those things hadn’t been done, I’d probably be holding 
a press conference somewhere else,” he said.

Johnson has heard the criticism that at age 35 he’s thrown 
away any chance of winning a World Series by signing a 
$52.4 million, four-year contract with a second-year expan­
sion team that lost 97 games this year.

He’s heard talk that he’s sacrificed the ultimate team goal 
that has eluded him throughout his career for the convenience 
of playing a short drive from his Paradise Valley home.

“It obviously disappoints me when media people think I’m 
taking a step backward,” he said. “You know, ‘He’s not going 
to win.’ I mean, who are you to say I’m not going to win? I 
have a lot of respect for writers, but none of you have ever 
been in my shoes and realized the expectations that I have in a 
game.”

Johnson’s contract has a no-trade clause, so he and the 
Diamondbacks seem wedded until he’s 39. He could pitch for 
five years, since the deal includes a fifth season at the club’s 
option.

He said he expects the Diamondbacks to be much better 
next season and contend for a wild-card spot or the NL West 
title in 2000.

His contract makes him the highest-paid pitcher and sec­
ond-highest paid player in baseball. Only M6 Vaughn of the

Free agent acquisition Randy Johnson dons an Arizona Diamondbacks 
jersey for the first time Wednesday at Bank One Ballpark.

Anaheim Angels, who averages $13.33 million in his new 
contract makes more.

But Johnson has no doubt he is worth it.
“I'm one of the winningest active pitcher in all of baseball

right now,” he said. “I’ve struck out more hitters in the ’90s 
than anybody else. I’ve been able to pitch with anybody in the 
game. 1 don’t know why anybody would think that’s a bad 
investment. I’m one of the best pitchers in the game.”

He said he will not allow the Diamondbacks to continue to 
lose.

“I won’t let that happen,” he said. “I think with the intensi­
ty that I have, the intensity that Todd Stottlemyre brings, 
every fifth day, people feed off of that.

“When we would be in a three- or four-game losing streak 
in Seattle, there was a reason my teammates would come up 
to me and say, ‘Randy, when are you pitching next?’ I don’t 
mind that at all.”

With his 6-foot-10 frame nattily attired in a pinstriped suit, 
his mother, wife and three young children among those in the 
crowded room at Bank One Ballpark, Johnson said it is 
important for him to pitch in front of his family.

“A lot of people don’t realize that what makes me tick out 
on the field is when I look up in the stands and 1 see my fami­
ly up there,” he said. “That really motivates me and makes me 
dig down a little deeper.”

Johnson was asked about last season in Seattle, when he 
was a grumpy 9-10 with a 4.33 ERA before he was traded to 
Houston. With the Astros, he was 10-1 with a 1.28 ERA and 
116 strikeouts in 84 1-3 innings.

“I wasn’t happy in Seattle,” he said. “I don’t want to go 
back too much, but when you’re pitching a major league ball- 
game, you need to be 100 percent mentally focused out there 
and it was a situation where I wasn’t.

“For people who say 1 didn’t give it my all, it’s not a fair 
assessment. I was leading the American League in strikeouts 
for five weeks after I left. I pitched a couple of shutouts. I 
almost threw a no-hitter up there.”

Johnson said choosing among the four finalists 
Arizona, Anaheim. Los Angeles and Texas — was extremely 
difficult. It came down to Arizona and one other team, he 
said, presumably the Angels.



Thompson shatters records
COLLEGE STATION, Texas (AP) —
Stanford's Jenny Thompson is making 
the FIN A Swimming W orld Cup her 
personal showcase.

T hom pson broke her ow n w orld  
short-course record in the 100-meter 
butterfly and her U.S. record in the 50 
freestyle Tuesday night.

Thompson swam the 100 butterfly in 
56.90 seconds, breaking her previous 
mark of 57.79. Later, she finished the 
50 freestyle in 24.56, beating her U.S. .

In m en's competition, Jeremy Linn set an American 
record with a 50 breaststroke swim of 27.11. Linn avenged 
a 1996 Olympic loss to Fred deBurghgraeve of Belgium, 
who finished second in 27.37.
