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The Fortepiano for tonight’s concert was built in
1991 for Eckart Sellheim by harpsichord and
fortepiano maker Michael Walker, Germany. It is a
replica of an instrument made by Michael
Rosenberger, Vienna (1810), which belongs to the
Fritz Neumeyer Collection of Keyboard Instruments
in Bad Krozingen near Freiburg, Germany.

The fortepiano, whose compass is six 1/2 octaves
(CC — ffff), features six pedales: damper-lifting;
keyboard-slide; two moderators; bassoon stop;
“janitsar stop”. It is the genuine instrument for
music written between ca. 1790 and 1830 — a time
that knew nothing of the modern concert-grand
piano — and blends beautifully with stringed
instruments and especially with the voice.
